The lack of 31gn1ficant mlnerallzatlon, the 1mprobab111ty of an
improvement in grade of the mineralized material, and the unlikely

.chance that geologic factors more conducive to ore will be found

justify denial of the application for Federal financ1a1 assistance
to explore this property. :

An interesting associatlon of mercury and platlnum was noted in assays

submitted by the Applicant from a distrlct‘not previously considered

significant for ore deposits. Assays showed 0.097 ounces platinum

per ton and 0,19 percent (3.8 lbs. per ton) mercury. Assays of 5
samples taken by the Field Officer indicate nil platinum and 0.013
to 0.067 percent (0.26 to 1.34 1lbs. per ton) mercury. Check samples
by the Field Officer of the same material which the Applicant had
sampled and assayed showed a content of 0.013 percent mercury and
nil platinum.'

The Field Offlcer noted cinnabar in thin films and scattered minute
crystals coating fracture surfaces in sheared, altered serpentine.
The degree of rock alteration is slight. . No reserves of ore grade
material can be inferred from the- evidence available, and it is not
geologically probable that ore grade pods of mercury bearing material
will be found.

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INTRODUCTION

Mr. William J. Brundage, 738 Fickle Hill Road, Arcata, California
95521, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government
assistance in an exploration project, Docket OME-6626, to explore for
mercury and platinum on the Sherry Kay No. 4, et al., Claims, Humboldt
County, California. The applicant infers the presence of minable mercury
and platinum ore bodies along a shear zone in serpéntinized peridotite
and wishes to explore the deposit by drifting and crosscutting.

A field.examination was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration
and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on June 22, 1967, accompanied
by Mr. William J. Brundagé, the applicant. The applicant's maps and assay
data were examined and compared with surface and underground exposures in
the claim area. A newly constructed furnace plant was examined. Fivé
samples of the mercury- and platinum-bearing material were taken for study
and analysis, the results of which are listed in this report.

SUMMARY

The claims contain several minor exposures of mercury-bearing material
localized in shear zones of serpentinized peridotite. Assays of samples
indicate that the mercury content of the most favorable material ranges
from 0.013 percent (0.26 pounds per ton) to 0.067 percent (1.34 pounds
per ton), and that the platinum group metals are not present in significant
amounts, if at all. There is no geologic evidence to indicate larger or

higher grade ore bodies below the exposures or elsewhere on the claims.





The applicant pfoposed to explore the deposit by driving ?00 feet of
crosscuts and drifts along the we;kly mineralized shear zone. The low
grade of the material and the small tonnage that can be inferred do not
warrant Government participation in an exploration project for mercury
or platinum on the property.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the application for Government assistance in
an exploration project on the Sherry Kay No. 4, et al., Claims be denied
on the basis that the geologic probability of discovering mercury- or
platinum-bearing ore bodies of minable size and grade is too remote.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Sherry Kay, et al., Claims are in sec. 13, T. 6 N., R. 4 E., HBM,
Brush Mountain mining district, Humboldt County, California (Fig. 1), on
the south flank of Brush Mountain, at an altitude of about 3,500 feet.

To reach the property, that is about 4 miles southwest of Willow Creek
(the closest téwn), drive 4 miles south on Highway 299, then turn west on
the Forest Service Brush Mountain Lookout Road for 7 miles to the Sherry
Kay claim that.is aboutAl% miles from the lookout station. The road passes
through the claim area and is maintained by the Forest Service. The
lookout road is a graded dirt road and is passable to ordinary passenger
vehicles except during heavy rains or snowstorms. The drive from Willow

Creek requires about a half an hour.





Mail, telephone, and trucking services are available in Willow Creek.
Blasting supplies are available in Willow Creek and other mining supplies,
materials, and equipment are available in the Eureka-Arcata area (60 miles)
or in Redding (110 miles). Assay service is avaiiable in San Francisco
(330 miles) at about $5 per sample for mercury énd $5 per sample for
platinum. Water is available from springs on the property. Mine timber
is available on the property and dimension timber is available from
sawmills in the vicinity at $45 per M. The local wage scale is about
$3-$4 per hour for mine labor.

PROPERTY

History and Production

Except for a few shallow prospect pits and minor placer gold operations
there has been no mining in the district. The owners of the claims,
Myrle R. Sheets and HarVey 0. Blanks, discovered the mercury-bearing shear
zone on the Sherry Kay No. 4 claim by panning cinnabar from the nearby
streams and hillsides about a year ago (1966). The applicant has done
nearly all of the existing development and exploratory work within the
past year. There has been no mercury or platinqm produced from the
district. The applicant has furnaced several tons of material from the
mine workings but has not been able to recover any mercury. Assays of

my samples of the "ore"

and furnaced rock indicate a mercury content of
0.02 percent (0.4 pounds per ton) for both samples, probably indicating

a furnace temperature too low to vaporize the small amount of mercury.





Ownership

The property leased by the applicant and contained in the application

consists of three unpatented lode mining claims as follows:

All are recorded in the records of Humboldt County, in Eureka, California.

Lien and Subordination Agreements signed by the owners Mr. Harvey O.
Blanks, Box 88, Arcata, California, and Mr. Myrle R. Sheets, Box 364, Blue
Lake, California, were attached to the application. A copy of the lease
from the owners to the applicant for a period of 10 years, dated April 12, 1967,
was also attached to the application.

Financial Eligibility

The applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting
loans for the proposed work and copies of letters in reply from the banks
refusing the loans. The applicant stated that he would furnish his share of
the costs of the proposed work by use of his equipment, labor by himself
and two sons, and the balance in cash.

Development

The property is developed by several open cuts, prospect pits, and

two short adits about 30-40 feet in length. Several short access roads

from the Forest Service road have been constructed to the adits.





A small furnace plant, consisting of a small jaw crusher and two
single-pipe wood-fired retorts, has been constructed about a half a mile
from the adits. Capacity of the plant is estimated at about 2 tons per
day. A house trailer is parked at the plant to provide living quarters
for the applicant and his two sons while working on weekends and during
the short periods tﬁey are at the property.

GEOLOGY
Geologic Setting

The property is in a densely forested area high on the slopes of Brush
Mountain. The only rock exposures are in road cuts, bulldozer trenches,

and mine workings.

Serpentinized peridotite is the only rock exposed in the claim area.
The pefidotite is probably part of a long narrow band of ultramafic rocks
of Mesozoic (probably Cretaceous) age that strikes north and intrudes sedi-
mentary rocks of Paleozoic and Mesozoic age.

The peridotite in the claim area is sheared and locally has been hydro-
thermally aitered. It is within these sheared and altered zones that the
cinnabar deposits occur.

Ore Deposits

The mercury-bearing materiai exposed on fhe property is localized along
north-striking shear zones in the serpentinized peridotite. Cinnabar, the
only mercury mineral seen, occurs as thin films and scattered minute crystals
coating fracture surfaces in the serpentine. The rocks are weakly silicigled
and a few thin veinlets of quartz and silica-carbonate rock are present in the
shear zones. Thin seams of chrysotile asbestos occur in the serpentine and

locally contain small crystals of cinnabar, a rather unusual mineralogic

occurrence.





The mineralized éhear zones range from about 5 to 15 feet in thick-
ness; are vertical, or dip steeply east or west; and are of unknown strike
length, Thé most highly mineralized zone occurs on the Sherry Kay No. 4
" claim and has been explored by an open cut and adit for a length of about
100 feet and a depth of about 30 feet. Although the thin films of cinnabar
on fracture surfaces are readily visible, assays of the highest grade
material exposed.in the mine workings indicate a grade of only 0.013 to
0.067 percent mercury.

There were no platinum-group minerals observed and the assays indicate
that none are present in significant amounts.

Sampling

The applicant submitted two assays with the application, one for
mercury indicating a content of 0.19 percent (3.8 pounds) and one for
platinum indicating a content of 0.097 ounce per ton. Five samples were

taken during the field examination and the assays are as follows:

Ore Reserves

There are no reserves of ore-grade mercury- or platinum-bearing
material exposed on the claims. Small stockpiles of mercury-bearing
material at the mine workings and in the mill and furnace plant are too-
low in grade to be treated economically. It is.possible, but not considered
geologically probable, that pods of ore-grade mercury-bearing material may
be present down the dip of the shear zones exposed on the claims. The
lack of significant hydrothermal alteration in the shear zones, however,
indicates that the degree of mineralization was slight and that unexposed

mineralized shoots are probably of about the same grade as the ones

exposed.
