The 
applicant did not furnish a map showing the property, geology, 
location, and extent of the proposed exploration, or the relation 
of exploration to property boundaries. A program of bulldozing 
and drilling is proposed but no details are given as to 'areas 
involved or number of holes and targets, etc. No bids for bull-
dozing or drilling are included. Copies of letters to the two 
banks, requesting loans, are lacking.
