Enclosed is an application for financial assistance received in the 
Field Office on October 24, 1967. 


I recommend that the application be denied on the basis that the 
work proposed is not exploration but is development 2and preparation 


for mining of a known gold-bearing channel. 


The applicant is the operator of the adjoining Cameron Mine, 
ONE-6201, Contract No. 2159), and royalties paid OME on the reported 
production from this mine have not been sufficient to even pay the 
interest on the ONE loan. The estimated cost of the proposed project 
(in the same channel as the one explored in the Cameron Mine) is given 
as $240,000 but the work proposed totals. about $500,000. This is a 
totally unrealistic proposal for the probable value of the gold that 
might be recovered as a result of the work. 


We have goodreason to believe that Mr. Speckert has not been 
entirely honest in his reporting of production subject to royalty 
payments from the previous contract, and I believe it unwise to become 
further involved with him in additional projects of the same type.
