Supplemental Application Report

Following the suggestion contained in your memorandum of March 28, 1968,
a re-examination of the subject property was made on April 10, 1968, by
H. K. Stager, Field Officer, accompanied by B. C. Richter, president of
the Plumas Mining Corporation, J. R. Walsh, secretary, and Frank Urban,
vice-president.

The purpose of the second field examination was to obtain outcrop
information from surface workings on the Tutt vein (target of the pro-
posed exploration) that were not accessible because of snow cover at the
time of the original field examination by J. E. Carlson on February 7, 1968.
Three samples of mineralized material from the Tutt vein were taken from
old prospects and mine dumps directly above the projected line of the
proposed exploratory crosscut on the Victory No. 1 Claim (Fig. 3).

There is ample evidence of past mining activities along the Tutt vein
including numerous prospect pits, inclined shafts, and adits. There are
no known production records, and all of the old workings are inaccessible,
but local residents state that several hundreds of tons of ore was produced
from the Tutt Tunnel, on the Tutt and Green Ledge Claims south of the
Victory No. 1 Claim (Fig. 3).

Although exposures are poor, because of soil cover and demnse vegetation,

the Tutt vein appears to be a strong structure with 1 to 5 feet of
mineralized quartz wherever exposed. Wall rocks are a schistose, gray,
andesite porphyry. The vein strikes N. 10° W. to N. 40° W., with a strike
length of about 4,000 feet, and dips from 35° NE., to vertical. Directly
above the line of the Pilot adit the vein is about 2-3 feet in thickness

and dips 35° NE. This exposure is about 400 feet vertically above the Pilot
adit level. 1If this dip is constant the vein will be intersected at a point
about 800 feet ahead of the present adit face, or 1, 600 feet from the portal.
Nothing is known of the rake of the ore shoots but if they are similar to
those on the Pilot vein they are nearly vertical down dip. Some exploration
along the vein will be necessary after it is intersected by the proposed
extension of the crosscut adit, and about 200 feet of drifting has been
recommended for this purpose..

No estimate of ore reserves has been made by the applicant or by J. E. Carlson.
Little information is available upon which to base an estimate but it appears
reasonable to infer that ore shoots containing at least 10,000 tons of

minable material may exist in the part of the vein to be explored by the
proposed project. The grade of this material is inferred to be higher than
the grade of the highly oxidized material sample on the old surface dumps.

I recommend that the exploration project, as proposed by J. E. Carlson, be
approved,

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INTRODUCTION

The Plumas Mining Corporation of Oroville, Calif. (P.O. Box 1231),
applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Governmgnt assistance.
. in an exploration project, Docket OME-6682, to explore for copper, silver,
and gold at the Pilot Mine, Plumas County, Calif. The applicant infers
that minable copper, silver, and gold ore is present in veins that intrude
andesite porphyry on the property. He wishes to explore these veins by
extending a crosscut adit an additional 800-1,000 feet. Qrﬁﬁjg’ ;?

A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration
and was made By J. E. Carlson, geologist, on February 7, 1968, accompanied
by John R. Walsh, secretary of the corporation. The applicant'S'maps and |
other data were compared with exposures on the property. The workiﬁgs
were open and samples were taken, but heavy snows prevented an examination

of vein exposures on the surface above the workings.

SUMMARY

The production of the Pilot Mine is unknown, but it is limited to the
ore taken from two small stopes along the Pilot vein by the previous owner
and, to a lesser amount, by the applicant. However, thicker veins crop out

on the surface and probably lie ahead of the adit face. These veins are 7‘75‘

the target of the proposed extension of the adit. It is reasonable to

expect these veins to be as well mineralized as the Pilot vein. Yo ”ﬁf?>z¢4234(
The applicant's estimates of costs required for the proposed work are

excessive and the work probably can be done at lower cost. The proposed

program consists of driving the Pilot adit an additiomal 1,000 feet, or

less, on the same bear}ng with some drifting on_tﬁe vein or veins. The work

will require about 8 months to complete.'hThe project site is accessible

and facilities for doing the work are available.

RECOMMENDATIONS
'It is recbmmended that the Government enter into a contract with the
Plumas Mining Corporation to provide 62% percent of the costs of the
proposed prégram to explore the mineralized ground near the Pilot Mine.
. The program will require about 8 months to complete and the Government's
share of the estimated total cost of $49,080.00 would be $30,675.00. To
facilitate administration of the contract, the work should be based on
fixed unit costs rather than on actual costs,
LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY,:AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Pilot Mine is'in sec. 14:4f%‘25 N., R. 11 E., MDBM, Genesee
mining district, qumas County, Calif. (Fig. 1), on the western slope of
the Sierra Nevada, at an altitude of abopt 4,000 feet.

The property can be reached from Oroville via Interstate 70 and
State 89, thence 5 miles east on county road A22 to Taylorsville, thence
9 miles southeast. The last 2 miles is graveled road, kept open in the
winter by the applicaﬁt. The route is easily passable by passenger car.

Mail, telephone, and personal services are available in Taylorsville,
and the ore shippiﬁg point is at Crescent Mills on the Western Pacific
Railroad 14 miles from the mine. The applicant states that he can contract
trucking from the mine to the railroad for $1.50 per ton, and that the rail
rate per ton to a mill at Tacoﬁa, Washington is as low as $8-$9. Trucking
and other facilities are available in Quincy, 30 miles away. Elect;ic
power can be brought in when needed from lines a half a mile from the mine.
Ample water islavailable from Ward Creek just below the mine portal, and
timber is no problem. Assay service is available in Sacramento, Quincy,

and probably Oroville.





PROPERTY

History and Production

Although the Genesee district is an old producer, the Pilot Mine is
relatively new. In the recent past an estimated few hundred tons of
copper ore has been taken from two stopes.

The present owners purchased full interest in the property in October
1967, and, at their own expense, cleaned out the adit and old workings.
They now wish, with Government participation, to drive the adit into new
ore shoots.

Ownership ]

The property consists of 11 unpatented mining claims known as the
Pilot and Victory groups. These claims are shown on Figure 2 and are
describéd as follows:

Financial Eligibility

The applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting
loans for the proposed work and two letters denying the loans. The
applicant proposes to furnish its share of the exploration costs by
supplying supervision, equipment, engineering, accounting, and the balance
in cash,

Development

The Pilot Mine is developed by one crosscut adit 791.feet in length
and a short drift from which some ore has been stoped along the vein.

These workings are clean and in good condition. A few sets of timber are
present, but the ground generally is not ﬁeavy. The surface plant consists
of a blacksmith shop, a building that houses an 8-foot Pelton water wheel
and a 125-cubic foot compressor, one cabin, and a house trailer. There
is also an HD7 tractor on the property, track in the mine, and several mine
‘cars. 'The applicant owns a construction firm that specializes in quarrying
and rock aggregates, and is therefore in a position to acquire additional
machinery for use at the mine.

GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The Pilot Mine is in a forested area of moderate relief, and ;he workings.
are all in gray andesite porphyry(?). No other country rock was seen owing
to the limited extent of the workings and to heavy snow cover on the surface
at the time of the examiﬁation. HoWever, the Westwood sheet of the

California geologic map series shows the porphyry to be metavolcanic rock





of Jurassic-Triassic age. This rock is overridden to the east by a
thrust plate of Upper Jurassic marine rocks and is itself thrust over
Permian metavolcanic rocks a short distance to the west. The claim area
lies between these thrust faults which are % to 1 mile apart.

Ore Deposits

The Pilot adit,which strikes east-west, crosscuts the westernmost of
the two faults at 590 feet from the éortal (Fig. 3). This fault strikes
N. 25° W., dips 30° NE, and is probably the Pilot vein. The vein material
consists of quartz, banded with copper minerals and hematite. Thick tan
gouge occurs along the vein in many places, but there is little deformation

on either side of the fault. The Pilot vein is nowhere more than 1 foot

in thickness where exposed by the workings. The copper sulphides,

in the quartz gangue. The gold indicated in éhe applicant's and OME's
assays probably occurs both as free and alloyed (tellurides) metal, although
none was seen for certain. The silver indicated in the assays is probably

This vein is not large enough to make a mine, and although the applicant

is stoping some of this ore, it is more to keep busy than get rich. Veins
of greater thickness, the Tutt vein in particular, are inferred to lie a

few hundred to several hundred feet to the northeast. The Tutt vein has//\7
been open cut but its size at depth is speculative only. ’

EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The applicant proposed to extend the Pilot adit about 800 feet on the
same strike (E-W) -and on the same level, and crosscut the Tutt vein. The
present face of the adit has 250 feet of ground above; if it is driven an
additional 800 feet, the new face will be about 650 feét bélow the surface.
The former owner drilled three diamond drill holes in the present face but //
the holes probably did not reach the Tutt vein. The information from

these holes is not available, Additional drilling was considered but the
cost for three holes would be nearly the same as for drifting. In addition,

the information from drill holes would be less definitive in this case.

The applicant's cost estimate is higher than should be owing mainly
to inflated labor and supervision costs. The mine property is not
isolated (9 miles over good road from Taylorsville), and; while boarding
facilities at the mine would be convenient, they are unnecessary. Another
reagon"for the high cost is a contingency item for bad groundltﬁat increases
the cost neafly $6 éer foot. It would be hard to imagine a more straight-
forward operation than driving a 5'x7' horizontal adit through sound rock
with the portal a stone's throw from the main acééss road. The super-
vision and accounting required for this project is minimal. The avail;
ability and cost of timber is also minimal; the mine is in sawmill country.
Other items listed in the estimate are in line with current costs in this
