It is agreed this 1llth day of April , 1969,
between the United States of America, acting through the Department
of the Interior, U.S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the
"Government, " and Floyd G. Robinson, an individual, hereinafter
called the "Operator, '' that Exploration Contract 2261 (OME -6688),
dated May 21, 1968, is amended effective December 17, 1968, as
follows: ’

1. (a) Work under the contract may be suspended
during the period beginning December 18, 1968, and ending
not later than March 14, 1969, ‘ '

(b) No costs incurred by the Operator during
the period of suspension shall be allowable for contri-
bution by the Government.

(c) The Government shall not contribute to any
cost of rehabilitation or repair incurred by the Operator
which in its opinion would not have occurred had there
been no suspension of the work.

(d) The Operator at its own cost and expense,
and without contribution by the Government, during the
period of suspension shall preserve and protect the
project work.

Operator's rights in land.--(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or_otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(¢) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title; or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two.true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government.: -If-the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated,
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance.of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide
suitable and adequate _equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a).

(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of
the work as 1t progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE L. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government gre provisionsl only,
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Govermment is finally audited and settled
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Govermment will not contribute
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government msy have
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation
to pay royalties to the Government has termirated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public.accountant. The Comptroller General of the
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator.

(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in
three sections as follows:

(l) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;
(2) oOperator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed;

and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of.the.Government's obligation to ‘con-
tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and enginéering evaluation of the
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work,
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed
and the unit costs thereof.

() Report of sales,--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary
evidence covering.all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production.

(e)- Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports,
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 67 Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mlneral or
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not lster than six months after a sufficient final
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows:

(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the
‘total net amount contributed by the Government 1s fully repaid with interest, whlchever occurs
first; or

(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first.

(c) Payment of royalty. --(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds

(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the

form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o0.b. p01nt),

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and

assaying to determine the value of the produétion sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a

carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross

proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used.

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentratlng, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable
form. '

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held,

or used in integrated operations, as the case may be.

: (d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equlvalent), after the
lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and’ payment of its royalty
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Lien for.payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and
-metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extlngulshed by lapse of time or is fully paid.

f) DNotice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the ‘Government with copies of the settlement sheets.

If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer.

. (g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--{a) If the Government determines that
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

. (1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then

performed; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obllgatlon to prosecute the work other than such as may
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

(v) 1If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

(1) the Government shall. be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not
performed when the notice was given, and
(2) the Operator shall be free of all cbligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.
The Government may also avail itself of any .other remedy .the law may provide for breach of contract; in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.






(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article T shall not
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the! Operator or may be sent
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of
this contract.

ARTICLE 11. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director,

U. S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a
written dppeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his

duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial
evidence.

ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U.S.C. 35-45), is subject to the following
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962.

(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or

G. Maier! of the U. S. Bureau of Mines seems inclined to dispute
this statement on the basis of experiments made at Mococo in which
butane (as a substitute for natural gas) was used as the reductant.
The gas was converted into a mixture of carbon monoxide and hvdro-
gen, and iron ore was reduced to sponge-iron in a rotary kiln. While

_some technical success was achieved, iron was made, and steel was made

from the iron. the process has not yet been proved an economic success.

Washington mine /./

The Washington mine is in the eastern end of a
prominent ridge on the west side of French Gulch,
across from the Milkmaid and Franklin mines. The
mine was discovered in 1852 and is one of the oldest
in the state (Ferguson, 1914, p. 64). It is developed by

about six principal levels extending through a vertical .

distance of about 450 feet (pl. 6), and by numerous
pits and trenches. Data on total production from the

Washington. mine are incomplete and contradictory; -

estimates range from 50,000 to 100,000 ounces of
gold. Ferguson’s (1914, p. 64) report of production
of 28,500 ounces by 1890 seems fairly definite.

During 1956-1957 only the ‘I level was accessible
and was mapped. Mr. J. H. Scott, owner of the mine,
kindly furnished additional maps, sections by K. C.
Eisenhauer and A. H. Merrill, and reports. Mr. Henry
Carter, caretaker, was ‘most helpful in guiding us
around the property and in recounting some of the
history of the area.

The Washington mine is on the south flank of the
arch that exposes the Copley Greenstone in French
Gulch just to the north; the main mineralized zone is

“along the contact between the Copley Greenstone

A second vein system strikes about N. 70° E. and
dips on the average almost vertically. It is well ex-
posed for about 1,000 feet on the I level and was
drifted on for an even greater distance on the H level.
It is almost entirely in the Copley Greenstone and,
where seen on the I level, ranges from a few inches
to about 3 feet thick. It was stoped in a few places

ounces of gold was taken from the interval between
H and 1 levels.

Sparse pyrite and calcite are present locally in the -
vein, and pyrite is disseminated in the adjacent green-
stone. Ferguson (1914, p. 65) also reports the pres-
ence of galena, sphalerite, and arsenopyrite. As in the

The Government retained no equity in any of the materials used.

The Operator was overpaid $2,767.50 due to erroneous claims submitted on

the November and December 1968 vouchers.

Only 603 feet of crosscutting

Demand for repayment of the entire amount contributed by the

Government was made on December 22, 1969,

pleted and as a result the target area was not
adequately explored.

The Operator was not an experienced miner and
the work was poorly supervised. The Operator
did not pay his creditors, or workmen, and by
his inefficient operation lost his lease on
the property and defaulted on the contract.

The Operator was not able to repay any of the
Government's contribution and is still liable
for the entire amount. Action on recovery of
at least the amount of the fradulent claim is
still pending in the Justice Department.
Certification protects the Government's rights
to recover through royalty on production the
amount contributed for work actually done on
the contract. As of the date of this report,
the Government has not received any repayment
of funds.

The Operator did not submit a final report.,

A Report of Review was issued by the Office
of Survey and Review in December 1969,

A final audit was not requested. No additional
payments were made or refunds received after
the Report of Review,

There was no production sold and no royalty
was due the Govermment., A royalty review was
not requested.

Although the exploration work was not completed,
some low-grade mineralization was found., Gold
content ranged from 0.01 to 0.15 ounce per ton
and silver content from 0.02 to 3.10 ounces per
ton in the quartz veins intersected by the cross-
cut and drift. No ore reserves were found but
ore shoots were inferred at favorable horizons

in the veins intersected. No development or
production is warranted or feasible but additional
exploration, including the balance of the work
proposed but not completed under the contract,

is still justified and geologically favorable.

Certification was recommended on the basis of

the gold- and silver-bearing material intersected
by the crosscut and drift. This mineralization
was favorable and inferred to be indicative of

the nearby presence of higher grade ore bodies.

A Certificate of Possible Production was issued

on March 20, 1970, for a period of 10 years,

until May 21, 1978, or until the sum of $24,334.00
is fully repaid with interest at the rate of ‘
7-3/4 percent per annum, whichever occurs first.

No ore was mined during the period of the con-
tract,

There was no ore sold during the period of the
contract and no royalties were paid or due the
Government,





7. Geologic Summary: - The ore deposits that have been mined on the
property, and nearby, consist of gold-bearing
ore shoots in quartz veins that occur along
faults that cut shales of the Bragdon Formation -
of Devonian age, or along the contact between
the shales and underlying rocks. Most of the
gold occurs free but some is contained in
pyrite, galena, sphalerite, arsenopyrite, and
chalcopyrite. Gangue minerals are quartz,
calcite, iron and manganese oxides, graphite,
and mica. Ore shoots from a few feet to over
10 feet in width have been mined over strike
and dip lengths of 200 feet in the nearby
Washington and St. Jude Mines. The grade ranges
from less than a half ounce to many hundreds of
ounces of gold per ton but has probably averaged
about one ounce per ton. Production from the
Washington and St. Jude workings is estimated
at between $1 million and $2 million.

While in the area of the subject property on other OME bu81ness, on June 14,
1971, an annual inspection was made by the Field Officer.

The subject contract was terminated on December .23, 1969, and a Certificate
of Possible Production was issued on March 26, 1970. A watchman at the
property, Mr, Clifford Robinson (no relation to the former Operator),
stated that the owners (Mrs. Thelma Scott and Mr., Robert S. Scott) had done

no work at the property and there has been no production since the contract
was terminated,

Local inquiry in Redding, California, revealed that Mr. Floyd G. Robinson,
the former Operator, is.presently working as a contractor for the Bureau of
Reclamation on the Trinity River project., Mr. John X, Murphy, a consulting
mining engineer in Redding, stated that Mr. Robinson was the low bidder on

a small tunnel job for the Bureau of Reclamation. If the Justice Department
is still seeking repayment of the $2,750.00 owed the Government by

Mr., Robinson, it might be possible to obtain it from payments due him under

the Bureau of Reclamation contract.

work done under the now-terminated OME contractj and that the
certification {s without legal support, is invalid, and should be
cancelled,

While the Act of August 21, 1958 (72 Stat. 700) does not specifically
state that a Certification of Podsible Produetion may be issued solely
to protect the Government's interest in the contract, such action

does indeed protect the Govermnment's interests in royalties on production
from a property. In this case, we can understand why the statement in
- the letter which you quote may have misled you and your clients to
believe that this was the sole basis for the Certification of Possibie
Production. Actually, geological features observed in the contract
workings at the Haleyon mine and reported to us more than six months
prior to issuance of the certification were the basis for the action
taken by the Government. On the basis of an inepection on August 6, 1969,

You have requested our advice on what action should be:taken with
respect to a letter dated April 23, 1970, you have received from
attorneys representing Mr. Robert S. Scott and Mrs. Thelma Scott,
present owners of the subject claims, in which it is alleged that
certification of possible production issued March 26, 1970, is

illegal and void, and, containing a request for a formal determination
of their appeal by the Secretary.

As we understand the facts in this case it appears from the record

that Mr. Floyd G. Robinson, the Operator under OME Contract 2266
(OME-6688), in 1968 entered into an agreement with Mrs. Thelma Scott,
sister-in-law of Robert Scott and obtained operating rights on the
Halcyon group of claims. As an owner of an interest in the subject
claims Mrs. Scott was required by OME to sign a Lien and Subordination
Agreements, and did so on January 10, 1968. Thereafter, in 1969 the
agreement between Mrs. Scott and Mr. Robinson was terminated by Mrs.
Scott and the property was repossessed. Mr. Robert Scott thereupon
took over operation of the property and requested that the OME contract
be assigned to him, but inasmuch as Mr. Robinson was unwilling to agree,
no assignment of the contract was requested. On December 23, 1969

the OME contract was terminated by reason of default by the Operator
and demand was made for repayment of the funds contributed by the
Government. Mr. Robinson failed to make any attempt to repay the

funds contributed by the Government and on March 26, 1970 the case was
referred to the Department of Justice.





On March 20, 1970 Mr. Scott wrote the Field Officer, Region II,
proposing that certification of possible production be withheld

until such time as he could complete the exploration program begun
under the original contract at no expense to the Government. This
request was denied by the Field Officer, pursuant to your instructions
in a letter to Mr. Scott, dated April 2, 1970.

In their letter of April 23, 1970, the attorneys state that OME

advised Mr. Scott that "In order to protect its interest in this contract,
the Government issued a Certificate of Possible Production on March 26,
1970" and contend that such a certificate "may only be issued when,

in the opinion of the Secretary, an analysis and evaluation of the
results of the particular exploration project discloses that mineral
production from the area covered by the contract may be possible.

The Government has no authority to issue such a certificate to protect
its interest in the contract."”

The source of the statement that certification was issued by the
Government to protect its interest appears to be a memorandum, dated
March 30, 1970 from your office to the Field Officer, Region II, who,
in turn, quoted it verbatim in the April 2nd letter addressed to Mr.
Robert Scott denying his propeosal.

As you are aware, under the provisions of Sec. 2(b), Act of August 21,
1958 (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. 642(c)) whenever in your opinion, as the
delegated representative of the Secretary of the Interior and the
Director of Geological Survey, an analysis and evaluation of the results
of an exploration project discloses that '"mineral production from the
area covered by the contract may be possible', you are required by the
Act to so certify to the Operator.

The record shows that in a report to your office, dated February 24,
1970, the Field Officer, Region II, recommended that a certificate of
possible production be issued, and stated that:

"In reply to your memorandum of February 13, 1970,
concerning certification of the subject contract I recommend
that a Certificate of Possible Production be issued. The
work completed under the project exposed the major target
vein but drifting did not progress far enough to discéver.

a minable ore shoot. Additional drifting or raising on
the vein to geologically favorable contact zone, between
quartz porphyry and graphgtic shale, should intersect

an ore shoot. The owner has stated his intention of
completing this work when finances permit."

It also appears that this conclusion had been reached following an
interim inspection conducted on the property on August 6, 1969 by
the Field Officer, and was so stated in his report to-you dated
August 21, 1969.

Thus, the Certification of Possible Production on March 26, 1970

was issued in accordance with the statutory requirements of the

law and Article 6 of the contract inasmich as an analysis and evalu-
ation of the results of the exploration had shown that mineral pro-
duction may be possible. Certification was not issued as alleged
by Mr. Scott's attorney "solely to protect the interest of the
Government. in the terminated contract" and, therefore, it is not
illegal and void. -

Under the circumstances, unless,after further consideration, you are
now of the opinion that analysis and evaluation of the results of the
exploration does not justify the conclusion that mineral production
from the subject property is possible, our advice would be that a
letter addressed to Mr. Scott's attorney, Mr. Arthur H. Connolly, Jr.,
be prepared, setting forth the circumstances in the case surrounding
issuance of the certification of possible production with references
to the pertinent geological information, the provisions of the Act
and Articles 6 and 7 of the contract, and the conclusion that, under
the circumstances, Mr. Scott has been misled by the statement quoted
to him by the Field Officer, and his appeal is made upon an erroneous
assumption. A draft of a suggested letter is attached.

We agree that there is no authority under the Act of August

contract. We believe that you and your clients may have been mislead s fect
by the statement in the letter which you quote. In point of fact the
certification of possible production in this case was issued on the
basis of an inspection of the subject property and analysis of ore
- samples made by the Field Officer, Region II, H. K. Stager, on Au-
gust 6, 1969. In his report of August 21, 1969 the Field Officer
stated as follows:

"The work completed has intersected two thin quartz veins
at 350 feet and 525 feet in the crosscut adit and a major fault zone
and quartz vein at 410 feet. The two smaller veins, each about 2 feet





in thickness, contain from 0.03 to 0.115 ounce of gold and 0.8k to
2.66 ounces of silver per ton. The larger vein is about 10 to 15
feet in thickness and, over the 50 feet of drift in the vein, assays
from 0.01 to 0.18 ounce of gold and a trace to 3.10 ounces of silver
per ton. All of the veins also contain abundant pyrite and minor
eamounts of scheelite and galena. No minable ore shoots have yet been
discovered but continued drifting or raising on the larger vein to
the graphitic shale and quartz porphyry contact may resilt in the
“discovery of a higher grade ore shoot."

Evaluation of this report, plus the results of other ore
sampling submitted by the Operator, clearly led us to the conclusion
that there was a probability that additional drifting or raising on
the vein to a geologically favorable contact zone, between quartz
porphyry and graphitic shale, should intersect an ore shoot and,
therefore, that mineral production from the area covered by the con-
tract "may be possible" within the meaning of section 2 of the Act
(30 U.S.C. 642)) and Article 6 of the contract. The certification
was issued accordingly. As is always the case, the issuance of a
certificate in the circumstances contemplated in Article 6 does pro-
tect the interests of the Government in royalties to which it is
entitled under that article. '

We trust that this information will rectify the false im-
- pression created by the statement which you quoted in your letter.

Attached is a copy of my sketch map of the crosscut adit and drift at the

Halcyon Mine showing the locations of mineralized zones found by the explora-

tion work done under the subject contract. Assays of 27 samples taken by
the Operator are also plotted on this map. ’

-The purpose of the contract was to drive a crosscut northerly to intersect
two major veins on the Ruby Pearl Claim and to drift on one or both of these
favorable structures in search of gold- and silver-bearing ore bodies, As
shown on the map, only the first of these veins was intersected and the
crosscut was stopped about 50 feet short of the inferred position of the
second target. Two other quartz veins were intersected by the crosscut, on
the south and north contacts of a thick dacite porphyry dike, but these
veins were too thin to justify exploration drifts, although they are both
gold- and silver-bearing. Drifting was started on the first major vein but
only about 50 feet was driven. The assays indicate a gold content of from
0.01 to 0.15 ounce per ton and a silver content of from 0.02 to 3.10 ounces
per ton. As noted in my Interim Inspection Reports of October 30, 1968, and
August 21, 1969, the vein is in dacite porphyry and continued drifting, or
raising, on this vein to the contact with graphitic shale might well result
in the discovery of higher grade ore shoots. The graphitic shale is a more

favorable host rock for high-grade ore shoots and minable gold ore shoots are
commonly found at the contact between the porphyry and shale. Such a contact
must exist between the adit level and the overlying surface and between the
drift face and exposures to the east of the adit, inasmuch as the surface
rocks in both directions consist of shale,

Certification of Possible Production was recommended on the basis of the gold-
and silver-bearing material intersected by the crosscut and drift. Although
this material is too low grade to mine at present metal prices, the mineraliza-
tion in the vein is favorable and inferred to be indicative of the nearby
presence of higher grade ore bodies. '

3. Under terms of the contract, Mr. Robinson
was to crosscut and drift a total of 1000 feet, timber
an estimated amount of 500 feet, and take for assaying
100 samples to a total cost of §50 000. The government
participation was 75 per cent, or §37,500.

4. Pursuant to the government requirements, and
in order to facilitate the ends of the two parties (govern-
ment and Robinson) involved, Mrs. Scott signed a lien and
subordination agreement.

5. As time passed, Mr. Robinson became more and
more in arrears in his payments under the agreement of
sale. In addition, Mrs. Scott and the writer learned
that Mr. Robinson was well in arrears on his payments to
local merchants for supplies used, and in addition, had
in a number of instances failed to pay miners and other
workmen involved.

6. On the basis of the conditions outlined in
item 5 above, and other breaches of the agreement of sale
on the part of Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Scott repossessed the
property in the spring of 1969. Throughout this time,
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Mrs. Scott, through the undersigned, attempted to maintain
liason with your office.

7. Mrs. Scott is a widow with very restricted in-
come, whose primary assets are restricted to the Halycon
group of claims mentioned herein, the adjacent non-operating
Washington Mine, and the non-operating pumace property in
Siskiyou County, California. Since she would not be able
to maintain the property, let alone continue exploration
work, the undersigned, Robert S. Scott, entered into an
agreement of sale with Mrs. Scott for the purchase of the
Halycon property.

8. 1 then discussed the situation with Mr. Stager
of the Office of Mineral Exploration, and prepared to con-
tinue the exploration work set forth under the government
contract, to conclusion. I was advised that this was agree-
able to the government, provided Mr. Robinson would sign
off and T would assume all of the obligations under the
contract.

9. At the conclusion of the contract, the property
was to be examined by the government, and either certified
that either mineral or metal production from the land
covered by the contract was possible as a result of the ex-
ploration work, or not certified. 1In the event of certifi-
cation, all monies advanced plus interest from the date of
advance, were to be repaid by royalties over a period of
ten years. In the event the property was not certified,
then any government lien was extinguished.

~ 10. When we were finally able to contact him, Mr.
Robinson was not willing to sign a requisite release.

11. On August 18, I learned that Mr. Robinson had
committed fraud, not only against Mrs. Scott, the local
merchants, and the people who had worked for him, but also
against the government. I therefore wrote to Mr. Robinson,
per copy attached.

12. Since that time, the matter has been in the
hands of your office, and the Department of Justice.

13. This poses a sizeable and I believe unfair
financial burden on me, since I have been forced to maintain
a watchman on the premises, as well as have a lien hang over
the head of the property, which was incurred fraudulently
by Mr. Robinson, with whom the government had contracted.
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14. 1In view of all of the above, and in the interest
both of the goal for which the government originally entered
into the contract, and of equity, I propose the following:

a. Upon acceptance of this proposal by the
government, I will individually, at no additional expense
to the government, continue the exploration program begun
until the originally contracted total of $50,000 has been
expended.

b. In doing this, I shall appreciate and
abide by the suggestions and recommendations of the geologists
of your office. During last conversations, they recommended
100 feet further ahead in the cross cut, 100 feet to the
east drifting, 100 feet to the west drifting,if a new vein
is found 90 feet east or west, or if no vein is found, then
two 45 foot raises to check through the slate porphory
contact.

c. Upon completion of the total work, I shall
notify your office and ask for an examination to determine
whether the property should be certified under the terms of
the original contract.

d. 1If the 0.M.E. engineer makes timely de-
termination that certification is warranted, then I shall
accept in good grace and with thanks the obligation under
terms of the contract to repay the monies advanced Robinson
for actual work performed, plus interest.

e. If, however, after examination, the engineer
determines that certification of the property is not
warranted, then I feel that the property should not be un-
‘fairly burdened through a continuing lien because the govern-
ment was defrauded by the same man who also defrauded my
family.

I shall appreciate your early response, so that appropriate
action can promptly be taken, either to turn the property
up as a gold and silver mine, or to cut the heavy financial
drain by salvaging the mill and releasing the caretaker.

In reply to your memorandum of February 13, 1970, concerning certification
of the.subject contract, I recommend that a Certification of Possible Pro-
duction be issued. The work completed under the project exposed the major
target vein but drifting on the vein did not progress far enough to discover
a minable ore shoot. Additional drifting or raising on the vein to a
geologically favorable contact zone, between quartz porphyry and graphitic
shale, should intersect an ore shoot. The owner has stated his intention of
completing this work when his finances permit.

I do not anticipate that the owner will raise any serious objection to a
certification for the amount of the Government's participation in the work
actually done ($24,333), but I do anticipate that he will object to an
obligation to repay the erroneous overpayment of $2,768 (plus accruing
interest). If it is possible to do so, I suggest that the certification be
for $24,333 and that the Department of Justice be requested to take the
necessary action against Mr. Robinson to collect the overpayment.

This is in reply to your memorandum of January 16, 1970
on the subject contract in which you asked whether the present owner
of the property involved, Mr. Robert S, Scott, would be under any
obligation to make royalty payments to the Government should he
undertake to resume work on the property, and if so, for what
period of time. In your memorandum you state that the Operator,
Mr, Floyd G. Robinson, has defaulted on the contract and a notice
of termination and demand for repayment of funds contributed by the
Government were sent on December 22, 1969,

Under Article 6(a) of the contract, the Government is
entitled to certify that it considers mineral production from the
land may be possible as a result of the exploration work at any
time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and
final accounting have been furnished, and under Article 6(b)(1)
the Operator agrees to pay royalty irrespective of any certification
of production "from the date of the Contract until the lapse of time
within which the Government may issue such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid
with interest, whichever occurs first,'" Finally, Article 7(c) of the
contract provides that the giving of a notice of termination "'shall
not affect the Government!s rights as provided for in the contract
with respect to royalty and liens to secure the payment thereof, and
such rights shall be fully preserved,"





As I construe these provisions of the contract they mean
that issuance of notice of termination does not automatically termi-
nate the rights of the Government to certify the property, and that it
is only precluded from doing so by the passage of six months from the
date the operator gives a ''sufficient' final report and accounting.
Further, Article 3 of the Notice of Termination dated December 23,
1969 preserved the Government's rights with respect to royalty,
liens, etc, Consequently, assuming sufficient work has been done
to justify certification, OME could proceed to issue certification
and thereby become entitled to payment of royalty for a period of
10 years or until the total amount of the Government's contribution
is repaid. '

Insofar as the obligation of the present owner, Mr. Robert
Scott, to pay royalty is concerned, I call your atfgntion to the Lien
and Subordination Agreements executed on ziaa”f 2T, 1968 by his
predecessor in title, Thelma Scott, wherein she granted a lien upon
all of her right, title and interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom to secure payment to the Government of the
royalty on production and agreed that if the Operator's interest
should be surrendered or terminated at any time prior to the
expiration of the rights of the United States under the contract she
would pay any royalty due the Government., She also agreed to
give advance notice of the Government's rights under the agree-
ment to any transferee of her right and title to the land. Thus,
Mr. Scott acquired title to the land involved subject to the Lien
. and Subordination Agreements and apparently was aware of this
fact from the statement in your memorandum that he attempted
unsuccessfully to assume responsibility to complete the work
as well as royalty obligations under the Lien and Subordination
Agreements executed by his sister-in-law, Mrs. Thelma Scott.

In summary, in my opinion, if the Government certifies
the property immediately or within six months after the Operator
files a sufficient final report and accounting, Mr. Scott will be.
obligated to pay royalty on any production for a period of 10 years
or until the funds advanced by the Government are repaid in full

'with interest, whichever occurs first, If the Operator files a
sufficient final report and accounting and the Government does not
issue certification within six months, all of its rights to payment of
royalty on production under the contract are thereupon terminated
and*Mr. Scott would thereupon cease to be under any obligation to
pay any royalty on Subsequent production. Of course, there is no





obligation to produce minerals from the land and if thefe is no pro-
duction from the land there is no obligation to pay royalty to the
Government. |

If the Government is unsuccessful in recovering monies
advanced and the overpayment mentioned in your memorandum, I
recommend that this case be referred to the Department of Justice

We advised you by letter dated August 5, 1969, that the subject
contract was in default because you had not resumed work by

March 14, 1969, as required under terms of Amendment No. 1 to the
contract, We noted also that you had an opportunity to assign

the contract and we asked that you inform us immediately whether

(1) you were willing to assign the contract, or (2) if you wished

to request termination of the contract. We understand that your
lease on the property had been terminated by the owner, Mrs. _
Thelma Scott, who subsequently sold the property to Mr. R. S. Scott.

In view of the fact that:
(1) You did not reply to our letter of August 5;

(2) You did not accept the offer dated August 20, 1969,

We direct your attention to Article 7(b)(2) of the contract which
makes you responsible for repayment of all monies contributed by the
Government under the contract, and to Article 1l(c) of the contract
pertaining to simple interest accruing at the rate of 7-3/4 percent
per annum on Federal funds contributed. The total amount contributed
by the Government in this case amounts to $27,101.25. Accrued
interest through December 31, 1969, will total $2,544.36.

An interim inspection of the subject project was made on August 6, 1969,
accompanied by Mr. Clifford Robinson (no relation to the Operator), watchman
at the property for the owner.

Interim Inspection

Work completed since the last inspection on October 26, 1968 (Report dated
October 30, 1968) has consisted of about 93 feet of crosscut adit for a total
advance of 553 feet, and 50 feet of drifting on the vein at about 410 feet
from the portal. Of this footage a total of 575 feet has required timber
support. It should be noted that these totals are less than the total footages
claimed, and paid for, on the November and December 1968 Monthly Vouchers and
Progress Reports. The Operator has been paid for 27 feet of crosscutting,

45 feet of drifting, and 50 feet of timbering in excess of the work actually
comp leted. '

No work has been done at the property since December 1968 when the project was
forced to close down because of snow and severe winter storms. An amendment
(No. 1) to the contract, dated April 11, 1969, authorized a recess in the work
during the period December 18, 1968, to March 14, 1969, and extendeéd the time
for completion of the work to September 21, 1969. The contract has been in
default since March 14 (the end of the recess period) and the Operator's

lease on the property was revoked by the owner during June because of many

breaches of the lease agreement. The owner has sold the property to

Mr. R. S. Scott, her brother-in-law, who is presently preparing a request
for assignment of the contract to him. If the Operator -consents to the
assignment, as it appears he will be forced to do for financial reasons,
Mr. Scott will complete the work under the contract including the excess
footages claimed but not completed by Mr. Robinson.

The work completed has intersected two thin quartz veins at 350 feet and

The larger vein is about 10 to 15 feet in thickness and, over the 50 feet

of drift in the vein, assays from 0.0l to 0.18 ounce of gold and a trace to
3.10 ounces of silver per ton. All of the veins also contain abundant pyrite
and minor amounts of scheelite and galena. No minable ore shoots have yet
been discovered but continued drifting or raising on the larger vein to the
graphitic shale and quartz porphyry contact may result in the discovery of

Interim Inspection

An interim inspection of the subject project was made on October 26, 1968,
accompanied by Mr. Floyd G. Robinson, the Operator.

Work completed since the last inspection on July 16 (Report dated July 23,
1968) has consisted of about 260 feet of crosscut adit for a total advance of
460 feet. Of this footage a_total of 453 feet has required timber support
with lagging on sides and back. Timber costs have been about double the
contract allowance of $9.00 per foot.- Most of the work has been on a single
shift per day basis with some double shift work when sufficient labor was
available., Starting on October 28 the Operator planned to return to a double
shift basis, continuing the crosscut and starting the drift on the vein
intersected at 410 feet.

A thin quartz vein, intersected at about 345 feet, occurs along the contact
between the graphitic shales of the Bragdon Formation and an underlying dike
or intrusive body of dacite(?) porphyry. At 410 feet from the portal a fault
zone containing quartz vein material, with sparse to abundant sulfides (pyrite,
galena, and sphalerite) as well as some scheelite and calcite, was intersected.
This vein is about 12 feet in thickness, strikes about N, 50° E., and dips
about 85° NW. Assays of samples taken by the Operator have not been received
but the sulfide-rich zones are probably gold bearing. A raise on this vein,





or a drift to the east, will probably penetrate the porphyry-shale contact
(that dips eastward) within a short distance. The graphitic shale is a more

favorable host rock for high-grade ore shoots and minable gold ore should
be found at the contact.

The crosscut adit will be continued to about 500 feet and should intersect
the parallel target vein at about that point.

Interim Inspection

An interim inspection of the subject project was made on July 16, 1968,
accompanied by the mine foreman and two miners.

Work on the project was started on May 28, 1968, and about 200 feet of cross-
cut adit had been driven on a bearing of about N. 5° W. through shales of the
Bragdon Formation cut by thin dikes of quartz porphyry and veinlets of quartz.
The entire crosscut has required timbering with lagging on sides and back.
Timber sets are on 3%- to 5-foot centers and timbering is carried within one
set of the face. Timber costs have been about double the contract estimate
but crosscutting costs have been less than estimated so that the overall - /'
cost is close to the $54,00 per foot allowed by the contract. The crosscut

is being driven about 6' x 8' in cross section. Rail, air and water lines,
ventilation line, and electric lighting are carried as close to the face as
practical. A mucking machine and two 1%-ton mine cars are in use. Three
miners have been.employed en a one-shift-per-day basis but starting on July 22
a fourth man was to start work allowing a two-shift-per-day schedule. Progress
has been rapid to date and unless unforeseen difficulties arise the first
target vein, at about 300 feet, should be reached in late July or early
August

INTRODUCTION

Mr. Floyd G.‘Robinson, 160 Pleasant Valley Drive, Walnut Creek,
California 94596, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for
Government assistance:in an exploration project, Docket OME-6688, to
explore for goldband silver at the Halcyon Mine, French Gulch or Deadwood
mining district, Shasta County, California. The applicant infers the
preéence of minable gold-silver ore shoots along two quartz veins cutting
shales and siltstones of the Bragdon FormétiOn and wishes to explore
these veins by driving a crosscut adit and drifting on the veins.

A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals
Exploration and wasvmade by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on March 27, 1968,
accompanied by Mr. Floyd G. Robinson, the applicant. The applicant's maps
and reports were examined and compared with exposures on the property.

A érevious application fbr essentially the same project, Docket
OME-6328, was apéroved énd resulted in a contract, No. 2179, fhat was
executed on January 22, 1964. Work under the contract was startéd and the
portal site cleared, but the former operator died before the adit could be
Started and, as a reSulf, the contract was rescindéd. The preéent app licant
acquired the property in July 1966 and now desires to proéeed.with the
exploration, | |

SUMMARY
The Halcyon Mine property, inéluding the Washington and St. Jude Mines,

has yielded an estimated $2,000,000 in gold and silvér ore, and although

it is not now possible to examine the old underground workings'bedausé of

caving, it appears reasonable to infer that minable ore shoots exist in





the area of the mineralized structures to be explored by the proposed
project. The applicant's estimates of the costs required to accomplish
the proposed work are reasonable. The proposed program consists of 1,000
feet of crosscut adit and drifting on two veins. The project site is
accessible and facilities for accomplishing the work are available. The
applicant is competent to undertake the work and the project will probably
require about 7 months to complete,
RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the Government enter into a contract with
Mr. Floyd G. Robinson to provide 75 percent of the costs of the proposed
program to explore the Halcyon Mine. The program will require about 7 months
to cbmplete and fhe Government's share of the estimated tofal cost of
$50,000 would be $37,500. To facilitate administration of the contract,
the work should be based on fixed unit costs rather than actual costs.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Halcyon Mine is in sec. 17, T. 33 N., R, 7 W.; MDBM, French Gulch
or Deadwood mining district, Shasta County, California (Fig. 1), on the
north side of Scorpion Gulch, at an altitude of about 2,500 feet.

To reach the property, that is about 20 miles northwest of Redding
(the closest major town), drive west about 14 miles on State Highway 299,
turn right (north) on the French Gulch Road and drive 3 miles to the town
of French Gulch, and on crossing Bridge at south edge of town turn left
(west) on a graded dirt road and drive 4 miles to the Halcyon Mill and
property. The road is passable to ordinary passenger cars, and the drive

from Redding requires about 45 minutes.





Mail, railroad, and trucking services are.available in Redding, as
are mining equipment, materials, and supplies. Telephone service and
electric power are available on the prOperty. Experienced labor is
available locally for an ovérall cost of $5-$6 per hour. Timber is
available from nearby sawﬁills and there is ample water available from
springs and streams on the property. Assay service, at a cost of $4-$5
per sample for gold énd silver, is available in Redding and in San Francisco
(240 miles). |

PROPERTY

.History and Production

ThevWashinéton Mine,.on the east side of the property, was discovered
in 1852 and ié one of the oldest lode mines in the stéte. The nearby
St.‘Jude'(Philadelphia and'Rbosevelt, Vogt) Mine was also developed on the
same structure. Gold mining and milling has been intermittent and the
most recent period of major production was between 1934 and 1946, A
35-tons-per-day mill (later enlarged to SO-tons-per;day) was built on the
property in 1941, Production from the Washington and St. Jude workings is
Variouslj estimated at between $1,000,000 and $2,000,000.

The most recent work has been by the applicant who acquifed the
property in 1966. Several hundreds of tons of old mine dumps have been
milled and an attempt has been made to deﬁelop an open-pit operation at

the north end of the Halcyon Claim.





Ownership

The property consists of six unpatented claims owned by Mrs, Thelma
Scott, c/o Simeon E. Sheffey, Suite 717, 300 Montgomery St., San Francisco,
Calif,, and is under a purchase contract to the applicant. A copy of the
Agreement of Sale is included in the application and the applicant furnished
Lien and Subordination Agreements signed by Mrs. Scott. The claims,

Financial Eligibility

The applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting loans
for the proposed work and copies of letters of refusal from the banks. The
applicant states that his share of the costs of the proposed work will be

furnished in cash from funds set aside by him for this purpose.

Development

The Washington and St. Jude Mines, along the same veins to be explored
by the proposed work, are developed by three major adits and many thousands
of feet of drifts and crosscuts on several 1evels.v Development witﬁin the
area to be explored by the proposed project consists of a small open pit at
the north end of‘the Halcyon Claim, several shallow prospect pits, and an
adit reported to be 260 feet in length (now caved and inaccessible) on the

Ruby Pearl Claim.





Surface facilities include a SO-ton;per-day amalgamafion-flotation-
.concentration mill, blaéksmith shop, large bunkhouse, and several small
cabins. The mill is'in operating condition and the cabins and bunkhouse
are in fair condition.

GEOLOGY
Geologic Setting

“ The Halcyon Mine is in an area of moderate relief and the surface
is élmost completely covered by glluvium and slope wash. Vegetation is
dense and there are few visible outcrops'except in road cuts. Because of
caving, the underground workings are largely -inaccessible.

Rocks exposed in the claim area are chiefly.shales,and siltstones of
the Bragdon Formation of Devonian age that have been intruded by diorite
porphyry or quartz porphyry dikes and sills of Jurassic or Cretaceous age.
The sedimentary rocks strike northwest and dip moderately to steeply
northeast.

Faulting of the rocks in the mine area is obscure but previous
mining iﬁdicates that two faults, that strike about N. 70° E. and dip
vertically or steeply south, pass through the north half of the Ruby Pearl
Claim. Quartz veins that are tﬁe tgrget of the proposed explorétion occur
along these faults. Although abundant'quarté float is present on the
slopes, in the prbjected position of the veins, no surface outcrops have

_been found. Surface slumping. or aIIOWrangle near-surfaée fault has

‘probably cut off the quartz veins at a shallow depth;





Ore Deposits:

The ore deposits that have been mined on the property, and nearby,
consist of gold-bearlng ore shoots in quartz veins that occur along faults
that cut shales of the Bragdon Formation or along the contact between the
shales and underl&ihg rocké. Most of the gold occurs free but some is
contained in ;he sulfide minefals pyrite, galena, sphalerite, arsenopyrite,
and chalcopyrite. Silver occurs in a ratio of about 1 ounce per 3% ounces
of gold. Gangue ﬁinerals are quartz, calcite, iron and manganese oxides,
graphite, and mica. Graphitic zones in the shale are partlcularly favorable
sites for gold dep051t10n. Ore shoots from a few feet to over 10 feet in
width have been mined over strike and dip lengths of 200 feet .in the
- Washington and St. Jude Mines. The grade ranges from less than a haif an
ounce to many hundreds of ounces of gold pef ton bgt has probably averaged
about 1 ounce per ton.

The two parallel quartz veins mined in the Washington‘and St. Jude
Minesﬂproject across the.Halcyon, Midway, and Ruby Pearl Claims and are the
target of the proposed exploration. These veins are reported to have been
exposed and mined in-an open pit at the north end of the Halcyon Claim and
in old workings on the Combination Claim west of the Ruby Pearl Claim. An
old adit, several hundred feet west of and about 100 feet above the proéosed
exploratory adit, is reported to have intersected the veins and produced a
small tonnage of ore that yielded about 1 ounce of gold per ton. Waste
material on the dump from this adit (now caved) contains abundant graphitic
shale and pieces of quartz vein material containing manganese and iron

oxides.





Sampling

There were no samples taken during the field examination. All
underground workings are caved and inaccessible. Surface pits and trenches
are sloughed in and no mineralized material is exposed. Two samples taken
by the applicant (his Nos. 4 and 5), of surface material on the slope above
the proposed adit, contained 0.07-0.10 ounce of gold per ton. Three
samples taken by Mr. Fillo in 1963, of exposures on the Combination Claim
(Wertz property), contained 0.61-0.195 ounce of gold and 0.1-0.2 ounce of
silver per ton.

Ore Reserxrves

The applicant states that the ore reserves of the property are unknown.
There are no measured or indicated reserves, but ore shoots inferred to

EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The applicant proposes to explore the favorable ore-bearing étructures
on the Ruby Pearl Claim by driving a crosscut adit for about 500 feet to
intersect the two veins and then drive about 500 feet of drifts along the
veins. It is estiﬁated that about 500 feet of timbering will be required.
The applicant states that work could be started immediately and would require

about 7 months to complete.





Examiner's Proposal

The proposed program is essentially the same as the one approved
previously under OME-6328, Contract 2179. A project is justified and the
applicant's proposal is probably the most efficient method of exploring
the favorable veins at the west edge of the property. Exploration of the
veins is also warranted to the west into the adjoining Combination Claim.
The applicant is negotiating for the purchase of this adjoining property
and will probably explore the westward extension of the veins at some
future time. For tﬁis reason it might be well to consider a "transportation
clause" in the contract, if granted, similar to that contained in Contract
2179.

Proposed Exploration Costs

The applicant has supplied detailed cost estimates for the proposed
work, These costs reflect a considerable increase in the cost of labor,
equipment, and materials over the costs allowed by Contract 2179, but
these increases are, in general, realistic for the area. The applicant is
presently repairing the access roads and portal site at his own expense.
If the probable salvage value of the rail, pipe, vent tubing, change room,
and other small pieces of equipment, etc. is taken into consideration, |
the estimate of $48 per foot for drifting and crosscutting is reduced to
about $45 per foot. Timbering costs should not exceed about $9 per foot.
If samples are taken about 5 feet apart, along the estimated 500 feet of drifts
on the veins, about 100 assays will be required at $5 per sample for gold

and silver.
