Enclosed is a poorly prepared application for financj 
assistance in a silver exploration project received in the 
Field Office on April 5, 1968. 


The application was first received on March 1, 1968, but was 
returned as unacceptable on March 4, 1968 (see copy of letter 
attached). The applicant has now resubmitted the application, 
attempted to supply information lacking from the original 
application, and to offer additional justification for the 
project, but without much success. The project still appears 
to be one of prospecting rather than exploration. Geologic 
data is lacking but may not be available until a field exami-
nation is possible.

With reference to your letter of March 4, 1968 and our telephone 
conversation, I wish to resubmit the Application on behalf of 
Mrs. Mirian Grewal for assistance under the OME plan as outlined 
on VtME Form 40. 


I am, therefore, enclosing supporting information as required 
and hope that this will be sufficient for you to apply to 'the Depart-
ment of the Interior for study and action. 


I have shown on 'the accompanying piat 'the location where the \ 
samples were taken. Assays were run only for silver, except 
when 'the assay company raii sample . No. 37196 for silver and lead. 
This sample I did not take. The rest were taken by me '. .1 doubt 
very much that any more of this type of ore will be found; actually 
at the present price of silver, the content of this float would be 
much higher than the lead. 


The depth of drill holes must of necessity be determined by the 
assay results of the cores; in requesting bids from the drilling corn-
panies, I gav a maximum depth of 250 feet, but they are agreeable 
to go to 500 feet for a few cents more per foot. 


In the case of a bulldozing contrac't, I have submitted only one bid - 
that of Mr. Ted Hillier, for 'the reason 'that he lives near the property 
and is willing to work for an hour or more as required. Should

additional bids be necessary, I will have to get them from Santa 
Barbara where the machine would have to be transported on a 
Semi. I may be wrong, but I do not 'think much bulldozing work 
will b e necessary. 


Please tell me if Mrs. Grewal's statement 'to me as to how she 
will pay her share of the exploration costs is sufficient for the ' 7 time being. She would have no difficulty in procuring a bond or a 
loan, if need be.

Justification for. Denial of Application 


The Applicant's proposal is to explore by diamond drilling from. 
the surface an unspecified number of holes totaling 1,500 feet 
for silver-bearing ore bodies in sandstone and limestone of 
Eocene to Miocene age. 


The ONE Field Examiner concluded that measurable amounts of 
silver and other metals were deposited syigenetically over 
a large area, and that owing to the absence of structural 
controls or igneous sourcerocks concentrations of silver and 
gold in commercial quantities cannot be inferred. He recommended, 
and the Field Officer concurred, that the application be denied. 


Although most of the assays indicate only a trace of silver and 
gold, the highest assay indicates 2.6 ounces of silver per ton. 
Samples are representative only of the most oxidized rock, which 
may also be the most leached. Sampling of both oxidized and 
unoxidized rock over a larger area is warranted. Additional 
investigations by the ONE would be outside the purview of its 
enabling act, but might be a suitable project under the Heavy

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INTRODUCTION 


Mrs. Marian D. Grewal, P.O. Box 1533, Santa Barbara, California 93102, 


applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in an 


exploration project, Docket ONE-6711, to explore for silver at the Grewal 


ranch, Santa Barbara County, California. The applicant believes that minable 


silver deposits can be found in sandstone and limestone on the property and 


wishes to explore for these deposits by core drilling from the surface. 


A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration 


and was made by J. E. Carlson, Field Examiner, on June 3, 1968. He was 


accompanied by Mr. R. L. Ferdinando, consulting mining engineer for the 


applicant, and by the applicant, Mrs. Marian Grewal. The applicant's data 


were examined and compared with exposures on the property. 


SUNMARY 


The Grewal ranch contains a shallow bulldozer trench in sandstone and 


limestone. The applicant proposed to explore the prospect area by drilling a 


grid of diamond drill holes. The estimated total cost is about $25,000. The 


program lacks a target, and thus is mainly a prospecting venture. 


RECONNENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application be denied because there is no 


geologic target, or even a potential target, on the property. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Grewal ranch consists of about 175 acres insec. 2l,T. 5 N., R. 28 W., 


SBM, Santa Barbara County, near San Marcos Pass, at an altitude of about 2,500 


feet.

The property is about 12 miles west of Santa Barbara and is easily 


reached via the San Marcos Pass road and a paved road called El Dielo Camino. 


All necessary services, supplies, equipment, and labor are available in nearby 


towns or in Los Angeles. Water is available from small reservoirs and springs 


on the property. Assay service, at a cost of $5 per sample for silver, is 


available in Los Angeles.


PROPERTY 


History and Production 


There has been no mining on the property or in the vicinity. 


Ownership 


The property consists of the 175-acre Grewal ranch. Mrs. Marian Grewal 


owns the land and mineral rights and there are no liens, mortgages, or other 


encumbrances on the ranch. 


Financial Eligibility 


The applicant furnished copies of letters from two banks denying her request 


for a loan. The applicant proposed to furnish her share of the costs with cash. 


.Deve lopment 


The property is developed by an open pit 20 feet long, 10 to 15 feet wide, 


and 5 feet deep. There are no structures associated with mining operations. 


GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Grewal property borders the Los Padres National Forest on the south 


flank of the Santa Ynez range northwest of Santa Barbara. The area is underlain 


by a thick section of sandstone and limestone marine rocks of Eocene to Miocene 


age. The attitude of these rocks on the Grewal ranch, and as seen in the 


surrounding valley sides, is nearly flat. There are no intrusive or extrusive 


rocks near the property.
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Ore Deposits 


•	 A shallow trench was bulldozed by the applicant in a sandy, partly 


oxidized marine limestone on the top of a small knob. This rock, with a rind 


of oxidation, did have the appearance of a lightly mineralized gossan. The 


unaltered rock is blue-gray and where altered, is tan. The applicant's.assays 


from rock taken from this pit indicated not much more, than a trace of silver.' 


The highest assay indicated 2.6 ounces of silver per ton. There was no vein 


development of any kind in the pit or nearby. In the opinion of the examiner, 


the origin of the metal in these rocks is depositional, and that random sampling 


• over a large area wOuld yield assays showing measurable amounts of various 


metals. None would be of economic importance. A piece of rock found near the 


pit was assayed by the applicant and found to contain 78 ounces of silver per 


ton, but it was stated in the application that this rock was probably not 


indigenous to the area. 


Sampling 


Three samples were taken from several places in the pit and one sample' 


was taken from a small rock ledge above the pit. Only the most oxidized rock 


was sampled. Assays of the four samples indicated only trace amounts of silver 


and gold.	 .

Applicant's Proposal 


The applicant proposed to explore the area around the pit by core drill-


ing a total of 1,500 feet on a grid pattern. Total cost estimated for the 


project was $25,000. The purpose of the proposed work was to find silver-


bearing material in economic amounts. There was no specific target.
