Mr. C. C. Doyle, Mining Engineer whom I brought in to 
analyze the situation surmises the old prospector missed 
the mark, and the real ore lies in a downward slant and not 
along the horizontal line that they followed for ease of 
operation.

The values are good on assay and Mr. Doye informs me 
that we may have a very large mining district at the 
Pre-Cambrian level. This, of course, is why I am applying 
for an OME loan. It could be big, or it could be small. 


(e) The enclosed sketches will clarify the layout of the 
mineralized veins.. The ore is prominent over a wide 
lateral range of moderate width (14-30") and all 
seeming to run paralell. These veins are intruding in 
through a cap of extrusive Andesite, Rhyolite and volcanic 
'mud. The Pre-Cambrian bed lies not many feet below 
(about 100'), and could produce mineral of extreme 
high grade. 


(f) Ore is in evidence on the holdings. The question is 
how extensive with depth, and will it richen up? The 
Eng.neeriflg Report shows that the veins are of 
Mesothermal origin and should extend to a depth of 3 or 4 
thousand feet, with the possibility of enrichment as 
we penetrate downward. This is our objective; to prove 


or disprove the existence of a really large ore body. 
The samples were taken from two-foot channels across the 
veins without discrimination.

cost,' core drilling seems the best alternative. 
10 holes, each 100 feet deep, stratigical1.y placed, 


should giVe us a clear picture of the deep mineralization. 
Consult the accompanying. maps for clarification of the 
proposed locations of the drill holes. They are marked in 
heavy arrows and numbers. 


The initial drilling should be performed at QQ #2. 
It is the most easily accessabIe and ore showing is 
quite prominent, It is ideally situated for drilling as 
thevein outcrop is adjacent to a deep wash at the Pre-Camb.jan 
level. A 100 foot hole should intercept the vein about 
150 feet below the outcrop. Two holes here should give us 
a reading at the 150 and 225 foot depth levels of the Vein. 
Holes 3 and 4 should be drilled on QQ #. One hole, dxiven 


straight down 100' feet directly on the vein, will give 
information on its penetration richness. 
Another hole, driven at an angle through the adjoining 


Andesité and R hyolite, and intercepting the vein at 100 feet, 
will give information on' length, width, and richness of ore. 
Hole #5 should go down on Quartz Queen #1. VJe 
should sink again directly on the vein to determine the 
tendency of the ore. Hole /6 should be sunk 200 ft. N. 
of hole #5. This hole, angled through the country rook, 
will intercept the vein at 100 feet. Hole 7 should 
be sunk between Quartz #4 and Quartz Queen # 7. The 
vein is covered 'with overburden here and of undeterminant 
value. This hole will give clues as to continuity and. 
richness of vein. Hole #8 will be placed at 4uartzQuoen 
#5. It can be drilled at the Pre-Cambrian floor to test 
vein at the 100 ft. depth. Hole #9 will be driven 
below Quartz Queen #7 to sample vein at'base of Andesite 
and Rhyolite extrusives. Hole #10 will go down 210 feet 
north of Quartz Queen #7 on opposite or east side 01' vein. 
This should complete our exploration work and give a com-
prehensive view of all the ore veins. 


(b) kroceeding south from Needles, there is a good paved 
road for 15 miles, then it is necessary to traverse 13 
miles of secondary road. There Is one very rough spot 
through a rock pass, which requires 4 wheel drive. The rest 


of it is sandy wash which needs some bulldozer work. The 
pass will have to be blasted and dozed to bring it up to 
shape. At' the end of this 13 miles, all wheeled travel 
stops. There is a large rock dike which must be bypassed. 
This may be accomplished by dynamiting and dozer work. Them

an additional 3 miles di n a wide wash will place the 
veins within workable distance. 


(c) Work will be started. immediately. It is difficult 
to fix a finish date due to the extreme weather and uncer-
tainty of labor in this area. Again, I can't. make a rigid 
prediction because of the above described uncertUnties. 
However, we should fulfill the contract work within eight 
months. The i3ogress will vary greatly from the hot summer 
to the more hospitable winter months. 


6. Experience: 


I am 47 years old. All my life I've been exposed to mines 
and minerals. I've been on many prospecting and 'surefire' 
deals, but being of a practical frame of mind, I just cant 
get óxcited about some tale of lost treasure or a little 
smear of malachite. This is why, finally, it gives me 
a thrill to see our veins open up some bona fide ore. Ore 
that is there in place, not just a little concentrate in 
a vial, but good, solid ore perking up in ma:y places in 
a wide assortment of quartz veins. I've examined every 
current working in this part of the country, including the 
OME financed holdings south of Essex, and the Standard 
Metals Development across the river in Arizonia, and their 
stuff seems like fluff compared to the potential gloaming 
forth from our discovery. Agqin, I repeat, the ore is 
there and it is extensive surfacewise. What we must 
determine, is the depth and richness and this is why we 
need yoU. If it's as great as ft seems, not only will we 
help ourselves, but we will help our country in its' 
drastic need for these critical minerals. In ti mechanics 
of mining, I've gained experience as an active partner with 
my uncle, George Palmer, 'in developing two mines in central 
Arizona. As for technical supervision, .1 will enlist the 
aid of Mr. C C. Doyle, a mining engineer of wide, 
qualified experience, and any other qualified personnel 
that may be necessary to explore the veins to the best 
advantage.

You letters of March 29th and April 1st 
along with the maps I had ordered all game in the same 
mail. I went over the maps fIrst and came to the s.me 
conclusion you did. Then I read your two letters and 
that corroborated the situatIon 1 had encountered . Those 
mountainS are just two extensive.f"or any easy crossing. 
t checked it from the south and that also. looked tough. 
However I think we •• can work out a road around that drop 
off without too much expense.: I b.eli.éve the $15,000 
will about cover it, The figure I do not have is the 
distance from the road to where we parked, and of course 
the distance from Needles to the road we turned off. 


The tunnels should cost about $35.00 per -foot 
(on contract) but with. you putting up the powder, caps, 
200 feet of rails, spikes, etc. The total should be 
20,000 for the two tunnels, The 200 feet of rails will 


serve both tunnels, Three small 'shafts of 100 feet 
eachshould be:hadat a contractcost of about $60.00 
per foot plussome timber, powder., caps, fuse, etc., 
for a total of about another $25,000.. 


That would give a total of $60,Q00 plus supervision 
and other incidentals. Try to get the distance a's exact 
as you can from the highway to th parking spot and from 
there up the canyon to the mine. I have all.. three quad 
rangle'maps,.Needles, Sawtooth Range and To.pock and with 
your sketch map now have a clear picture of the situation. 


•	 One thing,.I failed to explain to.you yet is that we 
will hit the pre-Canibrian floor, under those mud, rhyolite, 
andesite, diabase,..etc., hllisas they are,sitting up on 
top of it. When w.e reach that floor in the mining we 
may have a. very large mirile or a very small one. At any 
rate the ore had to originate much deeper down and come 
up through the pre-Cambri'an before depositing in these 
volcanic hills-which were extruded'manymillons ofyears 
later than the Pre-Cambrian. That floor slopes down 
gradually from where we saw it up the canyon down to 
a level-not far below whereOne-Eye had i's permanent 
home,' The' river by the way has 'an -elevation of about 
440 feet above sea-level where we saw it.

INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Melvin G. Palmer and his wife, Mrs. Gladys L. Palmer, 1321 Broadway, 


Needles, California 92363, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for 


Government assistance in an exploration project, Docket OME-6734, to explore 


for silver, copper, and molybdenum on the Quartz Queen Claims, San Bernardino 


County, California. The applicants infer the presence of minable ore bodies 


on the claims and wish to explore for these bodies by diamond drilling. 


A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration 


and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on October 10, 1968, accompanied 


by Mr. Melvin C. Palmer. The applicants' sketch map s, reports, and assay 


data were examined and compared with surface and underground exposures in the 


claim area. Two samples were taken during the examination and the results of 


the assays are given in the following report. 


SIJNNARY 


The Quartz Queen Claims contain several thin copper- and silver-bearing 


quartz veins in metamorphic and granitic rocks. There has been no recorded 


production from the property. The applicants proposed to explore the veins 


by diamond drilling from surface sites, after constructing several miles of 


access road through extremely rough terrain, at a total estimated cost of 


$30,000. The spotty nature of the mineralized material, low grade, and small 


tonnage potential, do not justify the cost of an access road into the claim 


area, or the expense of a drilling program if and when access is possible. 


RECONNENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application be deniedon the basis that the 


geologic probability of making a significant discovery is too small to justify 


Government participation.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Quartz Queen Claims are in sec. 34, T. 7 N., R. 24 E., S.B.B.M., 


San Bernardino County, California (Fig. 1), on the east flank of the 


Chemehuevi Mountains in the vicinity of the "Devils Elbow" of the Colorado 


River at an altitude of about 600 feet. 


To reach the property, that is about 15 miles southeast of Needles (the 


closest town), drive south on Highway 95 about 15 miles, turn left (east) on 


a poor desert jeep road and drive about 13 miles to where the road ends and 


then walk eastward about 3 miles to the property. A 4-wheel drive vehicle is 


required and because of the remoteness of the area a guide is necessary. The 


trip, from Needles, to the property takes about 3 hours. An easier method 


of access is by boat from the town of Topock, on the Colorado River about 13 


miles from Needles, down river about 5 miles to the "Devils Elbow" and then a 


short walk of less than one mile westward to the property. 


All necessary services, supplies, equipment, and labor are available in 


Needles. Ample water is available from the Colorado River. Assay services 


are available in Los Angeles (300 miles) or Las Vegas, Nevada (150 miles), 


at a cost of about $5 per sample for gold and silver, $2 for copper, and $5 


for molybdenum.


PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Mining activity in the area of the Quartz Queen Claims has been limited 


to intermittent prospecting for about 50 years. There has been no recorded 


ore production. Several short adits were driven, on the mineralized outcrops, 


during World War I or about 1917-1918 when prospecting for copper was active

The applicants furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting loans 


for the proposed work and also copies of letters from the banks denying the 


loans.

The property is developed by four short adits, of less than 100 feet in 


length, and several shallow prospect pits. All workings are accessible

are no surface or underground facilities on the property. 


GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Quartz Queen Claims are in an area of rough desert topography and 


exposures are good. Rocks exposed in the claim area are chiefly gneiss and 


granite of Precambrian age that are intruded by numerous dikes, and locally 


covered by flows, of Tertiary volcanic rocks. The Precambrian rocks are 


/	 intensely folded and faulted. Faults, that strike about N. 800 E. and dip 


450 N., are the most prominent and commonly contain quartz veins or veinlets 


that locally are copper, lead, and silver bearing. 


Ore Deposits 


The ore deposits that have been explored by shallow prospect pits and 


short adits on the Quartz Queen Claims occur as copper-, lead-, and silver-


bearing pods and lenses in thin discontinuous quartz veins along faults in 


Precambrian gneiss and granitic rocks. The quartz veins range from a few 


inches to about four feet in thickness but average about one foot where 


'exposed by workings. Most of the quartz is barren or contains only traces 


of ore minerals. Ore minerals are argentiferous galena, chalcopyrite, 


azurite, and malachite.

The application did not contain an estimate of ore reserves. Only a 


few tens of tons of low-grade silver-lead-copper ore is indicated or can be 


inferred from the thin anpotty mineralized outcrops. 


EXPLORATION 


Applicants' Proposal 


The applicants proposed to explore the quartz veins by diamond drilling 


from surface sites followed by the sinking of two shafts to a depth of 50 


feet on the best showings. This work would be preceded by the building of 


about 3 miles of access road. Total estimated cost of this work was $30,000 


and it was estimated that the work would require• about 6 months' time to 


complete.
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The greatest problem involved in any work on the property would be 


çces, inasmuch as the claims are in a remote area of rough desert topography.

This seems nominal, but by considerable 
owner participation, I think we can bring this cost 
down to llO.lO per foot. 


We have the same relative condition in the core 
drilling. And again is the uncertainty of avil.bility 
of a qualified organization. For these reasons, the 
best route seems the one chosen.
