Your letter of December 4, 1968 to Mr. Richard I. Smith has
been referred to me for clarification of legal maximum widths of the
Pet. Mining Claims. I was employed by the claimants to make the
Mineral Survey.

The following statements have been taken from Chapter VIII,
American Mining Law by H, W, MacFarren:

'""The size and shape of the lode claims may be said to be
contained in the following: ‘
(1) The lode or center line may not be more than 1500 ft.
in length. A :
(2) Side lines may not be more than 300 ft. distant at right
angles from the lode line or its prolongation. '

The end lines of the claims are not at right angles to the lode
lines of the claims. The bearing at right angles is S. 46° 33! 30" E.
and the bearing of the end line is S. 42° 41' 30" E.

I am enclosing a sketch of one of the claims and and calculations
.showing that the distance of 601.37 ft. is the legal distance for the end
lines. The maximum width of the claims measured at right angles to
the lode line is 600.00 ft.
