$244,200.00 project to explore by trenching, drilling, and drifting for
nickel ore in saprolite under a siliceous laterite capping both of which
are supergene alteration products of serpentine and other ultramafics
intruded into sedimentary rocks of Jurassic(?) age. The project area is
in the north end of the Venice Hills which rise 500 feet above surrounding
orchard land in the San.
