Enclosed is one copy of the subject application received in thi
April 14, 1969, An extra copy, without the lease or Lien and Subordina-
tion Agreements, has been retained in our files.

The lease provides for a royalty of two percent but is so ambiguous it

may be unacceptable. Assays indicate commercial amounts of mercury, but
what they represent is only implied. The Applicant proposes to furnish

his share of the costs by use of his own equipment at full value., Proposed
exploration may or may not be largely prospecting, depending on the sampling
method used. In any case some holes are too close to the property lines,
and they are too close to each other to be justified in a single stage.

The costs have not been underestimated.

This property appears to have interesting possibilities. If the assays
represent the average grade of the overburden, they indicate an ore body,
and the proposed drilling will delineate the ore., If the assays represent
either grab samples or screenings, they are insufficient to justify an

exp loration project and the property is still in the prospecting stage.
