The cabin has suffered severe moisture damage and has been ii 


quite unsanitary by the inhabitance of small rodents.

The well water has been stagnant and/aereated for cuite 


some time. The well will have to be 'um!ed. out and allowed to refill 


and then chlorinated to render the water suitable for our puroses of 


drinking, cooking, bathing, laboratory work, etc., during our exploration 


work.


We will then roceed to clear and re-timber the adit tunnel to make 


it suitable for exploration drifting. The adit tunnel has caved in at 


the mouth; a slip of the hanging wall and consequent caving in has re-


suited in approximately 30 to 40 feet of closed tunnel. This will have 


to be cleated and then re-timbered with square sets at the mouth and 


continuing back with stull and lagging. New track, ties, water and air 


pipes will have to be laid. After making minor repairs on the com-


pressor and engine, we wuld then be ready . to start exploration drifting 


in the adit tunnel.

INTRODUCTION 


The partnership of William C. Wollen and John R. Wollen, 1202 Olive 


Branch Lane, San Jose, California 95120, applied to the Office of Minerals 


Exploration for Government assistance in an exploration project, Docket 


ONE-6799, to explore for silver and gold at the Silver Bar Mine, Mariposa 


County, California. The Applicants infer the presence of minable silver 


and gold ore bodies along a quartz vein in granodiorite on the property and 


wish to explore for, these ore bodies by drifting along the vein. 


A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals 


Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on April 24, 1970, 


accompanied by Mr. William C. Wollen, one of the Applicants. The Applicants' 


maps and other data were examined and compared with surface and the limited 


underground exposures on the property. 


SUMNARY 


The Silver Bar Mine contains a small silver-gold deposit along a narrow 


quartz vein in granodiorite. The results of the examination indicate that 


the deposit will continue both on strike and down dip and contains other 


ore shoots of similar grade to those previously mined. 


The Applicants proposed to explore the vein by driving about 400 feet 


of drift at a shallow depth below the surface. This project would cost 


about $20,000, of which the Government's share would be $15,000. 'This 


program would have only limited exploration value and if successful would 


require a much larger project of rehabilitation and exploration at a greater 


depth. The cost of a project sufficient to rehabilitate and bring the mine 


into production would probably greatly exceed the value of the ore produced 


and would be in excess of the financial and experience capabilities of the 


Applicants.

It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis that the

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Silver Bar Mine is in secs. 8 and 9, T. 6 S., R. 19 E., NDM, 


Bootjack mining district, Mariposa County, California (Fig. 1), in the western 


foothills of the Sierra Nevada at an altitude of about 2,200 feet. 


To reach the property, that is about 5 miles southeast of Mariposa 


(the closest town), drive southeast on the paved county road for about 4 


miles to Ashworth Road, turn right (south) on Ashworth Road and drive an 


additional 3 miles on this graded county road to the mine. The road is 


passable to ordinary passenger cars and the drive from Mariposa requires 


about 20 minutes. 


All necessary services, supplies, equipment, and labor are available 


in the nearby towns along the Mother Lode or in Merced, about 45 miles to 


the west. Timber is available from sawmills in the foothill area and 


water is available from a well on the property or springs and streams nearby.

PROPERTY 


History and Production 


A report attached to the application states that the mine was first 


worked in the early l88O t s and was known as the Bryan Mine.

present owner acquired the property in 1929 and built a small flotation and 


cyanide plant which was shut down by L-208 order at the beginning of WW II. 


Several individuals and small mining companies have leased the mine since 


WW II but no mining has been done. The Applicants leased the property in 


1969 and have done some prospecting and rehabilitation work. 


Old reports of the California State Mineralogist state that there was a 


small production of gold in 1909, 1920, and 1921, but no quantities or value 


are given. These reports also indicate a small production, of silver-


bearing concentrates, was shipped to the Selby Smelterin 1930 and 1940. 


A U. S. Bureau of Mines Bulletin (No. 424) also mentions that 1,000 tons of 


ore had been mined and 3,000 tons stockpiled in 1940. 


Ownership 


The property consists of four unpatented lode mining claims known as 


the Silver Bar and Silver Bar Nos. 1, 2, and 3. These claims are owned by 


Mr. E. E. Jeffery of Saratoga, California, and are leased to the Applicants. 


A copy of the lease is contained in the application. The owner has indicated 


his willingness to sign Lien and Subordination Agreements if a contract is 


granted. 


The surface area of the claims is owned by a Mr. Moffett, one of the 


County Supervisors of Mariposa County, but mineral rights are not included 


in this ownership. Only limited surface rights are held by the mining 


claim owner and some friction exists between Mr. Jeffery and Mr. Moffett 


over the mining activities. Mr. Moffett has made several unsuccessful 


attempts to obtain the mining claims and mineral rights to the land.

Financial Eligibility 


The Applicants furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting 


loans, for the proposed work and also copies of letters from the banks 


denying the loans. The Applicants proposed to furnish their share of the 


exploration costs by their labor, use of equipment, and in cash. 


Mr. William C. Wollen is a young college student with about one year 


to complete for a degree in engineering and soil.sciences. He is working 


during the day shift at the nearby Don Pedro Dam construction project to 


obtain money to complete his college work and to finance the work at the 


Silver Bar Mine. His work at the mine is confined to evenings and weekends 


when he is assisted by his brother John R. Wollen, a senior in a high 


school in San Jose, California. Although both boys are serious and hard 


working, they lack mining experience and sufficient finances to undertake 


a mining venture of the type proposed. 


Development 


The property is developed by several short drift adits, numerous test 


pits and trenches, and an inclined shaft about 250 feet in depth with about 


1,000 feet of drifting on two levels. Maps of the shaft workings indicate 


extensive stoping along the vein but these workings are flooded to within 


about 20 feet of the surface at the collar of the shaft. Extensive 


rehabilitation would be necessary before any exploration or mining could 


be attempted from underground sites. The Applicants are presently rehabili-


tating two short drift adits southeast of the shaft. 


Surface facilities consist of a cabin, ore bin, and hoist house in

GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Silver Bar Claims are in an area of low to moderate relief and the 


rocks are covered by alluvium, slope wash, and dense vegetation. Outcrops 


are sparse and most of the prospect pits, trenches, and roadcuts are sloughed 


in or covered by brush. The rocks that are exposed are granitic rocks 


(chiefly granodiorite) Qf probable Upper Jurassic or Early Cretaceous age. 


These rocks are part of a westward protruding salient of the Sierra Nevada 


batholith, two miles wide and six miles long, intruded into metamorphic 


rocks of the Mariposa Formation of Jurassic age. 


A fault, that strikes northwest and dips moderately southwest, cuts the 


granodiorite in the vicinity of the Silver Bar Claims. It is within this 


fault that the silver- and gold-bearing quartz vein occurs. 


Ore Deposits 


The ore bodies that have been mined at the Silver Bar Mine consist of 


silver-, lead-, and gold-rich ore shoots in a quartz vein that strikes about 


N. 600 W. and dips from 35° to 600 SW., The ore shoots range from 20 to 300 


feet in length, from a few inches to 5 feet in thickness, and average about 


1 foot in thickness. They have been mined to a depth of 250 feet along a 


steep northwest rake.
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Ore minerals are reported to be argentiferous galena, argentite, 


tetrahedrite, native silver, pyrargyrite, proustite, native gold, auriferous 


pyrite, and arsenopyrite. Gangue minerals are quartz, calcite, and manganese 


and iron oxides. Oxidation is nearly complete above the water table at a 


depth of about 20 feet below the surface at the shaft. There were no 


exposures of the vein, or mineralized material, accessible for study at the 


time of the examinations. Maps, cross sections, and assay data included 


in the application indicate that the ore mined averaged about 35 ounces of 


silver and 0.5 ounce of gold per ton; that about 5,000 tons of material has 


been stoped between the 2OO;1evel and the surface along a strike length of 


about 500 feet; and that the vein is mineralized for a known strike length 


on the surface of about 4,000 feet. 


Sampling 


There were no exposures of mineralized material accessible at the time 


of the examination and no samples were taken. 


In the Applicants' report of exploration work done during the period 


from January 9 to February 28, 1970, assays for three grab samples taken 


from the new drift adit indicate a silver content of 7.92 to 24.24 ounces per 


ton and a gold content of 0.12 to 0.54 ounce per ton. This material was 


taken from two thin quartz veinlets from 1 inch to 9 inches in thickness. 


The face of the adit was covered by caved rock at the time of the examination 


so that study and sampling were not possible. 


Ore Reserves 


The Applicants did not include an estimate of ore reserves and an adequate 


estimate is not possible while the workings are flooded and inaccessible. 
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Although some ore reserves probably remain in the unmined parts of the vein, 


explored and developed by the old workings, the maps and assay data are 


inadequate to determine the thickness and grade of this material. 


EXPLORATION 


Applicants E Proposal 


The Applicants originally proposed to explore the deposit by drifting 


100 feet east on the adit level and, after rehabilitating the shaft and the 


100 :Level, drifting 50 feet east on the 100 level. Total estimated cost for 


this work was $9,791.55. 


After submitting the application, and while waiting for it to be processed, 


the Applicants attempted to rehabilitate the adit level workings. These 


workings proved to be in worse condition than had been anticipated and efforts 


to rehabilitate them were unsuccessful. As a result the Applicants started 


a new adit on the vein about 200 feet east of the shaft and at an elevation 


about 50 feet above the old adit level. At the time of the examination 


this new level had been driven about 20 feet to where it broke into an old 


partly caved working. The Applicants now propose to drive about 400 feet on 


this level at a new estimated cost of about $20,000.00 and if this work is 


successful, to then attempt to dewater the shaft and drive new drifts on 


the 100 level. 


The revised proposal to drift east on the vein at the new adit level 


would have little value for exploration purposes and even less value for 


mining purposes inasmuch as most of the work would be at a depth of less 


than 50 feet below the outcrop and entirely within the oxidized. zone.

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Exploration on. the 100 level, or on a new lower level from the old shaft, 


would be of much greater value but would require a large amount of 


rehabilitation and at an estimated cost farm excess of the Applicants' 


financial capabilities.
