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RESUIIE OF WHITE MOUNTAIN LODE CLAIMS 


0 	 History and Physical Aspects 


Located in Silver Creek about eight miles south of the town 
of Lucerne Valley in Sec0 9 TP3]\ R1W San Bernardino County., Cali


-fornia, these claims are known as the Homestake, Keystone, Mildred, 
Neade, Valley View, Ready Bullion and Henry0 


S0 Norris came into possession of this property in 1915 and l9l6 I checked the records back to these dates in the Recorder's 
office, San Bernardino County, California0 


It was a strange coincidence that brought us together0 All of 
my life I have tried to get out on week ends to enjoy the country-
side0 I tried golfing, joined two Country Clubs, but becae bored 
with the life around a Country Club0 For several years I had been 
going out with an old man, a retired Los Angeles Times reporter, 
who had, taught me the art of prospecting0 He himself had led 
from old timers such as "Fraôtion" Jack Stewart of Darii'ShOrty" 
Harris,. Skidoo, and Death Valley Scotty0 On a Sunday in 1937, in 
the late afternoon, 'we were checking in the area at the outlet of 
Silver Creek when we stumbled onto a very interesting situation0 


An old man was arguing violently with three big, burly, dark 
faced men that 'ere loading the last of a truckload of 'mining equip-
ment; mill, crusher, screens, engines, etc0 The old gentleman 
turned to me and said "Please help me0 These men are stealing my 
mining equipment0" I told the old man to go to Victorville and get 
the sheriff 0 He told me he couldn't drive a car and besides these 
men would. be away and. gone in five minutes0 I asked the three men 
whether they had the legal rlghtto take the equipment and was told 
to mind, my own business0 This made me angry0 I walked over to my 
car, picked up my 0L.5 caliber Colt (7-1/2 inch long barrel) revolver, 
removed the bullets, unseen, walked over and. handed the revolver to 
the old man and. told him to use it0 He lined the three up against 
their truck and. said "Why not use it? I'm an old man, near life' s 
end, why not?" The big, burly men cried like babies and begged me 
to stop the old man from (shooting them0 They yelled that they had 
a Court Order entitling them to take the equipment0 I asked them to 
pro.d.uce it0 They did - it was a bona fide Court Order0 A lien had 
been filed against the property0 Of. course no one was shot0 Mr0 
Norris admitted to me later, he would not have shot0 Because of his 
grandchildren, be couldnot have shot them0 


After the men had left Mr0 Norris asked me to go up and take a 
look at his mine0 On the way there he gave me the history of the 
mine along with maps of the tunnels, winzes, air vents, etc0 Over 
the years he had leased the. mine to different companies0 


I spent several months looking it over with Mr0 Norris and an 
•	 Ed Drury0 Mr0 Drury lived in Alhambra and had also had a lease on 


the property0 He was very helpful to me 'in checking out the property 
and. showed me ore he had at his home which bad been taken from the
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property0 It was high grade and. was the same ore that I had found 
.	 in the original tunnel0 Mr0 Drury showed me one Glory Hole, not 


very large, that the people before him from that one packet had taken 
out $62,O0O I picked up ore, a quartz Hemetite, that was rich in 
free gold that had been dropped on grdund around "Glory Hole t '0 The 
workings showed that considerably high grade ore had been mined from 
the large vein and the rich cross faults0 This ore was both free 
gold and also comes in Calavarité (AUTE2) and $ylvanie (AU0 AG0) 
TE20 Large balls of ore were taken from the large dlay dyke or 
gouge south of the ore body0 


Mr0 Drury realized that most of the ore taken out had been super-
ficial, or as he called it, "under the grass roots"0 He and Mr0 
Norris decided that they would drop down the Silver Creek Canyon about 
300 feet lower and about 600 feet away and cut the "big vein':' which 
they knew was rich0 Norris and Drury went in on a partnership agree-
ment - Mr0 Drury doing most of the work with little help0 He went 
in on a small stringer which became very good ($100 per ton0 Gold at 
$20 per oz0) at aboutl50 feet from portal0 He did not take this 
ore out as it was only about k-5 inches wide0 He continued On, cut-
ting a lot of. his own timber from the large oak trees about the camp 
and. bringing them down on his back0 He had his wife and little boy 
(now a High School teacher in Northern California) with him in a 
comfortable cabin not far from portal of the mine0 They had their 
own vegetable garden as Silver Creek flowed all year round. forty-five 
years ago0 He finally got to the formation "big vein" and cut some 
high grade samples0 Before he started mining operations, he made a 
rise for an air vent going to surface alongside the "big vein"0 The 
assays on vein ran high - $100 to $500 per ton0 


Mining was started and they cut into large clay gouge which be-
gan coming through from water pressure beyond0 When it broke through 
he said "We thought we had topped Big Bear Lake0 t' They didn't.have 
sufficient timber to hold the clay dyke back and had to get out0 I 
talked with three miners that were there - all three told the same 
story0 A high grade ledge k-1/2 to 5 feet wide with assays going 
high, as much as $l,000 a ton0 Mr0 Drury and Mr0 Norris decided to 
go back to the stringer near portal of tunnel and get enough money 
to buy timber and shore up the clay and water coming through0 In 
two weeks Drury stoped out over $3,000 in gold - more than enough 
to plug the dyke0 Norris received the check from the smelter, kept 
it and wouldn't give Drury any more money for food and supplies0 
Drury had to get out and make a living for his family0 He was very 
bitter about it but later, when I took mine over, told me it was an 
extremely rich mine0 


Mr0 Norris leased the mine to another outfit and they opened up 
tunnel, retimbering same0 When consulted, Drury told them that they 
should be prepared with plenty of timber to hold back the clay dyke 
when they cut it0 They didn't heed his advice and on cutting the 
formation they encountered the same problem0 They then just "quit 
and walked away0t' 


Just before World War II (1939) I hired three men and we opened 
up the stope, or air vent, and. at about k5 feet down, we crosscut 
the "big vein" and found some very rich ore which was free milling.
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and running $1 ,000O a ton. We made a' mill run of this milling 500 
pounds and got $250. for it. I put together a 15 ton McSqdin 


Mill with crusher , table, etc. The first sample run of about 
one-half sack of ore was causing five of the riffles of the economy 
table to rim "solid gold." That night whi1e.listening to the, radio 
at camp, we learned that England and Germany were at war; the Ger-
mans sinking the first British ship in the North Sea. All the men 
at camp wanted to go to Los Angeles immediately. The man in charge, 
Earl Carol (he invented the variable pitched propellers knew his 
business in the manufacture of wood propellers for army trainers; 
was a good mining man) left taking all my men with him and went into 
business in Alhambra making propellers for the government. 


The camp was closed down and the next week while no one was on 
the property someone with a large truck drove off with the whole 
mill. The sheriff's office in Victorville was notified but the mill 
was never recovered. 


Shortly after this a large mining outfit who had sampled some 
of my ore, wanted to set their mill on my property and go to work. 
No deal was consumated, principally on my mistrust of the owner. 


Shortly before the U.S. entered in World War II, I had a deal 
pending with a large construction firm located in Los Angeles - the 
following statement confirms this: 


"This statement by Grant Crawford, for many years a high of-
ficial of the American Pipe and Construction Company of 'Southern 
California. A couple of' years before the Japanese hit Pearl Harbor, 
our corporation had mining engineers in the field looking for prop-
erties that could be developed by our company. We studied and 
checked properties in Oregon, Nevada, Arizona and California, 
Finally we found some gold property located in Silver Creek, near 
Lucerne Valley owned by Dr. W. W. Woods of Alhambra. 


"The claims location are described as follows: White Mountain, 
Keystone, Mildred, Meade, Valley View, Ready Bullion and Henry in 
Section 9 TP3N RIW - seven in all. 


"Our mining engineer, George Mitchell one of the best in the 
United States was shown the property by Dr'.W. W. Woods and he was 
so impressed with the property that he asked Dr. Woods if' he could 
spend a few days on the property, taking samples and studying the 
geology and the rock formation. 


"After a thorough examination of' the property, George Mitchell 
was sold on the mine to the extent that he advised our corporation 
to purchase the entire seven claims. The mine is on a large fault 
and appears to be a fine property. 


"Mr. Mitchell and I made several visits to Dr. Wood's office 
and' we worked out a very satisfactory agreement for both parties to 
purchase the property. 


"The arrangements were being made and plans to open up the mine
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were in progress, when the Japanese attacked the American people - 
.	 the rest is history.


(Signed) Grant Crawford" 


After the war was over several parties leased the property for 
the purpose of opening the 600 feet tunnel - they all seemed to be 
short of funds, poor in mining skills, and eventually gave up. 


The geology is very definite and the mine is on a well defined 
fault.

INTRODUCTION 


Mr. W. Grant Woods of 3850 Madison Road, Pasadena, California 91103, 


applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in 


an exploration project, Docket ONE-6802, to explore for gold at the White 


Mountain Mine, San Bernardino County, California. The Applicant infers the 


presence of minable gold Ore bodies along a shear zone in quartz monzonite 


on the property and wishes to explore for these ore bodies by drilling and 


rehabilitation of old workings. 


A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals 


Explorationand was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on May 13, 1970, 


accompanied by Mr. W. Grant Woods, the Applicant, and Mr. Glen Moretz, 


contractor. The Applicant's maps and other data were examined and compared 


with the limited surface exposures on the property. 


SU14NARY 


The White Mountain Mine contains a small gold deposit along intersecting 


shear zones in migmatites of biotite-quartz monzonite. All of the mine workings 


and prospect pits were caved or sloughed-in and inaccessible. There were 


no mineralized exposures available for study or sampling. 


The Applicant proposed to explore the shear zones by drilling 10 to 15 


core holes, 200 to 300 feet in depth, down the dip of the mineralized zones 


and to rehabilitate about 600 feet of old workings to permit underground 


access to the mineralized zones for sampling. This work, including access 


roads, supervision, and assaying, was estimated to cost about $60,000, of 


which the Government's share would be about $45,000. The proposed work was 


poorly planned, impractical, and too costly to justify Government participation. 


The Applicant lacks mining experience and is not competent to plan or

supervise an exploration project of the kind necessary to properly test a 


deposit of this type.


RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis that the 


geologic probability of discovering minable ore bodies as a result of the 


proposed work is too small to justify Government participation. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The White Mountain Mine is in secs. 4, 5, 8, and 9, T. 3 N., R. 1 W., 


SBM, Silver Creek mining district, San Bernardino County, California (Fig. 1), 


on the north slope of the San Bernardino Mountains at an altitude of about 


5,000 feet. 


To reach the property, that is about 6 miles southwest of Lucerne Valley 


(the closest town), drive south for 2 miles on a paved road from the west 


edge of the town, then continue on a well-traveled desert dirt road for about 


4 miles to the mouth of Silver Creek Canyon and follow the road up the canyon 


about 1 mile to the property. There are numerous branching roads and it is 


advisable to make local inquiry for directions or have a guide. The road 


requires a four-speed or four-wheel-drive vehicle to reach the mine as the 


last few miles are steep and rough. The trip from Lucerne Valley to the 


mine requires about 45 minutes. 


All necessary services, supplies, equipment, and labor are available 


in Lucerne Valley or Victorville (30 miles). Water is available from 


springs or a stream on the property. Assay service, at a cost of about $5 


per sample for gold and silver, is available in Los Angeles (130 miles).

PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Gold was first discovered in the region during 1860 and the area has 


been worked intermittently since that time. The first discoveries were 


placer deposits and some were reported to be rich in gold at shallow depths. 


There are numerous adits, shafts, and prospect pits throughout the district 


and there has been widespread production of gold, silver, lead, zinc, iron, 


manganese, tungsten, and nonmetallic minerals. A short history of the 


property contained in the application states that a Mr. S. Norris acquired 


the claims in 1915. Most of the work on the property was done during the 


1930's and some production was made. No records exist but various conflict-


ing statements indicate between $50,000 and $100,000 in gold was produced. 


The property was acquired by the present owner in 1937 and during 1939 a 


small amount of gold ore was mined and milled. There has been no production 


since that time. An unsuccessful attempt was made to reopen the mine workings 


in 1968 but only a few hundred feet of the lower adit were cleared. The 


Applicant leased the property in November 1968 but has done little work and 


the lower adit is again caved near the portal. 


Ownership 


The property consists of seven (7) unpatented lode mining claims, known 


as the White Mountain Mine or White Mountain Lode Claims. These claims are 


the Homestake, Keystone, Mildred, Meade, Valley View, Ready Bullion, and 


Henry, owned by Mr. W. W. Woods (father of the Applicant) of 3848 Madison 


Road, Pasadena, California. A copy of a Mining Lease signed by the owner, 


and by the Applicant, was attached to the application. A Lien and Subordina-


tion Agreements signed by the owner was also attached to the application.

Financial Eligibility 


The Applicant furnished copies of letters from two banks denying his 


verbal requests for loans for the proposed work. The Applicant proposed to 


furnish his share of the exploration costs by his labor, selling an interest 


in the property, or by selling ore that he hoped to mine as a result of the 


work. 


Development 


The property is developed by two crosscut adits, reported to be 100 and 


600 feet in length, and a near-vertical air raise to the surface that is 


reported to be about 300 feet in length. These workings are caved and 


inaccessible. The extent of underground drifts and stopes on the mineralized 


fault zone is not known. Several shallow prospect pits and trenches are 


sloughed-in and not accessible for study. There had been no attempt made by 


the Applicant to prepare the property for examination and no exposures of 


mineralized material were open or accessible. There are no surface facilities 


on the property. No work has been done on the mine access road for several 


years and it is almost impassable. The property has a totally abandoned 


appearance.

Geologic Setting 


The WhiteMountain Mine is in an area of moderate relief and the rocks 


are covered by alluvium, slope wash, and brush. Outcrops are sparse and the 


roadcuts, prospect pits, trenches, and underground workings are filled with 


surface material or are caved and inaccessible. The rocks that are exposed 


are chiefly migmatites of biotite-quartz monzonite of probable Jurassic or 
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Cretaceous age. These migmatites are part of a mass several miles long and 


about one-half mile wide along the north border of a much larger intrusion 


of quartz monzonite, a common rock type in the northern part of the San 


Bernardino Mountains. 


Faulting and shearing are common in the district and in general strike 


west and dip north. A high-angle, or vertical, normal fault that strikes 


about N. 85° W. cuts the rocks in the mine area and is intersected locally 


by high-angle, north-trending faults. It is along these faults that the ore 


deposits occur. 


Ore Deposits 


The ore bodies that have been mined at the White Mountain Mine consist 


of gold- and silver-bearing material localized along faults and shear zones 


in migmatites of biótite-quartz monzonite, Although there are no exposures 


of mineralized material accessible for study it appears, from the location 


of the mine workings, that the major part of the ore mined occurred along a 


N. 85° W. fault and in a pipe-like body formed at the intersection of this 


fault and a north-trending fault near the center of the claim area. There 


are no maps, assay data, or adequate descriptions of the ore bodies mined. 


Ore minerals are reported to be free gold in hematite, calaverite, and 


sylvanite but none of these minerals were observed during the examination 


and no laboratory verification exists. Assays contained in the application 


indicate gold content of 0.04 to 1.42 ounces per ton, silver content from 


0.18 to 6.78 ounces per ton, and copper content from 0.10 to 0.51 percent.

Samp ling 


There were no exposures of mineralized material accessible at the time 


of the examination and no samples were taken. 


Ore Reserves 


The application did not contain an estimate of ore reserves and there are 


no maps of the workings. Although some ore reserves may remain in the unmined 


parts of the mineralized zone developed by the old workings, assay data are 


inadequate to allow an estimate of the possible tonnage and grade of this 


material.


EXPLORATION 


Applicant's Proposal 


The Applicant proposed to explore the deposit by drilling 10 to 15 core 


holes, 200 to 300 feet in depth, down the dip of the mineralized fault zone 


and to rehabilitate about 600 feet of old workings to permit underground 


access to the ore zone for sampling and study. The estimated cost of this 


work was $60,000. 


The Applicant lacks mining experience and does, not have adequate pro-


fessional advice as to how the deposit should be explored. Before an 


exploration program can be planned it will be necessary to prepare a geologic 


map of the surface area, clean out, map, and sample as many of the prospect 


pits and trenches as possible, and possibly make a geochemical survey along 


the strike of the mineralized shear zone. A drilling project consisting 


of inclined holes to test the width, length, depth, and grade of the 


mineralized zone could then be planned if the preliminary work appears to 


justify the expense.
