2, Applicant's Rights in Land. The two claims are located along a
vein but one side line is 500 feet from the outcrop. The
effective width of the claims, therefore, is 400 feet--100 on one
side and 300 on the other. A

5. Exploration Work. The proposed drill holes are collared on the
outcrop suggesting that the intent is to drill down the dip of
the vein, The sketch of the two claims indicates that the vein
trends eastward, whereas Exhibit 7 indicates a northward trend.

7. Estimate of Costs. The figures for costs are rounded excessively
but may be in the right ball park except for supervision. No
provision is made for workmen's compensation, etc., for Personal

ﬁr. Charles E. Marek of 10100 Aldea Avenue, Northridge, California
91324, applied to the Ofﬁice of Minerals Explbration for Government
assistance in an exploration project, Docket OME-6806, to explore for copper,
gold, and silver on the Silver Wagon Claims, Kern County, Califbrnia. The
Applicant infers the presence of minable copper-, silver-, and gold-bearing
ore bodies along quartz veins in quartz monzonite on the property and wishes
to explore for these ore bodies by drilling and test pitting along the veins.

A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals
Exploration and was made by H., K. Stager, Field Officer, on May 14, 1970,
aécompanied by Mr. Charles E. Marek, the Applicant, Thé surface and under- .
ground exposures were examined and the Applicant's proposed exploration was
discussed.

SUMMARY

The Silver Wagon Claims contain several thin, discontinuous, copper-,
silver-, and gold-bearing quartz veins along faults in quartz monzonite. The
results of the examination indicate that the deposit is too small to justify
the cost of the Applicant's proposed exploration. There is no geologic
evidence to indicate larger or higher grade ore bodies below the exposures
or elsewhere on the claims.

The Applicant proposed to explore the deposit by 1,200 feet of drilling
in three holes and the digging of about four test pits along the vein at

an estimated cost of $15,600, of which the Government's share would be

$11,700.

RECOMMENDATIONS

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Silver Wagon Claims are in sec. 27, T. 29 S., R. 38 E., MDM, Saltdale
mining district, Kern County, California (Fig. 1), on the south side of
El Paso Mountains at an altitude of about 2,300 feet.

To reach the property, that is about 30 miles northeast of Mojave (the
closest major town), drive north on State Highway 14 about 22 miles, turn
right (northeast) on a paved county road at Cantil and drive 7 miles, then
turn left (north) on an ungraded dirt road and drive about 1 mile to the
proberty. The road is passable to ordinary passenger cars and the drive
from Mojave requires about 45 minutes.

A1l necessary services, supplies, equipment, and labor are available
in Mojave. Water is available from nearby wells or is hauled from Mojave.
Assay service, at a cost of about $8 per sample for gold, silver, and copper,
is available in Los Angeles (130 miles).

PROPERTY

History and Production

Although there has been intermittent prospecting for metal deposits in
the Saltdale mining district since the late 1800's, and a small production
of placer and lode gold, there has been no recorded production of copper or
silver. Several publications of the California Division of Mines mention

a carload shipment of copper-silver ore in 1921, from the Copper Queen Mine,
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but no tonnage or gradelis given. The Applicant located the Silver Wagon
Claims in 1967 and has mined and stockpiled several tons of ore from shallow
prospect pits and a shorﬁ adit on the vein, but has not shipped any ore
from the property.
Ownership

The property consists of two unpatentéd lode mining claims known as the
Silver Wagon No. 1 and Silver Wagon No. 2. These claims are owned by the
Applicant and are recorded in Book 4026, page 751, énd Book 4115, page 139,
at Bakersfield, California.

The claims trend in a nofthwest direction aloﬁg a thin quartz vein that
is only 100 feet from the southwest side lines. The effective width of the
claims, therefore, is only 400 feet--100 feet on the southwest side and 300
feet on the northeast side of the vein. The land to the southwest is
covered by pre-existing claims that are owned by other individuals. Inasmuch
as the vein dips southwest, any exploration on the vein would be within 100
feet of the property boundar& and at a shallow depth would cross into the
adjacent claims not owned or controlled by the Applicant. Although the
Applicant can claim extralateral rights on the vein, that crops out on his
claims, any underground exploration would probably soon cause trespass
arguments with the other owners because of the narrow, discontinuous, and
branching character of the veins in the area.

Financial Eligibility

The Applicant furnisﬁed copies of letters to two banks requesting loans

for the proposed work and also copies of letters from the banks denying the






loans. The Applicant proposed to furnish his share of the exploration costs
in cash from personal saQings and by selling shares in the property.
Development
The property is developed by several shallow prospect pits along the

quartz vein and by a short adit about 15 feet in length. There are no build-
ings, equipment, or other faéilities on the claims and all of the work has
been done by pick, shovel, and wheelbarrow.

| | GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The Silver Wagon Claims are in an area of moderate relief and exposures
are good. The principal rock exposed in the claim area is quartz monzonite,
or quartz diorite, of Jurassic age. Locally thin lamprophyre dikes of probable
Cretaceous age cut the granitic rocks. All of the rocks are intensely sheared
and in general are highly weathered. .The shearing is probably due to movement
on the El Paso fault that passes through the southern part of the claim area.
This fault is a major structural feature in the district, strikes about
N. 60° E., dips about 60° S., and has an estimated vertical displacement of
about 10,000 feet. Another, even larger, fault known as the Garlock fault
is about one mile south of the claim area. This'vertical, left-lateral
strike~slip fault is traceable for about 150 miles along a N. 60f E. trend.

Locally numerous small faults, that trend about N. 30f W. and dip
moderately to steeply south, cut the granitic rocks in the claim area. Some
of these faults contain thin, discontinuous, quartz veins and it is within

these quartz veins that the copper-silver-gold ore shoots occur.






Ore Deposits

The ore bodies that have been prospected on the Silver Wagon Claims
consist of'copper-, silver-, and gold-bearing ore shoots in quartz veins,
The veins range from 1 to 18 inches but average less than 8 inches in
thickness, strike about N. 30° W., and dip about 50° to %0? S. Mineraliza-
tion is traceable for several hundred feet along the strike and similar veins,
that crop ouf on the adjoining claims to the southwest, have been prospected
to over a hundred feet in depth,

Ore minerals are chalcopyriﬁe, bornite, chalcocite, and severél copper-
oxide minerals. Some free gold is reported and the copper minerals probably
contain gold and silver in varyihg amounts, Gangue minerals are quaftz,
pyrite, and oxides of iron and mangahese.

Only a few tons of ore has been mined from exposures on the claims and
is estimated to average about 5 percent copper, 10 ouﬁces of silver, and 0.2
ounce of gold per ton.

Samp ling

There were no exposures of mineralized material more than about six
inches in thickness on the claims at the time of the examination. Pods of
ore of greater thickness, or higher grade, had all been mined and stockpiled
by the Applicant. No samples were taken. Assays of samples taken by the
Applicant indicate that the copper content ranges from a trace to more than
10 pércent, silver content from about 1 to 14 ounces per ton, and gold

content from a trace to 0.25 ounce per ton.






Ore Reserves

There are no significant ore reserves on the property. The Applicant
has mined and stockpiled all of the materiél over six inches in thickness
or containing visible high-grade copper minerals. Total ore stockpiled
in barrels, sacks, and small piles along the veins is less than five tons.
With great effort and at considerable expense the Applicant may be able to
mine and ship from 50 to 100 tons of ore from the property,‘but the cost
will probably exceed the value of the ore.

EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The Applicant proposed to explore the deposit by drilling three rotary
drill holes to depths of about 400 feet and to dig about four prospect pité
along the principal vein exposures. The cost of this work, including bull-
.dozing for access roads, supervision, and assaying, was estimated to total I
about $15,600.

The work proposed would yield little information and only a small amount
of ore at a relatively large cost. All of the work would be within less than

100 feet of the Applicant's property boundary.
