Justificationfor Denial of Application

The Applicants proposed to explore a quartz vein for gold-and
silver-bearing ore bodies by driving a crosscut adit about

1,000 feet in length and then drifting and raising an additional
1,000 feet on the vein. The Work, which was to be completed in
2 years included access roads, supervision, and assaying at a
total estimated cost of about $172,220.

The field examination indicated that (1) the proposed adit would
explore a part of the quartz vein partly tested by previous work
and not found encouraging, (2) an old winze on the property tested
the vein for 100 feet below the proposed adit level ‘and indicated
that the ore shoot was too narrow to be mined economically, and

(3) an old crosscut adit below the proposed working level indicated
that the vein pinches out between levels and was not mineralized in
the lower workings. The cost of the exploration work would exceed
the value of any ore present. In addition, the Applicants were not
interested in a smaller exploration project consisting of diamond
drilling. '

The Field Officer recommended denial of the application on the

basis that the geologic probability of discovering minable gold=-
and silver-bearing ore bodies as a result of the proposed work is
too small to justify Government participation. I concur with his

recommendation.,

the location and extent of all old workings. Reasons for inferring
that ore may be found in the area to be explored are omitted.

(Area is along vein down dip from a segment where it was not
stoped,) More data are needed to opine on the probability of a
significant discovery.

5. Exploration Work:

The location and amount of crosscutting (Exhibit M) is a guess,
as the portal site has not been surveyed. Surveying is to be
part of the OME project. The location of the proposed drift is
not specified but is self-evident, '

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INTRODUCTION

Tﬁe partnership of Mr. Raymond Pearson, P. 0. Box 1, Igo, California
96047, and Mrs. Dorothy Myers, P. 0. Box 65, Mountain City, Nevada 89831,
applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in
an exploration project, Docket OME-6817, to explore for gold and silver at
the Globe Mine, Trinity County, California. The Applicants infer the presence
of minable gold and silver ore shoots in quartz veins in mgtamorphic rocks
on the property and wish to explore for these ore shoots by crosscutting
and drifting.

A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals
Exploration énd was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on August 5, 1970,
accompanied by M;._Baymond Pearson, one of the Applicants. The Applicants'
maps, reports, and assay data were examined énd compared with surface and
underground exposures on the property.

SUMMARY

The Globe Mine contains several gold- and silver-bearing quartz veins
in hornblende schist of Devonian age. All of the mine workings and prospect
adits were caved and inaccessible except for a short crosscut adit that was
caved at its intersection with the principal quartz vein. There were no
mineralized exposures accessible for study or sampling. The results of the
examination irndicate that the quartz veins that have been mined probably
contain other ore shoots that may be minable but the costs of rehabilitation,
exploration, and development would probably greatly exceed the value of
the ore.

The Applicants proposed to explore the principal quartz vein by drivihg

a new crosscut adit about 1,000 feet in length and then drifting and raising






an additional 1,000 feet. This work, including access roads, supervision, and
assaying, was estimated to cost about $172,220 and require about two years
to complete. The Applicants were not interested in a smaller exploration
project consisting of diamond drilling.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis that the
geologic probability of discovering minable gold- and silver-bearing ore
bodies as a result of the proposed work is too small to justify Government
participation.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Globe Mine property is near the center of unsurveyed T. 35 N.,

R. 10 W., MDBM, Canyon Creek Mining District, Trinity County, California
(Fig. 1), on the west side of Globe Mountain at an altitude of about 6,000
feet.

To reach the property, that is about 12 miles north of Weaverville (the
closest major town), drive west on U. S. Hiighway 299 ébout 8 miles to
Junction City, turn north on a paved county road along the east side of
Canyon Creek and drive about 11 miles to Dedrick, then turn east and drive
about 4 miles up a steep mine access road to the property. The unpaved
access road from Dedrick is extremely rough and steep and a four-wheel-
driﬁe, or powerful truck-type, vehicle is required to reach the property.
The drive from Weaverville requires about one hour in good weather. The
mine access road is closed by snow from about November to May.

Mail and telephone service, fuel, and minor auto repairs are available

in Junction City. Labor, mining equipmeﬁt, materials, lumber, and other






supplies are available in Weaverville. There are ample water and rough
timber on the property. Assay service, at a cost of about $5 per sample
for gold and silver, is available in Redding (70 miles).

PROPERTY

History and Production

The first discovery of gold-bearing quartz veins in the Globe Mine
area is credited to a Mr, Joe Van Zeile in 1889. The first recorded pro-
duction was in 1891 when 1,113 tons of ore from the Chloride group yielded
$22,000. Ore from the Bailey workings averaged $12 to $40 per ton and from
the Globe Mine about $30 per ton. This ore was milled in small Huntington
mills on the Chloride and Globe claim groups. About $438,000 in gold was
produced. 1In 1910 the Globe Consolidated Mining Company constructed a
20-stamp mill, 100-tons-per-day cyanide plant, and a tramway 5,600 feet in
length to bring the ore from the Globe Mine workings to the mill on Canyon
Creek. This company operated the property until 1918 and produced about
$300,000 in gold. In 1919 the property was sold to Metals Exploration
Company, who did some additional exploration and preparation for milling
but made only short test runs. Work ceased in 1920 and most of the machinery
was removed. Total production from the mines in the area was probably
about $1 million.

The Applicants obtained a lease on the property in September 1966 and
have attempted to rehabilitate several of the old crosscut adits, but have
not succeeded in reaching the veins or stoped areas.

Ownership
The property consists of 11 unpatented lode mining claims, known as the

Bailey Snowstorm, Bailey Hurricane, Hyland, Hyland Extension, C&S, H.B.,
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Badger, Sunday, Jackpot, Center Star, and Anna Laura Quartz Mining Claims.
' These claims are owned by Mr. M. L. Benoist and Mrs. Hazel Benoist, Box 293,
Weaverville, California. The claims are recorded in Books 39 to 43 of the
Trinity County records in Weaverville.

The Applicants are in possession of the claims under the provisions of
a Mining Lease, dated April 2, 1970, a copy of whiﬁh is attached to the
application. A Lien and Subordination Agreements, signed by the owners of

the claims, is also attached to the application.

Financial Eligibility

The Applicants furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting loans
for the proposed work and also copies of letters denying the loans. The
Applicants proposed to furnish their share of the exploration costs by labor,
use of equipment, and the balance in cash.

Development

The property is developed by several crosscut adits and drifts on the
Globe vein and other parallel veins. Two of these adits were driven entirely
through the ridge from the Stuarts Fork side to the Canyon Creek>side. The
No. 2 adit (main working adit) is over 1,700 feet in length. Much of»the
Globe vein has been stoped above the No. 2 adit level and some work was done
by an inclined winze and sub-level about 100 feet below the adit level.

The Bailey tunnel (No. 6 adit) is about 600 feet below the No. 2 adit and
is about 1,100 feet in length with about 2,000 feet of drifts.

The Applicants have rehabilitated the No. 2 (Snowstorm) adit, for a
distance of about 440 feet, to the Globe vein, but at the vein the workings

are badly caved and inaccessible. The Bailey adit is accessible for about






150 feet from the portal. Except for a small cabin, tool shed, and tent,
thére are no surface facilities on the property. Some old milling
machinery is still present on the nearby Chloride claim, but it is in poor
condition,

GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The Globe Mine is in an area of steep relief. and much of the surface
is covered by slope wash and dense vegetation. Outcrops are sparse and
the roadcuts, prospect pits, trenches, and underground workings are filled
with surface material or are caved and inaccessible. The rocks that are
exposed are chiefly hornblende schist of Devonian age cut by dikes of
diorite porphyry.

The hornblende schist is coarse grained and the schistosity strikes
N. 55° W. and dips about 60° SW. Alteration, to serpentine and chlorite,
is common. In the mine area the schist is cut by nuﬁerous faults and
shear zones that, in general, strike northeast and dip steeply southeast.
Lenses and veins of quartz occﬁr in the faults and shear zones and it is
.within these quartz bodies that the gold-bearing ore shoots occur.

Ore Deposits

The ore bodies that have been mined at the Globe Mine consist of gold-
and silver-bearing ore shoots in quartz veins and lenses in a shear zone that
strikes about N. 55°-70° E. and dips about 60° SE. The quartz ranges from
a few inches to as much as 36 feet in thickness but where mined averaged

from 8 to 10 feet. The lenses average about 200 feet in length but may






reach a length of 400 feet. The deposit has been developed for about 650
feet down dip and along a strike length of about 1,700 feet.

Ore minerals are reported to be native gold and auriferous pyrite.
Gangue minerals are quartz, calcite, and iron and manganese oxides. Assays
contained in the application indicate gold content of 1.20 to 18.22 ounces
per ton and silver content of a trace to 1,6 ounces per ton, but these
samples were of high-grade ore fragments picked from the caved material in
the No. 2 adit and are not representative of the oreAmined. The ore mined

probably averaged about one ounce of gold per ton and a trace of silver.,

Sampling

There were no exposures of mineralized material accessible at the time
of the examination and no samples were taken.

Ore Reserves

The application did not contain an estimate of ore reserves. Although
some ore reserves may remain in the unmined parts of the veins developed by
the old workings, assay data are inadequate to allow an estimate of the
possible tonnage and grade of this material.

EXPLORATION

Applicants' Proposal

The Applicants proposed’to explore the deposit by driving a new crosscut
adit about 1,000 feet in length and then drifting and raising an additional
1,000 feet along the principal vein. The estimated cost of this work was
$172,220 and it would require about two years to complete.

The proposed new adit would be about midway between two existing adits

and would explore a part of the vein that was partly tested by previous work.
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A winze from the upper adit level tested the vein for about 100 feet below
the level and indicated that the ore shoot was too narrow to be mined
economically. A long crosscut adit, about 600 feet vertically below the
upper workings, indicated that the vein pinches out between the levels and
was not mineralized at the lower workings.

At the time of the examination it was suggested that several diamond
drill holes could. be drilled to test the location, thickness, and grade of
the vein at the level of the Applicants' proposed crosscut level, but the
Applicants were not interested in such a program., It was also pointed out

to the Applicants that the estimated cost of the new adit and drift would

probably exceed the value of the ore that might be discovered between the

new level and the old workings.
