 Update of Data (November 1973)

1) Fingncial Eligibility:

Current applications from two lending agencies have been submitted
A loan for purpose of mineral exploration, with terms as outlined, would
not be available in any amount.

Unchanged. -
5) Exploration work:

Work performed during 1973 is indicated on accompanying plat of the
general area. It is felt that the tunnels of 1966 and 1972 failed to reveal
any significant amount of ore because the areas explored were part of an ancient
slide area and the vein was interrupted somewhere between the 01d Tunnel "B"
and the 1972 tunnel. - Because of this conclusion, it was felt that there were
two opportunites available for 1973; 1) to tunnel N 35°W in the Rush Lode claim
which lies across Rush Creek and where the plumbago-type ore is exposed, this
being the continuation of the Sour Dough claim presently under exploration, or;
2) drive a new tumnel, utilizing a portion of the 1972 tunnel, to intersect the
014 Tunnel "B", previously described. It was elected to attempt to prove the
findings as given in the original application by re-opening the o0ld workings.
An encounter was made with 0ld Tumnel "B" in the area indicated on the accompany-
ing plat. It was decided to drop back in the 1972 tunnel to a point about 60
feet from the entrance where one would be in more solid ground and there make an
approximate right angle turn on a bearing to, as nearly as possible, intersect
the 014 Tunnel "B" in the vicinity of the original point of discovery. At
approximately 106 feet, small pockets of plumbegw-type ore were encountered and
then the 014 Tunnel "B" was entered. It was hoped that the old tunnel could be
re-entered but time, since 1947, and too light timbering, had taken its toll
cansing massive cave-ins. The 1973 tunnel was then continued for a short dis-
tance, crossing 0l1d Tunnel "B" and there a full face of plumbago-type ore was
encountered and followed to the hanging wall side where the vein dip of 85
was demonstrated. An approximate right angle turn was again made to drive across
the vein to the foot wall side. To date, an approximate 15 feet of tunnel has
been driven through the vein and without reaching the foot wall side. The
estimated width of 18 feet, as mentioned in the original application, appears
to be confirmed.

Because of the weather conditions, early snow and rain, access roads
became impaasable, and overations were discontinued for the winter on November 16.
For the vurposes of an OME inspection and our winter time security it is
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anticipated that access could be made in the winter during favorable breaks
in the weather.

6) Experience:

Work during the 1973 period was performed under the direction of Eldon
C. Hamricka full time miner and also a mine owner. Myles Timmins has continued
in his supervisory capacity. It is anticipated that if OME funds are avaidable
Mr Hamrick and an able crew will again be able to renew operations during the
early Spring.

7) Estimate of costs:

There have been three areas of increased costs since the first estimate of
18 months ago -

1) Cost of timber. During the past year the local lumber mills have
been made a part of national operations and have discontinued their local sales
at the mills. The nearest location for a retail lumber yard is at Redding,
California, over 50 miles away. This so far has produced only a moderate
increase in cost because of stocks on hand, bdut i$ is anticipated that material
and delivery cost will add at least 10% to the costs.

2) Labor. Because of the starting up of a number of mines in the
area, competition for good miners has increased the cost of labor from $ui./Hr
to as high as $6./Hr. At the end of 1973 our pay rates varied from #4.
to $5.50/Hr depending on the qualifications of the man. It is hoped that
this scale can be maintained in 1974 and the revised estimate is based om this
premise. The state-wide insurance rates for miners were also increased by the
State Compensation Insurance Fund from $15.64 to $16.97/ $100. payroll. .

3)Road'maintainance work as originally estimated was far too low. It
is felt that with current costs, an estimate of $2000. for this work is more
reasonable.

Following is a statement by Myles Timmins regarding his past

"Years ago I learned from old time miners that the first placer mining of

~Rush Creek ylelded vast quantities of gold, but as the mining continued
\upstream the placer values stopped at a location where a massive slide
~had covered the original channel, the channel realigned around the slide

‘carried no values. (see accompanying map for location of slide)

2
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"During 1944 I drifted (see Tunnel A on map) into the slide to mine
the rim or bench gravels of the original channel and follow these on
into the o0ld channel.

"During the period 1944 to 1948 I found these gravels, made a good
living mining them, and continued driving on for the old channel until’
I encountered a shear zone, slickenside dipping at about 15° that cut-
off the gravel to a feather edge.

"During 1947, I abandoned these workings and at a location around the
point of the slide and about 400 feet downstream I drove a tunnel
(Tunnel B) at right angles to the creek exploring for the displaced
gravel that I had mined in the other higher tunnel.

"I raised at each 50-foot interval looking for the gravel and in each

/. raise encountered the shear zone. At7{> feet I encountered a Plumbago

ledge, known as the Tightner formation, on the hanging-wall of a quartz

‘vein. I had encountered the vein at a small angle, then drove along the

hanging wall side of the vein for 30 feet where I drove a raise up in
the ore for 16 feet, where I encountered the shear zone again on top
of the ore. The vein developed much water, perhaps 50 gallons per minute.

"From a point 15 feet back from the face, I drove a drift crossing the
vein to the foot-wall side. I found the vein to be 18 feet wide, dipping
85° southwest and consisting of massive quartz associated with
mineralized schist; the foot-wall being granodiorite and the hanging-
wall metallic schist.

"I had stockpiled about 100 tone of ore on the dump that I planned to
haul in for a mill-run test, but this pile washed away during the winter
flood of 1948-49 and I do not have an assayed value of the ore."

During 1966, Golden State Mining Co., Inc. drove the "1966 Tunnel"
(see map) exploring for the Timmins Vein; at 90 feet the Plumbago
rock was encountered and operations ceased for the winter. The drift
was extended about 20 feet by Myles Timmins during the following year
and he is of the opinion that the hanging-wall of the vein was just
reached in the floor of the drift.

4. ACCESSIBILITY OF PROPERTY:

(a) To reach the property, go southerly from Greenville about 3 miles to
Round Valley Reservoir, thence northwesterly via Forest Service Road ~
26N17 about 3 1/2 miles to Long Valley, thence southwesterly via Long
Valley Road about 4 1/2 miles to Rush Creek, thence along the bed of
Rush Creek about 1/2 mile to the property.

(b) Trucks may reach the property via State Route 89 to Greenville then as
in (a) above to the property. The railroad access is by the Western
Pacific Railroad at Greenville.

5. EXPLORATION WORK:

(a) The éxploration work consists of driving a 5'x7' drift, timbered as
necessary, for about 135 feet to cross-cut the vein and on to its
foot-wall, thence following along the foot-wall for about 125 feet
to the old Rush Creek channel, and drive about 50 feet of exploratory
raising on the vein. (See accompanying map.)

(b) Access roads will not have to be built, however maintenance work will
have to be accomplished at intervals on the access road.

(c) The exploratory work has alieady commenced, but OME financial assistance
will have to be obtained to permit the work to continue to completion.
It is estimated for the drift to advance at the average rate of about
3 1/2 feet per shift, six shifts/week.

Work performed during 1973 is indicated on accompanying plat of the
general area. It is felt that the tunnels of 1966 and 1972 failed to reveal
any significant amount of ore because the areas exnlored were part of an ancient
slide area and the vein was interrupted somewhere between the 01d 'Tunnel "B"
and the 1972 tunnel.  Because of this conclusion, it was felt that there were
two oprortunites available for 1973; 1) to tunnel N 35%W in the Rush Lode claim
which lies across Rush Creek and where the plumbago-type ore is exposed, this
being the continuation of the Sour Dough claim presently under exploration, or;
2) drive a new tunnel, utilizing a portion of the 1972 tunnel, to intersect the
0ld Tunnel "B", previously described. It was elected to attempt to prove the
findings as given in the original application by re-opening the old workings,. .
An encounter was made with Old Tumnel "B" in the area indicated on the accompany-
ing plat. It was decided to drop back in the 1972 tunnel to a point about 60
feet from the entrance where one would be in more solid ground.and there make an
approximate right angle turn on a bearing to, as nearly as possible, intersect
the 01d Tunnel "B" in the viclinity of the original point of discovery. At
approximately 1060 feet, small pockets of plumbeg®-type ore were encountered and
then the 01d Tunnel "B" was entered. It was hoped that the old tunnel could be
re-entered but time, since 1947, and too light timbering, had taken its toll
causing massive cave-ins. The 1973 tunnel was then continued for a short dis-
tance, crossing 0ld Tunnel "B" and there a full face of plumbago-type ore was
encounteredi and followed to the hanging wall side where the vein divp of 85°
was demonstrated. An approximate right angle turn was again made to drive across
the vein to the foot wall side. To date, an approximate 15 feet of tunnel has
been driven through the vein and without reaching the foot wall side. The
~estimated width of 18 feet, as mentioned in the originil anplication, appears
to be confirmed.

Because of the weather conditions, early snow and rain, access roads
became impaasable, and overations were discontinued for the winter on November 16.
For the murposes of an OME inspection and our winter time security it is
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anticivated that access could be made in the winter during favorable breaks
in the weather. :

6) Experience:

Work during the 1973 period was performed under the direction of Eldon
C. Hamricka full time miner and also a mine owner. Myles Timmins has continued
in his supervisory capacity. It is anticipated that if OME funds are avaidable
Mr Hamrick and an able crew will again be able to renew operations during the.
early Spring.

7) Estimate of costs:

There have been three areas of increased costs since the first estimate of
18 months ago -

1) Cost of timber. During the past year the local lumber mills have
been made a part of national operations and have discontinued their local sales
at the mills. The nearest location for a retail lumber yard is at Redding,
California, over 50 miles away. This so far has oroduced only a moderate
increase in cost because of stocks on hand, but i% is anticipated that material
and delivery cost will add at least 10% to the costs.

' 2) Labor. Because of the starting up of a number of mines in the
area, competition for good miners has increased the cost of labor from $4. /Hr
to as high as $6. /Hr. At the end of 1973 our pay rates varied from 4.
to $5.50/Hr depending on the qualifications of the man. It is hoped that
this scale can be maintained in 1974 and the revised estimate is ,based an this
premise.  The state-wide insurance rates for miners were also increased by the
State Compensation Insurance Fund from $15.64 to $16.97/ $100. payroll. _
3)Road maintainance work as originally estimated was far too low. It
is felt that with current costs, an estimate of $2000. for this work is more
reasonable.

Justification for Denial of Application

The applicants proposed to explore for a gold and silver-bearing quartz
vein and an associated buried placer deposit on Rush Creek, Plumas
County, California. Estimated cost of the project, as requested by the
applicant, amounted to $25,863.75.

The Field Examiner concluded on the basis of an on-site study of the
property and its various accessible workings that the geologic probability
of finding a minable deposit of gold in the inferred vein or in a buried
placer deposit is not very favorable, Prior attempts to locate these
inferred deposits have not been successful, and additional exploration
work done by the applicants since they submitted their proposal has™

not been successful,

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INTRODUCTION

Dr. Lloyd H. Logan, 450 Sutter Street, Suite 1831, San Francisco,
Califofnia 94108, on behalf of a partnership of five individuals, applied to
the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in an exploration
project, Docket OME-6877, to explore for gold and silver at the Sour Dough &
Sara Mine, Plumas County, California. The Applicants infer the presence of
minable gold- and silver-bearing ore shoots in a quartz vein, and placer gold
deposits in a buried river channel, on the property and wish to explore for
these deposits by crosscutting, drifting, and raising.

A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals:
Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on August 30, 1972,
accompanied by the Applicants. The Applicants' maps, assays, and other data
were examined and compared with surface and underground exposures on the
property.

SUMMARY

The Sour Dough & Sara Mine, also knqyn as the Timmons Mine, consists of
several old crosscut adits and drifts, néw'caved and inaccessible, and a new
crosscut adit being driven by the Applip;nts to explore a quartz vein and a
buried river channel in sedimentary rocks. The results of the fieldvexamination
indicate that the area of the proposed work is .in a large landslide and the
presence of minable deposits of gold in the inferred quartz vein, or overlying
chaﬁnel, is highly questionable. Several previous attempts to explore the
target area have been unsuccessful and the accessible exposures indicate that

the geologic conditions are not favorable.






The Applicants proposed to ekplore the property by driving a crosscut -
adit to the quartz vein, drifting on the footwall of the'vein; and raising into
the overlying channel. This work, consisting of 310 feet of timbered drifts,
crosscuts, and raises, including supervision, assaying, and road maintenance,
was estimated to cost about $25,863 and require about 4 months to complete.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the application be denied. The geologic probability
of discovering minable gold-silver bearing ore bodies, or placer deposits, as
a result of the proposed work is too low to justify Government participation.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Sour Dough & Sara Mine is in secs. 24 and 25, T. 26.N., R. 8 E., MDM,
Plumas County, California (Fig. 1), on Rush Creek at an altitude of about 4,800
feet,

To reach the property, that is about 6 miles southwest of Greenville (the
nearest town), drive southwest about 3 miles to Round Valley Reservoir, turn
right (west) on a graded Forest Service dirt road and drive about 3 miles to
Long Valley, then continue southwest down Rush Creek about 4 miles to the
property. The last mile is a poor road and is best suited to 4-wheel drive
vehicles. The road is closed by snow during the winter months.  The drive from
Greenville requires about 30 to 45 minutes in good weather.

Most services and supplies are available in Greenville. There is abundant
timber and water oﬁ the property and mine dimension timber is available from
sawmills in the Greenville area. Assay services are available in Redding,
California (130 miles), at about $5 per sample for gold and silver. Mine labor

is available in the region for about $4.00 per hour.






PROPERTY

History and Production

Placer gold was discovered on Rush Creek during the late 1800's and numerous
placer deposits along the creek were worked for many years. In 1944 Myles
Timmins, one of the Applicants, started work on ?he subject property. In July
1945 he located the Sara Placer Claim and found a small deposit of placer gold
that he mined for several years. 1In 1947 he drove an adit in search of the
downstream extension of the gravel deposit that he had mined about 400 feet
upstream, but was not successful although he did find a quartz vein. Material
from this vein was stockpiled for a mill test, but the stockpile was washed
away during a flood in the winter of 1948—49. The adit soon caved and little
additional work was done until 1966 when the Golden State Mining Company leased
the property and drove a new adit in search of the "Timmins vein". The adit
was stopped at 90 feet, because of winter storms, without reaching the vein.
During 1967 the adit was extended an additional 20 feet but the vein was not
intersected. No additional work was done until 1972 when the present applica-
tion for OME assistance was made and the Applicants established a camp on the
property and started driving a new adit.

The amount of gold produced from the early placer operation on the property
is not known and Mr. Timmins apparently did not keep a record of his productionﬁ

Ownership

The property consists of six unpatented mining claims, in part overlapping

(two placer claims and four lode claims), as follows:

These claims are held by the members of the partnership by rights of
location and transfer. All are recorded at Quincy, California.

Financial Eligibility

The Applicants furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting a loan
to finénce the proposed exploration and copies of letters from the banks refusing
the request. The Applicants stated that the non-Federal share of the costs of
the exploration work would be furnished by Dr. Lloyd H. Logan. At the time of
the examiﬁation Dr. Logan informed me that he had spent about $7,000 to date on
the project, including costs of driving about 100 feet of crosscut adit, and
was prepared to épend an equal amount if a contract is approved.
Development

The property is developed by four old crosscut adits that are now caved and
inaccessible, and a new crosscut adit recently started by the Applicants. Most
of the bed of Rush Cfeek has been placer mined several times and one bench area,
about 100 feet in diameter and about 50 feet above the stream bed, has also been
mined by Mr. Timmins.

The new crosscut adit, that is a part of the project proposed in the subject
appiication, was started in June 1972 and at the time of the field examination

had been driven a total of about 100 feet. It is completely timbered and lagged.






Surface facilities consist of a small cabin that houses the crew of 3 to 4
men., Minimal mining equipment and supplies are on hand.
GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The Sour Dough & Sara Mine is in an area of moderate to steep relief and
much of the surface is covered by slope wash, landslide material, and dense
vegetation. Outcrops are sparse and most of the man-made exposures, in pits
and adits, are caved and inaccessible. The rocks that are exposed, in roadcuts
and stream beds, are in general metasedimentary rocks of Upper Paleozoic ége
overlain locally by volcanic rocks of Tertiary age. In the immediate vicinity
of the Applicants' proposed exploration a large landslide mass of intensely
brecciated material, containing fragments of schist, limestone, greenstone,
and quartz vein material, has slid into Rush Creek Canyon from the southeast
side causing the creek to make a sharp turn to the northwest for about 600 feet
(see Applicants' map). Underlying this landslide, and exposed in the stream
bed about 1,000 feet downstream, is a mica-schist that strikes about N. 45° W.
and dips about 70° SW. Thin quartz veins occur in the schist and some 6f these
are reported to be gold bearing. The sides of an ancient stream channel, about
100 feet apart and dipping steeply toward each other, are exposed downstream
from the mine area and may represent the old Rush Creek channel or a Tertiary
river channel. This old channel is completely filled with brecciated landslide
material. The Applicants believe this channel contains gold-bearing placer
material in the vicinity of their proposed exploration.

Ore Deposits

The only gold mined on the property was from a small placer deposit on a

bench above Rush Creek. Other placer deposits, both upstream and downstream
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from the property, have been mined in the past. The amount, and grade, of

material washed during these operations is not known although it was probably
small. Although quartz veins and lenses are common in the metasedimentary
rocks of the area, none are known to have yielded ore. The Applicants claim
that a thick (18 feet wide) quartz vein was intersectéd by previous adits,
and that it is gold bearing, but there are no assay data to support this
statement and the vein is not exposed on the surface.
Sampling

There were no mineralized exposures available for study or sampling at
the time of the examination and no samples were taken. Assays listed in the
application indicated only a few hundreths of an ounce of gold and no silver
except for one sample, taken from the adit driven in 1966, that contained 5.32
ounces of gold per ton. It is not clear what this sample represented, nor
where it was taken, but it was apparently part of a piece of mineralized quartz
contained in the brecciated material of the old landslide through which the
crosscut was being driven. |

Ore Reserves

There are no ore reserves indicated or inferred in the Sour Dough & Sara
Mine. Although Mr. Timmins claims to have mined and stockpiled about 100 tons
of mineralized quartz vein material in the past, there are no known assays of
" this material and the entire stockpile was washed away in a flood on Rush Creek
in 1948-49. A small quantity of placer material may still be present on the

property but no sample data are available and no estimates of the quantity have

been made.
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EXPLORATION .

Applicants' Proposal

The Applicants proposed to explore the Sour Dough & Sara Mine by driving
a crosscut adit to the quartz vein, drifting on the vein, and raising along the
vein to the overlying channel. This work, consisting of about 310 feet of
crosscutting, drifting, and raising, with supervision, road maintenance, and
assaying, was estimated to cost about $25,863 and require about 4 months to
complete.

The Applicants' proposed project is probably the best way to explore the
deposit but two previous attempts, undertaken in the same manner, have been
unsuccessful, There is no evidence to indicate the presence of gold-bearing
gravels in the short section of the channel to be tested and none of the quartz
veins in the area have yielded minable ore shoots.

The Applicants are proceeding, at their own expense, to drive the crosscut
adit to the quartz vein and at the time of the examination had almost reached
the projected position of the vein. If a favorable mineralized quartz vein is
intersected by the crosscut, a second examination may be justified and consid-

eration given to OME participation in the driving of a few hundred feet of

drift,
