Core drilling is to be done by the Applicant as part of her share
of the costs, but there is no mention of equipment or experience
for this type of work., The Applicant states that her share of the
costs is 25 percent, but nickel is on the list for which the
Applicant's share is 50 percent.

2(a). The property is evidently owned jointly, but the application is in
only one name. The other owner plans to do much of the work.

b
2(b). It is not clear whether the Annex group of claims is included in

the application. Presumably they are recorded in Book 1332--all
on one page?

2(c). Probably the Butlers own the surface rights, but only the mineral
rights are specified in 2(a).

3(d). Metallurgical tests may or may not apply to this property. Need
reference.






5(a,b). The locations and reasons for the proposed work will doubtless
become clear if a field examination is made.

7. We agree that the costs were estimated in the most simple way.

We are not sure, however, what portion of them would actually
be needed. 1In any case, a profit to Mr. Butler would not be

allowable.
