1.. In 1968, the group of claims known as the 
Halcyon Mine were under an agreement of sale from my 
s is ter-.n' law, Mrs. Thelma Scott, to Mr. Floyd C. 
Robinson.


2. Mr. Robinson made certain representations 
to your office relative to exploration on the property, 
and entered into a contract with the govern nt to 
crosscut, drif; timber and sample the property to explore 
its possibilities as a gold and silver mine. 


3. Under terms of the contract, Mr. Robinson 
was to crosscut and drift a total of 1000 feet, timIer 
an estimated amount of 500 feet and take for assaying 
100 samples to a total cost of 50 000. The government 


• e.	 participation was 75 per cent, or 37,500. 
•	 4. Pursuant to the government requirements, and

	 in order to facilitate the ends of the two parties (govern-S 
ment and Robinson) involved, Mrs. Scott signed a lien and 
subordination agreement. 


5. As time passed Mr. Robinson became more and

sale. In addition, Mrs. Scott and the writer learned 
that Mr. Robinson was well in arrears on his payments to 
local merchants for supp1ie used, and in adction, had 
in a number of instances failed to pay miners and other 
workmen involved, 


6.• On the basis of the conditions outlined in 
item 5 above, and other breaches of the agreement of sale 
on the part of Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Scott repossessed the 
property in the spring of 1969. Throughout this time,

7. Mrs. Scott is a widow with very restricted in 
come, whose primary assets are restricted to the Halycon 
group of claims mentioned herein, the adjacent . non"operating 
Washington Mine, and the non. 'operating Plumas property. in. 
Siskiyou County, California. Since she would not be able 
to maintain the' property, let alone continue exploration 
work, the undersigned, Robert S. scott, entered into an, 
agreement of sale with Mrs. 'Scott for the purchase of the 
Halycon propezy. 


8. I then discussed the situation with'Mr. Stager 
of' the Office of Mineral Exploration, and prepared to con-
tinue the exploration work set. forth under the government 
contract, to cCnclua ion. I was advised that this was agree 
able to the government, provided Mr. Robinson would sign 
off and I would assume all of the obligations under the 
contract. 


9:• At the conclusion of the contract, the property 
.•:; '.	 was to be examined by the government, and eit!ter certified 


that either mineral or metal production from the land 
covered by the contract was possible as a result of the ex 


• ploration work, or not certified. In the event of certifi 
cation, all unies advanced plus interest from the dte of 
advance, were to be repaid by. royalties over a period of 
ten years. In the event the property was not certified, 
then any government lien was extinguished. 


10. When we were finally able tO contact him, Mr. 
Robinson was not willing to' sign a requisite release. 


11. On August 18, I learned that Mr. Robinson had 
committed fraud, nOt only against Mrs. Scott, the local 
merchants, and the people who had worked for him, but also 
against the government. I therefore wrote to Mr. Robinson, 
per copy attached. 


12. Since that time, the matter has been in the 
hands of your office, and the Department of Justice. 


13. This poses a sizeable and I believe unfair 
financial burden on me since I have been forced to maintain 
a watchman on the premises, as well as have a lien hang over 
the head of the property, which was incurred fraudulently 
by Mr. Robinson, with whOm the' government had contracted.
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14. In view of all of the above, and in the interest 
boh of the goal for which the government originally entered 
into the contract, and of equity, I propose the following: 


a. Upon acceptance of this proposal by the' 
government, I will individually, at no addItional expense 
to the government, continue the exploration program begun 
until the originally contracted total of $50,000 has been 
expended.	 ' 


b In doing this, I shall, appreciate and 
abide by the suggestions and recommendations of the geologists. 
of your office. During last convercations they recommended 
100 feet further ahead in the cross cut 1.60 feet to the 
east drifting, 100 feet to the west dritthg if a new vein 
is found 90 feet east or west, or if no vein is found, then 
two 45 foot raises to check through the slate porphory.

c. Upon 'àompletion of the total work, I shall 
•	 notify your office and ask for an examination to determine 


whether the property should be certified under the terms of

d. If the O.M.E. engineer makes timely de-
termination that certification is warranted then 1 shall 
accept in good grace and With thanks the obligation under 
terms of the contract to repay the monies advanced Robinson 
for actual work performed, plus interest. 


e. If, however, after examination, the engineer 
determines that certification of the property is not 
warranted, then I feel that the property should not be un' 
fairly burdened through a continuing lien because the govern 
ment'was defrauded by the same man who also defrauded my 
family. 
It shaIl appreciate your early response, so that appropriate 
action can. promptly be taken, either to turn the property 
up as a gold and s1lver mine, or to cut the heavy financial 
drain by salvaging the mill and releasing the caretaker.

Your letter of March 19, 1970, in which you proposed to complete the work 
on the subject contract at your own expense was forwarded to Washington, 
D. C., for review on March 20, 1970. 


As I stated to you in our telephone conversation of March 28, the Govern-
ment cannot accept your proposal. A memorandum dated March 30, 1970, from 
the Chief, Office of Minerals Exploration, states in part as follows: 


tIMr Scott E s proposal is a reasonable one, but the Government 
cannot accept it because the contract was terminated on December 23, 
1969, and Mr. Scott had no contract responsibility prior to 
termination. He was not involved in any way with the contract and 
any work he may conduct at the property cannot influence any 
äecisions by the Government with respect to the contract with the 
Operator. Therefore, the Government looks first to the Operator 
for payment ofany royalties due on production and, if. unpaid, 
to the owner, Mrs. Thelma Scott, under terms of the Lien and 
Subordination Agreements signed by her on January 10, 1968. As 
the new owner of the property, Mr. Scott has acknowledged 
responsibility for making royalty payments on any production. 


"In order to protect its interest in this contract, the Government 
issued a Certification of Possible Production on March 26, 1970, 
and a referral of the account for collection is in preparation for 
transmittal to the Department'of Justice.

"In conclusion, we must decline with thanks Mr. Scott's offer0

payment of royalties on any production as stated therein. There 
are no' other financial responsibilities. If there is no pro-

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3. Physical Description 


a. There is a description of the Washington Mine on Pages 30 


and 31 of Special Report 85, "French Gulch Quadrangle" by J.P. Albers, 


California Division of Mines and Geology. The report has a plan 


and section of the main underground levels called Plate 6. The 


lower levels are partially accessible, needing some rehabilitation 


before mining operations could resume. 


J.H. Scott produced $5110M.during the 1930's to 19 112 from 


the H & I levels, (i.e., net smelter returns were $548,876.2 )4 from 


39,398 tons of ore.) 


Subsequent lessees included J. Merrill (1950's), Lyman and 


Floyd Robinson (1960's), and the last named person had an O..M.E.

problems. This consisted of a new tunnel on the Ruby Pearl claim 


550 feet long. 


On August 7, 1973, American Public Resources obtained a 


lease on the Washington Mill, on all electric 110 ton/day flotation 


mill, for the purpose of testing the dumps and underground ore of 


the Brown Bear Mine in Trinity County. Surface evaluation followed 


and is in progress on the Washington Mine property, which has several 


open pit prospects and several major parallel vein structures, 


namely a N.S. assemblage and a roughly E.W. group. 


The mine camp is well equipped, with other buildings beside 


the mill including a workshop, office/caretaker's house, bunk,house 


and change room in good condition and in current usage.
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b. American Primary Resources, Inc. has been operating the 


Washington Mill as noted above for the past four months for test 


purposes and has milled about 1500 tons of low grade ore from the 


Brown Bear Mine and on several occasions milled on a 24-hour basis.

Subsequently major operations have been on the 


two E.W. veins, the Washington and Dean veins strike about N. 70° E. 


The main mineralized zone is between the Copley Greenstone 


and the Bragdon Formation (slates). Sills and dykés of quartz 


porphyry and birdseye porphyry sometimes intruded the contact.

Thank you for your letter of January 14, 1974, c'losin a photocopy of the 
Lease and Option granted to American Primary Resourcea, Inc., copies of 
letters relating to OME-6688 (Contract 2261—flaicyon Mine), and your views 
on the propriety of the overnment's right' to royalty if any ore is produced 
from the land covered by the previous contract. 


I have reviewed n letter of i)ec.ber 10, 1913, to American irimary Resources, 
Inc., and concur that it contains one error of substance, namely, that "The 
Lease and Option makes no reference to the Government's lien ....." Although 
this statement was true at the time it was made, it was based on an ttwigned 
draft, submttted with the new application, without the inserts that are inked 
in on the sined copy which vs received later. 


I am, of course, thoroughly familiar with the itemized statements of "facts" 
in pararapb 3 of your letter, but I most sincerely regret, and I do not under 
stand, your conclusion that this office is attempting to treat honest citizens 
in a cavalier manner. 


Although I do not intend to enter into an argument with you over the accuracy 
of the "facts" as you state thea, .1 feel some clarification is warranted. 
First, although Mr. Robinson claimed, end was reimbursed for, work in excess 
of that actually completed, it was not "fraud" unless it was done willfully. Ct	 -4ri-ftinntimbering 
war. based on measurements supplied to him by his miners and he did not check 
them personally. • 


Second, the 13.6. Attorney's Office -concluded that criminal proceedings were 
not warranted, under the fraud against the Government statutes, but the U. S. 
Attotney still has not disposed of the civil aspects of the case.

Third, monthly vouchers claiminp reimbursement for work completed are approved 
for payment by the OME subject to field inspection and verification Out of 
more than 2,000 contracts this is only the second instance, to my knowledge, 
where an operator was paid for work not done. At the time of	 interim in-
spectioti o'i October 26, 1968, alt work previously claimed had been cor3mleted. 
The overpayment resulted from work claimed on the November and December 1968 
vouchers. I as unable to .urnke another interjm ins pection that fall because 
of beav snovfalls during mid-December that forced a closing down of the project 
and a recess until the apring of 1969, at which time Mrs. Scott repossessed 
the property and the contract was terminated. Work was not resumed, but on 
my next inspection trip to northern California during the sur*ner of 1969, 1 
visited the property and, upon making my usual measurements, discovered the 
shortages and immediately reported them to 01E and to Mr. Robin3on. 


Fourth.,. although I did not routinely measure the dimensions of each timber used 
in the crosscut, I do recall that it appeared to be adequate for the job with 
sets on 3- to 5-foot centers and .so1diy lagged on sides and back. I do not 
recall any round timber. The workins were fully open and acceesible a year 
after the work was completed, the last tine I inspected then. The State Mine 
Inspector did not report the timbering to be inadequate or any. of the work 'to 
be in an unminer-like manner' 


Fifth, I was personally eager for you to complete the work, and the O$ was 
wi1lin to have the contract assigned to you, but Mr. flobinson refused to 
consent to the aasigtnnt at the time, and he vanished shortly thereafter. 


Sixth, the Covernment could not accept your offer for the reasons contained 
in my letter of April 2, 1970 This office has no authority to violate a con-
tract or the law, of conttacts. 


Seventh, the partial quote from Annex I that you are concerned with is a 
standard statement contained in many exploration contracts and serves to 
protect the Government' s royalty rights during the period of the exploration 
and until such time as a deciolon s made to issue a Certification of Possible 
Production or not. You will note that the first line of the paragraph from. 
which you quote says, Notwithstanding the cttificatión provision of 
Article 6, ...." Article 6(a) of the contract provides for certftcation, and 
as I pointed out to you in y letter of June 22, 1973, a Certification of 
Possible Production ties issued on t4arch 26, 1970, and stated that royalties 
shall te paid to the Government on all production from tht land described in 
the contract. . The certification (copies of which were sent to you and 
Mrs. Scott at the time of issue and again to you with my letter of June 22, 
1973) was required to protect the taxpayers' interest in their investment 
because a vein was found containing gold and silver that may indicate the 
nearby presence of higher grade ore shoots. M. Roars, president of American 
Primary Resources, Inc., has had past experience with, two 0iE contracts on

other properUee and is fully aware o the proviion8 of O?tl contrate, Lien 
and Subordination	 aents, and Certifications of Thsaible Production. In 
the event a new tunnel is driven to . veiz$ in any of the c1ain covered by the 
certificattou, the producer is required by law to pay toyaltiea to the Govern-
merit, and I a confident that Mr. floard is aware of and wll abide by this.

Thank you for including me as an information addressee to 
your letter of Decamber 10 ad4ressedAmerican Primary 
Resources , Inc • I believe that there are several errors 
of substance in your letter, 'It is my hope that the follow-
ing will correct those errors. 


Paragraph 2. Attached is a photocopy of Page 2 of the 
Lease and Option to Purchase Agreement between American 
Primary Resources, Inc. and myself. You will note that the 
words 'To the patented ground' and "Except as contained in 
ONE Docket 6688" were added to the proposed agreement as 
drawn up by American Primary Resources counsel. These 
additions and corrections should lay to rest any qualms which 
you might have had. 


Pararaph 3. I feel that I have reached the end of the line 
in going al.ong with the cavalier treatment with which the 
government as represented by your office is attempting to 
treat honest citizens and taxpayers. Both of us are fully 
aware of the following facts: 


1. Floyd G. Robinson committed fraud against the Government 
of the United States. 


2, The U.S.. Attorney's office decided that that fraud was 
small enough 'so :that they refused to, prosecute. 


3, The fraud occurred because Robinson filed claims for work 
which he did not do,which information should have been re-
latively easily ascertained in the periodic cheks by your 
office.	 .

4. In addition to failing to perform the work for which 
he made claim and was paid, Robinson used Sub-sized timber 
in an unminer'-like manner resulting in extensive caving 
throughout the tunnel. 


5. I personally offered in writing, RS 'Scott letter 
March 19,. 1970, copy attached. 


6. This fair offer was rejected by your letter of 
April 2, 1970, copy attached. For the outsider, after 
wading through the • bureaucratic gobbledygook, this letter 
appears to say to hell with fairness, equity or even the 
development of the mineral resources of the country. The 
qnswer' to anything out of the ordinary is automatically 
no. 


7. ' 'Qn January'' 10, 1968, Mrs. Thelma Scott, previous owner; 
of the property, signed a lien and subordination agreement, 
copy attached. A condition of which was that it be subject 
to those restrictions and conditions which were set forth 
on the final contract in Annex 1, which read in part "Shall 
pay to the Government a royalty on any production, regard-
less of origin, that is transported throttgh any new workings 
to the cost of which the Government has contributed, or any 
portion of such workings". 


What you did not know is that I tnformed 11r. Hoare, President 
of American Primary Resources, Inc. of this clause at the 
time of noting the exceptions listed under Paragraph (2) 
above. It was his thought that it would possibly be cheaper 
to reoren the Government sponsored workings (where Robinson 
used 6' round timbers rather than the 8 x 8 square timbers 
specified in the contract despite your inspection) than to 
develop new potta1s for haulage. In the event he should 
wish, however to drive new tunnels, the Government has no 
right to royalties and I would be perfectly willing to defend 
his position in that regard. Perhaps I'm unlike the U.S. 
Attorney in that I believe that certain things are worth 
fighting for as a matter of principle.

Enclosed is one copy of a new application received in this office December 7, 
1973. A duplicate copy is retained in our file. 


The applicant proposes to complete the work started under a previous contract, 
OME-6688, Contract 2261. 


The application is incomplete with respect to the following items: 


1. Financial Eligibility. Only one set of bank letters is included 
whereas two sets are required. 


2. Applicant's Rights in Land. The applicant states that his lease 
was granted on November 1, 1973, but the copies submitted are 
unsigned. The applicant also states that it will furnish Lien and 
Subordination Agreements, buy the property, or furnish a performance 
bond. None of these has been accomplished. 


4. Accessibility of Property. The applicant neglected to point out that 
Mr. C. Robinson now at the Washington Mine is not a relative of 
Floyd G. Robinson, who defrauded the Government on the previous ONE 
contract. 


5. Exploration Work. The previous contract had 397 feet of crosscutting 
and drifting remaining. The present applicant proposes to crosscut 
and drift 501 feet, and states that this is needed to test 	 optimum 
geologic conditions . ..", but he does not explain or illustrate those 
conditions.







6. Estimate of Costs. The previous contract allowed $45.00 per foot 
for crosscutting and drifting and $9.00 per foot for timbering. 
The applicant estimates that at current inflated prices costs will 
total $83.62 per foot including everything. The following compari-
son indicates the differences:

The applicant's estimate is too high Timbering throughout is not needed, two 
assays for every round are not needed, and depreciation on equipment on a 3-
year basis is not allowable. Moreover, a full box of powder per 6-foot round 
suggests retimbering after each blast. 


We favOr the completion of this project at a more realistic cost. The appli-
cant is qualified to do the work, although we suggest a short form contract 
with a minimum of items. If the applicant completes the application satis-
factorily, and if you so instruct us, we shall compile a revised estimate of 
the costs.
