Dear Mr. East,


Complying with your request that I submit complete infor-
mation, I am herein giving you everything that I have° .


Royal Arch Lode Claim, located in NW ¼ of NW ¼ of Sect 2,
Twp 2S, Rg 714. In 1946 while walking down the railroad tracts,
I found copper float on the tracts erroded out of an open cut
that formerly was a tunnel. I climed out on the cliff and found
a four foot vein as near as I could determine and same was exposed
for about fifty feet. On sampling of same in good ore same assayed
$$$ to 62 Cu , same being Chalcocite and not being permitted by
the railroad to uncover this copper on their right of way, I
started actual work in June to drive a cross-cut to tap this real
copper and completed tunnel to a distance of 100 feet and have an
estimated 50 feet to drive until I pick up the vein which is
exposed in railroad cut.


One third of a mile to the north in SE ¼ of SE¼ of Sect 36,
TWP IS RG 71W in 1945 the DRGW Railroad then the DSL Railroad due
to fire which gutted number ten tunnel in 1943 stooning all trans-
portation on the road for 90 days installed a program of rebuilding
all week spots in their tunnels by pulling out. old timbers and
replacing with reinforced concrete.In the 1945 contractggSamuels &
Franklin of Salt Lake City reached number seventeen tunnel and
one hundred and eighty five feet in the tunnel from east portal,
they in moving in their form trimming walÑs to allow for form
being moved, encountered copper which measured 12 feet wide and
same was cemented over to make in that section a continuous pour,
This copuer assayed $9.giwall to wall.s I, on learning this,
bought this ground which was patented in 1893. Previous to this
evont, I took over this same ground from Mr. Robert Robertson, who
drove a long tunnel about sir.hundred feet northerly to have easier
haulage and to also top c.opper which they sank on in an old shaft
on the hill to the east of tunnel number seventeen and after many
years of work the property was abandoned due to death of Mr. Robertson's

. brother being decapitated by a railroad train in tunnel number sev-
enteen. I, wanting, at about 1940 a deposit of barite which is very
abundant on the 01¢ Robertson Ground made a deal with him to take
over his property and in so doing, he told me that since his broth-
er's death he was no longer interested.


It is common knowledge amoung Railroad employees, Contractor
employees that this hig vein exists and I personally sampled and
had assayed in 15¼¾ this vein of copoer which same assayed 49.§†
Cu, Also 80 feet beyond the copper high grade Flourspar was cemented
over in the tunnel, same assayed 90% and was 8 feet wide. UÏhen this
particular tunnel was made about 190§. Old timers tell .of this
copper vein encountered in tunnel number seventeen but the catch
of all was the ground which I own now , was patented as far back
as 1893. Therefore of being on privately owned ground, this big
vein runs to connect with. The old Robertson shaft on the hill
to the east for which the long tunnel at railroad thack level was
driven by the Robertson Brothers with hand steel and is still in
good shape. The above is the history of this property.

B Sullivan compressor, Chicago Pneumatic Drifter and complete
mining equipment now at the Royal Arch Mine.


C A Stoper will be needed later no.t required for tunnel work.


D I have done all work alone, but will hire one man as its
too dangerous for one man alone.


E One man as helper § $10 (ten dollars) per day common
wages at present may have to pay more wages. Labor is
plentiful at present, on reachine ore, I will hire addit-
ional help.


F Either American Smelting or Kennecott at Midvale., Utah;
about 900 miles, rail or transport transportation.


G Saftaly to expect 1-50 ton car load per week from the
Royal Arch mine and on expanding to open up the proposed -
Joycie Mine to ship an additional car per week or more
which being a larger vein will produce ore faster. At that
time additional mining machinery will have to be installed -
at the Joycie Mine as the distance between Royal Arch and
Joycie mine is one third of a mile west and it is not feas-
ible to pipe air that distance hence separate equipment at
each mine.
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H On the Royal Arch Mine I can complete distance to ore in
30 days and allowing for time to enstall ore bins and make
a road over the too of tunnel number sixteen a distance of
about one fourth mile, it would be entirely possible to ship
ore in fourty-five days. I can drive at present within
one hundred feet of mine but cannot obtain a crossing from
the DRGW Railway Company due to being too hazardous, hence
necessity to make a short access road.


I I can drive within one hundred feet of mine aþ present but
cannot obtain a railroad crossing, present condition of road
is fair. It would require a round trip with a bulldozer
to widen road which is not necessary at present time, using
a pick-up truck only when ore is opened up to then widen
road of loose erroded rocks and build a new road one quarter
of a mile over tunnel number sixteen on opposite side of .
tracks where the mine portal is located.


.J I am convinced I can ship ore at nearly SOf Cu and with
this grade of ore, price is secondary and all money ad-
vanced can be paid off at the present price of copper out
of the first car load.

mine, I want to enlarge my operations to open up the -
Joycie Mine and I will then require either contracting

of the big vein by core drilling at which cost I am unable
