We understand that exploration and development loans are
soon to be considered for meritorious mining properties with a
potential for producing critical and strategic metals, UWe would

herewith like to apply for such a loan on the property which we
have been developing since June, 1950,

This property is known as the Connors group and is located
near Kokomo, in the Ten Mile District of Summit County, We have
leases on approximately 38 claims in a compact group covering the
Robinson limestone formation on the southwest slope of Elk piountain.
To date we have reopened and conditioned the 2500 foot main tunnel
and have driven approximately 700 feet of crosscut with a view tow
ward opening up an ore body in the limestone which was diamond
drilled about 1905. We have the reports of two engineers concern-
ing these drill holes, These reports state that No.l hole encounter
ed 9 feet of nine $9) feet of 23 +00 ore at a depth of 300 feet, No,2
hole showed three (3) feet of $40.00 ore at 130 feet and No.3 hole
showed seven (7) feet of $38.00 ore at 150 feet, These values were
principally in lead and were computed at the current market price at
that time., Considerable zinc may also be anticipated. Also, in the
1880's several shallow shafts on this property, at surface, produced
in the neighborhood of $50,000 in lead=silver ore, from the fault zone
known as the Wilfley dike. This was high grade lead ore and it is
assumed that it was dragged into the fault zone from an undiscovered
ore body in the limestone. These formations are all virgin ground,

We have known this property for many years and have consider~
able information to support these statements., UWe have expended about
$55,000 since last June in development and in equipping the property
with machinery, electric power, surface buildings and a new toad from
Kokomo to the mine, a distance of about 1 mile, te adjoin the Wil
fley, Kimberly and Breene properties on the south-west and we have the
fault and vein systems of these properties cutting thru the Robinson
limestones which underlie the Quail limestone of the above mentioned
properties,

We are now starting a diamond drilling program to determine
the extent of the ore bodies in our property and also the most feasie
ble and practical method of opening them up., We need financial age
sistance to carry out this drilling program and to complete the deve-
lopment necessary to open up any ore bodies disclosed in the drill
holes, Ve believe we have an excellent property and that we qualify
for 'some government aid in our exploration and development work.
