This application requests 50% Government aid in a project
to cost 82&,000 to explore the veins on the Little Ida, Burrows,
end adjoining claims.

The principal proposed project is to drive 600 feet of drift
on the Little Ide vein, beginning in the footwet$ of the Burrows lode.
On one copy of the set of 2 maps furnished by the applicent, there is
indicated in red crayon by the undersigned, the geologic relationship
of the Little Ida, Burrows, and Equator veins, as determined by field
work of the Geological Survey.

Geologic mapping of the surface has failed to disclose a
strong or persistent extension of the Little Ida vein in the block of
ground between the Burrows end Equator lodes. It is therefore possible
that the first LOO feet or so of drifting may be in less favorable
ground than the last 200 feet, which lies beyond the projected footwall
of the Equator vein.

The ground north of (4in the footwall of) the Equator vein on
the Little Ida appears favorable for finding en ore shoot that crops out
at the surface on the Little Ida and Equator veins. In view of the pros-
pective tonnage in this block, even though the first LOO feet mey be
berren, it is believed that the proposed exploration is justified, It is
of course also possible that some oré may be found in the block between
the Burrows and Equator that does not crop out at the surface.

It is therefore recommended thet the epplication be approved
end, thet if conditions later werrent, an additionel loen can be granted
to develop tonnages in blocks A end B in the footwall of the Equator
vein. The working season is short under present road conditions.
