The subject application was filed under date of May 17, 1951
for an exploration project in the Sedalia Mine, The project was stated
very indefinitely as "Ore body has been cut with a fault., Extension
of ore body can likely be found." The proposed work was stated - "Geo-
logical Survey diamond drilling and development -- 2 year period."

The applicant was requested to advise on ability to finance
the project, define the project, and indicate the work to be done by
maps and furnish other pertinent data as to costs and ore reserves
indicated on the map. The suggestion was made that geological mapping
and sampling of all exposed ore in the mine should be carried out prior
to attempting to lay out a proper progrem of diamond drilling.

Mr, A. E. Moynahan, acting engineer for the applicant replied
to this request under date of July 18, 1951 but did not present the
definite information requested as to financial ability, exploration
program or the ore reserves. He states that an extensive geological
and sampling program as suggested appears to be the most practical
approach, but he indicates that the Bureau of Mines should work out
the geology and do the sampling. The Lead-Zinc Branch of the Defense
Minerals Administration replied to this letter and requested the
applicant to submit a revised application for Government assistance in
geological examination and sampling which was to be accomplished by a
competent engineer of the applicant's choosing.

The applicant's reply to this letter was to inform the Division
that he desired a development loan to open up the well known vein below
and beyond & displacement fault, He also states that he has other plans

T. L. Carrick of Salt Leke City, Utah filed his application
for an exploration grent May 17, 195l. He requested $25,000 to defray :
one-half of the cost of a diamond drilling progrem to explore for the |
feulted part of en ore body in the Sedalia mine, Chaffee County, Colo- |
rado. |

The application was referred to the Copper Brench for epprei-
sel because the Sedalia mine had been primarily a copper producers
Although, at the request of the applicent's engineer, A. E. Moynahan,
the docket later was tremsferred to the Lead-Zinc Branch, the Copper
Brench reviewed the application and requested from the epplicant further
information regarding specific plans and costs of the program as well
as further geologic data. It was suggested thet if the mine workings
were accessible, an amended program, including geologic mapping and
sampling of all ore in the mine, be submitted. This suggestion wes
repeated to A. E. Moynahan and also to T. L. Carrick by the Lead=Zinc
Branch. Mr. Carrick, however, in a letter dated November 16, 1951,
stated that he is interested only in obtaining a grant to explore for
en orebody below the fault.

The Sedelia deposit is a lens about 800 ft. long and up to
150 ft. thick formed by impregnation of schistose rocks with ore
minerals. The deposit is conformeble with the schists which strike e
little north of east and dip epproximately 70° south. A pegmatite
dike 50 ft. thick which dips north about 70° cuts off the orebody
below the No. 2 level. This dike may be the fault the applicant refers
to. '

Ce Re Wilfley of the U.S. Bureau of Mines examined the pro-
perty in November, 1942. In his report he stated that although there
are in the bottom level two places which might be explored for faulted
segments, he believed that in view of the extensive workings on that
level the deposit as a whole was bottomed and at best only & small tonnage
might be found.





In view of the above opinion and the fact that the
epplicant has furnished neither evidence of the possible existence
of minable orebodies below the fault nor a specific end satisfactory
method of searching for such orebodies, it is recommended that the
epplication be denied.

L. Carrick,
144 Second Avenue, Salt Lake City, in answer to
his letter to you under date of June 8, 1951, has
been referred to me for reply.
