Subject: DMA Docket 1217X-.-Hide Away and Hide Above Peginatite Claims, 
Crystal Mountain District, Colorado 


Attached are 8 copies of the geologic, report by 0. D. Evans 
covering DMA Docket 1271X, per subject listed above. Mr. Evans was 
accompanied on this examination by Mr. William Thurston, one of the 
Geological Survey's specialists on beryl deposits. Mr. 'Thurston mapped 
the beryl deposits on the Hyatt's Ranch nearby and was in charge of the 
Survey's drilling program for beryl on the Hyatt's property. Mr. Evans 
and Mr. Thurston conclude that the, Hide Away and Hide Above deposits 
are too low grade and too small to justify mining operations and do not 
justify an access road. They recommend that the loan be denied. 


I concur with this recommendation.

The Hide Away claix is about 3/4 of a mila east of the Hide Above 
cl.aim at an elevation of about 9,500 feet. 


Bory]. occurs in a zoned pegmatte. The conaøts between the dike 
and the surrounding schist were covered with soil so it was irapossiblø 
to detexnine the attitude of the dike. Two zones were recognized. a 
coarse-grainsci quartz, albite, orthoo].asa, muscovite sane; and. a fine 
grained albite, quartz, znuscoVit zrine. One beryl crystal 16 inches in 
diameter was observed in a3bite in the coarse-grained quartz felOpar 
zone • The dike was opened up over an area 30 feet wide by 75 feet long. 
One ton of bery], was reported to have been recovered from the wash when 
this area was being opened up. Several pieces of beryl ranging from 
I to 2 inches in diameter were uncoverd during the examination. 


Both of the3e prospects warrant further expløration. The Hide 
Above claim should be examined again when the snow melts to determine 
the proper method of exploration. The Hide Awar claim should be explored 
by a series of parallel trenches 10 feet wide. on 20 foot centre cut 
across the dike with a bulldozer. The information obtained from examin-
irig the wash and the portions of the dike uncovered by this work will 
determine if additional trenches will be required. It coarse-grained 
beyl crystals are uncovered in the dike., test pits ahguld be Bunk 
to dotermine the extent of the beryl. This dike outcrps on compara-' 
tively level ground so it will be impossible to develop a uaz'ry face. 
The exploration plan should be flexible 30 that it may be changed if 
coriditiona warrant it. 


If an exploration loan iø granted, a bulldozer could work effec-
tively on both properties. The owners oould perform the detail work of 
Gleaning the bedrock and proapectin the dike as it is opened up. A 
loan on this basis would require close süperviaion by the Bureau of 
1ines to see that the 5nney was utilized to best advantage. 


These tvo dikes are beryl prospects. There is no ore in sight, but 
a considerable amount of beryl Is reported to have been found in the 
wash covering both dikes. The eize and angularity of the pieces 
indicate that they hav, not moved far. An exploration loan would be 
granted on the p1emiso that since those dikes have producsd beryl and 
the formations are geologically favorable, there is a possibility of 
developing a bexyl deposit by undovering unexposed portions of the 
dikes.
