Attached are 8 copies of the geologic report covering the Ace 
High Claims, Slavonia Development Co., Routt County, Cob., by Truman H. 
Kuhn of the U. S. Geological Survey. The Company has applied for a loan 
of $100,000 tá explore for uranium and zinc ore on their group of claims. 
Mr. Kuhn was accompanied by John W. Adams of the Geological Survey, Mineral 
Deposits' Reconnaissance Group, to make radioactivity determinations on the 
property.


No significant radioactivity was detected on the dump or in the 
underground workings, and chemical analysis of one sample shows only 0.001 
per cent uranium and 0.000 per cent eU. 


No zinc ore 1 bf commercial grade' wasfind, and the geologic 
conditions are unfavorable for discovery of significant ore bodies. 
Mr. Kuhn, therefore, recommends that the loan be denied. 


I concur with his recommendation.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


No economically mineable uranium or zinc can be expected from this 


group of c1auns. 


Building a truck road to the claims would be diffult and expensive. 


At one time a wide trail apparently led to the property, but now that 


trail is almost obliterated. The construction of portions of .a. road 


would involve heavy blasting, and because of water and marshy land, other, 


portions of the road would require relatively heavy rock fill. Several 


bridges  would be required. A road, if built, must be reconstructed in 


part each summer. 


Because of lack of possible ore and the extremeinaccessibility of 


the property, it is recommended that the application for a 1OO,0OO.00
