Applicant has not indicated that he understands the principle 
of equal participation on exploration costs, as he has not filled in the 
percentage of Governmemt participation and has ignored question 9 which 
concerns his ability to match hAlf of the funds. However, his proposal 
has little merit from an exploration standpoint, as explained below. 


His prospect is described in U. S. Geological Survey Prof. 
Paper 219 (191i9) as two short adits intersecting 3 veins. 1ro of the 
veins consist of pyrite cementing a breccia in sandstone, resembling 
the May Day and other similar gold producers in the district. The third 
vein is 12 to 18 inches .wide and composed of breccia ted sandstone, much 
-gamgtte, and considerable quantities of quartz and coarsely crystallized 
galena. The production from the property in 1937 was 2 tone of ore 
that yielded 0.69 oz. gold and 6 oz. silver. In view of the known gold-
silver character of the camp, which has produced L1,360,000 in gold, 
1,290,000 in silver, and only 38,000 in lead (358 tons), funds for 


exploration of the lead vein should be denied, and the attached letter 
sent to the applicant.
