We 
have lost track of the number of times that lease was transferred. 
During the foy years these men have held our property no mining has 
been done, no work ever performed in mining like manner nor have they 
even kept up the main shafts in working condition. 


At this time it seems advisable to change the DMA application 
from diamond drilling to developoment work instead. .1 held 2 drill 
outfits 90 days while this application was pending ready for use. 
But not getting any action thru DMA. I have placed the drill rigs over 
in the Plateau area and they are.not available for immediate use here. 


There is definitely more information needed before the proper 
program can be layed out for future developemnt of this mine group. 
Your Department could be of great assistance in this by placing a 
temporary hoist, compressor and sir line on the Iron workings where 
a quantitative sample of the ores present could be extracted. After 
which definite plans could be made for proceedure. There is reported 
to be one inch of solid pitch-blende along with a crevice filled with 
disseminated vein filling with low grade values thruout. This ore is 
exposed in a small wet raise that can not be climbed on account of 
bad air at this time.	 Another exposure is below water level on 5th 
level below this point. 


After our experiences on Quartz Hill in the Calhoun and Woods 
properties, I feel that ore exposed to the mine water will be very 
hard to mine and very low grade urnaium contelit, as there soft spongy 
values were found that couldnot be concentrated nor hand sorted. That 
type of ore if encountered here will require chemical extraion thru 
out and we are not to close to a plant suitable for that work now.
