SUIt1MARY, COI\1CLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


By C. S. Robinson 


The Helen M. and Alice Ii. claims, owned by H. C. Weber, are in 


sees. 21 and 28, T. 8 N., R. 71 W., Larimer County, Colorado. The beryl 


on these claims occurs in pods in pre-Cambrian pegmatite dikes. It is 


estimated that the properties contain only 3 tons of inferred beryl, the 


only mineral of commercial importance. The lO,OOO for exploring these 


claims as estimated by H. C. Weber is too low. A study of these dikes 


as well as a general study of pegmatite dikes in this area by members 


of the Geological Survey show that the beryl deposits are too small and 


sporadic to warrant exploration. It is recommended that this DMA loan 


be denied.

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ALICE N. AND HELEN M. BERYL CLAIMS 



LARIMER COUNTY, COLORADO 


INTRODUCTION 


The Alice N. and Helen M. beryl claims in Larimer County, Colorado, 


were visited on November 14, 1951, in company with Albert Trites of the 


U. S. Geological Survey, and H. C. Weber, owner of the claims. 


The Helen M. claim is in the SE* sec. 21, T. 8 N., R. 71 W., at an 


altitude of about 7,700 feet. There is no road or trail to this property, 


but a logging road which joins the Rist Canyon road at the Stratton Park 


school, about 8 miles west of Beilvue, Colorado, ends within about a 


quarter of a mile of the claim. The Alice N. claim is in the SV sec. 


28, T. 8 N., R. 71 W., at an altitude of about 7,900 feet. There is no 


road or trail to this property, but the Stove Prairie county road is 


about half a mile to the west of the claim. 


There is no geologic report on this area. Ttie area is included on 


the topographic map of the Livemore quadrangle, Colorado. 


Mr. Weber has requested a DMA exploration loan of lO,OOO to buy or 


rent equipment, to improve the roads to the properties, and for labor to 


open exposed beryl deposits.


GEOLOGY 


The beryl in the area of the Helen M. and Alice M. claims occurs in 


pre-Cambrian pegmatite dikes in a wide belt of pre-Cambrian rocks on the 


east slope of the Front Range of Colorado. The country rock primarily







. 


consists of quartz-hornblende schist, hornblende schist, quartzites, and 


granite gneisses, which are intruded by pegmatite dikes that are conform-


able to and also crosscut the foliation of the schists and gneisses. The 


beryl is restricted to certain zones within the peginatite dikes. 


The pegmatite dike on the Helen N. claim, in which the beryl occurs, 


is about 300 feet long and averages about 20 feet wide. It strikes about 


N. 50° E. and is vertical, which is also the attitude of the foliation 


of the enclosing schist. The beryl occurs in a pod exposed at the' north-


east end of the pegmatite. The pod averages about 3 feet wide, 10 feet 


high,, and is about 10 feet long. The average grain size is about 3 inches0 


From a mineral count albert Trites calculated the following composition 


for the pod: Plagioclase, 30 percent; quartz, 25 percent; perthite, 


25 percent; beryl, 10 percent; muscovite, 10 percent. The beryl crystals 


range from 1 inch to 1 foot in diameter, averaging about 3 inches in 


diameter. The muscovite averages 1.5 inches in diameter. In the wall 


zone surrounding the pod, the average grain size is 2 inches. This zone 


consists of plagioclase, quartz, muscovite (average grain size, three-


fourth of an inch), perthite, and accessory garnet and tourmaline. Other 


than in the pod described, no beryl was found in the pegmatite dike. 


The pegmatite dike on the Alice N. claim is irregular in shape and 


about 1,500 feet long and 1,200 feet wide. The long dimension trends 


northeasterly. At the northeast end of the pegmatite exposed in a small 


pit is a quartz pod containing beryl. The pod is about 10 feet long and 


6 feet wide and is composed of ,about 25 percent quartz, 10 percent 


perthite,	 5 percent plagioclase, and , less than 1 percent beryl and 


muscovite. Only one crystal of beryl, about 4 inches in diameter, was

exposed, but Mr. Weber reports that he shipped 1,000 pounds of beryl 


from this pit. The pit hardly seems large enough to have supplied this 


amount of beryl. The average grain size of the quartz and feldspar is 


about 2 feet. The muscovite crystals are about one-eighth of an inch in 


diameter. The crystals of the wall zone averaged about 3 to 5 inches in 


diameter, and the zone is composed of plagioclase, quartz, perthite, and 


muscovite (grain size half an inch in diameter). At two other places in 


the pegmatite, a very few small crystals of beryl of less than 1 inch in 


diameter were seen. These occurred in pods composed of plagioclase, 


prthite, muscovite, and quartz. The beryl content was considerably 


less than 1 percent.


ORE RESERVES 


No measured or indicated ore reserves could be calculated for these 


deposits. On the basis of the geology, the following inferred ore 


reserves are calculated:

Pod: 10 x 10 x 3 feet 300 cubic feet 


300 cu. ft. ( 12 cu. ft. of rock/ton)	 25 tons 


25 tons containing 10% beryl = 2.5 tons of beryl

Total inferred ore reserves of beryl on Helen lvi. and 1ice N. 


claims equals 3 tons.

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No other minerals were of a grade or quality to be mineable. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOENDATIONS 


The beryl deposits on the Helen M. and Alice M. claims contain 3 


tons of inferred beryl reserves.	 There are no other minerals of commer-


cial interest in these dikes. A study of these dikes as well as a general 


study of pegmatite dikes in this area by members of the Geological Survey 


suggest that the pods carrying beryl are relatively small and sporadic 


in occurrence and that these dikes do not merit further exploration. It 


is recommended that this loan be denied. 


It should also be pointed out that lO,OOO would hardly be sufficient 


to cover the cost of the exploration. Mr. Weber has underestimated the 


amount of road work and the cost of labor and equipment that would be 


required to explore these properties.
