INTRODUCTION 


The Galtie Boy Mines, Inc., gubmitted an. original loan 


application for $22,789.00, Defense Minerals Administration 


Docket 1871, on June 29, 1951 . The project proposals were 


based entirely on old newspaper reports of high-grade silver-
lead ore in the Hercules shaft workings. The major portion of 


the loan was to be spent for equipment with a small amount 


•	 allotted for pumping, shaft rehabilitation, and drifting. The 


Washington office of the Defense Minerals Exploration Adminis-


tration requested that the Region IV Field Team contact the 


applicant and suggest the submission of' a more realistic pro-


posal. Accordingly, on January 10, .1952, the Galtie Boy Mines, 


Inc., submitted a revised proposal containing two phases. The 


first phase, estimated to cost $6,41o.00, was to unwater the 
Hercules shaft, rehab .ilitate the shaft and' th"ifts, and then map,

The Hercules shaft is located on the Hercules claim, U. S. 


Survey No. 18626, iT. 12 N., R. 7W., N. M. P. M. (fig.1). 


The. property consisting of two standard patented mining claims 
is in Prospect Gulch, a tributary of Cement Creek, about 8 miles 


north of Silverton, San Juan County, Cob. (fig. 2). Other 


mines in the vicinity include the Galena Queen, Lark, Henrietta, 


and Joe and John. The mine is at an altitude of about 11,500 


feet and severe winter weather. usually prevents all-winter. 
operation.


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


No authentic information is known concerning the operations 


of the Hercules shaft. Early newspaper records, 1901-1902, 
indicate some production of highgrade sliver-lead ore. 


(ERSHIP AND EXTENT 


The Hercules mining claim and the J. S. P. mining claim are 


owned by the estate of V. H. Steele, James S. Henderson, adminis-
trator, 209 Equitable Building, Denver, Cole. Henderson is also 
a stockholder and director of the Galtie Boy. Mines, Inc., and, as' 
the administrator of the V. H. Steele estate, has given a 10-year 


lease and option on the two claims, Hercules and J. S. P. The 


lease requires twenty labor shifts per month from June to October 
of each year, ' beginning October 1951. 


The two claims are not contIguous, being separated by the 


O
' 	 Burle igh claim. The original ownership. map submitted by the 


applicant shows open ground adjacent to the Hercules claim. In 
19)47, V.. H. Steele , filed location on several claims to cover
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open ground in the vicinity. .' A revised map showing these located 


claims has been submitted by the applicant; four copies are 


attached. These located ôlaims are flow controlled by the U. S. 


Oil and Development Corporation which has practically the same 


directorship as the Galtie Boy Mines, Inc. It seems advisable 


to have leases and subordination agreements on the adjacent 


located claims in order to cover any extension of mineralization 


which might be found on the Hercules. The applicant, Galtie Boy 


Mines, Inc., has indicated it is buying tax title to the Burleigh 


claim. Some of the located claims may, at present, be included 


in leases on the U. S. Oil and Development Corporation' S Henrietta

DESCRIPTION OF ThE DEPOSITS 


No spec if ic infornt ion is available on the ore thought ;to 


be present in the Hercules property. Generally, the ore deposits 


in the vicinity are found n lens-shaped chimneys. They are of 


short length, 20 - 50 feet, and may be quite wide in places. 


Usually the outcrops are covered by overburden or concealed by 


strong alteration at surface. The adjac&it Galena Queen mine is 


producing from a high-grade. chimney ofsi1ver-1ead--zincj ore. The 


body is reportedly 30 feet long and 10 or more feet wide. Its 


depth is not known. The Lark mine produced in excess of $800,000.00 


from a chimney which has continued to several hundred • feet in depth. 


An ore body found in the Henrietta mine Cousists of bouider 


like pieces .of ore randomly dispersed in a deposit resembling a

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chimney. The p ieee s of ore are high grade and from 2 to 6 or 


more feet in largest dimension but are scattered with no apparent 


connection to. each other.

• ,croesing Prospect 'Gulch. Small lenses of ore have been found in 


•	 other. mines along these fracture zones. Mining in the area con-


sists of following these mineralized breaks. until a . lens or chim-


ney of conmaereial size and grade is loceted..

No ore reserves can be estimated as there is no information 


available to use as a basic 'for their calculations. 


•	 ..	 ' PRESENT STLTS 


The Hercules mine has not operated for nearly 50 years. No 


surface plant exists nora headframe for hoisting, and the shaft 


and mine workings are full of water. Some drop in the water level 


was noted when the adjoining Galena . Queen was being operated in 


1951 . "The shaft is thought to be 125 feet or more in 'depth. There 


is some 'evidence that drifting has been done from the shaft both 


to the north and south. The condition of the shaft and drifts is 


unknown.


PROPOSED EXPLOMT1ON 


The Galtie Boy Mines, Inc., in. the revised application pro-


poses to unwater and rehabilitate 'the Hercules shaft and drifts 
and map, sample, and, make. a geologic study of the underground
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workings as phase one of the program. The applicant is then pre-


pared to do additional exploration in the form of shaft sinking, 


drifting, raising, or any other exploratory work considered justi-


fiable from the results of the appraisal after phase one. If 


no more work is considered warranted, the project will be termina-


ted after the completion of phase one. The proposals and require-


ments for phase two cannot be outlined until the eompletion of 


phase one.


ESTIPTED COST OF. PROJOT 


The condition of the shaft and' drifts is unknown and only 


a guess can'be madeas to the cost for rehabilitation work. 


Revised cost estimates have been made for phase one based on

less than the amount needed. The total cost estimated for phase 


one is $7,300 .

The proposal submitted by the Galtie Boy Mines, Inc., is 


a complete gamble with nothing more than copies of old newspaper 


o1ipping sunitted by the applicant to substantiate the existence 


• of mineralization in the Hercules mine work ing. The old news-


• paper reports were only hearsay evidence when 'they were printed. 


No evidence is given to show that the Hercules mine dump contains 


ore which would be some indication of mineralizstion underground. 


A surface examination cannot be made at this time. 


The two claims leased by the applicant are not contiguous. 


• If conerc ial or was found in the Eercules mine, there is no 


assurance the ore occurs along the length of the claim rather 


than across the shorter dimension. The Gal tie Boy Mines, Inc., 


should control the adjoining property to cover the extension of 


any ore found. • 


The applicant' originally applied for a loan totaling



$22 ,789.00. The revised application indicates the corporation



has sufficient money available to furnish half of a $148,910.00
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loan. Galtie Boy. Mines, Inc •, can,. therefore, afford to . spend 
a part of this money to submit facts rather • than vague, hearsay 
evidence of mineralization. It may be possible that by using 
company equipment a preliminary' examination of the Hercules

If commercial ore was found in the Hercules mine, there is no 


assurance the ore occurs along the length of the claim rather 


than across the shorter dtmension • The Gaitie Boy Mines, Inc., 


should control the adjoining property to cover the extension of 


any ore found. 


The applicant originally appited for a loan totaling 



$22,789.00. The revised application indicates the corporation 



has sufficient money available to furnish half of a $ii8,910.O0
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losn. Gaitte Boy Mines, Inc., can, therefore., afford to spend 


a part of this money to submit facts rather than vague, hearsay 


evidence of mineralization. it may be possible that by using 


company equipment a preliminary examination or the Hercules 


mine workings can be made with an expenditure about equivalent 


to the corporation's half of the esttuted cost of phase one. 


This would not allow rehabilitation of the mine but may allow 


sufficient investigation to decide if the applicant wants to 


spend more money on the project.
