The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract.; The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed.

. (c) Compliance with reqiCicv ements.If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports.

The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance.

Drifting on the D-level began 672 feet in from the portal 
on June L1., 1953, and was completed during June of l95 with a total 
advance of 5oL feet. Further exploration was denied on the basis 
of a field examination on February 10, 1955. 


A.t -the beginning of the contract, galena, sphalerite, 
tetrahedrite and some gold and silver were disseminated over a 
1-foot width of vein consisting mainly of quartz, crushed and 
talcose gneiss, ankerite, rhodonite and pyrite. The vein continued 
to carry a variable, low-grade content of lead, zinc, silver and 
copper in "pinch and swell" widths ranging between 0 and Li.3 feet 
over a length of 65 feet. This portion of the vein has an averae 
width of 1.6 feet and assays average 0.01 ounce gold, 3.6 ounces of 
silver per ton, 3.7 percent of lead, 1.8 percent of zinc and 0.05 
percent of copper.

The Chatauqua vein was discovered -in 1866 and worked inter-
mittently until 1892. About 8O00 tons of ore have been produced to 
date. This vein sta'ikes N. 60 to 80°E. and dips L1.o° to S5°N. The 
vein is in a strongly sheeted zone from 1 to 15 feet wide apparently 
produced by premineral movement on a reverse fault. The sheeted zone 
is composed of altered and somewhat silicified country rock containing 
galena, sphalerite, manganiferous ankerite, harite, and quartz in 
stringers, lenticular masses, and as a breccia cement. 


The wall rock in the workings is predominantly a biotite 
gneiss facies of the Swandyke gneiss although hornblende gneiss and 
pegmatite are present in some of the workings. One dacite porphyry 
dike is present near the end of the "A" level crosscut. 


Further exploration with Goiernment assistance was not 
recommended by the Field Team. 


Exploration proceeded at a very slow rate as the Applicants 
were also engaged in operating the local Paymaster mine so as to acquire 
the funds necessary to meet their share of the cost of the project.

By reference slip dated December 15, Mr. Seifridge 
submitted to us a proposed memorandum to the Field Team 
and asked us to comment on the liability of various parties 
for royalty. 


The contract is with Vinson and Harris, partners, 
who owned the land free of encumbrances. The contract was 
terminated by agreement (Amendment No. 1) effective February 
2, 1955, with a "pseudo-certification t' included. 


Vinson and Harris sold the land to Montezuma 
Uranium, Inc., sometime in 1955 (see copies of letters from 
Mike Vinson to the Field Office: one dated April 12, 1955, 
and one undated but in reply to a letter dated April 27, 
1955). In the latter letter Vinson says: "Wernade pro-
vision for the preservation of the Governments right to the 
percentage which the Contiáct calls for." 


The file shows that the Government endeavored 
without success to obtain a copy of the documents involved 
in the transferof land to Montezuma Uranium, so as to have 
evidence of the preservation of the Government's royalty 
interest as required by the contract and as claimed by Mike 
Vinson.


Lisbon Valley Uranium Company succeeded to the 
interest of Montezuma Uranium, Inc., apparently by merger 
(see affidavit of MelvIn F. Schroeder, Secretary-Treasurer 
of Lisbon, dated October 20, 1958 ) . We find no documents in 
the file evidencing the merger, and do not know if they con-
tained evidence of the Government's royalty interest. How-
ever, by letter dated October 8, 1956 , Lisbon Valley

acknowledges and assumed the obligatiofl, to the Government 
for royalty. It appear from the affidavit that Lisbon Valley 
actually received no notice of the Government's royalty 
interest and that failure of Vinson and Harris to give such 
notice to Montezuma Uranium.was the subject of litigation. 


By letter dated September 2k, 1956 , Field Team to 
Lisbon Valley, by letter dated December 9, 1959, Field Team 
to Operating Committee, and by lease dated June 18, 1956, 
it appears that Lisbon Valley leased the land to Acme 
Uranium Mines, Inc., and tht Acme remains in posiession as 
Operator.


None of the transactions, or so much evidence 
thereof as w find in the file, indicates with any,certainty 
whether any of the successors of Vinson and . Harris, the 
original operators and contractors with the Government, had 
any notice of the Government's royalty claim. To be sure, 
copiesThf the letter dated September 2, 1956 , from the 
Field Team to Lisbon Valley, giving notice of the Government's 
royalty interest, were .sent to all the successors-in-interest 
of Vinson and Harris, but this was after the transfer trans-
actions had. been consumated. Lisbon Valley's assumption of 
1iabilityby its letter of October 8, 195 6 , may be urienforce-
able for lack of consideration. 


It is clear only that if Vinson and Harris failed 
to give notice to Montezuma Uranium, Inc., of the Govern-
ment's royalty interest when they transferred the land to 
it, they (Vinson and Harris) remain liable for all royalty 


, due the Government. 


Under these circumstances we think that any claims 
for royalty should be presented not only to the curre?it 
Operator but also to Vinson and Harris and to each inter-
vening successor-in-interest. Eventually we may be able to 
sift out the liabilities from such contentions as the parties 
may make with respect thereto. 


We recommend that the proposed jnemorandum from 
the Operating Ozrnmittee to the Field Team be revised accord-
ingly.

Mr. Townsend telephoned the afternoon of October 10 to ask 
if it would be all right to turn over a cow of the subject contract 
to a lawyer representing the Lisbon Valley Uranium Company.

The applicants asked for $21,000 to assist in exploring 
the Chatauqua vein at a total cost of $112,000. A revised program 
calling for the expenditure of $37,600. was arranged. Work was 
stopped after $16,128.00 had been spent on 5011. feet of drifting 
on the vein. Sixty-five feet of mineralized vein matter was found 
but, as concluded, by the examiners, no significant amount of 
strategic minerals was found and further exploration of the narrow 
and. generally marginal vein was not justified. 


The informative report of the examixrs supports their 
conclusions and. the recommendation of the Field Team that no 
certification of discovery be issued.

In a letter dated June 22, l951#, the applicants requested an 
amendment to their contract to explore the A-level to the northeast 
instead of to the southwest. Since the drift on the Chatauqua vein to 
the northeast was caved and of questioned length, the operators were 
advised to make it accessible for examination, which they did. 


The A-level of the Chatauqua mine was examined on February 10, 
1955, by te writer, accompanied by D. R. MacLaren of the Geological 
Survey and Pat Vinson, brother of the applicant. It was determined that 
the drift to the northeast was 220 feet in from the centerline of the 
crosscut and followed a vein with dips ranging from 25° to 35° to the 
northwest. The vein, whidh consisted of 12 to lli inches of quartz, 
ankerite, and some disseminated galena, exhibited interrupted,, pinch 
and swell characteristics. Stopes along the vein were small and extended 
20 to 30 feet above the drift, where all evidence of lead, zinc, and 
copper disappeared.• 


Further exploration of the Chataucjua vein to the outhwest is 
not expected to make a significant discovery on the basis of exploration 
on the upper D-level under the contract. This is recognized by the 
applicants who requested an amendment to explore to the northeast. 


The possibility of finding some ore on the A-level to the north-
east appears fair, however, it is expected that the exploration will 
develop only small, interrupted and lenticular lead-zinc-copper-gold-silver 
ore bodies, smaller than those on the upper D-level.

In a letter dated June 22, 1951., Mike Vinson and Fred Harris, 


operators, requested an amendment to the subject contract to allow drift-


ing 500 feet northeast from the crosscut on the A level in lieu of 


drifting 500 feet southwest as specified in the contract.

In a letter dated June 22, 1954, Mike Vinson and Fred Harris, 


partners, requested that the subject contract be amended to al low 500 feet 


of drifting to the northeast of the A-level crosscut, instead of the 


southwest as al lowed in the contract. In the same letter the applicant 


requested authorization to raise an unspecified distance to explore an 


ore shoot on the 0-level. 


I visited the mine July 7, 1954, accompanied by Mike Vinson. 


On the A-level, a drift to the northeast is caved about 37 feet fran the 


crosscut. According to Vinson the caved portion is only 15 feet long and 


the drift continues about 48 feet to the northeast. However, in U. S. 


Geological Professional Paper 178, page 77, Lovering states, 't--the 


oastrn drift, said to be 400 feet long, was caved a few feet east of the 


main adit.' 1 There is no available record of stoping on this level other 


than that shown in figure 2 of the original report for OMEA Docket 2160. 


If, as reported to Lovering, the drift is 400 feet long, the breast must 


be approaching the surface of the steeply sloping hill side. And if no 


ore shoot was discovered in that distance, it is not likely that additional 


drifting will result in a significant discovery.	 If Vinson's information 


is correct and the caved portion is only 15 feet long, it should not be 


difficult to open the drift for inspection. Therefore, it is recommended 


that the applicant clean up the cave so that the existing drift may be 


inspected before making a final recommendation regarding the proposed 


amendment.

On the D-level for a distance of about 45 feet the vein has 


an average sample width of 20.5 inches and an average grade, based on 


four assays submitted by the applicant, of 11.6% lead and 4.3% ±lnc. 


The weighted average lead content of some 5,700 tons of ore is only 


5.55% and the zinc is 0.53%. The character of the vein is the same 


as described by Meek in the original report for DMEA Docket 2160. No 


other new ore shoot was found on the level. A raise in the ore shoot 


would be more in the nature of development than exploration. The 


chance of making a significant discovery of lead or zinc ore by raising 


elsewhere on this level iS considered poor. Therefore it is recommended 


that no raising be approved.

INTRODUCTION 


The Chatauqua Mine (formerly Chatauque) is on Deer Creek south of 


Montezuma in Summit County, Colorado. Its operators have applied for a 


loan of 442,OOO with which to explore the strike and dip extensions of 


the Chatauqua vein on and between the two operating adit levels, A and 


D, with 1400 feet of drift on four levels and with 375 feet of raise. 


Part of the work they propose to do, however, is classed as development, 


and the program recommended for approval is substantially different from 


the request. 


Present workings and the work recommended are shown on Figure 2. 


Although this is a compilation from maps of doubtfttl accuracy, it is 


useful in showing approximate locations and relations of mine openings 


on the chat auqua vein. 


The fragmentary data available on production for the period from 


1870 to 1929 are given by Levering (1935) with his discussion of the 


geology. There was no known production from 1929 to 1949. From 1950 to 


August 1951 the applicants marketed 4250 tons of ore. Total known pro-. 


duction is 8000 tons with an average net smelter return of 5.5 percent 


lead, 0.8 percent zinc, 0.13 percent copper, 10.0 ounces of silver per 


ton, and 0.003 ounces of gold p' ton.

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•	 GEOLOGY 


The Chatauqua vein is enclosed by $wandyke gneiss, the foliation of 


which ranges in strike from due north to N. 20 0 B.; the dip averages 


about 700 W. Although the predominant phase of the Swandyke in the mine 


is biotitic, there are hornblende and pegmatite faoies. 


The Chatauqua vein strikes N. 800_900 E. and dips 40°55O N. with 


an average measured dip of about 450 N. Cross-sections made by using 


data from mine maps indicate that the average dip should be about 55° N. 


This disagreerrnt has led to speculation.that the .&. and D-levels, 'which 


are 360 feet apart in the plane of the vein, are not on the same vein; 


there is no evidence, however, to support this speculation, and the 


discrepancy in dip is probably due to inaccuracy of the Company's maps. 


The vein lies in a strongly sheeted and somewhat brecciated zone 


1 to 15 feet wide. Much of this zone is occupied by altered and slightly 


mineralized country rock which is cut by irregular and lenticular veins 


and veinlets composed chiefly of quartz, barite, pink manganiferous 


ankerite, and galeria. The ore also contains a little .sphalerite and, 


according to Lovering (1935), tetrahedrite. The mineable vein averages 


3 feet in width. Approximately one-sixth of the vein material mined is 


sorted out as waste. 


About 430 feet (75 percent) of D-leve]. drift and 210 feet (45 percent) 


of A-level drift lie below old or operating stopes; ore is also present 


in the floors of the drifts under these stopes. The relative location 


of the ore shoots on these two levels suggests that the ore may be more

	 or less continuous between the stoping areas on the A-' and D-levels. The

continuity of ore indicates that similar ore shoots may be found along 


the western extension of the vein. 


ORE RESERVES 


If the ore shoots referred to above do connect, the outlook for 


this part of the mine is very encouraging. Assuming this continuity and 


an average ore width of 2.5 feet, a reserve of 27,500 tons of ore, mostly 


inferred, is calculated to lie between the existing A- and D-levels; ore 


also extends above D-level and below A-level. This ore should be of the 


Sante grade as the 4250 tons, marketed by the applicants in 1950 and the 


first half of 1951, which yielded a net smelter return of 5.8 percent 


lead, 0.7 percent zinc, 0.14 percent copper, 6.6 ounces of silver, and

0.003 ounces of gold. The Bureau of Mines calculates that this ore can 


be mined at a profit of about $4.00 per ton. In view of the exposed and 


developed ore on the A- and D-levels, that portion of the proposed program 


of the applicant to raise in the ore and cut two levels between the two 


operating adit levels A- and D-, is obviously development work and is 


not recommended under this exploration project.

From examination of the vein aiid ore shoots it is concluded that 


geologic conditions are favorable for discovery of additional ore shoots 


along the western extension of the vein. It is, therefore, recommended 


that an exploration loan of $45,000 be granted (Federal participation 


$22,500) to: 


1. Drift 500 ft. west on D-level; 


2. Drift 500 ft • west on A-level; 


3. Raise 200 ft. total from these new drifts to explore any 
mineralized zones that appear promising.

The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, improve 
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.	 ..	 .

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown ona map;

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Vovcher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF–lO4A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", 'Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided , for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operagor's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do' not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Eurchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer..

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The urpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary far the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
ivhieh are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis i doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

MO1THLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-.: 
sists.of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonIhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,-
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four .copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthlj Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a vouchei for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Repbrt.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location, and -assays. 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Vovcher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification, in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of cost-s are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised FebrUary 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include, labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. DO not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtUièa 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3).	 - 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance,- workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and ana1ysis 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included,in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—tOperator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thIs form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however,. for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distribñted by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs.may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. - "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a. voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs;

Preparation of Form MF-1O4A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other admizistrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.----This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Vo'ucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

1. (a) Work under the Contract shall be suspended 
during the period beginning July 15, 19514, and ending not 
later than February 1, 1955.. 


(b)No costs incurred by the Operator during the 
period of auspension shall be allowable for contribution 
by the Government, and the Government shall not contribute 
to any costs of rehabilitation or repair which, in its 
opinion, would not have occurred if there had been no sus-
pension of the work. 


(c)The Operator at his own cost and expense, 
without contribution by the Government, during the period 
of suspension shall preserve and protect the project work 
and any property in which the Government has an intere8t. 


2. The time fixed for the completion of the work is 
extended to August 15, 1955.

Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of or .
