Ttem (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of ﬁayrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, ete.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Whshington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘A’ of the contract. A spacé for remarks has been provided for

SUMMARY AND INTRODUCTION

Ceftain e;plora.tq‘ry work for tungsten at the Range View mine,
Boulder County, Colo., as provided under exploration project contract
Idm-E326, dated May 23, 1953, between Glen Coughlin and Elzor L.
Henderson of Boulder, Colo., and the United States of America, was
completed March 11, 1953. A discovery was not made as a result of
work completed under the .contract and additional exploration of the
property, financed either privately or by the Govermment, is not
warranted or anticipated.

The exploration accomplished at the property conformed to the
provisions of the contract and costs totaling $4,800.00 were incurred
and approved, subject to final amdit. The Governmment participated
to the extent of 75 percent, or $3,600.00, in the total approved cost.

Work under the contract commenced July 21, 1953, and was pursued

intermittently until the expenses incurred and approved had equaled

the contract amount. In addition to certain underground rehabilitation
and preparation, the work involved drifting a distance of 42 feet on

a north vein and drifting and raising distances of 30 and 26 feet,
respectively, on a south vein. The efficiency of operations under the

contract was about average for projects of the type authorized.

LOCATION
The Range View mine is located in the north central portion of
the Boulder tungsten district, Boulder County, Colo., in sec. 34, T. 1 N.,
R. 72 W., sixth principél meridian (fig. 1). The property is in Gordon
Gulch about 14 miles, via State Highway 119 and the Sugﬁr Loaf road,

west of Boulder, Colo.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION ‘
v ' |
The mine reportedly was worked between 1915 and 1918 from surface ;

" trenches and pits. A short adit 50 feet below the surface was reported

stoped to the surface and ore valued at $90,000.00 was reported to
have been removed from the shallow workings. In 1942-43, development
50 to 100 feet below the surface workings waé performed and ore valued

at $2,000.00 reportedly was shipped. |

OWNERSHIP
The veins and underground workings of the Range View mine are
within the single, unpatented Range View lode mining claim. The loca-

tion certificate is recorded in book 690, page 503, in the office of
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the County Clerk and Recorder, Boulder County, Colo. John Coughlin
and Glen Coughlin, father and son, are the recorded owners. John
Coughlin has leased his undivided one-balf interest in the claim to
Elzor L. Henderson. Henderson and Glen Coughlin, as partners, were
the operators under the exploration project contract. John and Glen
Coughlin each subordinated their rights in the Range View claim to

the Government under the provisions of the contract.

DESCRIPTION OF DEPOSIT

Three veins have been exposed by the surface and underground
development of the Range View mine. The development of these veins
prior and subsequent to work under the exploration contract is shown
on figure 2. "

The south vein was worked for about 170 feet along the surface.
These early-day workings are inaccessible but probably were extended
25 to 50 feet below the surface. More recently, & crosscut adit was
driven to cut the vein at a lower depth. At the intersection, the
vein was a.rather flat shear zone in schist, 18 inches in width, and
barren of tungsten mineral. Prior to the exploratiqn contract, the
south vein had not been explored to any extent at the elevation of
the adit.

A second vein cut in the adit and explored by a drift to the west

proved umproductive. The west drift intersected a tight shear zone





in granite and this third, or north, vein was followed for about

70 feet by the north drift. Near the breast of the morth drift,

the zome contained a few inches of quartz and ferberite and had been

stoped for 35 feet along, and to a height of 25 feet above, the drift.
Measured or indicated reserves of tungsten ore had not been

developed in the mine. The inferred reserves which did exist were

based upon past production at the property, upon geologic evidence

of the extension of the vein structure, and upon the occurrence of

ore on similar veins in the district. |
Approximately 150 feet of drifting or raising was approved for

exploration of the property. The northern vein was not too promising

and drifting on it was limited to approximately 50 feet unless promising

mineralization was encountered within that distance. The southern

vein was more worthy of exploration because of its productivity at

the surface, but was not expected to contain ore unless it steepemed.

Drifting on this vein was limited to about 50 feet unless the vein

steepened appreclably or mineralization was encountered. In the event

both dr:li‘ ts were discontinued short of the footage aﬁthorized, any

remaining funds could be spent in raising on the south vein.

WORK COMPLETED UNDER THE CONTRACT
The operators cleaned out and timbered the caved portal of the
adit and extended compressed air pipe and track to the face of both the
south and north drifts, a total distance of about 300 feet. Track also






was extended about 50 feet from the portal to a surface waste dump.

Two short-radius curves were widened to facilitate tramming through
the north and west drifts and several timber sets were placed in ‘these
drifts. The operators installed an air compressor on the surface. and,
at no cost to the project, erected a compressor shelter and shop building
and improved the mimne access road.

 The drifts on the north and south veins were advanced 42 and

The unit costs experienced are about average ferA the tyﬁe of
operation carried out. Actual rehabilitation and preparation took
longer and cost considerably more than had been estimated originally.
More extensive and probably more elaborate preparation work was' per-
formed than was warranted for such a short program. This, more than
any other reason, resulted in the exhaustion of contract funds before
all the work authorized was completed.

For thé most part, the exploration was performed by the two operators.
A1l mucking and tramming was performed by hand. The operators furnished
all timber used by the project and supplied drilling equipment and
some hand tools at no cost to the Government. Without doubt , the
expense to the operators was greater than their share of the approved
costs indicate. |

Breakdowns of equipment, weather conditions, illness and lost-
time accidents of the operators, all caused a certain amount of delay
in the operations and resulted in increased costs. The operators were
expeﬁenced and proficient as miners, but lacked exper;ence and knowledge

in the more common business procedures.

As the equipment,
both individua.lly and together, cost less thean $50.00, the Government,
per article 7 of Exploration Project Contract, form MF-200, does not
consider itself as joint owner of theequipment.

The Govermment does retain an interest in unexpended materials
and supplies considered in groups or categories originally costing
more than $50.00, The only unexpended material at the project falling
within this classifiéation is pipe.

The pipe was purchased second hand and would have a salvage value
of approximately 40 percent of its purchase price, or about $66.95,
if gtraightened and delivered to & buyer.

The labor for removing the pipe from the mine, straighten-
ing it, and delivering it to A prospective purchaser is estimated to
approximate the amount that could be realized from its salvage. It
is recommended, therefore, that the Government waive its equity in

this material.






... CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS e
4 UAlthough'only a portion of the program authonzed for the property

was completed, sufficient exploration was performed on the two veins

to conclusively determine their merits and potentialities. Nelther

vein explored under the contract improved in appearance or encountered

tungsten mineralization. The possibility of the veins improving with

further exploration is considered remote. Under the circumstances,

further exploration is considered unwarranted and is not recommended.

INTRODUCT ION

Glen Coughlin and E. L. Henderson of Boulder, Colorado, applied to the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for
tungsten in the Range View Tungsten Mine, Bouider County, Colorado. A
limited exploration program was provided for in Contract 1dm-E326. Under
the contract an expenditure éf $4,800 (Government's share $3,600) was
authorized to drift approximately 40 feet on the north vein and 50 feet
on the south. |In the event that no improvement in the vein was encountered,
fhe drifTing was to be stopped, and a raise was to be driven near the south-
west face of the south drift. This work has been completed and +he funds
have been exhausted.

No improvement in the veins was encountered, and no ore was discovered.

No certification of discovery can be made.
GEOLOGY

Workings on the property showed the existence of three veins. The
South vein, striking N. 20°-30° E. and dipping 80° NW., has been worked by
trenches and shallow tunnels for a Iengfh of 170 feet and is said to Bavé
produced ore valued at $90,000. This vein is cut in the tunnel where the
dip has fla%fened to 48° NW., and the vein is an iron-stained shear zone

about 18 inches wide. About 60 feet north of this véin, the cross-cut

intersects a small vein that strikes near |y east and west and dips 65°-80° N.

This vein contains traces of ferberite and a little horn quartz, but has






not been productive. About 80 feet west of the cross-cut, the third vein,
which strikes northeast and dips from 77° S. to 82° N., joins the second
vein which terminates at the junction. Throughout most of the 80 feet that
the third vein has been followed it is a tight sheeted zone with a few
small stringers of horn quartz, and apparently contained some tungsten, as
a stope 25 feet long and about 25 feet high has been made about 60 feet

from the junction with the second vein. "All veins are in granite.
EXPLORATION

After reopening the caved portal of the cross-cut, the drift on the
third vein was extended about 37 feet to the southwest, aﬁd the drift on
the South or first yein was extended about 38 feet. No improvement in the
character of fhebveins was encogn+ered, and no horny quartz or ferberite
was seen. Drifting was discontinued in order that the funds remaining under
the contract could be used to raise on the first vein in the hopes that i+t
would show a tendency to steepen. The raise was driven about eight feet
back from the face of the drift for a distance of 26 feet. No improvement

in the character of the vein was seen, and there was no tendency to steepen.
CONCLUS IONS

The two veins that justified a limited exploration program have been
explored sufficiently to indicate that no more work should be done. No

ore was discovered, and no certification of discovery can be made.

1. Payroll Taxes on Wages of Partners
Amount disallowed $26.03

It is our understanding of a verbal ruling from the
Wage and Hour Division, Bureau of Internal Revenue, where partners
include and pay l~% for ¥.I.C.A. on their quarterly payroll returns,
they receive no credit to their individual accounts and must file a
claim for refund, since such inclusion is in error. In fact, I am
presently working on a case where such a refund was received. It is
also understood that self-employed partners pay their social security
tax as part of their personal income tax, and such tax is not consider-
ed a business expense, nor is it a deductible item in determining tax~
able income. Tom Brading and I rechecked with the Wege & Hour Division
concerning this matter upon the receipt of your letter. 1In view of the
foregoing, we are at a loss to determine the basis for allowing the item.
Also, if such an item is allowable as contract costs, the question arises
as to what rate should be allowed since self-employed coverage is based
on 2 1/4% of the first $3600.00 of partnership profits or withdrawals
during the taxable year.

2. Workmen's Compensation Insurance
Salary Base $1939.80-Amount Disallowed $7.91

Under Colorado law, the operator may elect to eliminate
coverage of owner or owners. If owner coverage is elected, such coverage
is based on the first $250.00 of each month's wages. In this case, the
operator elected to eliminate coverage on Coughlin as owner. Wages paid

Henderson, Partner, totaled $1339.80 and employee Slade, $600.00, total
wages applicable to Workmen's Compensation coverage - $1939.80.

The disallowance of $7.91 represented the unused portion of
an advance premium of $12.60, which eventually the operator will re-
cover.

3. Wages Paid third man October 1952 of $26.40

Analysis of the Payroll for October 1952, disclosed
there were 23 possible working days without premium or overtime days.
The maximum straight working shifts authorized by contract would
amount to 46 for the month. The total shifts claimed for October
1952, by the operator amounted to 38. The Supervising Engineer's
report for October 1952 contained the following statement. '

"The project was approved on the basis that only two
men would be employed, and it is so stipulated in the contract. The
operators are aware of this limitation. The cost of a third man em-
ployed this period is being passed because the set limit of man-shifts
‘per month was not exceeded."

The Executive Officer approved this report, and after
conference this morning is still of the opinion that the inclusion
of the wages paid the third man are allowable. Your further think-
ing concerning this type interpretation will be appreciated.

When your reply to this letter is. received, I shall be glad
to amend the Report of Review. The report will be limited to one
page plus the schedule of exceptions. Your other instructions con-
cerning the format of the report are helpful and will be effected.

INTRODUCTION

The Range View mine is on the north slope of Peewink Mountain, about
150 feet above the bed of Gordon Gulch at a point opposite the Oregon
mine, in the Boulder tungsten district, Colorado. The mine comprises a
tunnel (fig. 1) at altitude 7900 feet, and several caved trenches and
shallow tunnels about 100 feet higher on the hill. The Funnel is caved
at the portél but is accessible by rope through a shaft 125 feet south=-
west of the portal. The workings are on a location claim held by Glenn
Coughlin, one of the appliocants.

Coughlin and E. L. Henderson have submitted an application for a
DMEA loan of $4000 (Goverrment participation 75%, or $3000) to reopen the

tunnel and drift 75 feet on each of two veins, or a total of 150 feet.
GEOLOGY

The surface workings are mostly on a vein that strikes N, 200-300 E,
and dips 80° NW. This vein was worked in trenches and shallow tunnels
for a length of 170 feet and is said to have produced ore valued at $90,000.
The depth to which this vein was worked is not known, but it probably is
not great, and there should be at least 75, and at places possibly 100,
feet of virgin ground on the v;in between the surface workings and the
main tunnel. The vein was cut in the tunnel, where it is rather flat

(dip 480 NW.) and is an iron-stained shear zone about 18 inches wide.
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About 60 feet north of the main vein, the crosscut tunnel intersects
a small vein of east-northeast strike. This contains a little horn quer tz
end traces of ferberite, but evidently has not been productive. A drift
runs westward on this vein about 80 feet, and then turns onto an inter-
secting vein, of northeast strike, which was followed southwest about
85 feet. Through most of this distance the vein is a tight sheeted zone
in granite, with a few small stringers of brown horn quartz. At the
breast it contains about two inches of white horn quartz, and evidently
contained some tungsten, for a stope about 25 feet high and 25 feet long
has been made there.

All the workings are in granite.
CONCLUSIONS

The applicants propose to reopen the portal of the tunnel and drive
drifts 75 feet southwest on each of the two veins, as shown in figure 1.
With respect to the main or southern vein, such a prbject seems worth-
while because of the productivity of the vein at the surface. However,
ore is not likely to be found unless the vein steepens. If the vein
does not steepen in going southwest, a raise should be driven.

The applicants' reason for extending the drift southwest on the
northern vein is that tungsten is supposed to have been found in a cut at
the surface 35 feet ahead of the present breast. This vein does not look
very promising, but in view of this reported occurrence, and the small
stope at the breast, a short drift to the southwest is perhaps justified.
Unless this shows ore, or a considerable improvement in the appearance

of the vein, it should not be driven more than 40 or 50 feet, However.
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The cost of equipping the mine, repairing the portal, amnd drifting

end raising 150 feet is estimated at $4800 in the accompanying engineer-

ing report.
RECOMMENDATIONS

The project at an estimated cost of $4800 (Government participation
75%, or $3600) is recommended for approval, subject to the following
modifications of the program submitted by the applicants: The drift
on the northern vein should not be driven more than 40 or 50 feet, unless
the vein improves going southwest. The drift on the southern vein should
be stopped at 50 or 60 feet if the vein shows no sign of steepening in

that distance, and any remeining funds should be used in raising at the

end of the drift on this vein.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Range View tungsten mine is on a location cleim held by one of
the applicants. It is on the north slope of Peewink Mountain, a short
distance above Gordon Gulch ét & point opposite the Oregon mine, in
Boulder County, Colorado. The mine comprises a tunnel and c&véd surface
workings. The tunnel is a crosscut which intersects two veins on which
short drifts héve been driven., The northern vein is small and weak; a
small stope was made on it at the breast of the drift, and ferberite is
reported on it in a cut at the surface 35 feet ahead of the breast. The
southern vein was worked in shallow tunnels and trenches for a length
of 170 feet at the surface, where it dips steeply. Where cut in the
tunnel it is flat and barren.

The applicants have submitted a request for a program estimated
by them to cost $4000 to repair the portal of the tunnel and drive drifts
75 feet southwest onveach of the two veins. Minor modification of this
plan is recommended by the examining team. The northern vein does not
appear very promising, and unless it improves éreatly, or ferberite is
found on it, the drift need not be driven more than 40 or 50 feet. The
southern vein is worthy of exploration because of its productivity at
the surface, 756 or 100 feet above the tumnel, but it is not likely to

contain ore unless it steepens. If it is not found to steepen appreciably






. in 50 or 60 feet, drifting should be stopped and any remaining funds
should be used for raising.

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LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES |

The Renge View mine is located in sec. 34, T. 1 N., R. 72
W., sixth principal meridian,in the north central portion of
the Boulder County tungsten d@istrict, in Boulder Coﬁnty, Colo.
Thé property is about_lﬁ miles, mostly,by mountain road, west of
Boulder, a commercial center and shipping pbint 23 miles north-
west of Denver._ Nederland, a community of about 300 population,
1s 7 miles to the southwest. |

The area is on the eastern slope of the Front Range and
is characterized by rounded mountains and ridges separated by
narrow and steep canyons.. The mine, at an elevation of 8,000
feet, is on the north slope of Peewink Mountain, whose summit
rises 300 feet higher. The area is drained by Gordon Gulch,

a tributary of North Boulder Creek. The gulch contains a
small flow of water the year ‘round and probably would be the
source of water for a minitng operation. The gulch 1s about
150 feet lowér than the mine.

Snowfall is fairly heavy at the elevation of the mine. The
county road through the gulch generally is cleared of snow; how-
ever, the access road to the mine is not cleared. Tiuber in
the area 1s small but should be suitable for most mining needs.
Electric power lines pass within one?half mile of the property.

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HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

This properﬁy was réported worked between 1915 and 1918
from surface trenches and pits. A short adit 50 feet below
the surface was reported stoped to the surface. Ore valued |
at $90,000.00 was said to have been removed from these shallow
workings. In 1942 and 1943, thé present development (fig. 2),
50 to 100 feet lower than the surface workings, was performed
and ore valued at $2,000.00 reported as shipped. |

Other properties in the vicinity along Gordon Gulch and
on Peewink Mountain have had important tungsten production.
The Oregon mine owned by the Vanadium Corporation of America
1s across the gulch from the Range View property. Production
from 3 veins developed by this mine was estimated;as nearly
one million dollars priOr to 1918. It has been worked by
lessees intefmittently since 1941;.

~ OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT |

It is not specifically stated in the application but is
lmplied that E. L. Henderson, one of the applicants, aﬁd John
Coughlin are co-owners of the Range View lode mining claim.
Henderson, according‘fo a copy of_a‘lease attached to the
application, has leasged Coughlih's undlvided half interest in
the claim. The lease, dated November'27; 1951, is for 3 years
- and provides fbr a‘royalty payment tb Coughlin of 8 percent of
all ore produced from'the property. The veins and underground
workings of the Range View mine ére within the single, unpateﬁted
Range View lode mining claim. The location certificate ié stated






as recorded in book 690, page 503, in the records of the office
of the County Clerk and Recorder of Boulder County, Colo.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

Three veins have been exposed by surface and underground
development on the property. The attitude and relationship of
these are shown clearly on figure 2. The country rock on ﬁhe
property is granite; however, pegmatite 1is found in ad jacent
areas. | |

A vein striking N. 20° -30° E. and dipping steeply to the
northwest was worked for about 170 feet‘alohg the surface.
These early-day workings are caved and inaccessible but the
vein probably was workéd 25 to 50 feet below the surface.A A
recent crosscut adlt driven about 100 feet vertically from the
surface exposures cut this vein but it was barren of mineraliza-
tion at the intersection and was not exploréd to any extent.

The veln as exposed in the adit was rather flat (dip 48° WW.)

‘and was a shear zone about 18 inches wide.

A second vein, striking nearly east, which was cut also
by the adit, contained a little horn quartz and traces of fer-

berite mineralization. It was drifted on for about 80 feet to

‘the west but was not productive. The west drift intersected a

as possiblelann to sort the gangue from the ferberite in the
- stopes. Larger stopes‘fequire support but.&n occasional
stull or a pillar of barren veln material usually suffices
in the smaller openings;' Often the waste sorted from the

ore bin in the stopes is used for support.

MINABLE ORE RESERVES |

Reserves of tungsten have not‘beén developed. The .
Inferred reserves ghibh do exist are based upon past production
at the pPoperty; upon,geologiclevidence of the extension of
the veln structure, and upon the occurrence of ore on similar
veins 1n the district, These reserves are not measurable.
As in the case of other small mines in the district, develop-
ment did not progress shead of the mining of the encountered
ore. The most favorable location for the existence of indi-
cated ore is in depth on the vein worked from the surface.
The extent of surface work is undeterminable but it is be-
lieved not to extend 50 feet from the surface. Thus, if ore is
dlscovered on this vein, 75 feet,and in places 100 feet, of the
veln could be stoped. A distance of 170 feet along the veln
was worked at the surface but the present development indicates
‘not over half of this distance could be‘expedted at the adit

level.
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" PRESENT STATUS

Exploration and Development

The>exploration and devélopment of this deposit consists
of the old Surface workings, at present caved and inaccessible,
and the underground crosscutting and drifting shown on figure 2.
The mine was developed by a crosscut adit driven 185 feet to the
southeast and approximately 100 feet vertically below the surface
workings. The Vein which was worked on the surface was explored
by é 10-foot drift driven to the southwest.

A vein cut by the adit at 65 feet from the portal was drifted
on 20 feet to the east and about 80 feet to the west and southwest
but proved unpproductive. A short crosscut from the southwest
drift cut & third vein which was drifted on for about 70 feet.
This vein for the most part was barrén’of ore buﬁ near its face
was stoped for about 35 feet along its length to a maximum height
of 25 feet., This latter drift is connected to the surface by a
shaft or ralse from its central portion; This shaft is the only
access to the underground workings as the first 25 feet of the
adit portal has caved.

‘Mining and Milling Equipment and Other Facilities

There are no facllities for a mining operation on the
property and the applicants have no mining or milling equip-
ment available for the project. All pipe and track have been

removed from the mine.
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PROJECT PROPOSALS, WITH COSTS
' Exploration and Development

The applicants have submitﬁed 8 request fer a program
costing :$4,ooo.oo to reopen the adit portal and probably
retimber this section and.to drive drifts 75 feeﬁ southwest |
on each of 2 velns. Track and air line would have to be
extended to both the present drift faces.

This proposal in general has been recommended for .
anproval in the accompenying geological report. The northenn
veln 1s not considered very promising and,unless ferberite
mineralization is‘encountered along it, the drift on this
vein should not be extended more than 50 feet. The southern
vein was productive on the surface but is not considered as
1ikely to contain ore unless it steepens. It has been recom-
mended in the geologic report that, nnless it»steepens within
50 to 60 feet, drifting should be stopped and the remaining
funds used for raising. .

Ratsing éosts ner foot should approximate these for
drifting and the following cost'analjsis for the project is
based on drifting a‘total of 150 feet. An equivelent foot-
age of ralsing could be performed in lieu of any drifting
allowance not underteken. The cost arrived at in the following

Henderson and Glen Coughlin

are applicants for the Government assistance loan and will

work the property apparently as partners. The applicants

have not submltted a subordination agreement from John

Coughlin with their application.
SUMMARY: COST OF PROJECT

The cost 6f the proposed exploration project is sum-

'PROPOSED FINANCING

The applicants submitted a proposal which they estimated

to cost $4,000.00.

They'stated that they are prepared to in-

vest 25 percent of this amount,or $1,000.00, in the project.
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Their estimated cost for tﬁe work\propbsed 1s considered too

low by an amount of $800.00. Their participation.in this
increase 1s $200.00 and would increase their total participation
to $1;200.00. Such & small increase should not affect their
ability to participate in the project.

CONCLUSIONS
It is concluded that the exploration work proposed at
the R&nge View mine 1s Justified in the 11ght of the national
tungsten shortage. The work proposed is,technically feasible
and can be performed for an éstimated cost of $4;800.00. The
year's time estimated by the applicants to cqmplete the pro-
ject 1s considered excevsive. The project should be completed

in 4 to 5 months.

RECOMMENDATIONS :

It is recommehded thaﬁ thé exploration project proposed
by the applicants with modifications recommended in the accom-
panying gedlogical report be approved and that an exploration
loan in the amount of $4,800.00 (Govermment partichation 75
percent, or $3,6OO OO) be approved.
