Review and Comment 


The field team report concerning exploration of the property 
identified above has been reviewed and discussed with H. D. Keiser, Bureau 
of Mines member, Uranium Conmiodity Committee. 


As a result of an examination, the geologist and engineer members 
of the field team found that the Betty Ruth and Ring Cone claims are 
outside of the main mineralized zoneas shown*by previous U. S. Geological 
Survey drilling, and the chances of discovering a significant amount 
of ore are poor. The Rose June and Jack Pot No. 1 claims do not-appear 
to contain possibilities for significant uranium deposits, that would 
justify underground exploration proposed by the applicant. Although 
a small amount of drilling might . be warranted ., , the rocks are tilted 
and broken that core recovery would be very poor. Casing holes to 
permit radiation counter probing in 21ou of recoverable core samples 
would make the,drilling excessively costly in relation to the small 
amount of ore that might possibly be discovered.

The Fibld Team concludes after consultation with the members of 


the U. S. Geological Survey's Grand Junction exploration staff that 
application should be denied. 


Recommendations

INTRODUCTION 


- A. L. Wilhite and W. C. Hamilton of Cortez, Colorado, have applied to 


the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for assistance to explore 


for uranium on two groups of claims in San Miguel County, Colorado. They 


propose to , wagon drill 6,900 feet of holes- on the Betty Ruth and Ring Cone 


claims in the Spud Patch area south of Slick Rock at an estimated cost of 


$11,682 and to drive 600 feet of crosscut and 300 feet of drift on the Rose 


June and Jack Pot No. I claims in Gypsum Valley at an estimated cost of 


$33 0 881. The total estimated cost of the 'project is $45,463. 


The proposals were discussed with R. P. Fischer of the U. S. Geological 


Survey who is in charge of Survey work on the Colorado Plateau, and with 


C. F. Withington of the Survey who is in charge of Survey work in Gypsum 


Valley. On July 30, 1952 0 an examination of both groups was made in the 


company of Mr. Wilhite. 


It is concluded that the chances of making a significant discovery of 


.uranium ore on the Betty Ruth and the Ring Cone claims are poor. On the 


Rose June and the Jack Pot No. I claims the chances are a little better 


than on the Betty Ruth and Ring Cone claims, but they do not justify 


recommending approval of the program submitted by the applicants. The 


possibility of diamond drilling - was considered,. but due to the probable 


high cost and low core recovery this cannot be recommended. Therefore .. it 


is recommended that this application be denied.

GEOLOGY 


The geology of the Colorado Plateau is relatively simple. The rocks 


are nearly horizontal sedimentary beds ranging in age from Paleozoic to 


late Tertiary. In places . they are disturbed by broad folds and high angle 


faults. Deposits of uranium associated with vanadium minerals occur 


chiefly within a limited horizon of the Morrison formation of Jurassic age. 


The Morrison, which is 500-900 feet thick, is divided into two easily 


recognized members of about equal thickness. The lower or Salt Wash member 


is composed of lenticular.beds of medium grained, cross-bedded sandstone, 


alternating with and replacing red and gray sandy clay and mudstone. A 


widespread sequence of bench-forming sandstones beds at the top of the Salt 


Wash member contains most of the important.uranium deposits, although occa-


sionally ore bodies have been found as much as 50 feet above and below this 


horizon. The upper part of the Morrison, the Brushy Basin member, is com-


posed of light colored, soft-bentonitic clays and mudstones, with a few 


sandstone lenses. 


The Spud Patch area is on the southeast edge of a broad mineralized 


belt, roughly 2-4 miles wide, that strikes in a northeasterly direction as 


far as Uravan. The area has been drilled by the U. S. Geological Survey. 


The results of the drilling show that the Betty Ruth and the Ring Cone 


claims are along the outer fringe of the main mineralized zone. Two of 


the holes are withi.n the boundaries of the Ring Cone claims, the eastern 


part of which has been classified by the Survey as semi-favorable for 


exploration but with only a small chance of making a significant discovery. 


The remai,n.ing..part of..the.R.i.ng .Cone claims and all of the Betty Ruth claim 


have been classified as unfavorable by the Survey. 
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Gypsum Valley is a graben, some 21 miles wide and 18 miles long, 


trending N. 600 W. It is formed by the downfaulting of an anticlinal crest 


.and is bounded by steep cliffs that expose the Morrison and the base of the 


Dakota Q) sandstone. 


The Rose June and the Jack Pot No. I claims are at the base of the 


cliffs that form the northeast boundary of Gypsum Valley. They are in a 


zone 500 feet to 1,000 feet wide in which beds of the Morrison formation 


dip 450-600 SW. It is believed that the direction and.amount of dip in 


this zone are the result of drag produced by the faulting. 


Extending from the southeast boundary of the Jack Pot No. I claim 


through the northeast boundary of the Rose June claim are two parallel 


zones of mineralization, about 100-150.feet apart. Shallow pits and trenches 


at several places along the outcrops of both mineralized zones show evidence 


of the presence of radioactive minerals, some of which were not identified 


although carnotite was seen at two or three places. In general, the min-


eralization is strongest in the southeastern half of the Jack Pot No'. I 


claim, tending to become weaker on the Rose June claim to the northwest. 


The only underground workings seen are a series of connected tun*nels driven, 


for a total distance of 150 feet along the southwestern mineralized zone. 


The mineral zone consists of medium to coarse grained sandstone up to 2 


feet thick containing black streaks of radioactive material that registers 


up to .2 MR per hour above background on the Geiger counter. There is no 


evidence that any ore was mined from these claims. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that the Betty Ruth and Ring Cone claims are in an 


area at best only semi-favorable for the discovery of uranium ore in 
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significant amount. It is-further concluded that the chances of making a 


significant discovery on the Rose June and Jack Pot No. I claims are not 


good enough to warrant the approval of the applicant's proposal. A limited 


diamond drilling program might be justified providing the core recovery 


would be satisfactory and the cost could be kept low. Due to the shattered 


condition of the rocks it is doubtful that core recovery would exceed 40% 


to 50%, which would not be satisfactory. In order to test the results of 


drilling by probing it would probably be . necessary to case the holes to 


the bottom, which would 'Make drilling excessively costly. It is, therefore, 


concluded that drillin.g cannot be recommended. 


It is, therefore, recommended that this application be denied.

Information in the Washington files of the Geological 


Survey is insufficient to warrant a denial of the application, al-


though the Spud Patch area is unfavorable and the applicant sub-


mits inadequate information for appraisal of work proposed at the 


claims in Big Gypsum Valley. 


Preliminary results of a recent drilling project by the 


Geological Survey in the Spud Patch area indicates that part of 


ground covered by the Ring Cone and Betty Ruth claims is unfavor-


able for discovery of average-sized ore bodies, and part is only 


semir-favorable. In view of the unpromising value of the applicant's 


ground the proposed drilling plan is probably much too elaborate. 


The meager data submitted by the applicant do not war-


rant the proposed underground work on the three claims in Big 


Gypsum. Valley area. I believe that the showings at the surface 


iaould-...b.e-^e')fpl'oTed in order to determine if the size, grade, and 


distribution of them is such that the promise of concealed ore is 


sufficient to warrant exploration by driving of adits andndrifts and 


to determine if there is any trend that might guide the location 


of underground openings.
