The sub ject applicant has requested Government assistance to
explore for molybdenum and nickel on six claims in sec. 23, T. 12 S.,

R. 81 W., 6th Principal mefidian, Chaffee County, Colorado. The applicant
proposes to unwafer and rehabilitate an 80 foot shaft, and do an unstipu-
lated amount of éross-cuffing and drifting, at an estimated cost of
$10,394.49, the Government's share to be 70 percent.

The property, formerly known as the Crescent Mines, was examined
on Sep+embér 15, 1952, in company with Mr., C. M. Harrer, U. S. Bureau of
Mines, and.Mr.'CIeve Cutler, applicant and parfnef in the venture. The
claims lie, for the most part, in a rather broad flat valley formed by
Clear Creek. The present stream has cut a psuedo cany6n from 10 to 50
feet deep. The énly rock exposures are in the walls of the canyon. The
rocks are pré-Cambrian (?) grenite cut by veins of quartz and pegma+i+e
that strike N. 10°-17° E., and dip from 78° to 80° W; The only vein seen
was about 300 feet east of the shaft. [t was 6 inches wide and composed
of quartz with small scattered flékes of molybdenite. Some of the molyb-

denite was coated with -yellow molybdite. Neither of the veins referred





-+o‘in the application were exposed, although a careful examination was
made of +he‘wa|ls of the canyoﬁ at both ends of the north flowing portion
of the creek in which the best vefn was said to be located. There was
evidence ofafaulfing and shearing fha? could possibly be mineralized
beneath The‘sfream Ped. The only shaft on the property was flooded to
within ten feet of the sufface.v The dumps contained EelaTively little
vein material, indicating the pFobabiliTy of only small lenses. The vein
material was molybdenite associated with pyrifé, in a gangue‘of quartz
with more or less feldspar. Some of the molybdenite was oxidized to
molybdite, fhe ferric molybdafe.’ The latter mineral is what the applicant
‘had been told was nickel. No -nickel mineral was seen.

Judging from the small amount of vein material on the dumbs, the
small.ambunf'of_molybdenum in the only vein seen, and the lack of any
mineralization in the sheér zones exposed in the canyon walls, it is con-
cluded that this is a poor pro;pecf, and it is recommended that the

application be denied.

Molybdenite occurs as flakes and small, foliated clusters
associated with pyrite in narrow quartz veins in granite. The only
exposure accessible was a quartz veinlet 0.5 foot wide locafed about
300 feet east of the shaft. It contained scattered flakes of molyb-
denite with pyrite.

Vein widths of 10 to 15 feet, mentioned by the applicant, could
