The applicants requested exploration assistance for a 
project, costing $18,269.35, to sink 75 feet of shaft and drive 200 
feet of drift, from the bottom of the shaft and along the vein on 
the subject claims. 


The Operators have sunk a 28-foot shaft connecting with an 
old drift. All the old drift, except 25 feet west of the new shaft 
and 5 feet on the east aide of the same, has now caved as well as 
the earlier shaft. About 135 feet northeast of the shaft and at 35 
feet lower elevation an adit has been driven 60 feet along what appears 
to be the same sheer some that was followed by the shafts and drift. 


No tungsten minerals were seen in the entire length of the' 
edit. In the drift west of the shaft, only thin quartz stringers 
were seen and these died out entirely within 10 feet. In the east 
wall of the shaft is a quartz vein with small patches and streaks of 
a finely divided black tungsten mineral; the quartz is 1 inch wide 
at the shaft collar, 3 inches wide in the back of the east drift, and 
a maximum of 18 inches wide between 10 and 15 feet down. According 
to the applicant, 351 pounds of ore averaging10.6 percent W0 was 
sorted from the vein exposed in the east wall of the shaft and shipped 
to the Vanadium Corporation mill at Nederland. 


The field team concluded, that although tungsten minerali-
zation exists on the property, the ore deposits are too small, too 
low grade, too fine grained, and too refractory to be mined and 
milled profitably. Prospects of discovering a significant amount 
of ore are poor. 


The field team, therefore, advised the applicant, by letter 
of November 111, 1952, that his application was denied. We concur in 
this dental.
