Two holes partially drilled, but not cored or bottomed,
in the fall of 1953, were not covered by the contract.
Work was resumed in August, 195, and completed in
December, 195L. A total of 2,3L8 feet of expleratory
diamond drilling was done in five holes, but one hole,
L6l feet deep, was disallowed for payment because of
the unauthorized location. The Entrada sandstone was
cored completely only in holes 1, L, and 6 (See Fig. 1
of Contract).

The Entrada sandstone was not
cored in hole 2 because of faulty information from a
partly-drilled hole (from the 1953 attempt) a few feet
away.

The designation of the holes by the Operator and the
field examiners was very confusing. The map Figure No. 1,
attached to the contract, designated each hole planned, by
number, and all references to the work done should have
followed this designation. This has been done in this
sunmary. The four contract holes were drilled in th
following order: 2, 1, L, 6. '

4 great deal of difficulty in both plug drilling and
coring was reported by the drill operator and the contractor.
Available figures indicate a daily average footage of about
26 feet for the entire projecte

The handling of the core that was recovered appears
to have been rather haphazard due mainly to the lack of boxes
on hand at the time of coring. Core was:observed by the DMEA
field representatives piled as cordwood on the ground near the
IlEe :

The engineer-examiner noted that although it was .
recognized that the contractihad no technical background,
provision was made in the cost estimate of the DMEA contract
for hiring this assistance, and that had the project received
more ‘attention and supervision, it would have been conducted
more efficiently. '

No significant amount of mineralized rock was found by
the project work. Because the exploration was conducted along
a faulted and very broken zome the recovery of material suit-
able for geologic data was difficult and haphazard. From the
correlation of available information the usual ore-bearing
horizon in the Entrada appears to have been cut in all the
holes. The greatest radiocactivity found, 0.012 percent U Oge»
was in about 1-1/2 feet of Hole No. 2. Iésser radioacti ty
was noted in hole 6 and in the unauthorized hole.

SUMMARY AND INTRODUCTION

The exploration of the Sunnyside and Basin claims by drilling for
uranium ores began in October 1953 ahd_yas completed in December 1954.

LOCATION AND OWNERSHIP
‘The land stipulated 1ﬁ:Arfig;e 2 of the contract includes the Sunny-
side, Sunnyside No. 1, 2, 3,'4, 5’,6 Basin and Basin No; 1 unpatented
mining claims in‘sec. 2k, T, 43 N.; R. 11 W., Sen Miguel County, Colorado.
It is about 3 5 miles east of Placerville on the east side of Fall Creek,

a tributary of the San Mlguel River, and can be reached by truck or four-





wheel drive passenger vehicles only, because the last mile is narrow,
steep mountain trail, _
‘The operétqr is the original locator of the subject property and has

it legally recorded in the county courthouse,

H‘ISTORY_ AND PRODUCTION |
The contractor located the majority of the land as mining claims

in July 1952. The principal work on the property prior to the govermment
assisted exploration amounted to about 100 feet of adit at a point
approximately 200 feet below the DMEA drilling site. This work was
appareutly for assessment requirements because its location geologically
appears to obviate the exploration of the usual ore bearing horizon.
There are no known ore deposits on fhe land, therefore, no production has

been made.,

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT

The recommendations for é'céntract were based almost entirely upon
the fact that 800 ; 900 tons of ore_thatvhad an above average content of
ﬁranium had been mined along a strong, northwest striking fault in the
F:aser_vanadium mine? about 3,000 feet distant. In this district the
Jurassic Entrada is the prdductive ore hofizon.z.itkhas a slight dip
ﬁortheast;and is cut by a number of basic igneous-dikes and faults of
rather small displacements., The fault along which the drilling was done
1s thought to have a displacement of about 90 feet, the driliing in-
formation however indicates that the movement was in a zone rather than
along a single fgacturg. The driller's logs indicate the following
stratigrgphic sequence; alluvium and broken sandstone 17 ; 35 feet;

alternating gray sandstone and red and blue mudstone 300 - hoo feet
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(Salt Wash formation), reddish sandstone 30 - 40 feet (Entrada), red
sandstone 10 - 40 feet (Dolores).

The vgnadium-uraniuﬁ ore deposits of the district usually occur in
the upper part of»the Jurassic Entrada sandstone, but none were found

by the DMEA assisted project.

~ WORK COMPLETED UNDER THE CONTRACT

The DMEA comtract authorized: 1, bulldozing approximately 3/4
mlle of access road and preparatién of drill sites. 2, Eeginning with
hole #1 as designated on an attached map drill 2,500 feet of vertical
diamond holes no smaller than AX to explore the ore bearing Entrada
sandstone. In the fall of 1953 the access road was completed along
which the holes were to be located and two holes were drilled but
'because of insufficient drill rod neither was thought to have reached
the ore horizon. In August 195k, drilling was resumed by & different
subconfractor who ﬁut down five holes through the ore formation, the
second hole drilled was in a location not indicated on the map attached
to the DMEA contract. All holes were probed radiometrically with th;

Béecause the holeg drilled in 1953 were not bottomed as stipulated
" mo reimbursemenﬁ fo the édntfactor was made for the work performed.
For August, September, October 1954 the contractor submitted a

form MF-104% and drillert's logs showing three holes totaling 1,365 feet
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had been drilled at a cost of $5,596.50. Payment for No. 2 hole was
denied by DMEA because it was ﬁot located in accordance wiyh the contract.
It was collared betweén viseits of the DMEA field personnel. The operator
vas paid $3,324.69 or 90% of the amount approved for the period.

In November and December 195k two holeé (¥o. 4 and No. 5) were
drilléd with a combined footage of 983 feet.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

Approximatelj 2,318 feet of exploratery drilling was'done under
contract Idm-E 569 to test for uranium concentrations in excess of
0.10 percent U308 ;n the uranium-vanadium layer inltpe Entrada sand-
stone in the Placerville district, Coloradd. wa of the 5 holes
drilled were barren of both uranium and vanadium. Two other holes
gave fadiometric counts of less than 0.005 percent eUsoa. The remain-
ing hole had a count of 0.012 percent eU308. In all three minefal-
bearing holes the radioactive zone was 1 and one-half feet or less in
thickness. The uranium-vanadium iayer is spottily distributed in;the
area drilled, and the uranium concentration is less than the average

concentration in the district. Drilling also indicated that the ground

The Eﬁt:ada sandstone was not cored in WG 1 because of faulty informa-
tion from a partly drilled hole (from the 1953 attempt) a fewl,feet
away. Rock fragments from the 1953 hole indicated that at about 400
feet the drill was ﬁenetrating the Mbrrisén formation.

Incomplete core in the Entrada sandstoﬁe was obtained in drill hole

WG 2 because of the contractor's disregard of the requéét,of the
Bureau of Mines engineer for coring to start at 350° feet, and in addi-
tion because‘of'a 10-foot error in measﬁrement by tﬁe driller. Drill
hole WG-2 was lbcated, apparently inadvertently, by the contractor

at a point not authorized by the drilling plan included in the contract.
Additional information on the physical work accomplished and~the start-
ing and completion dates for this contract are.included.in the final
engineering report.

GEOLOGY

The uranium-vanadium deposit is a part of the vanadium layer in
the upper part of the Jurassic Entrada sandstone in the Placerville
distr;ct, San Miguel County, Colorado. The Entrada sahdstone locally
is conformable on the Triassic Dolores formation, and is conformsble
on the Triassic Dolores formation, and is conformably overlain by the

Pony Expreés limestone member of the Wanakah formation. In the





Placerville district these beds are warped into gentle anticlines and
synclinés, displaced by numeroué dominantly normal faults (with most
displacements between 10 and 150 feet).and‘intruded by basic dikes and
sills; The uranium-bearing vanadiﬁm deposits are described by Fischer,
Haff; and Romingef in "Vanadium déposits near'Placerville, San Miguel
County, Colorado," Coio. Sei. Soc. Proe., v. 15, no. 3, 1947.

At the nearby Sunnyside Mine, the uranium-vanadium layer reaches
a maximum thickness of about 2 feet. No record of production for this
mine is available. There is no indication, from samples taken, that
the uranium concentration in the layer at the mine exceéds the average
for the district, which is well below 0.10 percent U308'

In the area drilled (see sketch map), the Entrada sandstone lies
from about 360 fé 44O feet below the ground surface. Several major
normal faults, with displacementS'of 90 feet or moré,cross the area
and e&idence in@icates that minor faults are common between the major
ones. Gene;ally speaking,,the'displacements incfease to the east. The
faults trend Aorfhwest, with the southwestern blocks downdropped.

Throughout the district, the Entrada is usually 40 to 50 feet
thick, and the'overlying.ﬁﬁnakah formation is normally about 80 feet
thick. In the drilled area, however, the Entrada varies from 30 to

36 feet thick, and the Wanakeh from 50 to 60 feet thick.
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The‘uranium-vanﬁdium layer is spotiiiy distributed in the drilled
area,‘as evidenced by the barren holes WG 3 and WG 4, and where present
is thiﬁ; ‘Radiometric meaéurement of éU308 1ndicafes the uranium
concentration in holeé WG 1, WG 2, and WG 5 (see table 1) is far less
than the average concentration in the district.

No ore reserves are calculable for this property. Costs, produc-

tion, and expenditures, value of productien, equipment purchased and

efficiency of the operation are given in the final engineering report.

Mr. Ching discussed with me informally a letter
dated February 5 from Samuel C. Polk, attorney, to DMEA
concerning the disallowance by the field team of. the cost of
drilling one hole which is said to be at a location different
from that specified in the contract. I agreed with Mr., Ching
that this office should prepare a reply, but I do not find
sufficient information in the docket file from which to come
to a conclusion as to what the reply should be.

It seems to me that work should not be disallowed
merely because it fails to conform with the specifications
of- the contract; it should be disallowed rather if it fails
both to conform and also falls to accomplish the purpose of
the specification which was violated. Of course, once a hole
is put down in a wrong location without finding anything, it
can be contended that if it had been put down in the location
specified 1t might have found something. The correct test,
it seems to me, is whether the hole completed in the wrong
location would have been acceptable to the Government at the
outset if the contractor had sought the Government's _consent,

The Government may waive departures from specifica-
tions which it deems unimportant. I need to know whether this
departure from specifications is deemed to have been objection-
able, or whether it was harmless and should be waived.

In the matter of statements made regarding drill hole WG-2
(see map attached to final geologic report of January 27, 1955), drill
hole WG-2 was started in late September, 1954, As I am employed by
the Geological Survey, and not by W. E. Gripe, I was not present to spot v
the drill hole, nor to approve its location. It should be pointed out
that Gripe had a copy of the drill hole plan map.

I first visited the site when drilling was some tens of feet
. deep. Because the approved drilling plan called for 2 holes 100-feet v
apart, I did not immediately realize that hole WG-2 should have been
‘drilled 100 feet east, rather than 100 feet west of the original hole.
On my second visit,a few days later, I noticed the error. No comment -
was made to the driller, who is a contractor to W. E. Gripe - not to
the USGS or to A. L. Bush. The hole at this time was about 200 feet deep.
That evening I contacted Gripe by phone; asked him if he had a copy of
the map and if he realized the hole was drilled at an unapproved location.
He said he had not realized it. I pointed out te him the pmebibility
that no payment might be made for the hole. This date was about Septem-
ber 24; I have a record of a phone call to Gripe on the 24th, but the
call was a report charge - indicating that Gripe was not at home. It is
my recollection that he returned my call, and the charge was put on his
own phone bill.

Specifically, of course, Gripe was never entitled to wait for
me to spot a hole - that was solely his responsibility; nor can he expect
to have me give orders to his contractor. My responsibility ended with
the statement to Gripe that the drill hole was not at a point previously
approved in the drill plan. He had entire discretion and right to tell
his contractor to drill wherever he desired.





My statement in regard to approval of the hole was made

" while the hole was being drilled. This is meant to be a direct

refutation of the statement in paragraph 6 of Gripe' letter to Traver
of January 15, 1955, and I quote: "The first time that Bush said
anything about disallowing hole 2-B was after it and hole No. 1 had
been completed, and No. 1 had been probed with no showing of ore.

At that time I wanted Bush to recommend dropping bakk half way toward
No. 2 from No. 1, and he refused in spite of my urging. He then
said, for the first time, that he would not approve hole 2-B." Gripe
asked me, upon completion of hole WG-2, if it would be approved, and
I told him that I did not approve or disapprove the holes; but that I
saw no reason to recommend its approval.

»

Gripe's letter of January 15 states: "While hole No. '2-A'
was still being drilled, I talked with Bush about the location of the
next hole, and I mentioned the possibility that we should go either
way from hole No. 2-A--westerly or easterly along the road-- and he °
did not say that we could not go westerly because the map did not so
provide." This is partly true. I did not say that he could not go
easterly or westerly along the road because the map did not so provide.
This is because, to the best of my recollection, the subject was never
discussed.

We interpret Amendment No. 2 that the drilling should have been

started with Hole No. 1 and progress in numerical sequence as indicated

on Figure 1 attached to the amendment, and that Hole No. 6 at its indicated
location should not be drilled until after Hole No. 5 was completed and
only then if sufficient unexpended footage remained to guarantee completion
of the hole to its objective. Field interpretation of Amendment No. 2
attaches no significance to the order in which the holes were to be drilled
but only as to their location.

The fifth hole currently in progress (Hole No. 6, Figure 1, . .
Hole No. 5 referred to by Bush in his memorandum under item 2) would not
be an allowable charge in which the Government would participate according
to our interpretation. However, Bush by telephone advice December 3
indicated that geologically he prefers the location of Hole No. 6 on
Figure 1 to that of Hole No. 5 as the fifth hole to be drilled.

‘ Hole No. 7 referred to by Bush was drilled at a nonapproved
location, therefore is deemed not allowable as a charge to the project.

Bush in his memorandum under item 2 of the enclosed msterial
recommends that the contract be terminated by the Govermment upon the
completion of the fifth hole referred to above, in which we concur.

Because of the unsatisfactory manner in which the work has been
performed as commented on by the engineer and geologist in their memoranda,
and before initiating action relative to disallowing the costs of Hole
No. 7 and possibly the fifth hole (No. 6 on Figure 1) , we will sppreciate
your review of the matter and advice to_us as to how we should proceed.

The accompanying memorandum by A. L. Bush, U. S. Geologibal
Survey, summarizes the results of exploration completed to date under
Contract 1dm-E569.

In a telephone conversation on November 22, 1954, Bush recom=-
mended to me that the contract be terminated at the earllesf possnble
date for there seemed to be no chance to discover significant reserves
of uranium ore by continued exploration and the work completed by the
contractor had not been done in a satisfactory or workmanl ike manner.

At the time of the conwersation with Bush, drilling was starting on the
fifth hole andahout 1800 feet of drilling had beéen completed out of 2500
feet allowed under the contract. |In a discussion with Townsend, it was
concluded that it would be impossible to fterminate the work before con-
siderable drilling was completed on the fifth hole and that completion of
this hole should be allowed. o C

As a result of the conversation with Bush the accompanying
memorandum was prepared by him and it appears that serious consideration
by the Field Team should be given to disal Jowance of paymenf for a
portion of the work done under Contract I dm-E569.

The cost estimate detailed in the engineer's examination report
includes items totalling $1,608 (@ 153 of the total project cost) for
sampling and supervision, yef it appears that little or no supervision has
been given the project. Core is not stored in boxes as required by the
contract (Amendment No. 2) but is piled here and there on the ground -around
the dr:ll-rng. Holes have not been cored throughout: their entire length
as implied in the con+rac+ and requesfed verbally by the xnspecflng
engineer, As a result, “Bush reports that much of the recovered core has
become so misplaced thai an accurate interpretation of even the broad
geologic features of the area drilled will be impossible.

One drill hole, No. 7 on the map accompanying the Bush \_memorandum,
has been drilled at a location unauthorized under the contract. ~Core was
recovered from a depth of 400 feet to the bottom of the hole an interval
somewhat below the ore horizon in the Entrada sandstone. The value of
this hole is therefore quesfloned as is the propriety of Government
participation in the expense of drilling it.

Based on the geologic data obtained from the first 4 holes com-
pleted by the contractor, and due to the unworkman!ike manner in which
the project has been run, it appears that it would be in the best
intferest of the Government to terminate the coniract upon completion
of the fifth hole now being drilled.

Thié DMEA exploration contract was undertaken to . explore for
uranium concentrations, abgie O.lgﬁju308,-in the thin but essentially
continuous uranium-vanadium layer in the Entrada sandgjone‘in the
Placerville district, San Miguel County, Colorado. In the original DMEA
report of June 25, 1953, the Entrada sandstone at the area suggested for
exp loration (fhe‘Suhny Side and Basin claim groups on Von Fintle Draw)
was reporfed to lié 100 Té 300 feet below the surfece. A contract was
approved for exploration using this depth as one of its postulates. It
is painfed §u+ in my memorandum of October 7, 1953, that the depth of
drilling required to test the Entrada would be far greater than that
originally anticipated, averaging about 400 feet, requiring the holes to
bottom between 400 and 450 feet.

At the present time 4 drill holes have been completed. These
are numbered on the accompanying ske+ch map as follows: Jg 2, 4, and 7.

Drilling was resumed in August 1954, Drilling began at hole

number 2. On the basis of the hole drilled the previous fall (mentioned

above) coring was started at 460 feet, and the hole was bottomed at
505 feet. Stratigraphic measurements at the closest nearby outcrops
indicated that the fop of the Enfrada sandstone was about 80 feet below
the base of the Salt Wash sandstone.

The Gripe property was examined by the writer on August 20, 1953,
shortly after the access road was completed to the area proposed for
drilling. On that date, the operator indicated that he planned to request
a change of the drilling pattern in order to take advantage of information

obtained while comnatructing the road.

Contract Idm=E569 authorizes 2,500 feet of diamond drilling, or
approximately nine holes, which will explore the ore horizen adjacent to
a major fault. While constructing the road, the fault is believed to have
been crossed at a point approximately 100 feet lower in elevation than the
collars of the holes that were spotted higher on the hillside. As nearly
as can be determined, the road crosses the feult and parallels it on the
upthrown block for a distance of approximately 200 feet (fig. 1). The
operator wishes to place the first holes along this 200 feet of roed.

The writer made a rough Brunton compass survey, shown on figure 1, which
indicates that the operator probably is correct in assuming that the holes
will be on the proper side of the faultand will be approximately 100 feet

lower in elevation.

Pending a memorandum report on the subject from Al Busch of the
Geological Survey, it is recommended that the first hole be drilled
approximately 50 feet up the road from the apparent fault zome. This
hole should be inclined -60° on a bearing of approximately N. 52° E., as

indicated on figure 1, diamond drill hole No. 1. If the ore horizon is
located by this hole, a second hole should be drilled vertically at a site
100 feet up the road from diamond drill hole No. 1, as shown on figure 1,

diamond drill hole No. 2.

On August 20, 1953, Woodrow E. Gripe réquested an amendment to
Contract Idm-E569 to allpw for the relocation of-the‘proposed holes,
Nos. 1 and 2. This request was based on rather uncertéin information
concerning the location of the fault outcrop exposed when bulldozing
the drill site road. Gripe reasonéa that the relocations would
permit drilling the two holes at a lower relative elevation resulting
in shallower drill hole depths.

Mclellan revisited the properfy,_and after checking the surface,
approved the relocation of the two holes in his memorandum of Sep-
tember 9, 1953, on the basis that the fault outcrop crosses the road
below the proposed new sites, permitting shallower drilliﬁg though
still remainiﬁg within the up-thrownAblock of the fault. The remain-

ing six holes were to be drilled at their prior approvéd locations.,

However, McLellan proposed that oue of the new holes be drilled at an

inclination of 60° to the northeast, as were three of the six other

holes.

In the original program, four of the eight drill holes were

- proposed as inclined holes. The steepuness of the terrain prohibited

bulldozing drill sites northeast of the present road and the angle

. holes were proposed to explore the extent of mineralization in the

dimension perpendicular to and in the up-thrown side of the fault.

It was not until the last visit, October 9, 1953, that it was learned

. Gripe complicated matters by entering into an agreement with a drill

contractor whose rig does not permit angle drilling.
A, L. Bush, Geological Survey, knew of this added complication

when he submitted his memorandum, and éonsequently, has modified the

original program to allow all vertical holes. His recommeundations have

' taken into consideration two other important factors. One is the

depth to the mineralized strata. From available information gained

. from the Geological Survey files in Grand Junction, it was originally

: believed that drill hole depths would range between 100 feet to a

. possible maximum of 300 feet. At the time of the last visit, the

first hole in the original proposal was down 350 feet and still an

. unknown distance above the Entrada formation. Bush estimates that

hole No. 1 will have to be 420 feet deep to explore the ore horizon.

He believes that the average depth of all holes at his revised loca-

. tioms, will be about 400 feet. Consequently, instead of eight holes,

the maximum contract footage will limit the operation to six holes.

The other factor upon which Bush bases his revision is that

since the time of. the original examination, Gripe has located and

filed upon two additional claims, Basin and Basin No., 1, east of

| Sunnyside No. 4 claim. This additional ground permitted Bush to

] suggest relocating some of the holes in an area southeast of the

1 original pattern.

The principal question is the location of the fault, as all
holes are to be drilled in the up-thrown block. Bush believes that
McLellan's revised locations are in the down-thrown block of the

fault. This is not thought to be the case. From a mining standpoint,

It is recommended that Bush's pattern be approved but that the field

representatives be.given authority to give oral approval to modify
