I NIRODUCT ION 


George A. White of Carlsbad, New Mexico, has applied to the Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for manganese, 


platinum group, and rare earth minerals on seven patented claims known as 


the New York mine, Saguache County, Colorado. The applicant proposes to 


explore by bulldozing trenches near old prospect pits at an estimated cost 


of $6,404. 


- The property was examined June 4, 1953, in the company of C. M. Harrer 


of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, and George A. White, the applicant. 


It is concluded that there is no evidence to indicate the least 


possibility of discovering deposits of manganese, rare earth, platinum 


group, or any other metals in significant amounts, and that this is a 


poor prospect. It is recommended that this application be denied. 


GEOLOGY 


The geology of the area has been described by W. S. Burbank (1932). 


Lavas of Tertiary age rest unconformably upon a basement of pre-Cambrian 


metamorphic rocks and Paleozoic sedimentary rocks. Most of the known ore 


deposits are entirely within the Tertiary effusive rocks which comprise a 


series of lavas of andesitic, latitic, and rhyolitic composition, with 


associated breccias and tuffs. These rocks were extensively faulted and 


the resultant blocks were. tilted in later Tertiary time.







.	 I 
North and east of the town of Bonanza there are three well	 defined 


mineral zones about half a mile to three quarters of a mile apart.	 Each


zone starts in the vicinity of Kerber Creek and trends about N. 500 W. 


At the southwest end of the middle zone is the Cocomongo mine (f 1g. 2 in 


the engineering report). This is the nearest known ore deposit to the New 


York mine, but the ocomongo vein which strikes about N. 550 W., and dips 


43° NE., does not project into that property. 


On the New York claims the rocks are latite and rhyolite flows of the 


Tertiary series. Several shallow location pits and one shaft, now inaccessible 


but said to be 200-300 feet deep, were examined. Neither in any of the pits 


nor on any of the dumps was there evidence of sulfide mineralization other 


than small cubes of pyrite disseminated throughout some of the rock fragments. 


No manganese was evident except as slight discoloration on joint faces. The 


dumps and pit walls were tested with a geiger counter, but no anomolies were 


observed. No evidence of veins was seen during a traverse over the claims. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that the New York claims are west of the known mineral 


belt, that they contain no apparent target for exploration, and that there 


is a poor chanceof making a significant discovery of any ore body. Therefore, 


it is recommended that this application be denied.
