available in the Washington files of the Geological Survey.

The Geological Survey has made comprehensive studies of parts
of the area defined in the application and of adjacent areas. The
results of this work suggest that the eastern parts of the applicant!'s
property are on ground that is not favorable for numerous or large ore
bodies. On the other hand, the presence of known ore bodies suggests
that exploration in carefully chosen places may result in the discovery
of new ore bodies or definition of the extensions of known ore bodies.
Information available in Washington, however, is not sufficient to permit
full evaluation of the merits of the application.

Recommendations

1. T recommend that the application be forwarded to the Field
Team for review and evaluation.

2. I suggest strongly that the Field Team consult closely
and review this application carefully with the staff. under R. P. Fischer,
Geological Survey, Grand Junction. The Survey geologists there have
comprehensive information on this general area and may be of great
assistance in evaluating the need for a field examination and in the
layout and extent of any plan of exploration that may be warranted.
