The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work 
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the project.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth in Exhibit

These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the Operator's invoice of units of work per-
formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the 
Government requires the use of' a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with assay-reports on samples 
taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. , 	 .	 . ..

(b) Final report.—Upon completion Oothe exploration work or termination of the cact the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work.	 - 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insifficient or 
incomplete reports.	 - 


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as'a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall, keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or. the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.— (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final accOunt, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly - or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net. concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows:


(1) One and one-half (11/i) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
(2) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (1/2) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, would be one and one-half (1½) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 1/2) percent.) 
(b) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales, or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, these 
terms mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
'determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(ci) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. 'Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any, involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable 'provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain 'liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or' other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be' final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the 
terms of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; or (c) if, in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the prob-
ability of making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

INTRODUCTION 


Paul H. Bennett received a Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 


loan to explore for tungsten ore (ferberite) in the World mine, Boulder 


County, Colorado. The property, under ease from Hetzer Mines Incorporated, 


is located 2 miles northeast of Nederlard, Colorado, in the NW4 section 8, 


T. I S.,R. 72 W., 6th Principal Meridin. 


The applicant requested a loa of $15,508 to drift 300 feet, 


crosscut 140 feet, and raise 100 feet on or from the 80-foot level of the 


World mine. The mine was examined on nay. 20, 1953, and a reduced program, 


estimated to cost $8,200 0 was recommerided. Contract Idm-E570 was signed 


on July 14, 1953; it authorized 20 feet of drift, 130 feet of crosscutaid 


100 feet of raise and/or sublevel drift. 


By two amendments to the co tract an additional 69 feet of 


drifting was allowed in lieu of an equ I amount of crosscut and raise. 


Several of the headings were advanced eyond the contract length at the 


operator's expense. Work started in July 1953 and was completed on 


December 24, 1953. A small ore body was discovered on the Brandt vein 


and 134.5 tons of ore were mined and shipped. Certification of a discovery 


is therefore recommended. 


On December 3 1953, the oprator requested additional funds 


to explore the Brandt and other veins at a depth of 200 feet below the 


lowest workings of the World mine, 	 he program, estimated to cost $35,800, 


included 400 feet of drift, 290 feet f crosscut, and 400 feet of raise. 


The work was to be accomplished from the 400-foot level of the Cross 


mine, an adjoining property to the northeast.

The exploration proposed in the requested amendment appeared far 


more extensive than justified by the or potential of the area to be 


explored and denial of the request was rjecommended. An alternative plan 


of'exploration at greater depths, by a 7inze from the 80-foot level of the 


World mine, was discussed with the opertor but was unacceptable to him. 


The requested amendment was denied by C. 0. Mittendorf, Administrator, DMEA, 


in a letter of March I, 1954. 


GEOLOGY AND EXPLORATION 


The World mine is in one of he more productive parts of the 


Boulder County tungsten district. It is midway between the Cross and the 


Cold Springs mines, both of which have produced-considerable ferberite ore. 


Production of ore from the World mine as been small and ore appears to 


be confined to limited shoots on relatively weak veins. 


The World shaft was sunk on ore to a depth of 40 feet where a 


strong fault cut off the vein (figure I). The shaft was continued on the 


fault to a depth of 80 feet. A drift southwesterly along the fault failed 


to expose ore and was turned northwes1erly to crosscut veins exposed on 


the surface. The crosscut intersecte the "Pump" vein (actually a split 


from the Pump vein of the Cross mine) the Brandt vein, and a footwal I 


split from the Brandt vein. A short rift southwesterly on the Brandt 


vein exposed vein material containing atrace of ferberite. 


Under contract ldm-E570 the Brandt vein was explored by drifting 


northeasterly and southwesterly on the 80-foot level, by raising on the 


vein to the bottom of the old Brandt shaft, and by sublevel drifting 


near the top of the raise (figure I). The footwall split of the Brandt 


vein was explored by a short drift cn the 80-foot level (figure I).

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Exploration for the vein reported in the White shaft, possibly the

The Brandt vein on the 80-foo level is a rather weak structure 


consisting of 3 to 12 inches of silicified vein material containing 


occasional modular masses of fer.berite and some horn quartz.

Near the vein the feldspars have altered 


to clay minerals and possibly sericite land the biotite has been bleached. 


Southwest of the crosscut th Brandt vein weakens and breaks up 


Into several minor fractures containin no ferber.ite and only minor amounts 


of quartz. Northeast of the crosscut ^he vein is well defined and contains 


minor amounts of ferberite and quartz. Near the northeast face of the 


drift the vein terminates against or is cut off by a strong northeasterly 


trenching fault (figure I).

Exploration by a 118-foot cr sscut southeasterly from the 80-foot 


level drift failed to expose ore.

PRODUCTION AND ORE RESERVES 


A small amount of ferberite bre has been produced from stopes 


above the 40-foot level near the World shaft and from stopes near the surface 


In the Brandt shaft. The ore was pro uced by prior operators of the pro-


perty and production figures are not vailable. 


Ore produced during prosecul1ion of Contract tdm-E570 and subse-


quent mining operations amounts to 13 L .53 tons with an average W0 3 content 


of 1.153%. All ore discovered by exp oration has been removed and there 


is no reserve of ore remaining In the mine. Despite this fact there is a 


potential source of ore at greater de ths on the Brandt vein and on the 


footwall split from it. The footwall split appears to be the southwest 


extension of the Cross No. .3 vein, from which considerable ore was produced 


in the Cross mine. The recommendatic1n for denial of the request for 


additional exptoration under Contractj ldm-E570 was based on the extensive 


character of the proposed work rather than an absence of legitimate

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Exploration under Contract Id -E570 resulted in the discovery 


of a small body of ferberite ore on the Brandt vein in the World mine. 


This ore has been mined and no known ore reserves remain. 


A certification of discovery is believed to be In the best 


interest of the Government and is recommended. This recommendation is 


based on the remaining ore potential o the Brandt vein and the footwall 


split, rather than on the actual ore mined during prosecution of the 


exploration program.

While fur-
ther exploration with Government assistance is not considered justi-
fied ., there remains a slig1t possibility that at a later d.atè addi-
tional exploration may be i.ndertaken by the present lessee or his 
successor. In order to protect the Government's interest, a Certi-
fication of Discovery or Dveloprnent is recommended. The small dis-
covery made was consideredinsignificant and resulted in a total 
production of 13 14. . 4 5 tons if upgraded ore with a net value of 
$3,11.814. ' 90 which resulted I a royalty return of $17 2 . 92, or 2.8 
percent of the Government' total expenditure. 


I concur with th conclusions and recommendations.

SUMMAT AND INTRODUCTION 


A tungsten exploration program authorized at the World mine, 


Boulder County, Cob. und.e Exploration Project Contract Idm-E570 


was completed December 24, 1953. The program resulted in the dis-


covery of a single, small tungsten ore shoot which already has 


been mined and depleted by the operator. The ore recovered from 


the discovery contained 15 short-ton units of tungsten trioxide 


and was marketed for a total net value of $3,484.91. The Govern-


ment royalty on this production was $172.92. 


The discovery itself was not considered significant and there 


are no other known ore reserves on the property. Although con-


tinued exploration under the program could not be justified, some 


favorable areas, which the operator may investigate at a future 


date, do exist on the prope y. Because of this possibility, it 


was considered to the best interests of the Government that the 


discovery be certified. 


The contract, prepared on form NF-200(A) and. dated July 14, 


1953, was between the Gover ent and P • H. Bennett, an individual,
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of 1825 Marine Street, Bolder, Cob. The property rights listed 


therein--a 1,500- by 600- oot rectangular tract in the Nl/2NW1/4 


sec. 8. T. 1 5. 2 B. 72 W., sixth principal meridian, Boulder County, 


Colo.--are owned by Ketze Mines, inc. of 250 Pearl Street, Boulder, 


Cob, The property is le sed to the operator until January 171, 


1963, and the owner has stbordinated its rights to the Government 


under the terms of the contract. 


Work authorized under! the contract included a total of 130 feet 


of crosscutting, drifting, raising, or sublevel drifting on or in 


the vicinity of the Brandt vein and 120 feet of crosscutting to the 


White vein. All of the authorized work was to be performed from 


the lower level of the World mine. The total estimated cost of the 


project, in which the Govei nment would participate to the extent of 


75 percent on the basis of certain agreed costs for units of work 


actually completed, was $. 200.00. 


The operator had comp eted certain portions of the authorized 


program before project wor officially commenced on July 21, 1953. 


The crosscut distance to th^,e White vein later proved less than that 


authorized. In lieu thereop the contract was amended to permit an 


equivalent amount of relate. exploration on the Brandt vein. During 


the project, the operator prformed certain other related explora-


tion at his own expense.	 operator's request for an elaborate 


extension of the program,	 ever, was denied. 


Under the program, a	 a]. of 69 feet of drifting, 65 feet of 


raising, and 20 feet of sit vel drifting were completed on the 


Brandt vein along or above he 80-foot level of the World mine.
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In addition, an 80-foot le el crosscut was driven to and beyond the 


White vein. The accepted costs of the project, based on the author-


ized units of exploration etually completed at the agreed unit 


prices, totaled $8,170.00. As the operator otherwise had complied 


with the provisions of the contract, his reimbursement by the Govern-


ment for 75 percent of the total accepted exploration expenses, or 


$6,127.50, was considered valid and proper. 


LOCATION 


The property under le se by the operator is located in the 


Nl/2NW1/4 sec. 8, T. 1 5., R. 72 W., sixth principal meridian, Boulder 


County, Cob. The working of the World mine are in the northeast 


corner of the leased propez1ty midway between the larger, more pro- 


ductive Cold Spring and.

N RSHIP AND 


The extent of the pro erty leased to the operator and included 


under Article 2, Annex No. 1 of the contract is shown on figure 2. 


The rectangular tract under lease comprises 20.66 acres and includes 


the underground workings 'o: the World mine. The tract is part of an 


agricultural patent presently owned by Hetzer Mines, Inc. of 250 


Pearl Street, Boulder, Col . The operator's lease agreement extends 


to January 17, 1963. Cert in parties unnamed in the contract--


namely, Cold Spring Tungat n, Inc., operator of the nearby Cold 


Spring mine, and G. C • Rid and, manager of that operation--bold 


controlling financial lute eat In the lease. 


DESCRIPT ICN OF THE DEPOSIT 


Several steeply dipping, southwesterly trending fissure veins 


extend onto the northeast c rner of the property. The veins occur 


in granite and contain from a few to several inches of fine-gralned 


quartz, clay gouge, and breciated wall rock. Generally, the struc-


tures are barren of all other mineral. In localized sections along 


certain of the veins, ferbeite (FeWOk) occurs in association with
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the quartz and forms the 'issure or breccia filling. The tungsten 


mineralization may or may not be of commercial grade over narrow 


mining widths. The ore sioots mined from the property have been 


quite limited both in latral and vertical extent. 


The World vein was productive to depths of 40 feet in the 


World shaft. Below this epth, the shaft followed a flatter, 


unmineralized structure. This structure remained barren south-


westerly along the lower or 80-foot level off the shaft. 


The Brandt shaft had been sunk to a shallow depth on the Brandt 


vein to develop a small ore shoot. Ferberite ore was exposed in 


the vein at the bottom of the shaft. In order to investigate this 


showing at greater depth, he operator began a crosscut to the 


Brandt vein from the existing 80-foot level of the World shaft. 


The Brandt vein had been itersected and drifted on for a short 


distance when the property was examined in response to the opera-


tor's application for Defe se Minerals Exploration Administration 


assistance. Several other poorly defined intermediate structures 


had been intersected by th operator's crosscut. The Brandt vein 


and several of the interme4iate structures intersected by the 80-


foot level cros8cut appear to be the southwesterly continuation of 


the Cross system of veins. These structures were narrowing, split-


ting up, and generally yea ening even before extending onto the 


World property. 


The nearby White shaft, long since caved and inaccessible, was 


reported to have been sunk in ore to shallow depths on the White 


vein. The presently accessible underground development of the 


property is shown on figure 3.
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WORK C0ETED UNDER THE CONTRACT


Project work commenced July 21, 1953) with a crosscut driven 


southeasterly from the World 80-foot level to intersect the possible 


downward extension of the White vein ore shoot. The heading inter-


sected a strong fault stnicture at a distance of 65 feet, which 


projected reasonably wellto the reported location of.the White vein 


in the White shaft. The tructure was very wet, some 2 feet in width, 


and comprised principally of a white clay gouge. It did not contain 


ferberite. The crosscut as advanced 31 feet beyond the fault but 


did not encounter other siructures. The operator, at his own expense, 


diamond drilled ahead of the crosscut. He later extended the heading 


itself an additional 17 feet but did not encounter a vein or other 


structure of any consequence. 


(The exploration completed under the program is indicated on 


figure 3.) 


The remainder of the program was directed toward exploration 


of the Brandt vein below Ilts known ore occurrence in the Brandt shaft. 


The operator already had crosscut the vein and drifted a short dis-


tance on it. The vein, aE then exposed, was weak and contained only 


an occasional fragment of ferberite. The authorized raising to the 


bottom of the Brandt shaft was begun from the operator's northeast 


drift on the Brandt vein. The raise had been advanced on the vein 


a distance of 65 feet above the back of this drift when connection 


was made with-the bottom Of the old shaft. The raise-encountered 


commercial-grade ferberit beginning some 18 feet above the 80-foot
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level and continued in orto the bottom of the shaft The best 


ore on the vein, 6 to 8 iLches of high-grade ferberite,. occurred 25 


to 30 feet above the level. in the vicinity of its junction with a 


nearly vertical footwall em. The ore in the raise gradually 


decreased in width above his junction. The footwall split of the 


Brandt vein was mineraliz d. wheit left the raise and could be 


projected to a narrow strtcture containing traces of.mineral then 


exposed in the operator's 80-foot level crosscut.

The operator requested 


and was granted authority to apply 20 feet of the unexpended dis-


tance on sublevel drifting from the raise and the remaining 15 feet 


in exploration of the Bran ht footwali split along the 80-foot level. 


The authorized sublev 1 drift, begun at a point in the raise 


54 feet above the World 80 foot level, was advanced 27 feet south-


west from the raise. Alon the sublevel, the vein was narrow and 


barren. A 10-foot crosscut driven southeasterly from the sublevel 


did not encounter a parallel footvall structure. The crosscut and 


the advance of the sublevel beyond the authorized 20 feet was at 


the operator t s own expense.. 


An 80-foot level drifl northeasterly on the Brandt footwall 


split, which the operator had started earlier at his own expense, 


was extend.éd. an additional 15 feet under the contract. At this 


elevation, the footwall vein was very narrow but contained a streak 


of high-grade ferberite up to an inch in width. The operator
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subsequently drove a raisestope from this drift to the junction 


of the Brandt vein which xtracted all of the co mmercial-grade 


mineral above the level. The mineral on the split widened some-


what as its junction with the Brandt vein was approached.

crosscutting, which had been authorized 


under the contract, was not completed, either because conditions 


encountered as the project progressed had not warranted its comple-


tion or because the work already had been performed by the operator, 


at his own expense. A request was made and authority was granted 


to extend by an equivalent footage the 80-foot level drifts on the 


Brandt vein. The drift southwest of the crosscut was advanced 25 


feet and the drift northeast, 29 feet under the contract. To the 


southwest, the Brandt vein weakened and split up into several minor 


and barren fractures. Towards the northeast, the vein was stronger 


and contained spotty ferbrite mineralization. Near the breast of 


this drift, the vein terminated against or was cut off by a fault. 


Authorized contract work was completed December 24, 1953, and 


the project placed on a standby basis until the operator t s request 


for additional funds to c ntinue exploration of the property could 


be acted upon. The opera or requested an Increase of $35,880.00 


in the contract amount in order to exploie the Brandt and several 


other veins at depths of some 200 feet below the World 80-foot 


level by means of access from the lower levels of the adjoining 


Cross mine. While certain additional exploration may have been 


warranted, the operator's elaborate proposal could not be justifie&

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EXPENDITURES 


The total estimated cost of the program, in which the Government 


would participate 75 percent on the basis of certain agreed costs 


for units of wOrk actuall completed, was $8,200.00. The agreed unit 


cost for drifting and cro scutting was $32.00 per foot; of raising and 


sublevel drifting, $34 .00 per foot. 


The total authorized units of exploration actually completed and 


accepted under the progr, for which the operator requested reim-


bursement of his expenses on the baèis of the agreed unit prices, 


are summarized below.

The actual tonnage and grade of crude ore produced from the dis-


covery is unknown. All.of the tungsten recoverable from the discovery 


shoot, however, is represented in the 1311. 14.5 short tons of upgraded 


ore which were marketed. The upgraded product contained 155.02 short-


ton units of W03 which ve9e marketed for an average gross price of 


$214.16 per unit. Total gxLss value of the production was $3,71411.539 


The net value of the proth ction, upon which the Government royalty was 


computed, represents the gross value less certain charges deducted by 


the purchaser. Mostly, te deductions represent charges for trucking 


the ore to the mill, whick were-paid at the point of delivery by the 


purchaser. 


The royalty paid the Government on lot 776 was computed at 5 


percent of its net value. Actually, the net value on this lot per 


short dry ton Is only $10.55, and per Article 6 of the contract, the 


royalty due the Government is 4 percent of the total net value, or 
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only $8.67. The resu1ti7 overpayment is $2.17. The total royalties 


received represent a return of 2.8 percent on the Government's total 


expenditure in this proje.

The details of the roposed work, as well as the operator's 


reasons for requesting such aprogram, are outlined briefly in his 


letter of December 3, 1953, t4 the Region IV Executive Officer.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided , for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

In a letter. dated August 24, 1953, Paul H. Bennett requests that 


he be granied permission to use 54 feet of exploratory drifts and cross-


cuts, authorized under Contract Idm-E570 and as yet unused, to drift to the 


northeast and southwest on theBrandt vein. Thirty feet of the unused 


amount results from work authorized in the contract but accomplished by 


the operator before the contract was consummated; twenty-four feet results 


from crosscutting - allowed but not used in reaching the white vein.

We have now completed 96 feet of

Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 	 . 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 bydeleting as-stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

SUMMRY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Paul H. Bennett, 1825 Marine Stred, Boulder, Colorado, has applied for 


Government assistance, DMEA Docket 3001, to explore for tungsten ore in 


the World mine, Boulder County, Colorado. The property, leased from Hetzer 


Mines, Inc., is in the NW* sec. 8, T. I S., R. 72W., 6th P. M. about 2 


miles (airline) northeast of Nederland, Colorado. 


The applicant proposes to explore the mine by 300 feet of drift, 140 


feet of crosscut and 100 feet of raise on or from the 80-foot level, at 


an estimated cost of $15,508. 


The World mine Is in one of the more productive areas of the Boulder 


County tungsten district where ferberite occurs along fissure veins in 


pre-Cambrian Boulder Creek granite. Ore mined above the 40-foot level 


of the mine is reported to be valued at over $50,000. 


About 300 feet of work have been done from the bottom of the shaft, 


the 80-foot level, and several poorly defined veins have been exposed. 


Geologic conditions on the80-foot level are not sufficiently 


encouraging to justify the extensive program of exploration proposed by 


the applicant. Certain items, of proposed work are, however, believed 


warranted and a modified program of drifting, raising, and crosscutting 


is recommended. The cost of the reduced program is estimated to be $8,200, 


Government participation $6,150.

Paul H. Bennett, 1825 Marine Street, Boulder, Colorado, has applied 


for Government assistance, DMEA Docket 3001, to explore for tungsten ore 


In the World Mine, Boulder County, Colorado. The property, under lease 


from Hetzer Mines, Inc., is located about 2 miles northeast of Nederland, 


Colorado, in the NW* sec. 8, T. I S., R. 72 W., 6th P. M. 


•	 The applicant proposes to explore the mine by 300 feet of drift, 140 


feet of crosscut, and 100 feet of raise, driven on or from the 80 foot 


level. • The estimated cost of the project is $15,508. 


The mine was examined on May 20, 1953, in company with J. C. MacLach Ian, 


U. S. Geological Survey; M. H. Salsbury, U. S. Bureau of Mines; and Paul H. 


Bennett, the applicant. 


It is concluded that the property does not warrant the extensive 


program proposed by the applicant but that certain items of proposed work 


are justified. A modified program of exploration is recommended. 


GEOLOGY 


The World mine is in one of the more productive areas of the Boulder 


County tungsten district. Ferberite occurs along a series of northeast 


• striking, steeply dipping, fissures in the pre-Cambrian Boulder Creek 


granite and associated aplites and pegmatites. The principal minerals of 


the tungsten veins are ferberite and horn quartz although barite, pyrite, 


magnetite, and several clay minerals are present in some of the ore. The
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ore shoots were formed by filling of open spaces rather than by replacement 


and thus their size and locationmay be controlled by minor changes in dip 


or strike of the vein fissure. 


Ferberite ore with a value of somewhat over $50,000 is reported to 


have been mined above the 40 foot level of World mine. A few feet below 


the 40-foot level, now caved, the vein either terminates against or is cut 


off by a strong, flat-dipping fault (fig. 2). The upper part of the World 


shaft was driven on the ferberite vein, the lower part on the barren fault. 


The80-foot level of the World mine is in coarse-grained porphyritic 


granite, jointed and somewhat altered. For the first 60 feet southwest 


of the shaft, the level follows the barren fault exposed in the shaft 


below the 40-foot level. It then turns northwest and crosscuts a number 


of weak northeast-trending structures, including the Pump vein and the 


Brandt vein. The present face of the 80-foot level is in a silicified

Ore is exposed in the bottom of the Brandt shaft and is reported in 


the bottom of the now caved White shaft. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

A revised program totaling 250 feet of work is recommended, 


and a cost estimate totaling 48,209.00-'--Government participation 


75 percent, or $6,150.00--is submitted on this basis.

Information on the property was supplied by the applicant 


and by Ogden Tweto, of the Geological Survey, who is fam1r with 


the Boulder County area. 


LOCATION, TOPO(UPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The World mine is in the NJ1/4 see. 8, T. 1 5 0 R. 72 W., 


sixth principal meridian Boulder County, Colon (fig. 1), about 


2 miles northeast of Nederland,. the nearest post office. Nederland, 


a town of 300 popu1ation, Is 17 miles west of Boulder .. Cob., 


the county seat, by State highway 119, a paved, all-weather road 


now being rebuilt. 


The nearest rail connections are at Rollinsvifle, Cob., 


•	 5 miles south of Nederland, and at Boulder, Cob. 


The shaft, at an altitude of about 8,200 feet, is on the 


slope of North Boulder Creek in an area of low rounded hills and 


long ridges, dissected by a drainage network of small gulches. The 


area is sparsely forested with second-growth pine, suitable for 


small mining timbers.

40-foot level. Later work on the 80-foot level did not encounter 


ore. The present applicant has just completed 225 feet of crosscut 


on the 80-foot level which has cut two other veins, the Pump and 


the Brandt, both former producers.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS 


There are five known veins on the property developed by 


shallow shafts (fig. 2 with the geological report). All have 


reported or recorded production from ore shoots at shallow deptb. 


The known production has come from the northeast corner of the 


lease block. 


The veins all strike N. _60 0 to 700 E. and dip 750 to 550 north-


west. They are typical narrow quartz-'ferberite veins in gneissic 


or schistose granite, which occupy what Ogden Tweto describes as 


tension fractures between two major-faults. Commercial ore may 


be mined from veins as narrow as 2 to 3 inches. 


The ore shoot on the Brandt vein is known to continue below 


the bottom of the Brandt shaft. An ore shoot worked to a depth 


of 40 feet through the White shaft is reported to continue downward, 


as is one in the Ford shaft.

There are 


20 feet of drifts on the 40-foot level and 275 feet of drifts and 


crosscut on the 80-foot level. A map showing the World shaft 


workings and the relative position of the other shafts and veins 


was furnished with the loan application.

The applicant proposes the following exploration:

(B) Drift 50 feet northeast on the Brandt vein on the 80-foot 
level. 


(C) Crosscut 120 feet southeast to cut the White vein and possible 
continuation of the World vein ore shoot. 


(D) Drift southwest 50 feet on the Brandt vein.

(F) Crosscut northwest 20 feet through the fault zone in the present 
face of the crosscut.

LY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an Vexploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Reporl and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'3 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Donot 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be repciHed under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned-will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

NTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Vducher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MY-404 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work 
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the project.--The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth :in Exhibit

been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. The Government may, as it sees fit, make payments direct to the Opera-
tor's independent contractors, if any, for the account of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of units of work performed under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), upon forms provided by the Government. 
These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the Operator's invoice of units of work per-
formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the 
Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with assay-reports on samples 
taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

( b ) Final report.—Upon com_ion of the exploration work or termination We contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of 'ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 	 . 


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of. this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows:


(1) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
(2) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half ( 1/2 percent df, such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


(For instance: The .percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, would be one and one-half (1%) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3Y2) percent.) 
(b) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales, or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, these 
terms mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its .percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom,. until the royalty claim. is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid.	 - 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Oerâtor's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without- making suitable provision . for the preservation of the Government's right to a .percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the 
terms of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; or (c) if, in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the prob-
ability of making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

(A) Crosscut 10 feet through the fault zone in the present face of 
the crosscut in northwesterly direction on the 80 foot level. 
The location of this work is shown at point A, Figure 2. 


(B) Drift northeasterly 20 feet on the vein now showing at point B 
(Figure 2). With prior written approval of the.DMEA represent-
ative, 20 feet of drifting on a vein or veins intersected in 
the crosscut extension. 
(A) may be substituted for drifting at (B). 


(C) Raise a maximum of 100 feet on the Brandt vein to connect with 
the Brandt shaft. Any footage less than the 100 feet allowable 
to connect with the Brandt shaft may be expended in sublevel 
drifting at a point or points approved by the DMEA represent-
ative.
