INTRODUCTION 


James 1. McBroom, P. 0. Box 184, Neder land, Colorado, has applied to 


ti.e Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, DMEA Docket 3021, for 


assistance to explore for tungsten ore (ferberite) in the Anna C Mine. 


The applicant Is lessee of the Anna C Lode claim and the Gold Coin Lode 


claim, U. S. Mineral Survey No. 18374, Grand Island mining district, Boulder 


County, Colorado. The claims are located about I 1/3 miles (airline) 


northwest of Nederland, Colorado, in sec. II, T. I S., R. 73W., 6th P. M. 


The applicant proposes to sink the Anna C inclined shaft, which is 


now 155 feet deep, an additional 66 feet, and to drift 80 feet north along 


the Anna C vein. The cost of the project is estimated to be $9,320. 


The property was visited on May 20, 1953, in company with J. C. 


MacLachlan, U. S. Geological Survey, and M. H. Salsbury, U. S. Bureau of 


Mines. The shaft was flooded and no underground examination could be made; 


the application was discussed with the applicant. 


There appears to be little chance that the requested exploration will 



discover significant tungsten ore and denial of the application is recommended. 


GEOLOGY 


The Anna C mine is located on the western edge of the main Boulder 


County tungsten district in an area of pre-Cambrian Idaho Springs schist, 


intruded by irregular bodies of pegmatite and Boulder Creek granite.

Figure I, prepared by H. 1. Schassberger of the U S. Geological Survey, 


shows the geology of the 115-foot level of the mine, and the geology of the 


Anna C shaft above the 115-foot level. The Anna C vein occupies a shear 


zone which strikes about N. 50 E., and dips 600 E. The shear zone ranges 


from 2 to 5 feet In width and consists of broken and somewhat silicified, 


unmineralized wall rock. Ferberite and horn quartz are restricted in 


occurrence to a hanging wall and a footwall stringer which for the most 


part consist of clay gouge. The. hanging wall stringer is the most persistant. 


When present in the shear zone, ferberite and horn quartz stringers rarely 


exceed I inch in width. 


According to Schassberger, the deposition of ferberite and horn quartz 


was control led to a large extent by the intersection of the Anna C vein 


and the Northeast vein.	 The Northeast vein was not observed underground 


but is exposed in the caved shaft 155 feet northeast of the Anna C shaft


(fig. I). Granite and pegmatite wall rocks appear more favorable to ore 


deposition than does schist. 


PRODUCTION AND ORE RESERVES 


No production figures are available for the Anna C mine, but it is 


probable that the total production has been less than 1,000 units of WO3. 


No estimates of ore reserves can be given for the Anna C mine. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOENDATIONS 


Exploration, development and mining in the Anna C mine have resulted 


in the production of some tungsten ore from small stopes on the 50-foot and 


115-foot levels. An unknown amount of drifting, probably about 30 to 50 


feet, has been done on the 155-foot level, but according to the applicant 


little or no ore was produced. The ore shoots exposed to date have been

short, narrow, and low grade, and from the geological point of view, there 


is no reason to believe that exploration at greater depths will expose more 


significant ore bodies. 


The approximate location of the Anna C side line is shown on Figure I. 


This common boundary between the Anna C claim on the north and the Sunset 


No. 2 claim on the south, not owned or controlled by the applicant, limits 


exploration to the block of ground north of the shaft. Furthermore, it 


appears that the south side line of the Anna C claim passes through the 


center of the shaft on the 155-foot level and any shaft deepening would 


involve work on the Sunset No. 2 claim, not controlled by the applicant. 


For the above reasons it is recommended that the application for 


Government assistance, DMEA Docket 3021, be denied.

The subject application, D!A 3021, was investigated by a 


Region IV examining team on May 20, 1953. 


The applicant proposes to pump out and, rehabilitate the Anna C. 


shaft, 155 feet deep, and accomplish 60 feet of shaft sinking and 


80 feet of drifting, at an estimated cost of $9,320.00--Government 


participation, 75 percent or $6,990.00. 


On the basis of available infoiation on the property, the 


underground workings of which are flooded and inaccessible, denial 


of the application is recoended,. 


The applicant, James L. MeBroom, has a lease on two patented 


claims--Anna C. and Gold Coin, survey number l83714.--from the owner, 


0. B. Scott, Rye, Cob. The lease runs to March 30, 1956, with the 


•	 privilege of a two-year extension. The owner has signified his 


willingness to sign a consent to lien. 


Themine is situated 2 miles northwest of Nederland, Cob., in 


the Grand Island Mining District, sec. 11, T. 13, R. 73 W. (fig. 1). 


There are no surface improvements and, the only usable shaft is flooded 


to within 30 feet of the collar.
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The shaft is within a few feet of the south side line of the 


Anna C. claim, and. McBroom does not have a lease on the adjoining 


Sunset claim although he thought he could get one. The veins strike 


north and south and the side lines of the claims run east and. vest, 


so the available length within the Anna C. claim for drifting on the 


vein does not exceed 300 feet, all north of the shaft. 


In addition, according to a claim map which the applicant showed 


the examining team but which was not furnished, with the application, 


the Anna C. shaft is so close to-the side line of the property that 


an additional sinking operation on the inclination of the vein would 


possibly cross over into the Sunset claim unless the line of the shaft 


was changed, considered. poor procedure in an incline shaft. 


Sin 1951, a previous lessee of the property, C. U. Smith, made 


application for exploration assistance under docket DM& 2158. An 


examination was made by a Region IV examining team on November 26, 


1951. Later, Smith withdrew his application and reports were not 


prepared. A rough draft was available, however, to the present 


examiners. 


Smith proposed a somewhat more elaborate program than the 


present applicant, including a crosscut on the 115-foot level to cut 


the Sunset vein, estimated to be 75 feet in the hanging or east wall 


of the Anna C. vein. The present applicant does not consider the 


Sunset vein in his proposed. exploration program. 


The property has been known since before World War I, but no 


production is recorded before l9li2 and. that since was undoubtedly 


small and unverified..
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There is the following record of production in 1914.2_11.3 by 


Harrison Cobb, a Boulder County operator:

C. M. Smith in 1951-52 produced seven ãhipments totaling 11.2,706 


pounds which contained from 0.93 to 23.90 percent W03 and which returned 


$l,586. 14.9. The ore was mined from old workings above the 115-foot 


level. There is an unconl1irmed report of production at some earlier 


period from a-pocket of high grade found in the north drift on the 


155-foot level. 


McBroom is a competent miner who has been engaged in tungsten 


mining in Boulder County for many years. His cost estimates in the 


application are reasonable. 


All evidence on the property available to the examining team 


tends to confirm the facts that known ore occurrences on the property 


are meager and that the ore shoot north of the Anna C. shaft and 


above the 115-foot level was very small and. erratic. Presumably, 


very little ore was found in similar work on the 155-foot level, 


reported to have encountered a heavy flow of water which discouraged 


further exploration. 


There is no basis for assuming that deeper exploration would 


encounter any better or larger ore bodies or contribute to tungsten 


reserves materially.

In addition, the limited property rights would not permit 


exploration south of the shaft under ,a Government assisted project. 


These facts are considered a sufficient reason to recommend 


denial of the application fr Government assistance.

The La Florecita Mining Company of Salt Lake' City, Uta.h, has applied 


(Docket 3028) to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for a

Because of the lenticularity of the Shinarump in this 'area, it may 


be missing below the site of the proposed shaft. 


ORE DEPOSIIS 


Most of the ore at the Oyler mine is in a clay layer, that averages 


about 1 foot 'in thickness, at the base , of the Shinarump conglomerate... 


Sandstone overlying the clay i5 not mineralized. Spot8 in the upper 1, to 


2 'feet of the underlying Moenkopi formation are mineralized. The Shinarump. 


•	 sediments at the mine' have filled a charinel that was cut into the Moen4copi. 


beds. The channel trends. in a northerly direction. 


On the Oyler Tunnel Tract south of the mine, slightly mineralized 


rock is exposed at several places along the Moenkopi-Shiria.rump 'contact. 


Meta-torbernite forms thin coatings chiefly along bedding planes in the 


upper siltetone of 'the Moenkopi and the basal clay of the Shinarump, ,but 


none of this rock is believed to be of minable grade in a minable thick-


ness. On an isolated outcrop, one margin of a channel is exposed,. and 


it probably is a southward extension of the Cyler channel. No channel-


filling sedimer4ts have been observed elsewhere in the immediate vicinity.

•	 !JONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATION 


In the vicinity of the La Florecita Exploration Tract, the Shinarump 


conglomerate is known to contain uranium-bearing rock of ore grade only 


in the Cyler mine, where the ore is in the basal beds of the formation 


where it fills a channel cut into the underlying Moenkopi formation. 


It is assumed that such a geologic environment is the favorable one for 


uranium deposits in this area. 


As the Shinarump is present along only a relatively small part of 


the outcrops in the area' (see attached map), and as it forms. channel fills 


along only a small part of the outcrops where the formation is. present, 


the chance of the proposed shaft cutting an ore body is slight. For this 


reason, it is recommended that the application be denied. . Furthermore, 


the proposed shaft might be more appropriately considered development 


work than exploration. With good core recovery, a diamond-drill hole 


would yield nearly as much information as the haft and would cost 


much less.

The applicant proposes to explore for tungsten ore (ferberite) 
.	 by sinklng.the Anna C inclined shaft an additional 66 feet, and drifting 


80 feet northward along the Anna C vein at an estimated cost of $9,320. 


Flooding made an examination of the underground workings 
impossible, but from discussions with the applicant and a study of avail-
able geologic data, it is concluded that the requested exploration will not 
result in the discovery of significant tungsten ore. The position of side 
line of the Anna C claim limits exploration or the Anna C vein to the 
block of ground north of the shaft and may prohibit deepening the shaft. 
Harshman, therefore, recommends that the loan be denied. 


I concur in this recommendation.
