The cost of the exploration was $2,886.95, of which the
Govermment's share was $2,598.56. The geologist and engineer
examiners estimate an inferred reserve of 2700 tons of 0.53 per-
cent ThOp. No monetary value has been placed on the ore because
there is no established market price for thorium at this time.
However, because thorium ore may become a source of fissionable
material, certification of discovery has been recommended by the
Field Team., I concur in that recommendation and in the recom-
mendation that no additional exploration is warranted at this
time, because the strategic significancé of thorium has not been

INTRODUCTION

and Pete Cowan was éigned on January 4, 1954, lTlauThorized exploration
for thorium ore on The Anfrim.and G. ¥.

The apbroved program included clearing of an access road, 10
feet of shaft deepening, 20 feet of crosscut, and 125 jjneal feet of trench
at a total cost of $2,888 (Govennment participation $2,599.20). By
amendment of The con+racf, the crosscutting was increésed from:ZO to 30.5
feeTﬁand trenching reduced from 125 to 89 feet, at no change in the total
cost. The program was sfarfed in February and completed jn Apr?l 1954,

A small reserve of Thoriﬁm ore is indicafed by the exploratfion
accompl ished under the ;on%racf. The market for thorium ores is not Rnowh
and the recommendafion for cerTifjéaTion of a discovery is based enTirelylb

on a possible future use of thorium ore as.a source of fissionable material.
GEOLOGY AND EXPLORATION

The Antrim and G. W. Lode ¢laims are in an area underlain by
-pre—Cambrain metamorphic rocks'éf both sedimentary and igngous_origin
including gneisses, schists, migmatites, and gneissic grani?e;._ Younger
intrusive rocks include syenites and rhyolites, in small stocks, blugs,
and dikes. These rocks have been distarbed by several periods of folding
and faulTing;

along a sheared zone in hornblende-plagioclase gneiss, 5io+i+e~quar+z—

Exploration on the Anfrim;and G. W. lode claims is sufficient
to indicate a small reserve of thorium-bearing ore but it is insufficiont
to permit a detailed evaluation of the ore reserves. |t @pears That fhhe

CONCLUS IONS AND RECOMMENDAT |ONS

I+ is concluded that a small reserge of thor ium-bearing ore
has been dfscovered on the Antrim and G, W. lode claims by exploration
pursued under contract |dm-E653, DMEA Docket 3078. querred ore reserves
are estimated at 2700 tons conTaiﬁing 0.53% ThO, and'insignificanf
amounts of U30g. Although the shear zone coh+aining the ore was not
located northwest of the shaft, it may well continue 'in that direction

in which case the ore reserve estimates may prove to be low.

Data on the strategic imporTance,_price, and markest for
Thorium ore are not available, and an apprajsal of the economic
importance of this small deposit is difficult, However, because Qf
the possible use of thorium ore as a source of fissionable material,
certification is a discovery is recomménded.

SUMMARY AND INTRODUCTION

In June 1953, George D. Schweigert, 780 Magnolia Street,
Denver 20,'0010;, applied for a‘Defense Minerals Eiploration\Administra-
tion loen of $3,000.00 to exploré for thorium a vein believed to outcrop
on the Antrim‘and G. W. lode claims in the Herdscrabble mining distriect,
Custer County, Colo. | | |

The property was examined on August 4-5, 1953, by & DMEA
examining team and a slightly revised exploration program apprbved at
a recommended cost of $2,890.00. In the revision, limited underground
work was substituted fﬁr part of the trenching proposed by the applicants.

Pfocessing of the application was delayed pending & DMEA policy
decision on thorium expldration. On January 4, 1954, a short-form contract,
Idm-E653, was signed, after the appliéants had furnished a satisfactory
survey of the property. The contract called for an expenditure of $2,888.00--
Government participation 90 percent, or $2,599.20, for an access roéd, 125
feet of trenching, 10 feet of shaftvsinking, and 20 feet of crosscutting from
the shaft.

The contract was made out to Schweigert and to Pete Cowan, of

Westcliffe; Colo., an associate, who was not listed in the original
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application but who was to supervise the project. Permission was requested
to delay the start qf the work until spriné, but before a request for the
necessary amendment wes submitted, the contractors decided to commence
operations immediately, in view of the unusually open winter.

Work was started on February 15, 1954, after a Bureau of Mines
engineer had established starting points for the trenches and shafi.

Explorationlyas completed satisfactorily by April 30, 195k,
including exttra work?gzlled for in the contract for which the operators
did not claim or receive reimbursement.

_ As a result of the exploration, it was concluded that thorium
minerals occur in small lenses and stringers in and adjacent to fractures
in a silicified shear zone. On surface, radiometric readings indieatéd
mineralization over a width of as much as 30 feet but sampling and exam-
ination of thorium-bearing material did not show & maximum width of more
than h;5 feet, and it was concluded that the extent of radioactivity at
surface was not a good index of the true vein width., Continuity of mineral-

ization along the vein was not proven, but it was indicated that continuous
mineralization extends along & length of at least 200 feet. Depth of

mineralization was not established.

A combined progress and final examination was made on May 6, 1954,

after the work was completed.

A Certification of Discovery or Development for the project is

recommended on the assumption that the futﬁre demand for thorium will make

this deposit economically important.
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The contractors submitted a final report to the Executive Officer,
DMEA Region IV Field Team which was considered acceptable.
A Report of‘Review was submitted by the Contract Administration

and Audit Division on May 1li, 1954, and final payment to the contractor was

recommended.

LOCATIONS AND OWNERSHIP

The G. W. lode claim, Survey No. 16533A, and the Antrim lode
claim, Sur&ey No. 16141, are located in secs. 9 and 10, T. 22 S., R. T1 W.,
Hardscrabble mining district, Custer County, Colo. (figs; 1l and 2). The
region, at an altitude of 9,000 feet in the Rosita ﬁills, is 9 miles east
of Westcliffe, Colo., and 35 miles southwest of Fldrence, Colo. It is
easily accessible over graveled Colorado State Highway 96 and surfaced
Colorado State Highway 69. The area is 35 mileé from the:nearest rail-
road at Texas Creek,_Colo.,.én the Denver and Rio Grande Western Rgilroad
and is served by scheduled truck trénsportation from Denver and Pueblo,

Colo., where stocks of mining supplies and equipment ére maintained. Mining

timber can be obtained locally.
There are no purchasing depots or treatment plants for thorium

ores in Colorado. The Lindsay Chemical Company of Chicago, Illinois, has
acted as & buying agentufor thorium for the Atomic Energy Coﬁmi&ﬁmn but

is not purchasing ore at the present time, so far as is known.

The G. W. and Antrim lode claims are owned by the applicants who
have a treésurér's deed. The property had reverped to Custer County for
delinquent taxes. During the examination mede to investigate the loan
application, an ﬁnsﬁccessful effort was made to locate the claim corners

and establish the position of the radioactive outerop in relation to the
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claims. Later the applicants had the property surveyed and the location

of the oufcrop established within the claim boundaries, satisfying the

Government requirements.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The G. W. gnd Ahtfim lodélclaims'ére part of a scattered group
of claims ﬁatented in 1903 by the Grand Rapids Gold Mininé Company. A
small amount of exploration by trenching and shallow underground workings
was done in an effort to develop a gold mine but no commercial deposits
were found and eventually the claims reverted to the county for taxes.

The ground immediately surrounding the two claims is grazing land, held
under agricultural patents.

In 1952 and 1953, the Geological Survey conducted investigations
in the Custer County ares, acting farthe Atomic Energy Commissiom, to
dgiermine the potential of the region as a source of thorium. The immediate
area surrounding the G. W. and Antrim lode claims was included in the
program. The mapping party had not covered the vicinity of the G. W. and
Antrim lodé elaims at the time of the DMEA examination, but survey peraonnel
furnished valuable information and topégraphical maps to the examining team
from reconnissance work already completed. The project has been continued
by the Survey in 1954 without Atomic Energy Commission participation.

Cowan and Schweigert discovered the radiocactivity on the property

while prospecting in 1952.
No mineral production has come from the claims or from any property

in the immediate vicinity.





DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

The G. W. and Antrim lode claims are located end to end with
the side lines‘bearing northwest and southeast approximately parallel to
the thorium-bearing outcrop which strikes N. 50° to 57° W. and extends
the length of the claims near the southwest side liﬁes (figs. 2 and 3).
The strike was determined by tracing radiocactivity with a Geiger counﬁer
and by a.line of old prcspect pits and tunnel dumps marking early day work-
ings, now caved, which were driven on the same mineralized zone.

Two veins in place have been definitely exposed in one trench
and one vein in the shaft. In the trench, the dip of the veins is 80

degrees southwest but the oné in the shaft appears to have a dip of TO

degrees northeast. The position of the vein is further indicated by

radioactivity of floét in two old pits and two other trenches which were
not excavated deep enough to reach bedrock. The relative positions of
the various vein exposures indicate either that the strike is highly
variable, or that the several exposures are not all on the same vein,
Tﬁere are definitely two veins in trench T-1, and variations in dip and
ﬁosition of other exposures indicate strohgly that there may be more than
one vein elsevhere.

On surface there is substantial radiocactivity in a zone up to
30 feet wide, starting near the‘common endline of the>two claims; and

extending northwesterly down the hill, disappearing under an alluvial fan

at the northwest end of the G. W. lode claim., Radioactivity decreases and

fades out completely southeasterly on the Antrim lode claim. Strong radio-

activity can be noted along & strike length of 500 feet and work under the

exploration project was concentrated in this area. The actual width of
the veins in place, where seen, is narrow compared with the wide zone
of mineralization at surface. It is concluded that the width of radio-
activitj gt surface is caused b& dispersal of vein matter in the over-
burden and is not a good index of the true Qein width.

The thorium-bearing material is a red to reddish-yellow jasperoid
rock in a éhear zone up to 20 feet or more in width. The red rock appears
to be associated with higher radioﬁctivity than the yeilow. The thorium
mineral present has been tentatively identified by tﬁe<Geological’Survey
as thorite or hydrothorite. A. T. Sweét, of the metallurgical field office
of the Bureau of Mines at Denver'Federa.l Centér confirms this identification.
The rock, when freshly broken, gives'off a distinct unpleasant odor which
Sweet states is caused by phosphorus compounds conteined. A pocket spec-
troscope shows a fine brown line in a red band, indicating the presence of
other rare earths of the cerium group. The gangue rock was at first iggn-
tified as syenite of which there are a number of known dikes in the area.
Fur@?er study by tﬁe Geological Survey did not substantiate this, and E. N.
Harshman, the Survey participant in the final examination, reﬁirs to the
*gangue as silicified country rock. The wall rock consists of several types
of gneissiec rock of the regional pre-Cambrian complex.

Paralleling the thorium vein on the northeast or footwall side,
and separated from the vein by several feet of country rock, is a rhyolite
dike. This can be seen in a trench and pits at the crest of the hill. In
the shaft workings a rhyolite dike about 6 feet wide was cut *16 feet south-

west of the vein in the shaft. The exposures in the shaft and those further

northeast at surface are not necéssarily the same dike. The rhyolite is
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tentatively assigned to a later period of mineralization than the thorium.

WORK COMPIETED UNDER CONTRACT

The contract called for the followiﬁg eiploraxion as listed in

Exhibit A:

Government participation, 90 percent or $2,599.20

Exploration by shaft and crosscut was substituted for part of
the trenching as proposed oriéinally because it was probable that the
depth to bedrock at some points might be too great for successful explora-
tion by trenching. This proved to be the case except at the crest of the
hill.

During the course of the work two amendments which were requested
by the applicants and recommended for approval by a DMEA examihing team,
were authorized as follows: |

(i) Amendment No. 1, dated March 10, 1954, permitted a change
from crosécutting 10 feet each way at the bottom of the shaft to cross-
cutting a total of 20 feet either way.

(2) Amendmént No. 2, dated April 13, 1954, permitted substitu-
tion of 16.5.feet of additional crosscutting for 36 feet of trenching,
at no increase in total cost of the Qroject. This change was logical
because no more trenching was considered_adviséble after it was found

that most of the bedrock surface was too deeply buried.
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Amendment No. 1 was requested because it became apparent, after
5.5 feet of crosscutting had been done northeast, that there was probably
no further mineralization in that direction, and it was desirable to
expend all the remaining authorized footage in crosscutting_southwést.

Amendment No. 2 vas reqﬁested because, at the completioﬁ of 20
feet of crosscutting authorized originally, a rhyolite dike had been cut
southwest of the shaft, but no vein, and it was believed that additional
crosscutting might expose a vein lying on the southwest side of the dike,
| similar to the relati&e position of dike and vein in trench T-l and pit
P-1. However, no vein was found in an additional 11 feet of.orosscut.

Using the foregoing figures and a tonmage factor of 12, a block
of ore 200 feet long, 50 feet deep, and 3.25 feet wide is inferred for a
total of 2,709¥ﬁons of ore witﬁ an average comtent of 0.53 percent ThOp.
No dollar value is assigned. This inferred ore reserve is tentativé, and
would be affected by factors aé yet unknown, such as the possibility of
the occurrence of overlapping stringers in the shear zone, instead of one
vein, or the presence of barren sections along the vein or veins. Table 1
lists the samples taken during the operation of the project and shoﬁs the
‘computation of ore reserves. Sample locations are shown on figure 3.
Sampling was supplemented by radiocactive measurements with a Geiger counter.

The presence of uranium in the samples 1s not necessarily signi-

ficant becéuse many granite-type rocks contain small amounts of uranium and

thorium.

CONCLUSIONS
It is concluded that a definite small occurrence.of thorium has
been discoﬁered as a result of the Governmént-assisted exploration. It
is not mineable at the present time, but may becomé of economic imporiancé
at some time in the future, depending on a greater demand for the mineral.

- The contractors carried out the work efficiently and the excel-
lence of wérkmanship exhibited is commendsable.

RECOMMENDATICNS
(1) Additional exploratién'does not appear to be warranted at
this time; either privately or with Government assistancé. Further
'dévelopment>of the deposit should await establishment of ore-treatment
facilities and a more definite market. A decision on the economic worth
of the deposit would have to be based on the price to be paid for thorium,

of mining, shipping, and treatment costs, as well as better definition

of ore reserves, based on additional development.

(2) It is recommended that a Certification of Discovery or

Developmeﬁt be made and that any ore produced from the'property be
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subject to Government royalty in écéordance with Article 6 of the
contract.

(3) Production is not economically feasible at this time.
The price of thorium nitrate, the form in which thorium is marketed,
is variously given as $2.50 to $4.00 a pound. There ié no established
market price. Mr. Tom‘of the Lindsay Chemical dpmpany is authority
for this price rangé, but he céuld not.qpote a firm price. The value
of an ore averaging 0.5 percent Th02 would be too low to maké a
mining operation dn a small depoéiﬁ economically feésible at this
price level, particularly as it would have to be shipped to Chicago,

Illinois, and processed at a probable high cost.

The Field Team Report recommending exploration on the
property identified above has been reviewed. A contract for the
work has been signed in Region IV and is in effect.

The Fiéld Team recommended trenching to expose the full
width of a thorium-bearing vein in several places at an estimated
total cost of $2,888.

Investigation of the property and analysis of the samples
collected show that the ThO2 content ranges from 0.32 percent to
4.90 percent over widths adequate for mining. The thorium-bearing
material occurs for at least a thousand feet along a more extensive
shear zone but appears to be richest in the northwestern 500 feet
of the presently known length. The proposéd trenching and pitting
would furnish more conclusive information on the probable continuity,
width, and distribution of the thorium-bearing materials at a rela-
tively low cost.

I concur in the Field Team's recommendation that the
property be explored in the manner set forth in the report.

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INTRODUCT{ON

George Schweigerf, 780 Magnolia Street, Denver, Coloradc, has
applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Adminiéfrafion, DMEA Docket
3078, for a loaﬁ of $3,000.00 to explore.for uranium and thorium dh the
Antrim and the G. W. Lode claims, Hardscrable Mining District, Custer
County, Colorado. The contiguous pafenfed claims are 8 miles'(airline)
east of Westclitfe, Colorado, in sections 9 and 10, T. 22 S., R. 71 .,
6th P.M. The applicant and his partner, Pete Cowan,‘of Westcliffe,
Colorado, 6bTained the two claims by tax deed from the Treasurer of
Custer County. The property is readily accessible, lyiﬁg about 1/4
mile west of STa%é Highway No. 96.

Exploration proposed by the applicant consists of several open
cuts 10 to I5 feet deep, with a combined tength of 100 feet or more, and
such other excavation as may be deemed advisable as exploration progresses.

The property was examined on July 2, 1953, in company with Robert

A. Pearson; U. S. Geological Survey, and the applicant.
GEOLOGY

Thé thorite deposit is. along a shear zone in pre-Cambrian gneiss
and granifé. The zone sirikes N. 550 - 600 W., and appears to be vertical.
Due to slope wésh, overburden, and |imited exposures, the actual length
and widTh of the deposit could not be determined at +he time of Tge
examination. |t has a known length of about 1000 feef;‘dying out to the

east and passing under overburden to the west. Observed widths were as -

much as 3 to 4 feet. The presence of considerable radioactive float in





the overburden made it impossible to éx+end the Qbseryed Ieﬁgfh or
width by means of the counter. The shear zone appears To.ée associated
with a pre-mineral syenite dike and to be occupied by a posT—mineral'
rhyolite dike. The rhyolite dike has been intruded along the walls,
either hanging oE foot, of the shear zone.

The ore is similar to that found in other Wet Mountain deposits,
consisfing‘of red to yeliow, iron stained quartz and silicified country
rock. No thorite could be definitely identified in the hand specimen;
it is assumed fto be present because of the similarity of this ore to
that in nearby deposits, and because of its high rédioacfiviTy.

A preliminary radiometric survey indicates that the eastern
500 teet of the deposit is considerably lower in grade than the wesTgrn

500 feet. The decrease in radioactivity toward the east appears to be

CONCLUS IONS AND RECOMMENDAT IONS

The thorite deposj? on the Antrim and G. W. Lode claims is
considered'one of The better small deposits in the WeT'MounTain area.
The present uncertainties of milling, marketing, and price made definite
Fecommendafions somewhat open fo question. However, since this deposit

" believed to be justified.

The pfogram requested by the applicant is not specific as to
location of the proposed work or the exact character of the exploration.

INTRODUCTION

The GW and Antrim lode claims were examined on August 4 and
5, 1953, by a Bureau of Mines engineer for the Defense Minerals Explora-
tion Administration. The property had been previously examined by a
Geological Survey représentative. ThevBureau of Mines examiner was
accompanied by.Pete Cowan of Wesfcliffe, Colo., one of the owners. The
information in a loah application by George D. Schweigert for exploration
assistance (DMEA 3078) at an estimated cost of $3,000.00--Government
participation 90 percént, or $2,700.00--was verified. The prorosal
called for 100 feet of trenching to determine the limits of a deposit
of thorium orevindicated by radioagtivity noted in and éround gseveral

shallow pits which had been dug many years before.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS
Data have been obtained by pefsonal observation, from Pete
Cowan, froﬁ the appiicant, and by consultation with the field party of
the Geological Survey currently engaged in mapping the thorium-bearing

area in which the applicant's property is located.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

Tﬁe.GW lode‘claim, survey“nuﬁbef 155§3A; and the Antrim lode

claim,.sur&ey number 16141, are located in secs. 9 and 10, T. 22 S.,





R. Tl W., Bardscrabble Mining District, Custer County, Colo. (fig. 1).

The region, at an altitude of 9;000 feet, is in the hills to
the east of the towns of Westcliffe and Silver Cliff, Colo.

The summer climate is cool with moderate rainfall, and winters
are moderafe to severe with precipitation varying widely from year to
year. Year-around operation is feasible.

The area is covered by a drainage network of narrow, steep-
walled guléhes with ridges and rounded hills 300 to 500 feet gbove the
floors of the gulches. There is no stream flow except during the spring
runoff or after rains.

The property is just north of Tyndall Gulch, on Colorado State
Highway 96, é good gravelled road, 9 miles east of Westcliffe and 35
miles southwest of Florence. Florence is on the main line of the Denver
and Rio Grande Western Railroad. Texas Creek, also on the railroad, is
about the same distance northwest over State Highways 96 and 69. The
area is served by trucklines connecting with ?ueblo and Denver.

Therevare no treatment plants or purchasing depots for thorium-
bearing ores in the region at the present time. The Lindsey Chemical
Company, of Chicago, Ill., has provided a market for éuch ores in the
past. The future market will probably depend on the policy of the Atomic
Energy Commission in regard to the need for and purchase of thorium. No
information on these matters is available to the examining team.

A very limited stock of mining supplies is carried in Westcliffe.
Most mining needs must be-filled from Pueblo or Denver, 50 and 175 miles

away, respectively. A timber supply adequate for exploration needs can
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be cut from sparse growth on and near the property. Further needs can
be met by timbercuttérs in neérby areas.
Power lines of the Southern Colorado Power Company are within
1-1/2 miles of the claims.
" There is no water supply nearby, but the applicant believes
water could be developed by boring in aﬁ alluvial fan at the north -

end of the property.

Iabor and Living Conditions

A limitedmsupply qf“experienced mine labor is available in
the area. The standard wage rate for miners is.$l.35 per hour for a
L4O-hour week,'with‘time and one-half for over 40 hours. vThere are no
housing facilities at the property. Housing is available in Westcliffe

and Silver Cliff.

HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

The GW and Antrim'iodé‘cléims are part of a group of claims

- patented in 1903 by the Grand Rapids Gold Mining Company which was

organized to explore them. Gold was not discovered in commercial quan-
tities and the claims were allowed to revert to Custer County for taxes.
No mining was done until the present applicant and his partner, Pete
Cowap, acquired the two claims from the county in 1951, after examination
with a Geiger counter disclosed the presence of radiocactivity around the
0ld workings. Analyses made for the applicant showed the presence of
thorium and rare earths. He quotes a Geologiéal Survey. analysis on

May 9, 1952, showing "radioactivity equivalent to 1.0 percent uranium.”





There has been no mineral production from the applicant's
claims or ény others in the vicinity.

George D. Schweigért, the applicant, 780 Magnolia Street,
Denver, and Pete Cowan, Westcliffe, Colo., have a treasurer's deed
to the GW and Antrim lode claims which lie end to end covering the
vein outcrop (fig. 2). The Treasurer of Custer County stated that
all taxes are paid. SchWeigért stated that Cowan will be associated
with him in.the venture although not listed as an applicant.

The five other claims in the immediate area, also patented
in 1903, afe not contiéuous with the applicant's ground which is
surrounded by open grazing land or land held under agricultural patents.
The claims have not been surveyed in recent years, claim corners are
missing, or unidentified, and the claims were mapped by the Bureau of
Mines engineer by plotting the patent descriptions obtained from the
Custer Couhty courthouse on a working topographical sheet supplied by
the Geological Survey party. Section lines, not on the Survey mép{
were plotted by transferring them from the Forest Service map of the
Canon City Quadrangle. The plotted locations of the line of pits
marking the vein outcrop; as shown on the topographical map and based
on an aerial survey, are very close .to the southwest sideline of the
claims. Because of the small scale of the Forest Service map from
which land boundaries were obtained, there is a possibility of error
in the plotted position of the ciaims as shown on figure 2. While it
is reasonable to assume that the claims were located originélly to
cover the outcrop, it would be necessary for protection of fhe Govern-

ment's interest, to have a survey made to verify this. However, it need
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not be done unless approval of an exploration loan is assured and a

contract'made.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

The thorium-bearing outcrop on the GW and Antrim lode claims
appears to be a vertiéal vein in a shear zone in gneissic rock of the
regional pre-Cambrian complex. The line of pits which marks the out-
crop indicates a strike from N. 50° W. to N. 57° W. The vein matter
has the appearance of jasper in a gangue of fine grouhd rock identified
tentatlvely by Geological Survey personnel as syenlte, occurrlng as a
dike. The rock has a distinctive red color and is similar to known
dikes elsewhere in the area. Just north of the property, a rhyolitic
plug is exposed, and, in two pits on the outcrop, rhyolite is showing,
probably in the form of a dike parallel to the syenite and the thorium-
bearing vein. The rhyolite is presumed to be posfmineral with little
or no cdnnectioﬁ to ore deposition.

" No thorium minerals are visible in the vein matter. The
presence of the element is shown by'fadioactiVity which is all attrib-
utable to thorium, there being no appreciable known uranium in the
region, according to the Geological Survey's investigations.

The strongest rédioacfivity is noted from the crest of the
hill near the common endline of the two claims, extending northwesterly
down the hill, disappeafing under an alluvial fan at the northwest end
of the GW claim. The mineralization is strong for a length of somé
500 feet on the oufcrop, most of it on the GW claim, partigularly in
the vicinity of pit number 2 (fig. 2). On the Antrim claim, it appeérs

The syenitic gangue shows appreciable radicactivity without
any vein métter being visible, and even the gneissic wall rock shows
a reaction on the counter above the usual background count. The
presence bf fragments of Syenite and vein'matter in the overbﬁrden
makes it impossible to define the width and length of the deposit by
use of the counter. 1In the vicinity of the best exposure, there is a
reaction for 20 feet on either side of the testlpit.~ Wherever the
distinctive red syenite can be found in the wash, radicactivity can
be detected. This serves to mask the true dimensions. In the pit

ORE RESERVES
The property has no known ore reserves. There is a
pdssible pdtential of perhaﬁs 30,000 tons of inferred ore containing
0.5 to 1.0 percent ThOo in a roughly estimated block 500 feet long by
3 feet wide by 100 feet deep. Five samples were taken by fhe Geological
ASurvey representative with results as shown below. All analyses were
made by radiometric means in the Geological Survey laboratory at Denver

Federal Center.

One additional chip sample across 3.5 feet of vein matter
in pit number 2 was taken by the Bureau of Mines engineer for assay,
in addition to the field determinations made with a Geiger counter.
The sample for assay, number MHS 26, is listed below the Geological

Survey samples. No determination of the rare earth content was made.

PRESENT STATUS

Exploration and Development

The property has been deveioped by four pits and two tunnels
or cuts. The important pits are designated pit number 1 and 2. The
other pits‘are partly filled in and the tunnels or cuts are caved'

(fig. 2). There are no development openings on adjoining ground.

Mining and Milling Equipment and Other Facilities

There are no buildings or mining or miliing equipment on
the properfy.

extent of the deposit but would serve to determine if it is worth
further exploration.

The shear zone, in which the vein occurs, appears to have
been weathered to a greater depth than the gneissic rock on either
side. It is marked by a favine which was later partly filled.
Consequéntly, the overburden over sections of the outcrop is quite
deep. This is true around pit number 2. The vein exposed in this
pit is shattered but appears to be in place. So much material would
have to be moved in further exploration here by trenching that contin-
uing the pit to solid and driving two short crosscuts is recommended
instead. Three trenches, in addition, are recommended. Bulldbzing
was considered for stripping the overburden but the only place it

appears feasible is near pit number 1, where 4 hours of bulldozing is

provided for in the estimate. o

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-10,—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aEex}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. .

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MTF-200 (Reviséd February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
gervices incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). '

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

Preparation of Form MF-1 04A——Operator s Unit Cost a'nd Progress Report. —Apphcable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: ‘“‘Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and ‘“New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Tota.]
Costs To Date’.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs . may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, ete.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘“A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided.for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Preparation of Form M F—104A—0perator s Unit Cost and Progress Report —-Apphcable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to disfribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three itéms the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, ‘“Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF—104 This is also true of the “Total
« Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently -to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”’, and ‘“New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DM EA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

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(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. .

(¢) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator’s reports are insufficient
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the

(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and
an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and: preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion
of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations.

ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without .making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the:payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contraect, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance.
