5. Comments and Results: 


Drifting progress was slower than anticipated, averaging 
less than 50 feet per month. 


The uranium-vanadium deposits of the area are in the 
upper part of the Entrada sandstone, from 1 to 14 feet below 
the c ontact with the overlying Pony Express limestone member 
of the Wanakah formation. They occur as irregularly spaced 
rolls, lenses and pods, which range fran a few inches to 
14 feet thick and from 1 to 15 feet long. Average thickness 
is about•8 inches. The largest deposit encountered in the 
adit was about 2 feet thick and extended for about 15 feet 
al ong the adit walls, but the material was not of ore grade. 
Elsewhere in the adit the ore horizon contained only narrow 
stringers or small thin pods of mineralized material. 
Mineralization consists mostly of vanadium, with minor 
amounts of uranium. Of 70 samples taken by the Operator 
at 5-foot intervals along the drift, only two assayed 
0.20% UO1 or better. One was taken over a width of .75 
feet an he other was a grab sample. . good portion of 
the samples were grab samples, the assays of which ranged 
from a trace to 0.18% U308. Channel samples taken across 
mineralized sections ranged in width from 0.7 to 5 feet and 
the assays were usually of the order of 0.01 and 0.02% UO8. 
Five channel samples taken by the field examiners along -, 
the adit ranged from 0.5 to 2.0 feet in width, arid only one 
was of ore grade (0.20% U308 and 2.21% 11205). 


It is concluded that the deposits exposed by this 
exploration project are too small and too low grade to be 
of significance. A certification of discovery is not 
warranted. There is no geologic reason to assume that a

The object of this project was to e1Qre the Good Hope No. 1 


and No. 2 claims for roscoelite-'type uranium-vanadium deposits by extending 


the existing Minoletti adlt 350 feet westerly. The contract called for 


an expenditure of $10,500.00 with Government participation of 75 percent. 


Exploration under the contract started on November 1, 19511., and 


the 350 feet of drift allowed under the, contract was completed in July1955. 


The operator also sampled the drift at 5-foot intervals and submitted the 


vanadium and uranium analyses for 70 samples. 


Total cost of exploration ia $10,500.00, and Government parti-. 


cipation of 75 percent is $7,875.00. 


Two requests for additional exploration assistance in the amounts 


of $1100,000.00 and $71,568.00 were recommended for_denial. 


Exploration under DThA has exposed sandstone containing definite 


but small and sporadic occurrences of vanadium with only very minor amounts 


of uranium. The deposit cannot be ' considered as a significant source of 


uranium ore.
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No further exploration with DMEA participation is recommended, 


and no Certification of Discovery is recommended. 


LOCATION OF THE PROPERTY 


The Good Hope group of claims, Nov. 1, 2, ii, 5 and 7 to 19 are 


in an unsurveyed area of the San Juan National Forest, T. 36 N., R. 10 E., 


New Mexico principal meridian, LaPlata County, Colorado (figs. 1 and 2). 


The claims are along the south fork of Lightner Creek at altitudes ranging 


from 8,000 to 9,000 feet. The property is reached from Durango, Colorado, 


by driving 3 miles west over U. S. Highway 160, thence 6 miles north over 


a dirt county road, thence 3 miles northwest over a rough access road to 


the southeast corner of the claims. The terrain is rugged, with steep, 


forested slopes.

HISTORY P21D PRODUCTION 


The operator claims that about 1,000 tons of vanadium ore, averaging 


2.85 percent V205 was produced from the property during World War II. At 


that time no payment was made for uranium, and no records are available to 


establish the uranium content of the ore. 


The property was examined by a Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines 


team on June 16, 19511., for the Defense Minerals Exploration .Administration and 


a contract IdmE7O6 was activated on Dec. 17, 19514. 


On Dec. 17, 195)4, San Juan Uranium Corporation requested that the 
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contract be amended to provide for a much larger program. The operator 


proposed to drive three 5 by 7foot adits on the Good Hope No. 3, Good 


Hope No • 9 and Nevada No • ii. claims for a total length of 2,172 feet, 


starting from rimrock locations. In addition, it proposed to core drill 


)A,975 feet of holes 60 to 600 feet deep. Total cost of this additional 


program was estimated at about $11.00,000.00. The property was again ex-


amined for DMEA on July 19, 1955, arid the operator's request was denied. 


•	 On May 26, 1955, San Juan Uranium Corporation again requested 


consideration of additional exploration assistance in the amount of 


$71,568 .00, to extend the Minoletti adit 300 feet, and to drive three 


500-foot adits from rimrock locations to explore the Good Hope No. 3, 


Nevada No. 3 and Atom No. 3 claims. The property was examined again 


on May 9, 1956. At this time the property had been repossessed by the 


owners through default on the part of San Juan Uranium Corp. This request 


was also recommended for denial. In the last two requests the Good Hope 


No. 3, Nevada Nos. 3 and 14 and Atom No. 3 claims were subordinated under 


the proposed amendments. 


GEOLOGY JU]D ORE DEPOSITS 


The geology and ore deposits of the La Plata Mountains are 


described by Edwin B. Eckel (19 11.9). in the U. S. Geological Survey Pro-


fessional Paper 219 • The following summary of the regional geologic 


setting is taken largely from that publication • 


The La Plata Mountains are composed of sedimentary rocks, 


ranging in age from Pennsylvanian to Cretaceous, and sills, stocks, and 


dikes of porphyritic and non-porphyritic Igneous rocks of late Cretaceous 


or early Tertiary age.
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The major structural feature is a domal uplift of the sedi.. 


mentary rocks • The dome is about 15 miles in diameter and is iartly 


bounded by a horseshoe-shaped hinge fold, open toward the south and 


encircling the central part of the mountains. Major and minor faults 


have broken the sediments, particularly along the hinge line and along 


the north and northeast edge of the dome. The maximum uplift of the 


sediments is about 6,000 feet. Eckel concludes that doming was caused 


in part by intrusion of the many sills now exposed in the area and in 


part by folding in the basement rocks. 


The Goodhope group of claims is in an area of gently-dipping 


sedimentary rocks on the southern flank of the La Plata Mountains. 


Erosion has exposed a thick section of sandstone, limestone, mudatone, 


and shale. Progressively from the bottom upward the formations are: 


the Delores formations of Triassic age, consisting of 14.00 to 500 feet of 


red shale and mudstones; the Entrada sandstone of upper Jurassic age 


80 to 100 feet. thick; the Wanakah formation of upper Jurassic age, consisting 


of 20 to 25 feet of limestone (Pony Express member) overlain by 100 to 


125 feet of sandstone and marl; and the Junction Creek sandstones of upper 


Jurassic age, 200 to 300 feet thick. 


No major faults or folds were recognized in the immediate vicinity 


of the claims. Minor faults, shear zones and folds are seen in the cliff 


face along Lightner Creek and in the DMEA adit. They did not complicate 


exploration of the deposit. 


The vanadium-uranium deposits of the Lightner Creek area are in 


the upper part of the Entrada sandstone, from lto 14. feet below the contact 


with the overlying Pont Express limestone member of the Wana kah formation. 


This limestone may correlate with the Todilto limestone present in the Grants
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uranium district to the south. The formations strike about N. 300 E. and 


dip .100 to 20° south. 


The mineralized zone appears to. be continuous over a wide area 


southwest of the south fork of Lightner Creek • It can be traced without 


interruption along at least 11.00 feet of cliff face near the workings 


shown on figure 2, in road cuts extending more than 2,000 feet northwest 


from these workings, and in the DNEA Minoletti adit. The location of 


samples are shown on figures 2 and 3. The results of assaying are tabulated 


in annex I. 


Exploration and limited mining operations have shown the mineral. 


ized material to be in a tabular zone ranging from a few inches to 11 . feet in 


thickness. The "ore" is classed as a roscoelite and corvusite type, high 


in vanadium and low in uranium. 


Mineralized material occurs in irregularly spaced rolls, lenses, 


and pods, generally flattened on the bottom, and pitching southwesterly. 


Individual pods are connected by mineralized seams or bands, in some places 


not over a quarter of an Inch thick but always present. The lower contact 


between the mineralized material and sandstone is rather sharp, and in 


some places is marked by a thin clay seam; the upper contact is gradational. 


The factors governing the poetion, size and grade • of individual mineralized 


pods are not readily apparent but the position of some of the pods may 


be governed by crossbedding and minor faulting in the Entrada sandstone. 


Individual pods, lenses, or rolls range from a few inches to 


11. feet thick and from 1 to 10 feet long. The average thickness is estimated 


to be about 8 inches. 


Work under the DIA contract started at a point 180 feet from the 


portal of the Minoletti tunnel. Minor faulting somewhat disturbed the 


ore horizon for the first 100 feet of adit driven under the contract;
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the remaining 252 feet of adit was driven in somewhat fractured but 


relatively undisturbed sandstone. The ore-bearing horizon exposed in 


the underground workings contains fewer and smaller pods of mineralized 


material than did the old workings on the cliff face. The largest pod 


of mineralized material was encountered in the adit at a point about 150 


feet from the starting point. Here a small pod, about 2 feet in thickness 


is exposed for about 15 feet along the adit walls. The material is not 


ore grade. Elsewhere in the adit the ore horizon contains only narrow 


stringers or small thin pods of mineralized material. 


Although the operator contends that additional drifting to the 


southwest would certainly discover material of ore grade and thickness, 


there is no geologic reason to assume that mineralized sandstone greatly 


different from that exposed in the present adit would be encountered. 


ORE RESERVES 


Although very selective mining at certain points in the Minoletti 


adit might result in the production of a few tons of ore-grade material 


the average grade of the material in the mineralized zone as shown in Annex I 


is far below ore grade. 


No estimate of ore reserves is possible due to the erratic 


distribution of uranium and vanadium in narrow streaks and small, dis-


continuous pods.


THE PROJECT 


Description of work completed: 


Defense Minerals Exploration AdministratIon contract Idm-'E706 


was signed on December 17, 19511, and work under the contract started November 


30, 19511. At this time the Minoletti adit (figs. 2 and 3) from which.
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exploration was to starts had been driven 180 feet southwesterly. 


Work under the contract consisted of advancing the Minoletti 


adit southwesterly and westerly 352 feet. This is 2 feet in excess of 


contract stipulations. Work under the contract was completed in July 1955. 


The Minoletti adit is now 532 feet long. The advance of the Minoletti adit 


was sampled at 5 foot intervals. The resulting 70 samples (fig. 3) were 


analyzed for their uranium and vanadium content, and the results are 


tabulated as Annex I. The results of 16 samples taken by DI€A are also 


included.

CONCLUSIONS MD RECOME]DATIONS 


•	 The material exposed by the DA work on the Good Hope group 


of claims contains appreciable amounts of vanadium but only minor amounts 


of uranium. The deposit cannot be considered as a significant source of 


uranium ore. 


Extension of the Minoletti adit 350 feet under DNEA has resulted 


in the exposure of small, lenticular bodies of very low grade vanadium-


uranium ore with occassional small streaks of higher-grade material. 


No significant discovery of uranium has been made and therefore 


no Certification of Discovery is recommended. 


No further exploration with D€A assistance is recommended.

The goodhope group of claims,leased by 0 San Juan Uranium Corporation",locatec1 
near Durango, 0olorado,upon which the subj ect "Explorat ion Project 0 was car 
ned forward with the contract being completed during July l955, lie In the 
mountainous terrain of the La Plata mountains. The outcropping, formations 
are of sedimentary origin,with the values of botha Uranium and. Vanadium being 
found in the upper section of the Entrada sandstone. These formations were 
found to dip approximately 15 degrees to the South Into the Sen Juan Basin. 


Prior to the ime this group of claims was taken over by San Juan Uranium Corp 
oration,a 10tunne1 had been driven in on aoodhope No, l,evidently following 
the mineralized section as the Tod.ilto limestone was exposed in the roof thr-
ough out its entire length. Ti48 tunnel penetrated a faulted section at 
approximately 165 feet In from itVs mouth as it wa exposed. inthe last 15 feet. 


At the time the DMEA loan was applied. for the Corporation planned on starting 
a new tunnel rather than carry the 180 foot tunnel forward. because of itt5 
having penetrated a faulted section of the formatIon	 However at the sugg

estion of the D1VA. field party that inspected our claims,we agreed to abandon 
the id.ae of a new tunnel and carry the old one forward. However since this 
180 foot tunnel had encountered a faulted section,we were convinced that the 
true vein or ore body,which the previous operators had followed for the first 
i65 feetwould not be found until the faulted section had been completely cut 
through. We believe the field Engineer for the DA was convinced of that too. 


The tunnel was carried forward the 350 feet as set out in our contract ,,but was 
in the faulted section the entire time and still in it when stopped	 This

faulted section varied In mineral content at tirnes,though as a whole assays d 
samples taken showed but traces!,with the exception, of the last few.	 Since 
these last samples ,showed an increase of mineral content of both Uranium and. 
Vanadium we felt the tunnel should have been carrtod. forward at least another 
100 feet,as we believe the true vein or ore, body will be found. when the fault-
ed section Is once penetrated.. 


No conercial ore was encountered in extending the 180 foot tunnel so no ore 
reserves were blocked. out.

This rep't applies mostly to the Atom group 
of claims which were not previously ready for inspection. 


Small, weak concentrations of uranium-vanadium 
of the "roscoelite" type occur discontinuously in the 
rim roc3c exposure on the Atom No. 3 claim. The outcrop 
and proposed adit site have been stripped fc about 
270 feet and a weakly radioactive zone has been exposed 
for 100 feet. The mineralized zone is very spotty and 
limited to a greenish sandstone 2 to 3 feet thick just 
below the Pony Express limestone. Sample H-812, taken 
over a 2-foot width of the most radioacjive part of the 
outcrop, assayed 0.01% U3OR and 2.16% Y205 . Sample 
H-8)43, a composite of the 6est appearing material, 
assayed 0.01% U308 and 1.71% V205. 


The radioactive zone occurs in the same 
stratigraphic horizon as the several thousand feet 
of rim exposure on the Good Hope and Nevada groups 
of claims and the mineralization is also very similar.

$71,568.00. The examiners' supplemental report covers the 
second request and their con4usions in both instances were 
that rim exposures, together with the work completed under 
the contract in the Ninoletti adit, has shown that the 
mineralized zone contains little uranium and that there is 
no known geologic reason to assume that the proposed additional 
work wifl expose higher grade deposits. 


Conclusions and Recommendations:

Subject: Review of Field Team report on application for an 
amendment. 


Following the completion of a contract for 350 feet of 
drifting in the Minoletti adit in the course of which little 
mineralization of significance was found, the applicant applied for 
an extension involving roughly $400,000 worth of work. Before the 
application was acted upon another one was submitted requesting as-
sistance on a $71,56.00 project in a place not covered by the 
examination prompted by the application for assistance on the $400,000 
project.


The subject Field Team report covers the new.area, the 
Atom claim, on which the applicant proposed to drive a 500 foot adit, 
to explore a thin weakly radioactive zone opened by bulldozer for 
270 feet. The examiners found no reason for thinking the results 
would be better than those obtained on the Good Hope claim in the 
Minoletti adit driven under the original D1'1EA contract. Also it 
was learned that the lese of the San Juan Uranium Corp. was can-
celled May 5, 1956. Therefore the corporation may no longer be 
interested in the application. At any rate the examiners and the 
Field Team recommend denial of the application for an amendment.

I have reviewed the Field Team report of eimiriation, San 
Juan Uranium Corporation, DNEA Docket 3390; and I have discussed it 
with Joseph 0.

The applicant has requested extensive exploration project 
comprising 2l72 feet of drifting and 14,975 feet of core drilling 
at an estimated total cost of $400,000.00. 


The field examiners conclude that the subject property is 
geologically unfavorable for the discovery of any appreciable amounts 
of uranium. Results of composite samples taken from old workings at 
the proposed new adit sites do not warrant this expensive exploration

Under Contract Idm-E706 the applicant did work which was 
completed. in July 1955. The drifting revealed little ore. The 
applicant now wants to greatly extend the program, the new work to 
consist of 2,172 feet of drifting and. 111,975 feet of core drilling 
The estimated cost is approximately $11oo,000. 


The uraniferous deposits of the "roscoelite" type occur 
in the Entrada formation. The Minoletti adit work, under E706, 
exposed a continuously mineralized body 95 feet long and 8 to 12 
inches thick along most of its length on the Good. Hope No. 4 claim. 
Of 55 samples taken at 5-foot intervals, by the operator, from 
0-290 feet in the Minoletti adit, 8 assayed above 0.08% 1.1308, and. 
6 above 0.10%;

The property was examined for the Defense Minerals Exploration 
Mmtnistration on July 19, 1955, by a joint team consisting of members 
of the Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines. Ernest Hofman, foreman,

The Goodhope and Nevada groups of claims are located in an un 
surveyed area in the San Juan National Forest in T. 36 N., R's 9 and 
10 E., La Plata County, Colorado, figure 1. 


The original contract was completed during July 1955. San

INTRODUCTION 


The San Juan Uranium Corporation, Silver Spur Motel, Dirango, 


Colorado, has applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 


for assistance to explore for uranium ore on the Goodhope claim group. 


They propose to explore a bedded deposit of vanadium-uranium ore by a 


600 foot drift at an estimated cost of $31,250.00. 


The property is located in an unsurveyed portion of the San

Meridian, La Plata County, Colorado. 	 It is about 9 miles (airline) 


northwest of Durango, Colorado, and is reached by 3,9 miles of paved 


highway (U.S. 160 west from Durango) and 8 miles of fair dirt road along 


Lightner Creek.

Paper 219.: The fol lowing summary of the regional geologic setting is 


Staken largely from that publication. 


The La Plata mountains are composed of sedimentary rocks, ranging 


in age from Pennsylvanian to Cretaceous, and sills, stocks, and dikes of 


porphyritic and non-porphyritic igneous rocks of late Cretaceous or early 


Tertiary age. 


The major structural feature is a domal uplift of the sedimentary 


rocks. The dome is about 15 miles in diameter and is partly bounded by 


a horseshoe-shaped hinge fold, open toward the south and encircling the 


central part of the mountains. Major and minor faults have broken the 


sediments, particularly along the hinge line and along the north and 


northeast edge of the dome. The maximum uplift of the sediments is about 


6,000 feet. Eckel concludes that doming was caused in part by intrusion

The applicant proposed to drive a 5- x 7-foot ad.it in a westerly 


direction along the mineralized zone a distance of 600 feet from the 


outcrop on Goodhope No. 1 claim as shown in figu.re 2.

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LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FE!LTURES 


The Goodhope lode claims Nos. 1, 2, I, 5, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 


13, 11i, 15, 16, 17, 18, and. 19 are located in an unsurveyed. area in 


the San Juan National Forest in T. 36 N., R. 10 or 11 W. The company 


has hired the LaPlata County surveyor to establish the exact location. 


This group of claims is on the west side of the South Fork of Lightner 


Creek. The Goodhope claims Nos. 3 and 6, and. Nevada claims Nos. 1, 2, 


3,	 ii, 5, 6, and 7, which are a part of the "Assignment of Mining


Lease" submitted with the application, lie on the east side of the 


South Fork of Mghtner Creek and will receive no benefit from the 


proposed exploration work.

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DESCRIPTI OF THE DEPOSITS 


The formations that outcrop on the Good.hope claims are of 


sedimentary origin. The ore horizon appears to be in the top of the 


Entrad.a sandstone and just below the bottom of the Todilto limestone, 


with a strike of N. 800 E. and. a dip of S. 15°. Some minor faulting 


was noted in the Minoletti tunnel which is 180 feet In length and


the longest tunnel on the property. Other old. workings are shallow 


and irregular, resemble cliff dwellings, and. extend from 10 to 50 feet 


beyond the outcrop. The ore is roscoelite which Is typically high 


vanadii and low uraniun content.

CONCLUSIONS 


The strong outcrop which can be traced across the width of ten 


lode claims, the favorable formations, and. past production warrant 


some exploration to determine the character and tenure of the 


mineralized zone beyond the zone of surface leaching. Core drilling 


would be unsatisfactory because of the steep terrain, long holes, and 


difficulty of obtaining core in the fractured mineralized zone. 


The applicantts proposed adit location Is not satisfactory because 


an abrupt bend in the outcrop above the portal site would make the adit 


approximately 25 feet from surface at one point after 200 feet of drift-


ing had been accomplished (see fig. Ii. with geologic report). 


Extaiding the Minoletti adit, which has already been driven 


approximately 180 feet, along the minerlized zone will give more 


backs and deeper penetration of the mineralized zone at less cost. 


This plan has been discussed with the applicant and meets with his 


approval.

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The applicant, Mr. R. B. Waiter, president of the San Juan Uranium 


Corporation, is a mining engineer with a wide experience in mining opera-


tions and highly qualified to conduct the exploratory work. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is recommended. that a short-form, Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration contract be prepared for the-applicant to extend the 


Minoletti adit 350 feet beyond. the present face, in a westerly direc-


tion along the mineralized zone at the top of the Entrada sandstone. 


A unit cost of $30.00 per foot for a 5- x 7-foot drift is agreeable 


to the applicant. This price includes sampling and assaying one sample 


for each drift round, or a total of 70 samples. The total cost of the 


modified exploratory program would be $10,500.00, Government participa-


tion 75 percent or $7,875.00.

The ood.hope group of lode claims is located in the mountainou.s 
terrain, of the La Plata Mountains.. The: formations that outcrop. in the area 
under consideration are of sedimentary origin, ranging in age from .Pèrmian 
to upper Cr,etaceous. These. formations dip at an average of 15 degrees to 
the south into: the. San. Juan Basin. Northward: these' sedirnent,ary beds. have 
been .cut occasionally by Tertiary intrusion.s, leaving mineralize.d zones in 
the limestone beds. The vanadium, and uranium oxides appear to . have be.en 
deposited. In. the upper .E.ntrada sands-tone. formation simultaneously with. the 
sand,.


-The vanadium-uranium ore is a'ros.coelit.e type ore, which is. typically 
a high vanadium-low: uranium primary ore. From sur'fac obseryations, the 
mineralized section is irregular, varying from a few inches. to four fe.et in 
thickness and from zero to six feet below the contact with. the Todilto lime-
stone fo.r,m.atioii above. The .entrad.a sandstone is a highly cross -b.e.dded 
formation' which would. suggest eolian deposition. T .he mineralize.d section 
appears to follow the pattern of the cro's:s -bedding planes or .t.ro.l1s.II.

For the.se reasons an. exploratory 
tunnel has. been planned on .Goodho.pe No. 1 as explained in. paragraph. 5(b).

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Uflder Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A) • Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as\though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. . Do not. 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-. 
tion".	 .	 . 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eaiipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted. for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The

Preparation of Form MF-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howv g i, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for bot.h monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operato"r's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location- and assays - 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of2 
the month following.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1 04-----Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical ervices used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appeaTtle three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for rentig equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore; should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item .(8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for.those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of t.hree items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a. monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as' reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable. basis. "Operating Equipment", "initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A spacefor remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
.Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca 
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses inciirred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevz, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire cQntract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(6) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supelvision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment Owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtufes 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability, insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus,

priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region

(b) Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voncher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 
• The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 


in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations; Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material andsupplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for. deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.

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4.	 PHYSICAL..DESCRIPTION 


(a) Some exploratory work .has been carried out at. several 
locations along the vein outcrop. These operations consist in. the main of a 
180. foot tunnel on Good.hope No. 2, 6.0 foot tunnels. on Goodhop.e No. 7 and 13, 
and several openings that vary from a few feet in width, to 50 feet i. wideth, ex-
tending in from the outcrop from. 10 feet to 50. feet on several ad.ditjonal, Good-
hope claims.


A small amount of exploratory work has. also been .done on the 
Nevada group, that consists mainly of an opening on. the Nevad.a No. 4 approximately 
ten to fifteen .feet wide and twenty-five feet deep and an opening on. Nevada No. 5, 
approximately t.n to fifteen feet wide and thirty feet deep, in from the outcrop.

Most of the mine workings are readily accessible, with the exc.eption 
of two .of the shorter tunnels, which are open but the floors, are co.vered with some 
six. inches of water. 


(b) Past Production: During the latter part .of World War II,. approx-
mately 1, 000 tons. .of o.r.e were mined. and shipped to the mill at D.urango, Colorado.. 
Most of this. tonnage cam.e fro.m the Goodhope group of claims, which averaged. .2. 85% 
vanadium oxide, the only value reported on. . All .o.f this ore contained. uranium. oxide 
as well as. vanadium oxide, but ther.e is no record. or report available that discloses 
what the percent of the former might have been.
