Robert J. Burns and Vern L. Bagby, owners of the Sundown claims
iﬁ the McIntyre Canyon area, Slick Rock district, San Miguel County,
Colo., have applied for Govermment exploration assistance in explor-
ing their property for uranium at an estimated cost of $6,000.00.

The property was examined on August 4, 1954, by a Defeunse
Minerals Exploration Administration examining team in company with
W. P. Williams of the Geological Survey. The applicants were advised
of the date of the exemination, but they or their representative
failed to be present.

The field examiners found the claims to be properly staked, but
found no evidence of any exploratory work having been done and no
uranium mineralization was observed.

Because of the generally unfavorable nature of the Brushy Basin
sandstone on the Sundown group éf ciaims, and the location of the

Robert J. Burns and Vefn L. Bagby, Albuquerque, New Mexico, and
Naturita, Colorado, have applied (DMEA 3LOL) to the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for uranium ore
on the Sundown claim group, McIntyre canyon area, secs.

The claims were examined on August L, 195l, in company with W. P.
Williams, DMwmA representative for the U. S. Geological Survey, and

No representative of the applicants was present at the claims at the time
of examination.

The Sundown claims on which the applicants propose exploration are
situated 250 feet and more stratigraphicel.y above the known producing
horizon in the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation in the area,

and no exploration is recommended on the property.
PRODUCTION

No uranium has been produced from the Sundown group of claims.






GEOLOGY

The Sundown claims on which the applicants propose exploration
(Sundowm L, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 16, 17, and 18) are on the Brushy Basin member
of the Morrison formation, about 250 to LOO feet stratigraphically avove
the top (ore-bearing) sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member (figure 2).
Locally the sedimentary rocks dip about 2° southwest. Several sandstone
lenses, none more than 20 feet thick, in the lower part of the Brushy
Basin member, are exposed on the Sundown claims. Although in places the
sandstone lenses show alteration similar to that in the vicinity of ore
deposits in the Salt Wash member, and the applicants have reported "high
grade ore samples'" from the surface at %he claims, the sandstones are

. generally unfavorable for ore. Known ore deposits in the Brushy Basin
member in the Slick Rock district‘have beén small, spotty, and difﬁicult

to find.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Because of the generally unfavorable nature of the Brushy Basin sand-
stone on the Sundown group of claims, and ﬂhe location of the claims 250
feet or more stratigraphically above the known ore producing horizon in
the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation in the area, no exploration
is recommended on the claims. It is, therefore, recommended that the

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY,VAND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Sundown claims are on the Grassy Hills ridge which separates
Little Gypsum Valley from McIntyre Canyon, secs. 25 and 26, T. 45 N.,
R. 19 W., New Mexico principal heridian, San Miguel County, Colo. (fig. 1).
The claims are most readily accessible from Utah by leaving U. S. Highway
160‘about 19 miles north of Monticello; Utah, and traveling east oﬁ the
Dry Valley road into Colorado and across Island Mesa to Grassy Hills.
The distance from Monticello to the mine is approximately 48 miles.
A second aqd less desirable route leaves the Little Gypsum Valley road
17.5 ﬁiles south of the junction with Colorado State Highway 80. The
access road winds 5 miles up the south wall of Little Gypsum Canyon to
the top of Grassy Hi;}s and to the Sundown claims overlooking McIntyre
Canyou.

The area is semiarid and rugged. All supplies and equipment must
be tfansported to the ares by truck.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The Sundown claims are new locations and have had no production.

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT
The application for Government assistance states thﬁt the appli-
cants are the owners of the 36 Sundown claims (fig. 2) and that thére
are no iiens or encumbrances against the property.
Only 9 of these claims were considered for exploration at this

time by the applicants.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

The partners stated in their applicatioh that they had found
uranium ore on the surface of their claims. None was observed by the
field examiners but it is common in this area to find small seams in
the Morrison formation showing some radiocactivity. In this particular
area all of the uranium, in significant quantities, has been found in
the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation. The Salt Wash out-
crops south of and 250 feet vertically below the Sundown claims on
the Chipmunk group (DMEA 3293) which has had a small uranium production
in this ore-bearing horizon. No major faulting was noted in the area
and the entire series of theAsedimentary rocks was traced by the field
examiners from thé Sundown claims through a dry gulch to the bbttom

of the Salt Wash on the Chipmunk group.

. Exploration and Development

There has been no exploratory work other than surface prospecting
‘ on the Sundown claims.

‘Mining and Milling Equipment and Other Facilities

There was no mining equipment on the property the dsy of the field
examination. A cabin, not completed, is located on the Sundown No. 17
claim. The nearest mill is at Monticello, Utah, 48 miles from the

property.

PROJECT PROPOSALS, WITH COSTS
Thg applicants proposed to drill on all of the 9 claims (fig. 2).
They did not specify the exact locations of drill holes but stated that
drilling would be done on, "100 foot centers contingent upon terrain
.‘ - features." They proposed to .wagon dxjill all holes to a depth of 100
feet, and if deeper drilling were required, core drilling would be
accomplished below the bottom of the wagon drill holes. They estimated
the total wagon drill footage to be 6,000 feet. No estimate was given
on the amount of core drilling but $6,000.00 was estimated for the total
cost of the pfoject.

INTRODUCTION

Robert J. Burns and Vern L. Bagby, Albuquerque, New Mexico, and
Naturita, Colorado, have applied (DMEA 340L) to the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for uranium ore
on the Sundown claim group, McIntyre canyon area, secs. 25 and 26, T.

LS N., R. 19 W., 8lick Rock district, San Miguel County, Colo. (fig. 1).
The applicants propose to explofe the property by drilling an uﬁstated
number of holes at an estimated cost of $6,000.00. They plan to drill
wagon—drill holes to a depth of one-hundred feet, and if deeper drilling
is required, to do core drilling. No specific drilling program was out-
lined in the application.

The’claims were examined on August L, 1954, in company with ¥. P.
Williams, DMsA representative for the U. S. Geological Survey, and
R. R. McLellan and H. il. Connors, U; S. Bureau of Mines representatives.
No’rebreéentative of the applicants was present at the claims at the time
of examination.

ThevSundown claims on which the applicants propose exploration are
situated‘250 feet and more stratigraphicecl.y above the known producing
horizon in the Salt Wash member of the lorrison formation in the area,

and no exploration is recommended on the property.
PRODUCTION

No uranium has been produced from the Sundown group of claims.






GEOLOGY

The Sundown claims on which the applicanﬁs propbse exploration
(Sundovm L, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 16, 17, and 18) are on the Brushy Basin member
of the Morrison formation, aboﬁt 250 to LOO feet stratigréphically avove
the top (ore-bearing) sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member (figure 2).
Locally ﬁhe sedimentary rocks dip about 2° southwest. Several sandstone
lenses, none more than 20 feet thick, in the lower part of the Brushy
Basin member, are exposed on the Sundown claims. Although in places the
sandstone lenses show alteration similar to that in the vicinity of ore
deposits in the Salt Wash member, and the applicants have reported "high
grade ore samples" from the surface at the claims, the sandstones are
generally unfavorable for ore. Known ore deposits in the Brushy Basin
member in the Slick Rock district have been small, spotty, and difficult

.to find.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMSNDATIONS

Becﬁuse of the genera;ly.unfavorable nature of the Brushy Basin sand-
stone on the Sundown group of claims, and the location of the claims 250
feet or more stratigraphically above the known ore producing horizon in
the Salt Wash member of the iforrison formation in the area, no exploration
is recommended on the claims. It is, therefore, recommended that the

application for IMgA assistance be denied.
