INTRODUCT ION

The Anna C Mining Company, Route 2, Box 383, Boulder, Colorado,
has applied for Defense Minerals Exploration Administration assistance +§
explore for tungsten ore (ferberite) in the Grand Island mining district,
Boulder County, Colorado. The company, which is a partnership between
M. W. MacKenzie of Boulder, Colorado, and O. B, Scott of Rye, Colorado, has
control, through the ownership by Mr. Scott, of the Anna C and Gold Coin
Lode claims (U. S. Mineral Survey No. 18374) and the Sunset and Hidden
Treasure Lode claims (U. S. Mineral Survey No. 18625). The claims are in
sec. |1, T. | S., R. 73 W., 6th P. M., and are about one and one-third air
miles northwest of Nederland, Colorado.

The applicant proposes to crosscut north from the Sunset No. 2
shaft on the l25éfoof level, to the Scott vein, a distance of 90 feet, to
drift 60 feet on fhe Scott vein and 58 feet on a vein branchingfromthe Scott
to the Morrow.vein. Thé applicant estimates the cost of this projeéf will
be $7,278 of which the Government's share will be $5,458.50.

An examination was made October 1, 1954, in company with M. W,
MacKenzie. The Annie C shaft was flooded, but these workings were examined
by H. T. Schassberger and are described in his report for DMEA Docket 2158.

' It is concluded that a small amount of tungsten ore might be
found, but the chance of making a significant discovery is poor.

GEOLOGY

The rocks of the area are pre-Cambrian schist of the ldaho Springs
-formation, that have been intruded by irregular bodies of pegmatite and
Boulder Creek granite. There are three principal veins on the property,
the Anna C vein which strikes N. 50° E. and dips 60° to 70° E., the Scott
vein which stirkes N. 50° E. and dips 740 to 80° SE, and the Morrow vein
which strikes N. 75° E. and dips 80° SE (figure 1).

The Anna C vein has been stoped above the |15-foot level from the
Anna C shaft and above the 65-foot level from the Sunset No. 2 shaft. No.

.producﬂon figures are available, but according to Schassberger the total
production from this vein has probably been less than one thousand units W03.

The Scott vein is exposed by a trench 30 feet long, 5 to 8 feet
wide, and 5 to 12 feet deep. According to MacKenzie 760 pounds of ore
averaginé 54.6% WOz were hand sorted from 8 tons of rock from this trench,
and were shipped to ln&usfrial Supply Company in Boulder, Colorado.

A shaft, now caved but said to be 60 feet deep, is on the Morrow
vein. There is no record of any workings or production from this shaft.
From the small amount of dump material remaining around the collar of the
shaft, it is doubtful that much drifting or any sfoping was done,

The Anna C and the Scott veins are in shear zones up to 5 feet
wide that consist of slightly silicified, barren, sheared wall rock. Some
ferberite and horn quartz occur as streaks in fhe héngingwall and footwal i

of the shear zones. Only locally and in small amounts do they occur in the

cenfral portion. In the workings from the Anna C shaft, according to
" Schassberger, The'average width of ferberite in the footwall streak
is about one.inch, although widths up to four inches were observed.
Ore deposition in the Anna C appears to have been controlled to some
extent by the intersection (inferred) of the Anna C vein and the Morrow
vein, and to some extent by the wall rock. In the Sunset No. 2 workings
there is some evidence that ore deposition is controlled by the con-
tact between The,échisf and the granite. The trench on the Scott vein

exposes a few small lenses of horn quartz and ferberite in sheared granite.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDAT I ONS

IT is concluded that a small amount of ferberite ore has been
found in the Anna C vein along schist-granite contacts and at vein
intersections; that 16,000 pounds of rock from a trench on the Scott
vein produced 414.9 pounds WO=; fhaflsmall amounts of ore may be found
as a result of the proposed exploration, but that the chance of making a
significant discovery is poor. Therefore’if is recommended that this

application be denied.
