Most of the claims are covered by the Brushy
Basin member of the Jurassic Morrison formation.
The only exposures of the Salt Wash are in the southern
half of the Philura claims 76 and 77. The results of
the Geological Survey drilling l.) miles to the north
and the lithology of cliff exposures of the Salt Wash
examined does not indicate a favorable location for
uranium exploration and places it in the "wild cat" or
prospect classe.

It is recommended that this application be denied
without prejudice for the following reasons: (1) The
applicant proposes a wild cat drilling program which
would not ‘be testing for a known favorable trend, (2)
Production from known deposits in adjacent areas has
been small, (3) Except for the thickness of the sandstones,
the lithology is not particularly favorable, and (L) The
favorable and semi-favorable holes drilled by the USGS
are too far away to be reliable indications of ground
conditions in the Philura group.

The applicant®s exploration brogram is in an area not favorable
for the discovery of significant uranium ore bodies and is considered
as a "wild cat" project. The nearest exploration to the north, by S
the U, Se Geoldgical Survey, is l.l miles distant and the trend towards
the property indicates semi-favorable to unfavorable ground. These
holes are too far away to be a reliable indication of ground conditions
on the Philura group. The Spur No. 2 claim, ‘just southwest of the
property, has two small expésureé of vanadium with very little
uranium indicated, and the examination of the drill logs of an
extenslve exploration program on itvindicates unfavorable ground and

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INTRODUCTION

Urado Uranium, Inc., 304 Main Street, Grand Junction, Colo., has
submitted an application to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-
tion, prepared by Geo-Engineering of thé same éddress. The application,
Docket No. 3706, requests DMEA assistance in exploring for uranium ore on
the Philura group of claims. These claims are located in the Disappoint-
ment Valley area, secs. 9, 10, 15, and 16, T. 43 N., R. 18 W., Lower Sen
Miguel Mining District, San Miguel County,-Colofado, (fig. 1).

GEOLOGY AND ORE DEPOSITS

‘The Philura group of claims is located on the southwest limb of the
Disappointment syncline, immediately weétlbf the>Dolores River. The
_claims are underléin by the Uppér Jurassic Brushy Basin and Salt Wash
members of the Morrison formmation (sée figure 2 showihg generalized
geologic‘setting of the Philura group).

The Brushy Basin member of the Morrison formation, whiéh underlies
nearly all of the Philura group, compriées about 340 feet of reddish and
greenish mudstones with minor siltstones, sandstones, and conglomerates.
Underlying'the Brushy Basin is the 3207foot-thick Salt Wash member of the
Morrison formation which consists of light gray, limonite-speckled sand-

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that this application be denied without prejudice
for the following reasons: (1) The applicant proposés a wildcat drilling
program which would not be testing for a knownvfgvorable trend, (2) Produc-
tion from known deposits in adjacent areas has been small, (3) Except for
the thickness of the sandstones, the lithology is not particularly favor-
able, (4) The favorahle and semi-favorable holes drilled by the U. S. |
Geological Survey are too far away to be & reliable indication of ground
conditions in the Philura group, énd (S) The U. S. Geologiéal Survey plans
in the near future to drill a number éf explorétory hodes close to the
northern edge of the Philura group. .The applicant is advised to wait for
the results of this drilling; ahd if these hqles prove to be favorable,

The Slick Rock district contains many small to medium size
uranium deposits in the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation.
Parts of the area have produced substantial tonnages of high grade
ore and other parts have contained only small and scattered pods of
ore. Within a radius of 2 miles around the Philura claims, the ore
bodies have been small (few hundred tons or less) and scattered.

The Norma Jean mines (2 miles to the SW) are the nearest substantial
producers. . The vork nearest to the epplicant's claims are the Moon
group and the Muleshoe group. As of 1951, when I last saw the dis-
trict, neither the Moon nor Muleshoe showed promise of or had pro-
duced signiﬁcant tonnages of ore.

Since I left the district in 1951, some drilling in the
area has been done but the results are not available here. Except
for this fact, I would recommend denial.

I recommend that the application be referred to the Field
Team. I doubt that the Survey will need to make a field examination
as Survey personnel have been working in the d.:lstrict almost contin-
uously for several - -Years.

b. Prbposed Work

Drills for the project will be provided by private drilling companies under

It is estimated that it will take 12 months to complete this project with
one drill, The employment of morc than one drill would result in inadequatc
geological control, wasted footage, and an increase in cxploration costs per ton
of ore disccvered.

Proposed holes are shown on Figurc L. Estimated holc depths are listed in
Schedule 1 and 2, 29 core drill holes are listed in Schedule 3 for Stege I drill-
ing. Lk core drill holes are listed for Stage II. Intelligent selection of
"ocations for all of these holes is impossible at this time. It is recommended,
therefore, that a DMEA contract be allowed for a 73 core drill hole project, but
that the sclection of locations for the Stage II holes be made with the approval
of the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration Field Team after the data from
some of the preliminary drilling has been accumulated.

Colorado Plateau. U. S. Geological Survey Bulletin 988-B, and the reader is referred
to this writing for the information lacking in this brief discussion.

The presence of gray-green mudstone at the base of a potential ore-bearing sand-
stone has been an excellent guide to ore. When Stage I holes penetrate one foot or
more of the gray-green mudstone at the base of a potential ore-bearing sandstone which
is over 30 feet thick, URADO URANIUM, INC., might recommend to the Field Team Stage II
drilling around such holes.

cologic Gontrol of Drilling: URADO URANIUM, INC., asks the privilege of not
Crilling any of the proposcd holes shown on Plate 1.if, in thc opinion of the
ompany's geologist, they fall in an arca which, based on previous drilling infor-
motion, -is considered unfavorable.

Colorado Plateau. U. S. Geological Survey Bulletin 988-B, and the reader is referred
to this writing for the information lacking in this brief discussion.

The presence of gray-green mudstone at the base of a potential ore-bearing sand-
stone has been an excellent guide to ore. When Stage I holes penetrate one foot or
more of the gray-green mudstone at the base of a potential ore-bearing sandstone which
is over 30 feet thick, URADO URANIUM, INC., might recommend to the Field Team Stage II
drilling around such holes.

The application,
Docket No. 3706, requests DMEA assistance in exploring for uranium ore on
the Philura group of claims. These claims are located in the Disappoint-
ment Valley .area, secs. 9, 10, 15, and 16, T. 43 N., R. 18 W., Lower San
Miguel Mining District, Sen Miguel County, Colorado, (fig. 1). |

The property was examined on April 20, 1955, by C. M. Harrer, U. S.
Bureau of Mines representative; 0. T. Marsh of the U. S. Geological Survey;

and L. D. Anderson, engineer and representative for the applicant company.
GEOLOGY AND .ORE DEPOSITS

The Philura group of claims is locaied on the southwest limb of the
Disappointment syncline, immediately west of the Dolores River. The
claims are underlain by the Uppef Juiaésic Brushy Basin and Salt Wash
members of the Morrison formation (see figure 2 showiﬁg generalized
geologic setting of the Philura group).

The Brushy Basin member of the Morrison formation, which underlies
nearly all of the Philura group, comprises about 340 feet of reddish and
greenish mudstones with minor siltstones, sandsfones, and conglomerates.
Underlying the Brushy Basin is the 320-foot-thick Salt Wash member of the
Morrison fo:mation which consists of light gray, limonite-speckled sand-

stone in the upper third and predominantly-reddish sandstone in the lower
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two-thirds. The thickest sandstones exposed in the southern paft of-the
Philura group are 35-&0 feet thick‘ These beds appear to thin to the
northeast. Mudstoée layers are uncommon in the Salt Wash of this area.
Where they occur they are less than 3 feet thick--generally much thinner-;
and are predominantly red, although a few thin green mudstones were
observed.

There'are several shallow prospect pits on the Spur No. 2 claim
about 1,000 feet southweét of the Philura group. Probably not more than
a few tons of vanadium ore were shipﬁed from these prospects, and all have
been abandoned for some time. U, S, Wnadium Corporation's Full Moon -No. 7
claim about half & mile southwest of the Philura group has yielded 409 tons
of ore hﬁying a grade of O.23lpercent U308 and 1.63 percent V205. Currently
& few tens of tons a month of ore are being shipped from two prospects half

‘a mile southeast of the Philura group. This ore contains about 0.1 percent

U308:§p%»l.0 percent V205.
EXPLORATORY DRILLING IN ADJACENT . AREAS

An area northwest of the Philura group has been tested by a U. S.
Geological Survey drilling program. The nearest of these holes to the
Philura claims are over & mile away and have béen»designated by Survey
geologists as semi-favorable.

About half a mile southwest of the Philura claims at least 30 wagon-
drill holes, ranging in depth from 63 to 153 feet, have been drilled-pn the
Spur No. 2 and Darrel E. claims. Driller's logs of these holes show no ore,

except for one hole in which a trace of vanadium ore was reported.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

A $104,900.00 drilling project is proposed. A total of 29 holes

(20,980 feet of core drilling) would be drilled on a rectangular grid

 of 300 feet by 1,000 feet. In the event that any of these holes pene-

trated favorable ground, Urado Uranium,Inc.; might recommend offsetting

them.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that this applicétion be denied withbut prejudicg
for the following reasons: (1) The applicant proposes a wildcat driliing!
program which would not be testing for a known favorable trend, (2) Produc-
tion from known deposits in adjacent'areas.has been small, (3) Except for
the thickness of the sandstones, the lithology is not particularly favor-
éble, (4) The favorable and semi-favorable holes drilled by the U. S. H
Geological SurvéyAare too far away to be a ﬁeliablé indication of groundA
conditions in the Philura group, énd (5) The U. S. GeologiéaliSurvey plans
in the near future to drill a number of‘explorétory holdes close to the
northern edge of the Philura group. The applicant is advised to wait for

the results of this drilling; and if these holes prove to be favorable,

DMEA assistance on the Philura claims can be reapplied for at a later date.
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
