At the Peabody mine a weak shear zone in Precambrian 
Silver Plume granite was exposed in a t1-foot shaft 
and two short levels off that shaft. Torbernite,
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durnontite, and sooty pitchblende, in very minor 
amounts, were identified in silicified wall rock 
and along fractures in the shear zone. Although 
rather high grade pieces of float were found in 
the area, vein material in place was narrow, 
poorly defined, and low grade. 


There has been no recorded production of uranium 
from the Peabody mine. The examining team saw only 
small scattered torbernite crystals underground, 
and did not find any uranium minerals in existing 
surface cuts. Underground samples taken by the AEC 
prior to the examination and those taken by the ex-
amining team were relatively low grade and represent-
ed uranium-'bearing material of less than a foot width. 


It is concluded that exploration along the one known 
shear zone, will not lead to the discovery of signifi-
cant amounts of uranium ore, either in the oxidized 
zone or in the zone of primary sulfides. It is recom-
mended that the application fcc' exploration assistance 
be denied. 


Commodity Committee Members' Comments: 


Geological Survey - R. D. Trace - June 17, 19% 


The vein apparently is a weak structure, and it is 
narrow and low in grade of non-float uranium-bearing 
rock. The possibility of finding primary ore grade 
material appears poor. Concurs with the Field Team 
regarding denial of the application. 


Bureau of Nines - John E. Crawford - June 23, 19% 


Discussed the proposed project with the AEC 
representative in Washington. Concurs with the 
Field Team recommendation that the project be denied. 


Rare and Miscellaneous Metals Division - Michael Ching 
June 22, 19% 


The vein is weak and poorly defined compared with 
those at the nearby Jo Reynolds and Bellevue-.Hudson 
mines where small tonnages of high grade pitchblende 
were reportedly found. The latter properties cannot 
be consLdered uranium producers of any significance 
nor can similar properties such as the Kirk and 
German-Beicher mines in neighboring Gilpin County, 
where DMEA projects were either unsuccessful or de-
nied. Experience with these properties have shown 
that uranium mineralization is more apt to decrease 
than to increase with depth.

Conclusions and recommendations: 


The chances of finding significant deposits of 
uranium ore by the proposed underground drift-
ing at the Peabody mine are poor. it is recom-
mended that the subject, application be denied.

SUIYIMARY AND CONCLUSIONS 


At the Peabody mine a weak shear zone in Precambrian Sliver 


Plume granite has been exposed in a 11 .1-foot deep shaft and two short 


levels from that shaft. Torberte, dumpntite, and sooty pltchbiende, 


in very minor amounts, have been identified in silicified wall rock 


and along fractures In the shear zone. Although rather high grade 


pieces of float were found in the ara, vein material in place has 


been narrow and low grade. It is concluded that exploration along 


the one known shear zone will nbt lead to the discovery of significant 


amounts of uranium ore, and it Is recommended. that the application for 


exploration assistance, DNEA Docket 3711-7, be deed. 


INTRODUCTION 


The Chanipa Mining Company, 2l1.-2l6 First National Bank Bldg., 


Denver, Colorado, has made application for Government assistance under 


the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration to explore for uranium 


the Peabody group of claims. A program consisting of bulldozing for 


an access road and portal sites, and 1,200 feet of underground explora-


tion by drifting, to be done in two stages, has been proposed at an 


estimated cost of $1I.8,9211..00, in which Government participation at 75 


percent would be $36,693.00. 


A field examination was made on May 13, 1955, by E. N. Harshman 


of the Geological Survey, and M. H. Salsbury of the Bureau of Mines. 


Herbert T. Young, Vice-president and engineer for the applicant company, 


accompanied the examining team.
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ACKMOJLEDGI€NTS 


Raymond Derzay and. Frank Kuhnel of the Atomic Energy Commission, 


which has carried on surface exploration on the property, were con-


sulted. Two reports by the A.ESC., one of them furnished by the 


applicant, and a later report in the A.E.C. files, were available. 


Reports made in conjunction with DMEA applications on nearby properties, 


the Jo Reynolds, DMEA. il4146X, and the Beilvue-Hudson, DMEA. 3197, were 


also available. The general area is described in Professional Paper 


91I., of the Geological Survey, but. there is no specific mention of the 


Peabody or Robineau Mine.

LOCATION/TOPOGRAPHY AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Peabody de Claimand adjoining located claims are in 


sec. 35, T. 37 S., R. 714. W., Montana Mining District, Clear Creek 


County, Colorado (fig. 1). They are on a ridge at an elevation of 


about 10,500 feet overlooking the valley of Clear Creek to the west. 


The nearest town is Lawson, Colorado, li.9 miles from Denver, Colorado, 


which is the nearest distribution center. The mine Is reached from 


Lawson by traveling 14.1 miles over an access road, the last 2.8 miles 


of which is a trail barely passable by jeep. 


The region is one of cool summers and moderate winters. Average 


precipitation is low, but there may be severe storms of short duration 


in any season. The altitude of the mine would make it difficult of 


access in a severe winter, and extensive preparations would have to 


be made for year-around operation. 


Transportation in the area is by truck and bus lines connecting 


to Denver. Uranium ores produced in the region have been shipped by 


rail from Golden, Colorado, 35 miles from the mine, to the Vitro

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Chemical Co. at Salt Lake City, Utah. A haulage allowance to the 


railhead and. the rail freight are allowed by the Atomic Energy 


Coimnission on shipments which meet specifications. 


Power is available at the Jo Reynolds mine from the lines of the 


Public Service Company of Colorado. Power needs for the proposed work 


would undoubtedly be met by gasoline or diesel powered equipment. 


Timber and water are available on the property. Water might have to 


be hauled from Silver Creek at certain seasons. 


There is a limited supply of mine labor in the area. The 


applicant has in its employ a small crew which would be transferred 


to the project when necessary. 


HISTORY, PRODUCTION AND OWNERSHIP 


The history of the area dates from 1865 with discovery of lead-


silver ore at the Jo Reynolds mine to the northeast. Not much work 


was done until the 17015, but operations at the Jo Reynolds, American 


Sisters, Bellevue-Hudson and other mines have been carried on inter-


mittently since that time. The Peabody mine, sometimes called the 


Robineau 'mine, dates from the 1880's, when shallow exploration by 


shafts was accomplished. No worthwhile ore was found, and little more 


was done prior to a surface project undertaken by the Atomic Energy 


Commission in November, 1953, on an anomaly discovered during 


reconnaissance of the area. 


There has been moderate production of lead. and silver from mines 


in the area, but early records are not complete. The production of 


the Jo Reynolds mine is estimated at about $1,500,000. The recorded 


Sproduction from 1902 to 1950 is 50,800 tons of ore with a recovered
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metal content of 0.02 ounces gold. and. 7.0 ounces silver per ton, 1.11. 


percent lead and 1.0 percent zinc. Production from other mines nearby 


has been less significant. 


Pitchblende was identified at the Jo Reynolds mine as early as 


1886. It was later discovered in the Beilvue-Hudson vein. Shipment 


of a few tons of high grade pitchblende is reported in 1919. 


There has been no recorded production from the Peabody mine. 


A small shipment of sacked high-grade silver ore is reported to have 


been made in the early days. 


The George Peabody Lode claim, survey No. 18 14.3, a patented claim, 


and the Little Mac and MacGreggor lodes', locations, are owned by 


L. G. Robineau and Gordon MacGreggor Robineau, a minor. Six other 


adjoining claims have been located by or for the applicants. The 


recording data on located claims are listed in the application as 


follows:

A check of the courthouse records was not made. 


The claims owned by the Robineaus were leased to Paul P. Robinson 


of Idaho Springs, Colorado, with an option to purchase, and Robinson 


has assigned this bond and lease, with the permission of the owners, 


to Russell P. Johnson, acting for the Champa Mining Company, to which 


corporation it has been finally assigned. The original lease and bond.
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•	 to Robinson calls for a purchae .. price of $10,000.00 to be made before 


the expiration date, three years from October 17, 1953. Robinson's 


agreement with Johnson calls for assignment of the lease and option 


for $22,500.00 in cash, on which an escrow payment of $2,500.00 has 


been made, plus $22 ,500.00 in stock, or an additional $15,000.00 cash 


in lieu of stock, at Robinson's election. It appears that Johnson 


and the Champa Mining Company are obligated to make the payment of 


$10,000.00 to the original owner as well in order to acquire title. 


The time for exercise of Johnson's option from Robinson has been 


extended to June 29, 1955, when presumably a cash payment must be 


made. The final stock or cash payment is due January 15, 1956. 


The owners of the property have executed a consent to lien 


dated March 22, 1955, but Robinson has not done so. 


GEOLOGY 


The property is underlain by Silver Plume biotite granite and 


quartz-biotite schist of the Idaho Springs formation. Both rocks are 


Precambrian in age and are cut by narrow pegmatite dikes. In the 


vicinity of the mine workings small roof pendants of schist are 


present in the granite. 


The workings from the west shaft (fig. 2) are in a coarse-grained 


biotite granite or granite porphyry with a few small inclusions of 


biotite schist. One narrow pegmatite dike is exposed in the short 


23-foot level from the west shaft. 


Torbernite, dumontite, and sooty pitchblende have been identified 


from a poorly defined shear zone exposed in the underground. workings 


from the west shaft. Silver is present in an unknown form; pyrite and 


galena may have been present along the Peabody "vein't before oxidization.
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•	 The Peabody tevelnit, or more properly shear zone, ranges from 2 


inches to 2 feet in width and is a somewhat indefinite structure with 


many small splits branching into the foot and hanging walls. It strikes 


about N. 70 E. and dips 60 to 65° north. Some gouge and breccia are 


present along the zone and gray quartz has been introduced., particularly 


along the hanging wall of the structure. The quartz and associated 


uranium minerals were apparently deposited in lenticular masses up to 


15 feet long and 10 inches wide. Subsequent oxidation, leaching, and. 


redeposition has dispersed minor amounts of secondary uranium minerals 


along joints and. fractures in the shear zone. 


Moderate hydrothermal alteration of the wall rocks was noted 


throughout the underground workings, and supergene alteration has 


occurred to a depth of at least ii feet below the surface, the lowest 


mine workings.


DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS 


The significant ore deposits in this region are in well defined 


fissure veins in silicified shear zones occupying faults in the pre-


Cambrian complex of the Idaho Springs formation. Such veins are found 


in the Jo Reynolds, Bellevue-Hud.son, and other mines, and contain 


pyrite, quartz, galena, sphalerite and a minor amount of pitchblend.e 


in a gangue of altered and. silicified. wall rock. Descriptions of 


various exposures in the Bellevue Rochester tunnel are found on pages 


6 and 7 of A.E.C. Report PMO-61i-O. 
The exposure in the accessible underground. workings of the Peabody 


mine bears little resemblance to these veins. The mineralization occurs 


in an 18-inch shear zone which parallels the general strike of the 


veins of the area, but the vein, if it can be called that, is narrow and
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poorly defined with a maximum width of about 12 inches, decreasing 


to a seam in the faces of two short drifts. No visible lead or zinc 


minerals or pyrite were found in the highly oxidized vein matter. 


Presumably they would. be found at depth. Samples showing a high 


silver content have been obtained from the workings. The A.E.C. 


reports the presence of the uranium minerals torbernite and. kasolite, 


and. one specimen of sooty pitchblende, enclosed by kasolite, in 


float found on the hillside west of the Cabin shaft before the trench-


ing was done. The examining team saw only small scattered torbernite 


crystals underground, and did not find any uranium minerals in the 


surface cuts.


SAMPLES AND ORE RESERVES 


•	 On figure 2 are plotted all described samples taken by the A.E.C. 


and the DM examining team. With the exception of five samples of 


float found on the surface west of the Cabin shaft and taken before 


trench excavation by the A.E.C., all samples are relatively low grade 


and without exception represent uranium-bearing material less than a 


foot wide. Work by the A.E.C. has shown a very close check between 


euiva1ent uranium and chemical uranium assays. Therefore, many of 


the A.E.C. samples and all of the DMEA. samples were assayed only for 


equivalent uranium. None of the material represented by the cut samples 


is considered to be ore, and no ore reserves can be calculated.

Background count is generally high, both in the surface and 


underground workings. The count noted in the open cut could not be 


localized at any particular point. Underground, background was 0.25 


to 0.30 MR/hr. Radon gas In the workings may account for some of it. 


The applicant has submitted a list of samples taken at various 


times. A few show a uranium content as high as 3.0 percent, with 67 


ounces silver per ton, but only general locations and no sample widths 


are specified. The high grade samples were probably selected specimens 


in very narrow widths, as they do not check the samples taken under-


ground by the DME team and the A.E.C. 


PBESENT STA.TUS 


Exploration and Development 


The property has been developed by two shafts, one reported to 


be 100 feet deep but inaccessible, and the Cabin (or West) shaft, i-i-i 


feet. deep with two short levels, which has been cleaned out and was 


accessible (figure 2).

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The surface project of the A.E.C. is a bulldozer trench running 


westerly from the crest of the ridge near the shaft 250 feet down the 


hill, with several lateral cuts along its length (figure 2). The 


Bedrock surface was not reached except at one point 25 feet west of 


the shaft where Young sank a shallow pit below the bottom of the 


trench and located a silicified shear zone in place which gives a 


slightly increased count. It appears to line up with the vein in the 


shaft and indicates that the vein outcrop to the west is probably 


south of the A.ESC, trench. 


The Cross tunnel, 350 feet down the hill west of the Cabin shaft, 


was driven in sheared altered granite. No evidence of uranium 


mineralization could. be found in this tunnel which is now partly caved. 


The 100-foot East shaft is now caved, but the presence of a 


north-dipping shear zone, probably the Peabody "vein", was noted at 


the collar. No abnormal radioactivity was noted in the immediate 


vicinity of this shaft. 


Mining and Milling and Other Facilities 


There are no usable buildings or equipment on the property. The 


applicant has underground mining equipment which is now in use at a 


lead-zinc property nearby, which it is planned to move to the Peabody 


mine.

The cost figures presented are reasonable, although the 18 months 


estimated. for completion would mean an average monthly advance of 


only 50 feet. 


A DME project is not being recommended. either on the applicantts 


proposal or a modification of it. If exploration were justified, the 


proposal to drive tunnels on the vein has doubtful merit, because 


locating a tunnel portal site on the outcrop of such a weak structure 


would. be difficult without tracing It all the way from the shaft. 


There are probably other structures in the immediate area which 


5	 resemble the Peabody shear zone and. could. easily be mistaken	 for it. 
The better plan would probably be to work through the Cabin 


shaft.


PROPOSED TANCING 


The applicant states that they are financially able to furnish 


their share of the cost of the proposed project. 


CONCLUSIONS 


The Peabody shear zone is a weak structure along which minor 


amounts of uranium minerals, probably pitchblende, together with pyrite 


now altered to iron oxide, and galena now removed by supergene 


alteration were deposited in short, lenticular, silicified zones in 


fractured and brecciated. granite. The possibility of finding significant 


amounts of uranium ore, either in the oxidized gone or in the zone of 


primary sulfides, appears remote.
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In the original A.B.C. report by Marvin C. Chase, B-101i3, 


made before the Cabin shaft workings were accessible, recommended 


rehabilitation and a small amount of sinking and drifting. 


A brief undated supplemental report in the files of the Denver 


Exploration Branch, written after the workings in the Cabin shaft 


were made accessible, reaches substantially the same conclusions as 


outlined in this DMEA report. 


BECODATIONS 


Denial of the application for exploration assistance, DA 37Ii7, 


is recommended.

The uranium mineralization in the 
vein is very spotty. 


Previous exploration on the property include two shallow 
shafts, one short adit, and. some bulldozer work (by AEC). 


The applicant proposes to (i) continue bulldozer work in 
order to trace the surface extent of the vein, and. (2) drive two ad.its 
to cut under the West shaft at depths of 150 and. 300 feet. 


From the available data, the near surface (and leached) part 
of the vein does not appear to contain minable quantities of uranium.

ABSTRACT 


The Robineau Nine is in the Lainartine mining district of Clear Creek 
County, Colorado. The Robineau vein was formed by silicifcation of 
the country rock along an 18-inch shear zone that cuts the pre-Cambrian 
Silver Plume granite and roof pendants of the Idaho Springs schist. Some 
of the fractures and vugs in the vein are lined with kasolite and tor- t 


bernite, and one hand specimen contains sooty pa.tchblende. Bulldozer 
trenches we'e cut across a radioactive zone 3 to 10 feet wide and 350 feet 
long. This work revealed the size and position of the vein, and plans 
for further explouation have been made. 


INTRO]UCTION 


In November, 1953 trenches were bulldozed across a zone at the Robineau 
1Line where there is float of uranium ore. This work was discontinued on 
iovember 23, 1953 because of heavy snows, but AEC geologists had accomplished 
geologic mapping, radiometric traversing, and sampling of the surface 
exposures in the irarie area. 


Location and topography 


The Robineau Nine, whch is in sec. 35, T .3S ., R. 7L. W. of Clear Creek 
County, can be reached from Idaho Springs, Cálorado by 1i following 
the Spring Gulch road northwest foz' 6 miles to the Nollie Bawn 1ane, 
turning right on an unimproved road, and driving north for 3 miles 
(see fig. 1). The mine is in mountainous terrain of early maturity at 
an altitude of about 10,000 feet on the crest of a ridge between the 
valleys of Silver and Clear Creeks. 


History and producti.on 


The robineau clains consist of one patented claun, the 1eorge Peabody, 
and two unpatented claims, the I"iacGregor and the Little 1'{iac.. The .Robineau 
Nine is owned by L. (r. Robineau and J H. Harris of IDumont, Colorado, 
and it is leased to Paul P, Robinson of Idaho Springs, Colorado. 


The west 3haft on the Robineau property was gunk ir the 1680 1 s and 
the east shaft may also have been sunk during tnis period. According 
to the mine owner, L6 sacks of high-grade silver ore were produced at 
this time, but no other production is known. 
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Guillotte states that in 1919 the nearby Jo aeynolds mine produced 
eight tons of pitchblende that assayed 72% UO8. This ore was sold in 
France for $80,000 by the owner, R. B. Nortof3J 


Previous reports 


Torbernite from the tobineau Claims was reported in June of 1950.2/ Professional 
Papers No. 9)4)43/and 223 Li/discuss the geology o1 the area, but tey do not 
mention the koineau prorty although uranE.urn minerals re named as having 
been found at other mines nearby.

Surface exploration 


Approximately 1.5 miles of access road for trucks was built, and explor-
ation work was done on the west slope of the ridge along a zone of radio-
active float that is 350 feet long and 3 to 10 feet wide. One trench 
was bulldozed along the strike of the float-zone near the top of the ridge 
where the overburden was not as deep as at most places, and three trenches 
7 feet deep and 70 feet long were bulldozed across the strike of the zone 
of float. After these cuts were inspectec, they- were joined to make a 
crude road between the west shaft and Cross tunnel. 


Anomalous radioactivity was found in the rubble in all of the cuts, but 
it was not sufficient to warrant sampling. The bulldozing did not satis-
factorily expose the vein because of huge boulders, and hand-trenching, 
which was interrupted by heavy snows, must still be done to permit sampi-
irig of the vein in place. The bulldozing did lead to confirmation of the 
belief that the radioactive t'loat came from the ktobineau vein. It also 
revealed that the higher-grade float originated in the portion of the 
vein near the west shaft.


GENERAL GEOLOGY 


The Robineau claims are underlain by quartz-biotite sçhist Of'the Idaho 
Springs formation and by- the Silver ?lume biotite granite which intrudes 
it, and both are cut by small dikes of pre-Cambrian granite pegmatite. 
These dikes are not in contact with the veins, and they- have no abnormal 
radioactivity. Only small roof pendants of the schist remain along the 
crest of the granite ridge u1 which the Robineau shafts were sunk. At 
places the Robineau vein lies along or near the cQntact between one of 
these schist remnants and the grante. 


The Cross tunnel is in a highly fractured zone of the Silver Plume 3ranite. 
Although there is some nanera]..ization on the sheeting planes of the granite, 
no definite vein was cut (see fig, 2). 


The J0 Reynolds, the American Sisters, and the Bellevue-Rochester mines 
lie :east of' the Robineau Nine and expose veins that have the same general 
strike as the ktobineau vein.

Vein structure 


At the collar of the east shaft the Robineau vein cuts fractured granite

tact between a schist remnant and the granite. Numerous splits character-
ize the Robineau vein and the other veins nearby, and much of the best 
ore mined was taken from these splits.

In October of 1950, before the west shaft caved, personnel of Consolidated 
Caribou Silver 1iines, Inc. took two aiaples at the face of the drift that 
extends from the shaft, and the results . of the. assays wer given to the 
Atomic Energr Coiniiu.ssion. One was a channel sample taken from the vein on 
the left side of the heading across a 10-inch gone stained by iron oxide;

Several prospect pits gave readings of 3.10 to O.1 ?iWhr., and the radioactive 
zone above the Robinea -v-sin gave readings that varied from 0.08 to 0.65 aIR/hr.
