This report, on the Bog and Hope Group of claims, San Miguel County, Colorado, 
is written by Geo-Engineering for NATIONAL EXPLORATION COMPANY, 904 Citizens State Bank 
Building, Houston, Texas for the purpose of applying for a DMEA loan on these claims..

4.	 PHYSICAL DESCRIPTIONS OF PROPERTY 


-.	 a. Operations 


There has been no production o tion on the Bog and Hope Group0 Roads 
will have to be built before any exploration can be done. The road from the Parrot 
mine crosses the west end of the Bog No. 4 claim (see Plate I). 


b. Productionand Ore Reserves 


The claims have had no past production and there are no proven ore reserves.. 


C. Geological Features 


Straraphy: One of the proposed drill holes (see Plate 1 and Schedule 2) will 
be collared in the Burro Canyon formation of Cretaceous age. The rest of the pro-
posed holes will be collared in the Brushy Basin member of the Jurrassic Morrison 
formation. All holes will be drilled to the red clay underlying the lowest sand-
stone lense in the ore horizon. The principal ore horizon, determined by rim ex-
posures in this area lies between two stratigraphic planes that are about 200 feet 
apart, The lower plane lies about 225 feet above the base of the Salt Wash or 
lower member of the Morrison formation. The upper plane coincides with the top of 
the Salt Wash. The sandstone lenses at this stratigraphic interval have been the 
host rocks for most of the region t s uranium production. 


West of the Bog and Hope Group, the terrain becomes very steep. The Dolores 
River has cut a deep precipitous canyon and has exposed geologic formations ranging 
in age from the Premain Cutler-Rico to the Cretaceous Burro Canyon.

There •are no known ore deposits on the Bog and Hope Group0 


icatof Ep1oran: The Bog and Hope Group lies just south of the Slick 
Rock section of the "Uravan Mineral Belt" (see Figure I). The "Uravan Mineral Belt" 
has been defined by the United States Geological Survey in Bulletin 988-A as "a 
narrow, elongate area in southwestern Colorado in which crnotite deposits in the 
Morrison formation have a closer spacing, larger size andhigher grade than those 
in adjoining areas0 The belt extends from Gateway through Uravan to Slick Rock." 


The deposits within the belt tend to be clustered in patches of favorable 
ground 1,000 feet or more in width and usually a mile or more i'n length. These 
patches of favorable ground, and the deposits within them, generally are elongate 
normal to the trend of the mineral belt0 Similarly the fossil logs and the ore 
rolls within the deposits have a domiflate orientation normal to the belt. (See 
Figure 2.) In the Bog and Hope section of the Joe Davis Quadrangle, the dominant 
orientation of the ore roll is approximately North 700 West. 


A brief resume of some of the uranium properties surrounding the Bog and Hope 
Group follows: 


The Sarah Ellen mine is about Qeet 	 of the Bog and Hope

that good sized deposits of uranium ore have been found through various 
drilling projects under the sponsorship of certain governmental agencies

While all of these above mentioned mines and properties are at varying distance 
from the Bog and Hope Group, they are. still, all within a reasonable proximity for 
consideration of this application0 The discovery of one ore deposit equal in size 
to most of the ones briefly discussed above would justify the mining of the ore 
body, and consequently, the full repayment of this DMEA loan0 


d. Accessibility 


The Bog and Hope Group lies on the east rim of the Dolores River Canyon. The 
claims can be reached over 6 miles of dirt road which connects with Colorado State 
Highway 80 in Disappointment Valley. The dirt road is the access road to the 
Parrot mine. 


The distance to the Vanadium Corporation of America uranium processing mill 
at Naturita, Colorado, is about 50 miles and it is about 65 miles to the United 
States Vanadium Company's mill at Uravan, Colorado. It is approximately 120 miles 
to the V. C. A. mill at Durango, Colorado, and 60 miles to the A. E. C. mill at 
Monticello, Utah, 


e. Availability of Manpower, Equipment, Supplies, etc. 


Manpower and equipment for this project will be furnished by private con-
tractors. (See Schedule 3.) 


Geo-Engineering, a professional engineering firm, will supply surveying 
instruments and transportation for technical personnel. Geo-Encjineering has 
principal offices at Norwood, Colorado, 65 miles from the Bog and Hope and at 
Grand Junction, Colorado, 190 miles from the property.

The mineral for which this project will explore is uranium. 


h. Proposed Work 


The proposed work of this DMEA application will be core drilling for explo-
ration of the Bog and Hope claims0 Contracts will be lct,fbr..thr:oadandfdrilF 
site preparation and for the exploratory drilling. 


Proposed holes are shown on Plate I. Estimated hole depths are listed in 
Schedule 1 and 2. Fifteen core drill holes are listed in Schedule 3 for Stage 1 
drilling. Twenty-five core drill holes. are listed for Stage II. Intelligent 
Selection of locations for all of these holes is impossible at this time. It is 
recommended, therefore, that a DMEA contract be allowed for a 40 core drill hole 
project, but that the selection of Stage 1.1 hole locations be made with the approval 
of the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration Field Team after the data from 
some of the preliminary drilling has been accumulated. All Stage II lction will 
be in areas where Stage I drilling penetrated Ore or revealed favorable geology. 


L2 andS 2linqg A sampler who will also act as a field assistant f or surveying 
will be employed to supervise the logging and sampling. An accurate log will be 
kept by the driller, and all barren core will be arranged on the ground and properly 
marked so that the geologist or sampler can carefully check the driller' log. Core 
from each run will be carefully dropped out of the core barrel into a wooden trough 
provided for that purpose by the drilling contractor. The sampler or other competent 
individual, will then examine the core, using a field gamma ray detecting device. 
If any trace of mineralization is found 9 the complete core ttruntl will be arranged 
in a core box provided with a hinged lid, and will be kept until such a time as 
the geologist will have been able to properly sample the core.

The critira used to determine unfavorable areas in this drilling program will, in 
general, be the same as used by the United States Geological Survey and the United 
States Atomic Energy Commission0 The reader is referred to the report by Doris 
Blackman Wier for information lacking in this brief discussion, (Weir, Doris Blackman, 
1952, Geologic Guides to Prospecting for CarnotiteDposits on Q2lorado_Plateau. 
U. S. Geological Survey Bulletin 988-B). 


The presehce of gray-green rnudstone at the base of a potential ore-bearing 
sandstone has been an excellent guide to ore. When Stage I holes penetrate one 
foot or more of the gray-green mudstone at the base of a potentially oie-bearing 
sandstone which is over 30 feet thick, National Exploration might recommend to the 
DMEA Field Team some Stage II drilling around such holes. 


illing Plan: Recommendations to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 
and to National Exploration are as follows: 


1. The 15 proposed Stage I core drill holes are shown on Plate I and 
arranged on a pattern to cut the predominating trend or orientaticn of ore bodies 
in the district, Proposed holes are placed on a 600 foot by 1000 foot grid so 
that the 600 foot dernension is normal to the trend and staggered so that a hole 
in one row is between two 600 foot spaced holes in the next row. This, in effect, 
will cut the trend on 300 foot centers. 


2. Stage II drilling will be only in those areas determined to be favor-
able. The proposed Stage I drilling will be sufficient to produce the negative 
information necessary to delineate unfaborable areas.

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Geo-Engineering, a firm of professional engineers and geologists, •with offices 
located at. Norwood and Grand Junction, Colorado, will act as consultants to National 
Exploration Company for this project. A brief description of the experience back-
ground of the three general partners of Geo-Engineering is given below 


Louis P. Gaggini, who is Chief Geologist for Geo-Engineering, began working 
in uranium in 1941, as geologist for the Union Mines Development Corporation, a 
contractor for the United States Army Manhattan Engineering Project1 Subsequent 
experience in carnotite exploration included almost two years with the Exploration 
Branch of the Atomic Energy Commission in Grand Junction and six months with the 
United States Vanadium Company. Mr. Gaggini was, for two years, Mining Superintendent 
of the Dulaney Mining Company, where he was in charge of all mining and exploration. 
This company is, at present, mining large tonnages from ore bodies which were dis-
covered during that time..

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6.	 E ST IMAT E OF COSTS 


It is the desire of the NATIONAL EXPLORATION COMPANY that this exploration 
project contract be placed on a 	 ft cost_basis. Schedule 5 gives the exact amount 
bid per unit by NATIONAL EXPLORATION COMPANY for performing the exploration work. 
Custom assaying is not included in the cost per foot of drilling because of the 
difficulty of making an accurate estirration, The $6.00 per sample figure bid for 
custom assaying is the exact amount charged by the A, E. C. approved assayors. 


a. Independent Contractors 


All drilling, reaming, road building and blasting will he done by independent 
contractors. 


The drilling, reaming and setting of casing will be done by private 
contractors. Prices, used in Schedule 2 and 3, were obtained from firms active in 
the uranium exploration field. Stage II drilling is based on one and seven-tenths 
holes for each Stage I hole. Stage II footage was pro-rated on the same footage 
basis as Stage I. Stage I drilling is estimated at $14,055.00, Stage II drilling 
at $23,600.00 and reaming at $6,000.00.
