The applicant's proposal involves 168 hours of bulldozing 
(for accesa roads), 26 drill holes, and 11.00 feet of drifting. 


For the amount of work proposed and. the peculiar orientation 
of the two claims, it would be advisable to have more claims tied up 
in the project area. Although the Scintillator claims are located in 
Sec. 26, we are not able to exactly place them within this section. A 
better map would clarify this point. 


The operator attempts to justify his proposal on the basis 
of visible petrified logs and. high "radiation" on the claims. However, 
his map shows only two high "radiation" locations on both claims. Also, 
both of these "highs are on the claim$ end lines, which could mean more 
property will be required for a feasible project. 


The U. S. G. S. map of the La Sal Creek area, Paradox district, 
indicates that most of Sec. 26 is unexplored. However a large part of 
the NE 1/14. of the Section has been classified as semi-favorable on 
the basis of a limited amount of drilling in the immediate area. If 
the applicant' s claims were clearly located in Sec. 26 we would be in 
a better position to evaluate the geologic possibilities of his pro-
posal.


I recommend the applicant be requested to submit additional 
data, i.e., a better claim location map, assays, results of any real 
prospecting or exploration he may have done on the Scintillator claims 
and/or on adjacent claims.
