The applicant controls approximately 34 acres under a lease
agreement. He proposes to explore this property by an indefinite
exploration program consisting of 300 feet of drifts and crosscuts and
600 feet of drilling. No maps showing location of the property or of
the proposed work have been presented nor is there any estimate of the
cost of the project. Uranium ore is supposed to outcrop on the property
in the Dakota or Burro Canyon formation; however, assays taken indicate
it is present in nil amounts.

The application was transmitted to the Denver office on
January 18, 1955, but was received in such a poor state of preparation
that the Executive Officer immediately wrote the applicant for more
information. To date, only part of this requested information has been
received.

The property is held under a very stiff lease and it may, in
part, be this lease that has discouraged the applicant from supplying
the requested information. It is believed, however, that adequate time
has been given the applicant to present the data and it is therefore
recormended that Mr. Traver's suggestion, in his letter of June 22, be
be adopted. The DMEA office should write the applicant informing him
that unless all requested information is on hand by August 1, the appli-
cation will be placed in the inactive file. If the information is
received, the application should then be transmitted to the field for a
Field Team review.
