No fluprescenée, which could be att;ibutable to scheelite, was
detected by ultra-violet light examinatién of the quartz vein,
sheared granite, or selected hand specimens.

A channel sample across the face of the quartz vein exposed -
in the o0ld workings contained less fhan 0.01 percent WO3 and
0.02 percent P. This part of the vein, which measures 2.2 feet
wide was, according to the. applicant's representative, some of
the "highest grade material" in the workings. Furthermore,
selected samples of dark mineralized material contained only
0.33 percent W05 and 0.4k percgnt P. Gold in both samples was

less than 0.005 ouﬁce per ton.
