The ap licant requested assistance in exploring a large
number (3 groups) of claims by non-core drilling.

The area in which the property is located is characterized
by the occurrence of numerous small orebodies scattered through a
stratigraphic_interval of about 200 feet of Salt Wash sediments.
Only two mines on the mesa have produced more than 1,000 tons; the
Mammoth has produced 5,067 tons of 0,15% U30g and the Black Mama has
produced 2,316 tons of 0,39% Us0g ore. The Harvey mine practically
in the referenced property is credited with the production of 3!;0
tons of 0.53 U30g material.

The mineralized layers seen by the examiners on the claims
are most commonly O.1 feet thick with lateral dimensions as great as
35 by 150 feet. The largest orebodies observed were formed by
thickened portions of the sandstone layer and are from 1 to 3 feet thick
and about 20 x 75 feet in-lateral dimensions, and individual orebodies
are usually 150 tons or less in size.

, The examiners do not say how many outcrops of ore were seen
in the 2.5 miles of Salt Wash outcrop on the cleims, and no samples
were taken. Apparently, as established by drilling and prospecting,
the estimated orebody frequency is not such as to justify even the
proposed short near outcrop holes, and as concluded by the examiners R
the deep holes are quite unwarranted.





I accept the opinion of the examiners and concur with
-the recommendation of the examiners and the Field Team that the

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The sixty unpatented lode mining claims included in the subject
application are in three separate groups called the Mike claim group, the
Roger claim group, and the Engebretson claim group. All three groups are
located in the northeastern part of Tenderfoot Mesa in secs. 20, 21, 29,
28, 32, and 33, T. 51 N., R. 18 W., New Mexico Principal Meridian, Mesa
County, Colorado (fig. 1). The claims can be reached by traveling 10

miles southwest from Grand Junction on U. S. Highway 50 to Whitewater,
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Colorado; thence 4l miles southwesterly through Unaweep Canyon on State

The validity of the above-listed groups of claims is very difficult

to determine without expending a great deal of time on a check of the

Mesa County claim records and the area covered by the claims.

The Tender-

foot area was restored to public domain on June 14, 1954 and many con-

flicting claims were staked. A cursory examination of maps available to

the examining team immediately reveals conflicting areas on the claims

included in the subject. application.

Errors in marking the claims on the

ground were noted by the examiners during the inspection so there may be

some question as to the validity of the claims due to improper location

procedure.

The applicant has leased the claims from M. R. Douglas, Thomas J.

Clark, and J. R. Cagle (doing business as Western Investors). The Mike

and Roger groups of claims apparently belong to Western Investors and are

leased to the applicant with a 10 percent overriding royalty on the gross

proceeds held by the lessor.

The Engebretson group is leased from the

T
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Western Investors who leased the group from the original owners.
This lease carries a 20 percent overriding royalty on the net profits,
payable to the owners. No documents concerning this transaction were
included with the application.

PRESENT STATUS

Exploration and Development

Private interests have drilled a total of about 25 wagon-drill holes
on ﬁhe subject property. No geologic or radiometric records were submitted
for this drilling so it has little bearing on the classification of ground
as té favorableness. The applicant's representative stated that three or
four of the holes on 20-foot centers were "ore holes" but no proof was
given to subsfantiate this classification.

GEOLOGY

The subject cléims are located in the no:theast and east-central
parts of Tenderfoot Mesa, Mesa County, Cplorado. The mesa is cgpped

Four uranium-vanadiunéﬁearing horizons with a vertical range of about
200 feet have been recogniéed on Tenderfoot Mesa by the Atomic Energy
Commission; The lowest is the Harvey-Humq;nger horizon, about 60 feet
above the base of the Salt Wééh membér, wﬁich is on the east side of
Tenderfoot Mesa and is nearest the subject claims. Several non-productive
mineralized outcrops occur at this horiZ9n on the claims. The next highest
is the Black Mama*horizon which is 90 to 110 feet above the base-of the

>Salt Wash member. This is the closest mine on the west side of the claims.

From these data it is assumed that the target horizon on the claims would

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be sandstone strata in the lower part of the Salt Wash member. The
two higher horizons are west and southwest of the claims and are 1655

205 feet and 220-260 feet above the base of the Salt Wash_member. These \

account for most of the produced ore and ore reserves on Tenderfoot
Mesa.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant proposes an exploration Program consisting of 211
rotary, non-core holes totaling 35,850 feet and costing $52,612.50.
Additional costs for bulldozing, englneering, brébingoequipméntyrdssapscy
ing, transportation and housing bring the estimated total project cost
to $56,187.50.

Proposed drill”holes are spaced on centers that range from 150 to
4oo féet.. The applicant estimates that about one-half of the foofage will
‘be in holes that will average 125 feet in depth and that the remainder
will be in holes that average 300 feet in depth. The figures appear to
be somewhat low as the shallowest drill holes near the rim will be about _
125 feetvdeep, whilevthe deepest_holes, if the middle and lower parts of the
Salt Wash member are to be tested, will be aBout TOO to 750 feet deep.

No revised program is being submitted as‘the target size of deposits,
based on known occurrences, is too small to warrant drilling at the depths

which would be required to test the ore-bearing horizons.

- CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Ore oh Tenderfoot Mesa has oeenoproduced-from four horizons that
range from 60 to 260 feet above the base of the Salt Wash member of the
Mbrrlson formation of Jurassic age. On the basis of known deposits, ore
on the claims would probably occur in the lower horizons. The ore de-
poéits would be small and.irregular and, as exploration and mining has
shown, would have to be defined by drill holes spaced on about 25-foot
centers. Such drilling would not be feasible at depths that range from
125 to.750 feet deep.

For the sbove reasons, it is recommended that the request for DMEA

assistance for exploration be dénied.
