Hilltop claim at an estimated cost of $40,139.81. 


Before field referral they submitted a revised program 
of 8 trenches 125 feet long, 20 feet wide and 40 feet deep at 
an estimated cost of $103,219.00. 


The company is reported to have produced 7.5 tons of 
beryl bearing material for beneficiation tests at the Colorado 
School of Mines. They	 sold 13 tons of beryl in 1956. The 
Field Team estimates that 1/2 ton of beryl remains to be cobbed 
i the stockpile on the Hilltop Claim No. 23. 


The unzoned dikes occur In Precambrian granite and schist. 
The applicant proposes to explore two pegmatite dikes on claim No. 23 
which has a strike length of 325 feet and as much as 25 feet wide. 
On Claim No. 24 a 20 foot wide pegmatite crops out for more than 
1/4 mile.


The Field Team reports from a visual Inspection of the 
six cuts across the dike of Claim No. 23 that the beryl content is 
about 1%, and the beryl content on the pegmatite Dike No. 24 about 
1/2%. No rare earth or radioactive materials were observed on either 
pegmatite.


The applicant proposes to move 40,000 tons of material at 
$2.584 per ton. The value of the ore in place of 1% material is 
about $4.80. 


The common crystal size is one to three inches. This size 
crystal is extremely difficult and costly to hand cobb and the recovery 
factor is low. No samples were taken by the Field Team nor were any 
giain counts made. The program as set forth by the applicant should 
be considered as mining oI40,000 ton bulk sample. It is recommended 
that the subject application be denied on the basis that the 
probability of making a significant discovery is not sufficiently 
promising to justify Government participation.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARK 


Storm Mountain Mining Company applied for DMEA assistance to 


explore for uranium, beryl, manganese, thorium, and rare-earths on 


their property in the Crystal Mountain district of Larimer County, 


Colorado. The application was submitted on August 31, 1956, and re-


ferred for field examination on January 30, 1957. Heavy snow prevented 


examination until May 6, 1957, when the property was examined by R. U. 


King, U. S. Geological Survey, and D. E. Redmon, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 


•	 accompanied by John K. Banks, representative for the applicant. 


The preliminary exploration proposal consisted of stripping, 


trenching, test pitting, and about 375 feet of drifting on the Hilltop 


claims, estimated to cost $40,139.84. Before the application was re-


ferred to the field, a revised exploration program was submitted con- 


sisting of 8 trenches, across outcropping pegmatite dikes on the Hilltop 


and Estes Bell groups of claims. Each trench would be 125 feet long, 


20 feet wide and 40 feet deep. The applicant estimated the cost of 


the program at $103,219. 


In the Crystal Mountain district the Precambrian Idaho Springs 


formation has been intruded by many pegmatite dikes that are known to 


contain beryl and small quantities of uranium minerals. 


0
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The examiners conclude that the uranium, manganese, thorium, 



and rare earth mineral content of the dikes is insignificant. The 


quantity of beryl may be .significant but further exploration by drill-


ing, trenching, or tunnelling would only serve to define, more closely, 


the limits of the pegmatites and would not disclose any significant 


change in the tenor of the ore. 


It is therefore recommended that the application for DMEA assist-


ance be denied. 


LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Storm Mountain Mining Company's property comprises two groups 


of standard lode locations known as Estes Bell and Hilltop groups in

	 T. 6 N., R. 71 L, 6th P. N., in the Crystal Mountain district of 



Larimer County, Colorado (figs. 1 1 2, and 3). The 20 contiguous 


claims comprising the Estes Bell group are in sees. 8, 9, 16, and 17; 


the Hilltop group of 24. contiguous claims is in sees. 2, 3, li. , 9, 10, 


and 11. The .claims are reached by traveling west and north from Love-


land, Colorado, to Masonville, then up the Buckhorn Creek road for 


3.5 miles to the Stringtown road, then along the Stringtown road a 


distance of 7.1 miles to Bear Creek. The road forks after crossing 


Bear Creek; the right hand road crosses the Hilltop claims and the 


left hand road leads to Storm Mountain along the southeast edge of the 


Estes Bell group of claims.

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The climate is moderate during summer, but heavy snowfall would 


preclude surface mining activity from November to May. 


The terrain is mountainous but slopes are relatively gentle. 


Altitudes range from 7,500 to 9,500 feet above sea level. The Estes 


Bell group is at the higher altitude. 


Access roads are rough and steep. 


Manpower is available in nearby communities. 


Water is plentiful only during the spring runoff season. 


Electric power is not available at the property. 


The relatively dense growth of pine, spruce, and aspen would pro-


vide timber for mine use and rough buildings. 


OWNERSHIP, HISTORY, AND PRODUCTION 


Storm Mountain Mining Company is a Colorado corporation in

Rob I t. Sunshine, Secretary-Treasurer of Storm Mountain Mining Company, 


reported that the Estes Bell claims were formerly owned by W. Dansby 


and the Hilltop claims were formerly owned by W. Humphreys.

	 Production was reported by the applicant to be 7-1/2 tons of 


beryl-bearing material; apparently much of the material was used in 


experiments at the Colorado School of Mines in an effort to concentrate 


the beryl. 


The Storm Mountain Mining Co. sold 2,600 pounds of beryl to Beryl 


Ores Company of Arvada, Colorado, in 1956. An estimated 1,000 pounds of 


beryl remains to be cobbed from a stockpile on Hilltop claim No. 23. 


PRESENT STATUS 


The campsite consists of a 21+-foot house trailer and a large 


tent about 15 by 30 feet, used for a bunkhouse. There is no mining 


equipment on the property. 
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The Estee Bell claims are essentially unprospected and are in 


close proximity to the Phil Mar Oil Company property (Docket DMEA 


4385) for which exploration assistance was denied. 


GEOIGY 


Precambrian granite and schist are the country rocks in the 


vicinity of the Storm Mountain Mining Company's property in the 


Crystal Mountain district, Larimer County, Colorado. The Precambrian 


rocks are cut by pegmatite dikes that have a wide range in size, orienta-


tion, and composition. 


Medium-grained gray to pink granite forms prominent ridges be-


tween intervening gullies and draws that are mostly underlain by 


0	 quartz-biotite schist. The foliation of the schist trends N. 700 E. 


and dips 800 S. 


Two pegmatite dikes crop out in the southwestern part of the claim 


group. On claim 23, a dike crops out along the crest of an eastward-


plunging ridge for about 325 feet. The dike is as much as 125 feet. 


wide and is roughly concordant with the enclosing schist. On claim 214, 


a 20-foot wide pegmatite dike crops out along the side of an east-


trending draw for more than one-quarter mile. 


The dikes are apparently unzoned and are made up of a coarse 


intergrowth of pink and white feldspar, massive quartz, and muscovite. 


Both dikes contain beryl in small quantities. Some of the beryl ex-


hibits good crystal habit, but much of it is in irregular masses 


.
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intergrown with pink feldspar or gray quartz. The beryl ranges from 


a dull gray green to white. From visual inspection of six cuts across 


the dike on claim 23, it is estimated that the beryl content is about 


1 percent. The beryl content of the dike on claim 24 appears to be 


not over 0.5 percent.  Although beryl crystals as large as 8 inches 


in diameter were observed in the pegmatites on claim 23, the common 


crystal size is much smaller, ranging from one to 3 inches in diameter. 


Small irregular masses of a black sooty non-radioactive-mineral 


are sparsely scattered in the pegmatite on claim 23. Black film-like 


dendritic coatings are common on fracture surfaces. These black min-


erals are believed to be manganese oxides. 


No rare earth or radioactive minerals were observed in either of 


the peiatites on the property, and it is concluded that significant 


quantities of uranium, thorium, or other radioactive minerals are not 


likely to occur in significant amounts in the pegmatite deposits on 


the property.


APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL AND COST ESTIMATE 


The applicant proposes to trench across pegmatite outcrops in four 


places on the Estes Bell group and four places on the Hilltop group 


(fig. 3). The trenches are expected. to be about 125 feet long, 40 feet 


deep and 20 feet wide. The cost of the project was estimated to be 


$103,219.00.
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Many items are excessive, such as: $3.10, an hour for laborers; 


$800 per month for a general superintendent; $6,000 for camp supplies; 


and $1,200 for attorneys' fees. 


CONCLUSIONS AND BECOMMENDATIONS 


The examiners conclude that uranium, manganese, thorium, and rare 


earths exist in such small quantities as to be of no economic importance. 


Although the quantity of beryl in the pegmatites may be appreciable, 


the grade of the ore is low (0.5. to 1 percent). Further exploration 


would not be likely to result in a significant change in the estimated 


tenor of the beryl-bearing dikes. 


It is recommended that the application for DMEA assistance be 


denied.

Subject: Review of application, DMEA 11.11.56, Storm Mountain Mining 
Co., Estes Bell and Hilltop claims, Larimer County, 
Coigrado, (uranium, et al.). 


The applicant proposes to explore for uranium, beryllium, 
manganese, thorium, and rare earths on a property consisting of 
144 mining claims in two groups. The work would consist of 
excavating four trenches on each claim group. 


The applicant makes no attempt to answer question no. 4, 
on NF-103, which asks, among other things, for a geologic 
description of the area involved. The applicant mentions that the 
trenches would crosscut some dikes. No assay returns from samples 
from the property are submitted. 


The applicant's property is in the Crystal Mountain 
pegmatite district; therefore, the chances for discovering large 
ore bodies do not appear to be good. Many of the considerations 
concerning DMEA 4385, Phil Mar Oil Co., now pending in the same 
general vicinity, should apply to this application. The present 
applicant, incidentally, was connected with the former applicant. 
DI€A 14148 and 4227 also in Larinier County but under different 
geologic conditions were denied. 


The applicant.' a estimated costs are exorb'itant. Such 
items as "attorney's fees 	 $1,200" have no place in a realistic 
estimated cost structure. 


I recommend that the Field Team be asked to review the 
application. Unless favorable new developments have recently 
come to light it appears that the expenditure of the applicant's 
estimated $103,219 is not warranted at this time.
