Lisbon Valley Uranium Company, Denver, Colorado, on September 12; 


1956, made application to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-


tion for aid in exploring for lead and zinc in the old Dives-Pelican 


and other contiguous mines. The estimated cost of the program is 


$110,520. 


The property was examined on November 15, 1956, by an examining 


team from the U. S. Bureau of Mines and the U. S. Geological Survey.

At the time of the examination the Ricci (Phillips) winze was 


pumped out to nearly the 90-foot sub-level, which was partly filled 


with water. The condition of the 90-foot sub-level Is not known, but 


is presumed to be open. It is reported that normally the Ricci wlnze 


is flooded to Its collar • The Burleigh tunnel beyond the Phillips 


Junction (fig. 3) would require a minor amount of rehabilitation in 


the form of laying track. The northeast extension of the Phillips 


drift is caved at approximately 172 feet beyond the GuenzI raise. 


Maps indicate that the Phillips drift extends 232 feet beyond the S Guenzi raise and the area would require extensive retimbering. On 


the Diamond tunnel level, the Corry City northwest drift is accessible 


for about 380 feet from its junction with the Diamond tunnel; it 10 


caved beyond this point. The amount of drift rehabilitation, beyond 


the beginning of the caved area could not be determined. 


The applicant is currently working on the property. As nearly 


as could be determined from the examination of the Burleigh and 


Diamond tunnel levels, the applicant's mining activities appear to 


be confined chiefly to rehabilitation and recovery of stope fill 


which is processed at the applicant's mill in Silver Plume. 


.
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GEOLOGY 


The Dives-Pelican and other mines included in the subject prop-


erty, well known producers of lead-zinc-silver from 1870 to about 


World War I j, are in the Silver Plume mining distirct of Clear Creek 


County, Colorado. The area has been extensively studied by Spurr and 


Garrey i/ and more recently by Lovering and Goddard J. Most of the 


workings in the mine are now inaccessible, due both to caved ground 


and water, and therefore in this report, only a brief general geologic 


outline Is presented for the purpose of orientation. Detailed 


regional and local geology has been described by the above authorities.

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The Dives-Pelican vein also known as the Pelican-Bismarck 


(northwest) and Dives-Dunkirk (southeast) is the main ore-bearing 


structure on the property. Two smaller structures • the Seven-


Thirty and Wisconsin-Corry City veins - branch off this main system 


at the northwestern and southeastern ends respectively (fig. 2). 


The DivesPelican-Bismarck vein, which trends N. 600 W. and dips 


500 to 900 IE, has formed along a strong fault zone, whose 


was determined by a pre-existing dike of rhyolite porphyry. The 


Seven-Thirty and Wisconsin-Corry City veins also occur along zones 


of movement which are related to, but of lesser magnitude than, the 


•	 break along the main Dives-Pelican-Bismarck system. The Philips 


vein occupies ' a fracture zone approximately 600 feet south of, and 


parallel to, the Seven-Thirty vein. This vein apparently does not 


intersect the Dives-Pelican-Bismarck vein, but is one of the many 


small subsidiary fractures, in part mineralized, that are so common 


in the area. 


The veins are both fracture fillings and replacement-type deposits 


occurring sporadically along, and throughout, relatively wide brecciated 


fault zones. Furthermore, the ore on the veins tends to occur in 


definite shoots for which there is little or practically no known con-


trol. The main ore shoot on the Dives-Pelican-Bismarck vein occurs in 


the interval between the intersections of the Seven-Thirty and Wisconsin-


Corry City veins, yet these two latter veins are essentially barren at 
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the intersection. The ore shoots on Seven-Thirty and Wisconsin-


Corry City veins occur at least 500 feet from the intersection. As 


a general rule the hard and brittle Silver Plume granite and the 


Idaho Springs granite gneisses make more favorable host rocks for 


ore deposition than the relatively soft and easily sheared acid 


porphyries. 


The principal sulfide minerals of the veins are sphalerite, 


argentiferous galena, and locally, considerable pyrite. St].fides 


of silver are also present in minor amounts, especially in the upper 


levels. The chief gangue mineral is quartz with some barite, calcite, 


and siderite.


SAMPLING AND ORE ESTIMATES 


The U. S. Bureau of Mines, in conjunction with its Project 1561, 


conducted extensive sampling in several of the mines included in the 


applicant's property. The results of the Bureau's sampling will be 


discussed in detail, especially for those areas proposed for explora-


tion by the applicant (fig. 3). 


Channel samples numbered 85 through 92, as given in the Bureau's 


unpublished Final Report vi Silver Plume District - Project 1561, 


Appendix III, taken in the Ricci (Phillips) winze show the following 


weighted sample data:

The gold content in all samples is negligible. 


Three Bureau of Mines diamond drill holes explored the Bismarck-


Pelican vein in the vicinity of the Guenzi raise area., These holes 


tested the vein over an estimated linear distance of 300 feet and at 


depths ranging from 70 to 136 feet below the Burleigh tunnel level. 


Drill hole sample data for the more favorably mineralized portions 


are tabulated as follows:

No sample data are available for the northwest drift of the Corry 


•	 City vein on the Diamond tunnel level. During the field examination, 


a sample (EB-27) was cut across . the vein at a point approximately 


380 feet from the intersection of the Corry City northwest drift and 


Diamond tunnel (crosscut). The results of assays of this sample are 


as follows: 6.9 oz. of Ag, 0.5 percent Pb, 0.05 percent Zn.. 
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A number of Bureau of Mines and miscellaneous reports give various 


ore estimate figures amounting to several hundred thousand tons of 


indicated and inferred ore reserves for mines within the Silver Plume 


mining district.. Since the preparation of most of these reports, made 


during the World War II years, portions of some of the mines have been 


worked so that an estimate of present ore reserves is not possible. 


Furthermore, all of the ore reserves that have been estimated have 


been in workings far above the Burleigh and Diamond tunnel levels. 


From an examination of the workings on the Burleigh and Diamond 


tunnel levels, it is believed that some marginal lead-zinc ore may. 


exist as stope fill, An estimate of the possible ore reserves on 


Sthe tunnel levels was not possible, principally because the ground 


was caved.


APPLICANT I S PROPOSAL AND DISCUSSION 


The applicant proposes an exploration program consisting of 


six projects (fig. 3). We have carefully studied these projects, 


both in the field (to the extent mine conditions permitted) and in 


the office and find that all six are untenable because of (1) geology, 


(2) lack of adequate information, or (3) poor planning. The appli-


cant's six projects, together with our appraisals of them are given 


below: 
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(1) "Dewater the Ricci winze which was sunk from the 


Burleigh tunnel level on the Phillips vein and drift southwest 
500 feet albng the Phillip vein on the 90 foot sublevel of the 
winze. Ore has been mined along the Phillip vein on and above 
the Burleigh tunnel level and there is ore in the bottom of 
the Phillip vein drift on the Burleigh level. The drift is now 
caved beyond the winze." 


At the time of our examination the 90 .-foot sublevel of the Ricci 


winze was under 2 to 3 feet of water, making an inspection of the 


Phillips vein on the sublevel impossible. The Phillips vein along 


the winze and Burleigh level drift is for the most part a 1.' to 2-foot 


thick brecciated zone in granite gneiss and Silver Plume granite, 


containing very minor amounts of sphalerite. There is evidence that 


an ore body has been mined beyond the winze but, as the applicant 


Sstates, the ground is caved and no inspection of the vein was possible. 


Furthermore, Bureau of Mines samples taken in the winze average only 


11.9 oz. of Ag, 2.6 percent Pb, and 2.1 percent Zn over a 2.14-foot 


length. Therefore, on the basis of our limited field examination 


and information, we cannot recommend further exploration along the 


Phillips vein.


(2) "Drive the Burleigh tunnel 300 feet.Ln a7 northwesterly 
direction from the present main tunnel face. The purpose of 
this is to cut under the mineralized zone which produced abundance 
of ore on the Hercules tunnel level." 


This proposed project is solely the outcome of poor planning. 


The Burleigh tunnel is at an elevation of 9,150 feet. The main ore 


shoot, on the Hercules level of the Pelican-Bismarck vein, which the 


.
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applicant proposes to crosscut under is at an elevation of 10,500 feet, 


or 1050 feet above the proposed work! Furthermore, since the dip of 


the Pelican-Bismarck vein ranges between 500 and 800 to the northeast, 


the proposed crosscut on the Burleigh level if continued along its 


present course, would have to be driven at least 1,500 feet to inter-


sect the vein. In fact, the closest the proposed crosscut on the 


Burleigh level would be to the Pelican-Bismarck vein Is about 800 feet, 


measured in a northeast direction, normal to the strike of the vein. 


Certainly the basis for this work is without merit and unfounded. 


(3) "Retimber the last 250 feet of the present (?J and cut 
and drive the Burleigh tunnel 300 feet northeasterly from the 
present northeast face of the Burleigh tunnel for the purpose of 


S	 cutting the projection of the Wisconsin, Illinois ore shoot on 
the Burleigh tunnel level." 


Here again is an example of poor planning. The applicant on his 


map indiscriminately connects the Burleigh tunnel level (9,150 ') with 


the Pelican level (9,600 1 ) and shows his proposed crosscut on the 


"Burleigh" level starting at the end of an inaccessible crosscut on 


the Pelican level! Actually, the Burleigh tunnel ends about 200 feet 


east of the Guenzl raise or approximately 200 feet west of where the 


applicant has it shown. Therefore, a crosscut, from the present face 


on the actual Burleigh level, would have to be driven at least 500 feet 


to an inferred intersection with the Wisconsin-Corry City vein. More-


over, the Wisconsin-Illinois ore shoot on the Wisconsin-Corry City 


vein, which the applicant states is his target, is apparently not 


S
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present below the 5th level (:9,7009 as shown by available mine maps. 


Therefore, inasmuch as the limited general information concerning 


the vein is unfavorable and no evaluation could be made from the field 


examination, Government participation cannot be recommended for this 


project.


( Ii) "Drive a 200 ft. crosscut from a point 80 feet 
southwest of the Guenzi raise on the Burleigh level to the 
face of the east drift from the Guenzl raise. (The east 
drift from the Guenzi raise is now caved) Then drift 200 feet 
east along this the Pelican-Bismarck vein. The Pelican-
Bismarck drift on the Diamond level shows ore in the bottom 
of the drift. This Burleigh level drift would explore the 
vein on the Burleigh level 150 feet below the Diamond level." 


According to the information available to us, considerable 


•	 drifting and some stoping have already been done along the Pelican-


Bismarck vein on the Burleigh level. U. S. Bureau of Nines maps 


show at least 160 feet of drift along the vein to the east of the 


Guenzi raise where the applicant proposed to work and which is now 


caved and inaccessible. The vein along this drifted area is reportedly 


quite poor and only one small area was stoped. Bureau of Mines sampl-


ing along the drift average only 4.4 oz. of Ag, 3.7 percent Pb, and 


3.8 percent Zn. Furthermore, three drill holes put down by the 


Bureau of Mines to explore the Pelican-Bismarck vein under the Burleigh:. 


level, intersected only a slightly mineralized structure. It is 


apparent, therefore, that this area has been rather adequately explored, 
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with discouraging results, and does not warrant additional Government 


subsidized exploration. 


(5) "Retiniber the last 1 00 feet of the Corry City drift 
and drive 500 feet northwest on the Corry City vein on the 
Diamond tunnel level. This vii]. explore this vein beyond 
any previous exploration. The Corry City vein has been an 
abundant producer of silver-lead ore and the present face 
of this drift has ore showing." 


The present face of. the Corry City drift on the Diamond tunnel 


level is a cave in a small stoped area. Available mine maps show 


the drift to continue through this stoped area into barren ground 


beyond. The Corry. City vein along the accessible portion of the 


Diamond level is apparently a strong structure but weakly mineralized. 


•	 A 3-foot channel sample from the back of the drift at the beginning 


of the stoped area assayed 6.9 oz. Ag, 0.5 percent Pb, and 0.05 percent 


Zn. The paucity of mineralization on the lower levels was noted by 


Spurr and Garrey who stated (page 197): 


"The greater portion of the ore taken from this lode 
iisconsin-Corry cit7 has been obtained from the surtace 


down to a depth of 300 to 500 feet. Below this depth there 
was very little.... The lowest level of the vein is in the 
Diamond tunnel, which is about 750 feet below the lover 
Wisconsin tunnel. Here the lode is very poorly mineralized, 
containing practically no filling whatever for considerable 
distances. 


Government participation in this project is not recommended. 


(6) "Core drill 7,500 feet of horizontal holes to ex-
plore mineral zones. The ore occurs in veins which are within 
wide breccia zones or channels which are 100 feet or more in 
width. The Seven-Thirty mineral zone which strikes N. 70 to 
800 E. and the Bismarck-Pelican mineral zone which strikes 


I
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6. 600 E. are the two big mineral zones. The drifts which 
have been run along these channels have encountered ore but 
there may be parallel veins within the channels which are 
virgin. Core drilling will explore these wide channels


 indi. This drilling will be done where geological conditions  
cate parallel ore veins • Most of these holes will be less 
than 75 feet." 


Inasmuch as the applicant has not presented a definite plan to 


utilize the 7,500 feet of core drilling proposed, we are forced to 


recommend a denial for this project. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The applicant's proposed exploration projects for lead and zinc 


in the Dives-Pelican mine have been carefully considered • The majority 


Sof these projects, which unfortunately lack adequate planning, are 


based solely on unsubstantiated hearsay information and not sound 


geologic reasoning. Sampling data, old engineering and geologic 


studies, and the limited information obtained from the field examina-


tion indicate that the applicant's projects are not warranted and 


will not discover significant amounts of lead and zinc. 


Pending rehabilitation work by the applicant, such-as dewatering 


the Ricci winze and clearing caved areas, and a feasible exploration 


program based on known facts, we recommend that DMEA assistance be 


denied. The denial should be without prejudice.

This responds to your memorandum of October 5, 1956, request-
ing our review of paragraph 32 of the Mining Lease and Option dated 
July 13, 1956, prom John A. Smith to Lisbon Valley Uranium Corporation. 
That paragraph does not absolve the lessee from its potential liability 
to the Government arising from the fact that the Government has a lien 
on some 'of the lands included in the lease. Rather, paragraph 32 per-
forms two functions: 


(a) It informs the lessee that the lands included in 
the DMEA contract "designated No. 1dm. 37," are subject to 
a lien in favor of.the Government for 12 years up to 
$9,292.41; and 


(b) It constitutes an agreement by the lessor to 
indemnify the lessee 'against any expenditures or liability 
to which the lessee is subjected by virtue of the Govern-
ment's lien. 


We have surnamed the proposed letter to the Executive Officer, 
which suggests that the practicality of the proposed project be first 
determined.

(lead, zinc). 


The applicant proposes to explore for lead-zinc-silver 
ore deposits on some of the old. Silver Plume properties. The work 
would consists of dewatering some of the old mine workings, retiniber-. 
ing 1050 linear feet of old workings, driving 2,000 feet of new 
drifts and crosscuts ,, and 7000 feet of core drilling from under-
ground stations. 


A large amount of mining was done on the subject properties 
some 50 to 60 years ago. Large parts of the old workings are now 
caved, and it is not possible to determine from the application just 
how much of the old drifts are accessible. The main problem, of course, 
is to determine the probability of the presence of extensions of the 
old veins and lodes. 


Old reports, notably U.S.G.S. Professional Paper No. 63, 
1906, give much information concerning the geology and structure of 
the district. The lodes and veins are reported to be formed along 
slip, shear, and fault planes. If this is true, the strength and 
continuity of such structures should be evaluated in the field. I 
recommend that the application be referred to the Field Team for 
examination and report. 


The applicant states he has miners at work on the property 
retimbering and rehabilitating parts of the old workings. It does not 
seem unreasonable to expect the applicant to make the take-off points 
for the various projects accessible, clean, and free for the purposes 
of eramIntion by the Government engineer and geologist- , . To do that 
might entail some dewatering and retimbering on the part of the 
applicant.
